N.B.—The Regulations are liable to be altered in future years.

B 1. On June 2nd, 1885, and following days, an
hxlamim\tmn, open to all qualified persons, will be
l’c d in London («). Not fewer than  persons will

¢ selected, if so many shall be found duly qualified;
viz.,  for the Lower Provinces of Bengal (including
Assam) ; for the Upper Provinces of Bengal (in-
cluding the Punjab and Oudh) ; for Burma; for
Mfidras, and  for Bombay (b).

2. No person will be deemed qualified who shall not
satisfy the Civil Service Commissioners:—

(i.) That he is a natural-born subject of Her
Majesty.

(ii.) That his age will be above seventeen years
and under nineteen years on the 1st of January, 1885.
[N.B.—In the case of Natives of India this must be
certified by the Government of India or of the Presidency
or 'Prmmwe in which the Candidate may have resided.]

(iii ) That he has no disease, constitutional affection,
or bodily infirmity unfitting him, or likely to unfit him,
for the Civil Service of India.

(iv.) That he is of good moral character.

3. Should the evidence upon the above points be
primé facie satisfactory to the Civil Service Com-
missioners, the Candidate, on payment of the pre-
scribed fee (c), will be admitted to the Examination.
The Con.lmlssiqners may, however, 1n their discretion,
at any time prior to the grant of the Certificate of
Qnuhﬁcgt:oxg hereinafter referred to, institute such
further inquiriesasthey may deem necessary ; andif the
result of such inquiries in the case of any Candidate
should be unsatisfactory to them in any of the above
rsa_spects. he will be ineligible for admission to the
Civil Service of India: and if already selected, will
be removed from the position of a Probationer.

obtained in respect of it at any one Examination. The
Examination will be conducted on paper and wvivd
voce, as may be deemed necessary. The last of these
Examinations will be held at the close of the second
year of probation, and will be called the ** Final
Examination,” at which it will be decided whether a
Selected Candidate is qualified for the Civil Service of
India. At this Examination Candidates will be per-
mitted to take up any one of the following branches of
Natural Science, viz.—Botany, Geology, or Zoology,
for which 850 marks will be allowed.

10. Candidates will be tested during their probation
as to their ability to perform journeys on horseback ;
and no Candidate will be deemed qualified for _the

11. Any Candidate who, at any of the periodical
Examinations, shall appear to have wilfully neglected
his studies, or to be physically incapacitated for
pursuing the prescribed course of training, will be
liable to have his name removed from the list of
Selected Candidates.

12, The Selected Candidates who, at the Final
Examination, shall be found to have a competent
knowledge of the subjects specified in Regulation 9,
and who shall have satisfied the Civil Service Commis-
sioners of their eligibility in respect of nationality, age,
health, character, and ability to ride, shall be certified
by the said Commissioners to be entitled to be ap-
pointed to the Civil Service of India, provided they
shall comply with the regulations in force, at the time
for that Service.

13. Persons desirous to be admitted as Candidates
must apply on Forms, which may be obtained from
‘“The Secretary, Civil Service Commission, London,
S.W.,” at any time after the 1st December, 1884.

CHAPLAINS.

REGULATIONS FOR THEIR ADMISSION,

Candidates for appointments as Junior Chaplains
must have been two years in Orders, and be un.der
thirty-four years of age, and must, prior to appoint-
ment, produce their letters of Orders, Deacon, and
Priest, as well as testimonial, signed by three bene-
ficed clergymen; the appointments are made subject
to the approval of the Archbishop of Canterburyor the
Bishop of London. el

Chaplains must proceed to their destination within
four months from the date of their nomination by the
Secretary of State, and in failure thereof, without leave

obtained from the Secretary of State for India in
Council, their appointments will lapse.

Chaplains must, as a condition of their appointment,
subscribe to the Indian Service Family Peusion Fund
from the date of their arrival in India.

The widows and families of Chaplains are also
entitled to pensions, under the terms of such Royal
Warrant, regulating the grant of pensions to the
widows and families of British Officers, as may be in
force at the time being (The Royal Warrant of 10th
June, 1884, is the one now in force.)

[The arrangements hereinafter described are subject to revision under the orders of the Secretary of
State.]

The Royal Indian Engineering College lias been es-
tablished under the orders of the Secretary of State
for India in Council, in view to the education of Ci_\'il
Engineers for the service of Government in the Indian
Public Works Department ; but it is open, to the extent
of the accommodation available, to all persons desirous
of following the course of study pursued there.

2, Nixty students will be admitted yearly to the
College. “Candidates for admission must be between the
ages of seventeen and twenty-one years on the 1st day
of July of the year of admission, and of good moral
character ; they must have had a good general education,
and have attained to a sufficient degree of proficiency
in elementary mathematics to enable them to follow the
College course with advantage.

3. In the event of there being more candidates for
admission than the College can receive, the preference
will be given to qualified candidates according to dates
of application for admission.

4. Applications for admission, supported by certificates
of character and evidence of age, should be addressed to
the Secretary to the/College, not later than the last week
of June in each year.*

5. Candidates whose applications are found satis-
factory as fo age and character will be required to
undergo an examination, to be held at the College, about
the end of June, in the following subjects :—(1.) English
Composition, to the extent of being able to write gram-
matically, and with correct spelling, in a neat and legible
hand. (2. The following branches of mathematics ;
viz,, Arithmetie, Algebra,t Geometry,} Mensuration,

and Plane ’l'rigonmnctrﬁ'@ ;

6. They will also be required to give evidence of
having received a fair general education, by certificate
from their school or college, or by undergoing an exami-
nation in some classical or modern language, and m
history or geography.

7. A fee of £2 will be payable in advance by each
candidate accepted for examination, and will not under
any circumstances be returnable.

8. The coursc in Engineering extends over three
years; that in Telegraphy over two years. The ap-
pointments in the Indian Public Works Department
offered for competition by the Secretary of State for
India are awarded at the end of the three years’ course
(sece art. 19) ; those offered in the Indian Telegraph
Depart;nent are awarded at the end of two years. (gee
art.

10. An annual charge of £180 is made for each student,
which must be paid in advance to the Bank of Eng-
land, in three sums of £60 per term. Receivable orders
with full directions as to the mode of payment will he
forwarded from the India Office, shortly before the fees
fall due, to the parents or guardians of the students.

11. A deposit of £5 is required to be paid by each
student on admission to the %ollege, as caution money,
to cover charges incurred by him for damage to bouks,
instruments, &c., or any College bills outstanding on
leavl_ng the College, when the balance standing at his
credit will be repaid. This deposit is to be paid with
the fee for the first term, making the total payment on
that occasion £65.

12. The College fees include all charges for tuition,
board, according to the College tariff, and lodging, with
washing, but not for medical attendance  Students are
required to provide their own class hooks and drawine
instruments.

19. Appointments in the Indian Public Works De-
partment will be available yearly for the passed students
of the College, to the extent of the vacancies in that
branch of the service, The minimum number of the
appointments to be so given will be notified in each case,
if possible, three years heforehand, at the time of the
admission to the College of the students concerned.

20. The passed students, being British subjects, of
sound constitution, and free from any serious physical
defects which would render them unfit for cmp}uymcnt
in the Public Works Department of India, the final
decision on which pomt will rest with the Secretary of
State for India, will be eligible for these appointments
in their order of standing at the final examination.

21. The passed students thus selected will be appointed
Assistant Lngineers, Second Grade, from the 1st October
in the year of their passing out of the College, from which
date also their service for pemsion will count.

While so employed he will receive pay at the rate of
£150 a year, to commence from the date of entering on
the practical course, and in addition will be eligible to
receive a premium of from £10 to £25 m each half-year
during the course, according to the degree of proficiency
and diligence shown, The practical course will com-
monly last for a year, at the expiration of which the
Assistant Engineer, if reported qualified, will be provided
with a free passage to India, and will be entitled to re-
ceive his sallary at the Indian rate, which is at present
Rs. 4,200 per annum from the date of embarkation, un-
less from any cause he fuls to arrive in India within two
months from the date appointed for his embarkation, in
which case his salary nt]] ndian rates will begin from the
date of his arrival in India.

25. The fees to the Engineers under whom the practi-
cal course is passed will he paid by the Secretary of
state for India, unless the Assistant Engineer voluntarily
relinquishes his appointment, in which case they will
have to be refunded.

INDIAN TELEGRAPH APPOINTMENTS.

Civil or Mechanical Engineers of standing, at’ moderate
rates of premium. y

33. Chemical, physical, and mechanical laboratories,
a library, gymnasium, and workshop are attached to
the College.  Means are also provided for the practice of
phutugru]llhy. Students making use of the laboratories
are supplied with the needful apparatus. They are
r;’.q\lired to provide their own hand tools in the work-
shop.

34. The responsibility for the discipline and manage-
ment of the College and for the superintendence of the
studies is vested in the President, under the general
control of the Seeretary of State for India, acting with
the advice of the Board of Visitors.

35. The students are distributed in sections, under
personal charge of one of the Professors or Instructors
selected as tutor by the President, to whom the tutor is
responsible for exercising the proper degree_of personal
supervision over each student in his division, and for
conducting necessary correspondence with the student’s
friends.

36. Bach student is provided with a separate room
furnished, and with fuel and light, also with the neces-
sary attendance. He is required to supply his own
towels and bed linen. Meals are taken in hall ine
and beer are not included in the ordinary fare, but can
be obtained from the College cellar.

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AN ABSTRACT OF THE SIXTH EDITION OF THE CIVIL PENSION AND
LEAVE CODES.

PRELIMINARY.

1. No standing order not contained in these Codes
should be quoted or trusted in deciding, or submitting
for orders, any question affecting Pensions, Leave, or
Acting Allowances to Officers engaged in the Civil
Administration. If any Officer thinks that any order
not embodied in these Codes ought to be revived,
he shounld refer the question, through the proper
channel, to the Government of India. Without the
special authority of the Government of India, nosuch
order is valid.

2. In these Codes, unless there be something re-
pugnant in the subject or context—

ABsSENTEE means an Officer absent, whether on leave,
under suspension, or on duty, from an ap-
pointment on which he has a lien.

AccoUNTANT GENERAL includes ‘‘ Comptroller Gene-
ral” and “Comptroller.” When used in
reference to a Public Servant applying for
leave, or on leave, ‘‘Accountant General”
means the Officer who audits the pay and
allowances of such Public Servant.

Acrive SErvICE includes, besides time spent on duty
in India—

(e) Privilege Leave of Absence.

(b) Subsidiary Leave of Absence. :

(¢) Time spent on the voyage to India by an Officer
who is recalled to duty before the expiry of any
recognized leave out of India, and (if within a
year from the date on which he can be spared,
the officer takes the unexpired portion of the
leave from which he was recalled) the time
spent on the return voyage to Europe.

And, for purposes of Pension, period of absence

from India on duty of an Officer deputed or

detained out of India on duty.

In the case of a Chaplain, Active Service includes
also—

(¢) Time passed in India out of employ, but not on

leave.

In the case of a Covenanted Civil Servant, not
being a Native Civil Servant, Active Service includes
also—

(f) The interval between the date of an officer’s

first arrival in India, and the date on which he
joins his first appointment. E

(g) Time passed, out of employ, on Subsistence
Allowance, but not on Furlough.

(h) Leave of Absence within the limits of the East
India Company's Charter, which counted as
Service and Residence under the Covenanted
Service Leave Rules in force before the Sth
June, 1855.

(i) Leave of Absence on Urgent Private Affairs
granted before the 3rd January, 1863.

1. Examination Leave of Absence is also Active
Service ; provided that not more than twelve months
of such Leave can be so reckoned to any Officer, and
that leave granted under Clauses (¢) and (d) of Rule 1
under Section 76 of the Civil Leave Code is not rec-
koned as Active Service, unless the Officer passes the
Examination for which the Leave is granted.

2. One year of Leave of Absence on Medical Certi-
ficate was reckoned as ** Residence *' under the Coven-
anted Service Leave Rules in force before the 1st July,
1868. This is not reckoned as Active Service.

In the case of a Native Civil Servant, ACcTIVE SERVICE

means Active Service in the Covenanted Civil
Service, and includes also any period, not ex-
ceeding two years,spent on probation in India.

In the case of a Military Officer subject to Civil
Rules Acrive SERVICE includes also—

(1) The time spent on duty in India between the date
on which he became subject to the Military Fur-
lough and Leave Rules of 1875, and the date on
which he joined his first substantive Civil ap-
pointment,

(2) Leave granted under Rule 10 of the Military
Furlough and Leave Rules of 1875. b
(3) Time passed in India out of employ on Civil
Subsistence Allowance, but not on Furlough.
(1) Rule 1, under Clause (i) above, applies also to
Military Officers subject to Civil Rules.

In the case of Engineers appointed from the Royal
Indian Engineering College at Cooper’s Hill who passed
out of the College from the years 1878 to 1886, inclusive,
Active Serviceincludes also the whole period from date
of appointment to the Service to date of joining their
appointments in India, provided they fulfil the condi-
tions in regard to date of landing in India specified in
Section 68 () of the Civil Pension Code.

APPOINTMENTS are said to be in the same ‘“Class”
when they are in the same Department, and
bear the same designation, or have been de-
clared by the Government of India to bein the
same Class. Appointments in the same Class
are sometimes divided into Grades, according
to pay.

AveERAGE EMOLUMENTS for the purposes of pension
means the average calculated upon the last
five years of service.

1. If, during the last five years of his service, an
Officer has been absent from duty on Leave With
Allowances, or, having been suspended, has been,
under Section 95 of the Civil Pension Code, rein-
stated without forfeiture of service, his Emolu-
ments, for the purpose of ascertaining the Average,
should be taken at what they would have been had he
not been absent from duty or suspended: Provided
always that his peosion must not be increased on
account of increase in pay not actually drawn. But if
his Jeave is reckoned as service under Section 93, Rule
2 of the Civil Pension Code, only the allowances
actually received during the Leave should be taken
into account.

2. If, during the last five years of his service, an
Officer has been absent from “duty on Leave Without
Allowances, not counting for Pension, or in Inferior
Service, or suspended under such circumstances that
the period of suspension does not count as service, the
periods so passed should be disregarded in the calcula
tion of the Average, an equal period before the five
years being included.

3. Excepting as provided in Rules 1 and 2, only
Emoluments actually received can be included in the
calculation. For example, when an Officer is allowed to
count time retrospectively towards increase of p;{y
but does not receive retrospectively the intermediate
periodical increments, these intermediate increments
are not reckoned in the calculation,

AVERAGE SALARY.—(I.) For the purposes of Chapter V,
of the Civil Leave Code,
means the salary which an Officer has earned
during so much of his continuous Active Ser
vice as is within the three years preceding the
day on which he gives up office: Provided
that neither Subsidiary leave, nor any period
during which an Officer has been out of
employ in India otherwise than as a penalty
for misconduct, shall be included in Active
Service for the purposes of such calculation;
and provided also that the Leave Allowances
of an Uncovenanted Officer shall in no case
exceed his actual salary when he takes Leave.

(IL.) For the purposes of Chapter VI. of the Civil
Leave Code,
means the Average Salary for amonth, caleulated
for so much of the three years immediately
preceding the day on which a Native Civil
Servant gives up Office as he has passed on
duty, or on Privilege or Examination Leave.
Average Salary in excessof Rs. 1,400 a month
is not reckoned.

(I1L) For the purposes of Chapter X. of the Civil
Leave Code,

means the Average Salary for a month, calculated
for so much of the three years immediately
preceding the day on which the Officer gives
up Office as he has passed on Duty, or on
Privilege Leave.

sideration of exceptional local circumstances,
such as the unhealthiness or expensiveness of
the locality or duty, or the specially arduous
nature of the work. A Local Allowance is
paid in full to the Officer actually present on
duty, and is not taken into account in caleu-
lating Leave Allowances or Penson. (But
see Section 14 and Rule 10 under Section 75, Civil

Leave Code.)

Foxp,—When revenue derived from special

sources is devoted to special objects, and not

to the general purposes of the Administra-
tion, whether Imperial or Provincial, the
revenue so devoted forms a “Local Fund.”

An ‘“Incorporated Local Fund"” is a Local

Fund, the receipts of, and disbursements from,

All
Military Officers in Civil Employ who entered
the Staff Corpsor theIndian Medical Service
after the 31st December, 1875, are subject to
Civil Rules.

A Military Oflicer subject to Military Rules™
means a Military Commissioned Officer in per-
manent Civil Employ (not being a Warrant
Officer), who is subject to the Military Furlough
Rules of 1854 or 1868, or a Warrant Officer.
Such an  Officer is not included in “an
Officer” in the Civil Leave Code. All Mili-
tary Officers who w in Civil employ cn
the 30th December, 1875, and have been since
continuously in such employ, are “ subject to
Military Rules,” excepting any who may have
elected the Rules of 1875 before the 7Tth
December, 1877,

« All Military Officers” means both Military
Officers subject to Civil Rules, and Military
Officers subject to Military Rules.

Note 1.—A Military Officer in'the Military Secretariat
of the Government of India, Madras, or Bombay is not
“in Civil Empioy.”

Note 2.—A Military Officer who has officiated in the
Civil Department continuously for not ]egs than three
years is considered to be in permanent Civil Employ.

MINISTERIAL OFFICER means an officer, whether his
appointment to the service is ga.zetted or not:, whose
duties are not of an administrative or executive cha-
racter, but who is employed as a Member of an office
establishment.

Narive Crvin SErvANT.— ““ A Native Civil Servant ” is
a Native of India appointed to an office in the
Covenanted Civil Service, in accordance with
the Rules framed under Section 6, Act 33 Vic.
Cap. 3.

NATIVE OF INDIA means any person born and domi-
ciled within the dominions of Her Majesty in
India, or within the territories of Indian
Princes tributary to, or in alliance with, Her
Majesty, of parents habitually resident in
India, and not established there for temporary
purposes only.

Orricer.—In the Civil Leave Code, ‘“ An Officer "
means an officer of any class to whom Leave
of Absence ficin duty may be granted under
the Rules of the Code, and does not thqrefora
include ““ a Military Officer subject to Military
Rules.”

ABSTRACT OF THE CIVIL PENSION CODE.
CHAPTER 1.
EXTENT OF APPLICATION,

1. The Rules in this Code apply to all Public Officers
as follows, excepting Officers and men in the Army or
the Navy (including Covenanted Medical Officers), and
Officers of the Military Branch of the Subordinate
Medical Department. The Rules relating to Foreign
Service contained in Chapter IIL, however, apply to
the oflicers thus excepted.

(a) Judges of the High Courts of Judicature (Chapter

() Covenanted Civil Servants, including Native
Civil Servants (Chapters V. and V1.).
l (¢) Chaplains (Chapter VIL.). '
{d) Members of the Bengal Covenanted Pilot Service
and their families (Chapter VIIL).
(¢) Uncovenanted Officers (Chapter IX.).

CHAPTER II.
GENERAL RuLes.

2. The Government reserves to itself the right
of changing the Rules in this Code from time to time
at its discretion and of interpreting their meaning.
An Officer’s elaim to pension is governed by the Rules
in force at the time when heresigns or is discharged
from the service of Government; he is not entitled to
concessions withdrawn before, or made after, his resig-
nation or discharge. The general purport of this Rule
is inserted by the Secretary of State in all Covenants
for Service in India to which he is a party, which con-
tain a promise of pension under the Uncovenanted
Service Pension Rules,

3. An Officer may be admitted to pension while al-
sent on leave, whether in or out of India.

annum.

13. A Puisne Judge of the High Court at Calcutta,
not being a Native Judge, on the same terms as to
length of service, shall receive a pension not exceeding
£1,200 per annum.

14. A Chief Justice of the High Courts of Madras,
Bombay, and the North-Western Provinces, re-
spectively, after an actual service of eleven and a
half years as Judge of the High Court, of which period
at least half shallhave been in the office of Chief Justice,
shall receive a pension not exceeding £1,500 per annum.

15. A Puisne Judge of the. High Courts of Mad-
ras, Bombay, and the North-Western Provinces,
respectively, not being a Native Judge,.ou the same
terms as to length of service, shall receive a pension
not exceeding £1,200 per annum.

16. A Native Judge of the High Courts’of Calcutta,
Madras, Bombay, and the North-Western Provinces,
respectively, on the same terms as to length of service,
shall receive a pension not exceeding Ks. 9,000 per
annum.

17. A Chief Justice or Puisne Judge compelled
to retire, on Medical Certificate, after six years
and nine months’ Actual Service, shall receive a pen-
sion not exceeding ox.le-hali the amount of pension
allowed for the full period of service.

18, In the event of a Judge of the High Court,
selected from the Covenanted or Uncovenanted Ser- ‘
vices, receiving a pension qnder these Rules, he will
not be entitled to any Pension or Retiring Allowance
under the Rules applicable to Covenanted and Un-

covenanted Servants, respectively.

Judge of the High Court, selected from
thcl:géxetf;‘nged orgchoveqanted Branch of the Civil
Service, is permitted to retire before completing the
full period of service entitling him to the pension of a

Note.—The Qeriod during which a Puisne Judge per-
forms the duties of Chief Justice under an appoint-
ment made by virtue of Statute 24 and 25 Vie., Cap.
104, Section 7, shall count only as service for pension
not exceeding £1,200 a year, unless he shall subse-
quently be promoted to the office of Chief Justice of
one of the High Courts, in which case the said period
shall count as service for the pension of £1,500, or of

of which he shall be promoted :

Provided that the period of service as Chief Justice
of Bengal under an appointment made as aforesaid
shall not count for pension at a rate exceeding £1,500
a year, except in the event of subsequent promotion
to the office of Chief Justice of Bengal.

w{r:iilcd that the whole Annuity shall not exceed
£450.

30. Annuities are payable, in arrear, quarterly,ﬂﬂd
to date of decease.

The Annuity of an Officer, who leaves India by sea
whenretiring from the Service at the end of Subsidiary
Leave begins on the day of the departure of the vessel
in which he sails. His Subsidiary Leave ceases after
the day before the vessel sails.

L. An Officer leaving India on resignation of the
Service must report the date of the departure of the
vessel in which he sails, if he is a Member of the
Bengal Civil Service, to the Government of India in
the Finance Department ; and if he is a Member of
the Madras or Bombay Civil Service, to the Govern-
ment of Madras or Bombay, as the case may be.

Note.—A Copy of this Rule should be furnished by
the_Accounlant-General to every Officer (if he be in
India) who applies to resign, with an intimation that
there will be delay in the commencement of his
meity. if he does not report the date of his departure.
This copy should be sent to the officer when the
Accountant-General prepares his No-Demand certificate.

31. Payment of these Annuities and Gratuities may

33. Except with the special sanction of the Gover-
nor-General in Council, a Native Civil Servant, who
has reached the age of fifty-five years, shall not
be appointed, either substantively or officiating, to a
new office, or be permitted to retain any office which
l!e has held, either substantively or officiating, for
five years,

34. The pension of a Native Civil fervant shall in no
case exceed the following limits, namely—

All the Rules in this Chapter are subject to these
maxima,

35. (@) On his resignation of the service being
accepted after not less than 25 years' Active Service,
a Native Civil Servant is entitled to a Retiring Pension
of half his Average Salary during the three last years
of his Active Service.

(b) A Native Civil Servant who, upon a medical
certificate in a prescribed form, is permitted to
resign the service before he has completed 25
years' Active Service, 1s entitled to Invalid Pen-
sion as follows:—

(1) After an Active Service of less than ten
years—
Gratuity of one month's pay for each year
of Active Service:
(2) After an Active Service of not less than ten
years—
Pension of Rs. 1,500 a year, plus Rs. 150
for each complete year of Active Service
in excess of ten.

36. (a) A Native Civil Servant removed from the
Service, under Section 33, after an Active Service of less
than 25 years, is entitled to a Superannuation Pension.

(b) On reaching the age of 55 years a Native
Civil Servant may retire upon a Superannuation
Pension.

(¢) The amount of a Superannuation Pension is the
same as that of an Invalid Pension.

37. (¢) A Native Civil Servantwho filled a pension~
able office before his admission to the Covenanted
Civil Service, may, at his option, count his w).mlc
pensionable service and receive a consolidated pension,
made up as follows :—

(1) That proportion of the pension to which he
would have been entitled under Sections 35 and
36 .if his whole service had been passed ibn
the Covenanted Civil Service, which hgs
Active Service bears to the whole of his
qualifying service :

(2) That proportion of the pension to which he
would have been entitled if his whole service
had been in the Uncovenanted Service, which
his previous service bears to the whole of is
qualifying service.

(b) If a Native Civil Servant is entitled to gratuity
only, his gratuity shall be calculated as if his
whole service had been passed in the Covenanted
Civil Service.

38. The procedure upon an application for pension,
and upon the payment of pension, is that described
in Rule 1 under Section 29, and Chapter XII., respec-
tively.

CHAPTER VII.

CHAPLAINS,

59. (a) In this Chapter “ Residence " is reckoned, in
the case of a Chaplain appointed in England, from
arrival in India: and in the case of a Chaplain
who is appointed while resident in India, from
the date on which he takes charge of his office.
Itincludes (1) Time spent on Duty, (2) Privilege
and Subsidiary Leave, (3) Time passed out of
employ, in India, otherwise than on Leave.

. Note.—A Chaplain who is appointed while resident
in India must not take charge of his office before the
despatch appointing him is received in India. His ser-
vice cannot count before such receipt.

1. A Chaplain on the Bengal Establishment, who
is posted in England to the Lahore Diocese or to
any Station in the Central Provinces or north of
Allahabad, who comes to India vid Bombay, and
who is instructed by the Secretary of State to
enquire from the Secretary to the Government
of Bombay for orders as to his ultimate destina-
tion, is held to have arrived in India either on the
date on which he reportshis arrival at the Station
to which he is directed to proceed in the orders
he receives at Bombay, or, if he receives no
orders at Bombay, on the date on which he re-
vorts his arrival at Allahabad. A Chaplain, who
s noton the Bombay Establishment, and who is
not posted to any Station in the Lahore Diocese or
to any Station in the Central Provinces or north

of Allahabad, but who comes out to India vid
Bombay, is held to have arrived in India from the
date on which he reports Lis arrival at the Presi-
dency town of the Presidency to which he is at-
tached, or, if he reccives orders at Bombay to
proceed to any particular Station, from the date
of his arrival at that Station. The report of
arrival in each instance is to be made to the
Bishop of the Diocese to which the Chaplain is
attached.

(b) “*Service" includes “ Residence,” and, also, all

Time spent on Leave of any description; but no

Time before the beginning of *‘ Residence.”

40 A Chaplain who has completed seventeen y'cnrs’
Residence and twenty years' Service, or, if appymtcd
before the 11th January, 1854, fifteen years® Residence
and eighteen years’ Service, is entitled to a retiring
pension of £365 a year.

1. A Chaplain absent on Furlough may retire with-
out returning to India.

9. Pensions are granted either by the Government
of India, the Gove:nment of Madras, or the
Government of Bombay (as the case may be),
or by the Sceretary of State. A Clmplmu pro-
ceeding to England on retirement without :llp-
plying for pension to the Government of India,
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the Covernment of Bombay, or the Govern-
ment of Madras (as the case may be), should
procure a certificate—

If he is a Chaplain on the Bengal Establish-
ment, or a Chaplain of the Church of Scot-
land serving in the Bengal Presidency;
—from the Comptroller General,

If heis aChaplain onthe Bombay or the Madras
Establishment,lor a Chaplain of the Church
of Scotland serving in Madras or Bombay ;
—from the Accountant General at Bombay
or Madras (as the case may be),

showing his service, residence, the amount of
pension to which he is entitled, and the date
from which his pension may be paid. A Chap-
lain to whom 'pension has been granted in
India should be careful before proceeding to
England to obtain the usual certificate of the
last issue of pay or pension to him in India.

3 A Chaplain belonging to the Bengal Establish-
ment, who wishes to obtain pension from the
Authorities in India, must subwit his application
to the Government of India in the Home
Department, through the Archdeacon or Bishop
of his Diocese. A Chaplain belonging to the
Madras or Bombay Establishment must submit
his application to the Government of Madras,
or the Government of Bombay (as the case may
be) through the Archdeacon or the Bishop of his
Diocese. A Chaplain of the Church of Scotland
serving in the Bengal Presidency, who wishes to
obtain a pension from the Authorities in India,
must submit his application to the Government
of India in the Home Department, if he is not
Senior Chaplain, through the Senior Chaplain of
the Church of Scotland, A Chaplain of the Church
of Scotland serving in Madras or Bombay must
submit his application to the Government of
Madras or Bombay, as the case may be, if he is
not Senior Chaplain, through the Senior Chap-
lain of his Presidency. The Home Department,
before accepting the resignation of a Chaplain
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on the Bengal Establishment, or a Chaplain o
the Church of Scotland serving in the Benga
Presidency, should obtain a certificate from the
Comptroller General, showing the Chaplain’s
service, resid. and the t of pension to
which he is entitled, If the Chaplain’s resigna~
tion is accepted, the case should be forwarded
to the Finance Department of the Government
of India, in which Department a Resolution will
be recorded, granting the pension to which the
Chaplain may be entitled.

41. A Chaplain must retire after twenty-five vears’
service, unless especially exempted by the Secre-
tary of State, on the recommendation of the Governor-
General in Council, or, if he belong to the Madras or
Bombay Establishment, of the Governor in Courcil of
his Presidency.

Note.~As soon as a Chaplain, whether English or
Scotch, completes his full period of Service, a state-
ment should be furnished to the Government of India
in the Home Department, for transmission to the Sec-
retary of State, showing the date on which the Chaplain
completes such service, whether he is in England or in
India. It should also be stated whether he is on Duty
or on Leave, and, if the latter, for what period.

42. A Chaplain who retires on Medical Certificate
before completing the periods of Residence and Ser-
vice required by Section 40 will receive an Invalid
Pension according to the following scale : —

1. This Section applies to Leave on Medical Certifi-
cate taken even before 1856, notwithstanding that such
Leave,was reckoned as Service under the Old Pension
Rules of the 4th of January, 1831.

8. The Local Government may commute retrospec-
tively periods of absence without leave into Leave
without Allowances.

99. Time passed under Suspension, pending inquiry
into conduct, counts, if the suspension is immediately
followed by re-instatement. Time passed under sus-
pension adjudged as a specific penalty, does not count.

FORFEITURE OF PAST SERVICE.

100. An interruption in the service of an Officer
entails forfeiture of his past service, except in the
following cases :—

(a) Authorised Leave of Absence.

(b) Unauthorised absence in continuation of
authorised leave of absence, so long as the
office of the Absentee is not substantively
filled; if his office is substantively filled, the
past service of the Absentee is forfeited :

Provided that, if the Absentee is subsequently re-
instated, the Authority whose duty it is to make
the appointment, within three months, or, the
Local Government, within one year, from the
end of the anthorised leave of absence, may
declare, in an order to be communicated to the
Accountant-General, that his previous service, or
any part of it, shall not be forfeited.

(¢) Suspension immediately followed by re-instate-
ment, which need not be to the same office.

(d) Abolition of Office.

€) Transfer to non-qualifying service in an establish-
ment under Government control. The transfer
must be made by Competent Authority ; an Offi-
cer who voluntarily resigns Qualifying Service,
cannot claim the benefit of this exception.
Transfer to a Grant-in-aid school entails for-
feiture.

(/) Transfer to service on the Household Establish-
ment of the Viceroy.

(¢) Loss of appointment owing to the Mutiny, pro-
vided that the Officer affected cleared his character
and was re-appointed as soon as a suitable
vacancy was found for him.

(%) Transit from one appointment to another, pro-
vided that the Officer is transferred under the
orders of Competent Authority, or, if he is a
Ministerial Officer with the consent of the Head
of his old office,

101. Resignation of the Public Service, or removal
from it for misconduct, inefliciency, or failure to pass a
prescribed examination, entails forfeiture of past ser.
vice.

1. Resignation of an appointment to take up another
appointment, service in which counts, is not held to be
a resignation of the Public Service.

2. Any authority who, on revision or appeal, reverses
an order dismissing an Officer, may declare that the
past service of the reinstated Officer counts.

3. An Officer who resigned the Public Service before
the 8th June, 1863, if he was a Superior Servant, or
before 1st September, 1871, if he was an Inferior Servant,
and was re-appointed to the Public Service within
twelve months from his resignation, counts his service
rendered before resignation. This Rule can be applied
to only one resignation.

102. Upon such conditions as it may think fit, in each
case, to impose:

(@) The Government of India may condone all
interruptions in service not exceeding twelve
months in all; and the Local Government may
condone all interruptions not exceeding three
months in all.

(8) If the proposed pension does not exceed fifty
rupees a month, the Government of India may
condone interruptions in service, whatever their
duration: and the Local Government may exer-
cise the same power if the pension is a provincial
charge ; otherwise it may condone interruptions
not exceeding twelve months in all.

CONDITIONS OF AWARD OF PENSION.
103. Pensions are of four classes:
Compensation Pensions.
Invalid Pensions,
Superannuation Pensions.
Retiring Pensions.
A Gratuity ispaid in a single sum, and not by
instalments.

COMPENSATION  ENSIONS,

104. A Compensation Pension is awarded to an
Officer discharged from the Public Service, because
on a reduction of Establishment his appointment is
abolished.

INVALID PENsIONS.

106, An Invalid Pension is awarded, on his retire~
ment from the Public Service, to an Officer who,
by bodily or mental infirmity, is permanently inca-
pacitated—

(a) For the Public Service, or

(b) For the particular branch of it to which he be-

longs.

(1) An Officer discharged cn other grounds has no
claim under this Section, even although he can produce
medical evidence of incapacity for service.

107. If the Officer applying for pension is sixty
years old or upwards, no Certificate by a Medical
Officer is necessary ; it suffices for the Head of the office
to certify to the incapacity of the applicant. Other-
wise incapacity for service must be established by a
Medical Certificate.

109. If the incapacity is the result of irregular
or intemperate habits, no pension can be grantpd.
Otherwise, it is for the Local Government to decide
whether the Officer’s incapacity is such as to render it
necessary to admit him to Invalid Pension.

1. An Officer who has submitted a Medical Certifi-
cate of incapacity for further service, must not (except
for special reasons to be reported to the Local Govern-
ment) be retained in active service pending a decls\o‘n
on his application for pension, nor can he obtain len:
of absence. Without the further special sanction o
the Local Government, service after the date of a
Medical Certificate does not count f::m?;.,ll:le‘m. The
object of this Ruleis to age pplica-
tio]na : but an Inferior Servant, or a Police Otﬂ:er whose
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pay does not exceed twenty rupees, and who, in the
opinion of the Head of his Office, is fit for light work,
may be retained in employment till his pensionis sanc-
tioned, provided that his place is not filled up till he
retires, and that his service counts only to the date of
his Medical Certificate.

SUPERANNUATION PENSIONS.

110. A Superannuation Pension is granted to an
Officer entitled or compelled, by Rule, to retire at a
particular age.

1. Except as provided in Rules 1 A and 1 B,
an Officer in a Superior Grade who has attained
to the age of fifty-five years may be required to retire,
unless the Local Government considers him efficient,
and permits him to remain in the Service. But, as the
premature retirement of an efficient Officer imposes a
needless charge o1 the State, this Rule should be
worked with discretion.

2. Officers in the Survey of India,'of rank notlower
than that of Assistant Surveyor, shall cease to be in
employment on attaining the age of fifty-five years,
unless specially permitted by the Secretary of State,
in the interests of the public service, to remain in the
Department for a further definite period.

8. After the age of fifty-five years a Civil Engi-
neer in the Pablic Works Department, a Civilian in the
Accounts Branch of that Department, or an officer in
the Superior Branch of the Telegraph Department, shall
not be appointed,either substantively or in an officiating
capacity, to a grade other than that to which he may
be attached at the time, nor permitted to continue in
any grade, whether substantively or in an officiating
capacity, to which he has been attached for five years
and upwards, unless in any special case sanctioned by
the Secretary of State. Nor can such an officer claim
to retain any office for a longer period than may have
been specially fixed by the Government of India (or
Madras or Bombay, as the case may be), at the time
of his appointment to the office,

Note.—The operation of the Rulein respeat to Officers
in the Superior Branch of the Telegraph Department
should be postponed for two years from the 10th
August, 1883, and no Officer shall be removed from
the office held by him on the 10th August, 1583, by
reason of the rule, until five years have expired from
his first appointment to such oflice.

4. The Accountant-General will inform the Local
Government whenever any Officer attains the age of
fifty-five years, in order that the Local Government,
being apprised of the fact, may take such action as it
sees fit for the retention or otherwise of the Officer in
question.

8. If an Officer, whose age is less than sixty years,
is required to retire under Rule I., the head of his Office
must certify the cause of the applicant’s inefficiency.
If the Officer wishes to retire of his own accord under
Rule 5, the fact should be stated.

9. An Officer in Superior Service, who has attained
the age of fifty-five years, may, at his option, retire
from the Service on a Superannuation Pension.

10 (a). After theage of fifty-five years no Military
or Naval Officer shall be appointed to a new office in
civil employment, whether substantive or officiating ;
nor, exceptin special cases sanctioned by the Secretary
of State, shall he ‘be permitted to retain any such office
which he has held for five years and upwards. Pro-
vided that a Military Officer employed in the Public
‘Works Department cannot claim to retain any such
office for a longer period than may have been specially
fixed by the Government of India (or Madras or Bom-
bay, as the case may be) at the time of his appoint-
ment to the office.

[Note. This Rule should be strictly enforced, unless
the retirement of any officer should be considered by
the Government under which he is serving to be in-
jurious to the public interest.]

Ezceptions (1)—~Medical Officers of the Administra-
tive grades in the Service, namely, SBurgeons-General
and Deputy Surgeons-General, are not compelled to

retire from the Service until they attain the age of
sixty years. A Deputy-Surgeon-General who has not
attainea the age of sixty years may be appointed to be
Surgeon-General either permanently or temporarily,

(2). Medical officers of the rank of Surgeon-Major or
Brigade-Surgeon who entered the Service prior to the
13th January, 1860, may, on attaining the age of
fifty-five years, be allowed to retain their appointments
in the Civil Department for a period not exceeding three
years, if they are permitted to remain in the Medical
Service under the provisions of Article 8 of the Royal
Warrant of the 16th November, 1880.

(b). The undermentioned officers cease to be in eivil
employment on attaining the age of fifty-five years:—

(i) Military Officers in the Survey of India, unless
specially permitted by the Secretary of State, in
the interests of the public service, to remain in
the Department for & further definite period;

(i) Brigade Surgeons or Surgeons-Major, who en-
tered the service on or after the 13th January,
1869; and

(i) A1 Warrant Officers, except Warrant Medical
Officers, who on being reported to be qualified
after examination as to fitness, shall be retained
for a further period of three years.

RETIRING PENSIONS.

111. A Retiring Pension is granted to an Officer
who voluntarily retires after completing the requisite
period of service.

AMOUNT OF PENSION.
112. The amount of Pension that may be granted

is determined by length of service, as set forth in
Sections 113, 114, 115, and 116.

(1) An Officer entitled to Pension may not take a
Gratuity instead of Pension.

For Surerior SERVICE.

113. Compensation and Invalid Pension may be
granted for Superior Qualifying Service asfollows:—

(a) After a service of less than Jifteen years :—

A Gratuity not exceeding (exceptin gpecial cases
and under the orders of the Government of
India) One Month’s Emoluments for each
completed year of service or twelve months’
Emoluments in all. If the Emoluments of the
Officer have been reduced during the last five
years of his service, otherwise than as a
penalty, Average Emoluments may, at the
discretion of the Local Government, be sub-
stituted for Emoluments.

(b) After a service of not less than fifteen years, but less

than twenty-five years :—

A Pension not exceeding one-third of Average
Emoluments ; and also, not exceeding Rs. 3,000
a year, or, if the Average Emoluments do not
exceed Rs. 12,000 a year, Rs. 2,000 a year.

(c) After o service of not less than twenty-five years:—

A Pension not exceeding one-half of Average
Emoluments ; and also, not exceeding Rs. 5,000
a year, or, if the Average Emoluments do not
exceed Rs. 12,000 a year, Rs. 4,000 a year.

[Note.—~The Proviso under Section 111 applies to an
Officer invalided on account of incapacity for further
service, which incapacity is due to old age or natural
decay from advancing years. In the case of an Officer
whose Qualifying Service began after he attained the
age of twenty-five years, the attention of the Examin<
ing Medical Officer should always be called to that
Proviso, in order that he may adapt his Certificate
accordingly.]

114. An Invalid Pension on the following Scale,
but not being less than Rs. 1,000 .or more than
Rs. 2,000 a year, may be granted to an Officer belonging
to any of Classes described in Schedule B, except
Class III. The Government of India may, on special
grounds, recommend for sanction by the SBecretary of
State the grant of an Invalid Pension on the same scale
to an Officer belonging to Class ILI,, provided that jf
he was not appointed by the Secretary of State, he be
not of purely Asiatic descent.

This
concession will not, however, be granted to any
Officer taken over, directly or indirectly, from
one of the Guaranteed Railway Companies,
who received a bonus on leaving the service of
the Company.

(b) If the Pensioner is resident in Asia, at his option
at any treasury of the Government of India in
India, at the rate of exchange fixed yearly for the
adjustment of financial transactions between the
Imperial and Indian Governments.

1. The Rule for the payment at the Home Treasury

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CHAPTER II
GENERAL RULES.

3. The Government of India reserves to itself the
ull right of modifying the Rules in this Code as may
from time to time seem to it expedient, and of inter-
preting these Rules in case of dispute. In all contracts
for service in India to which the Secretary of State is a
party, provision i3 made for the exercise by the Govern-
ment of these rights.

4. Leaveof Absence cannever be claimed absolutely,
as of right. Nothing in this Code must be understood
to limit the free discretion of the Government to re-
fuse or revoke Leave of Absence of any description,
at any time, according to the exigencies of the Public
Service.

1. If a Local Government, under this Section,
refuse Furlough to & Member of the Bengal
Covenanted Civil Service, it should report the
refusal for the confirmation of the Government
of India in the Home Department.

[Note.—The Local Government may refuse to grant
the full amount of leave applied for in any case, and
should by the exercise of this power so regulate the
date of an officer’s return from leave as to cause as
Jittle change as possible in administrative arrange-
ments.]

5. (@) An Officer recalled to duty before the expiry
of leave of any kind is entitled to take the balance of
his leave, together with any leave of the same kind
subsequently earned, as soon ashe can be spared from

du['%'ote.—Tlme occupied in the voyage to India on recal
from recognised leave out of India is not included in
the balance of leave.] :

(b) An Officer recalled to duty before the expiry of
any recognised leave out of India is entitled to
free passage to India and actual personal travel-
ling expenses from the port of debarkation in
India to the Station to which he is posted ;

[Note.—During the voyages to and from India Leave
Allowances only are granted.]

(c) An Officer recalled to duty before the expiry of
leave in India, other than Privilege Leave, is
treated as on duty from the date on which he
starts for the Station to which he is ordered, and
is entitled to his actnal personal travelling ex-
penses on his journey to the Station to which he

s posted.

(d) AnPOtﬁcer recalled to duty from Privilege Leave
is entitled to no concession except that men-
tioned in Clause (a).

6. If an Officer while absent on Leave during which
the amount of his Leave Allowances depends upon the
substantive or officiating rank or appointment which he

would hold if present on duty, obtains promotion, sub-
stantive or officiating, or an increase of Pay or Acting
Allowance which involves no change in, or addition to,
his duties or responsibilities, the promotion or increase
has effect at once. Otherwise the promotion of an
absent Officer Las effect only from the date of his
return to duty.

7. An Officer who is discharged from, or resigns, the
Public Service, and is re-employed after an interval,
cannot, without the sanction of the Government of
India, count his service before discharge towards leave
after re-employment.

Eaxception.—An Officer discharged from the Indian
Navy on its abolition, and subsequently re-employed,
may count his Naval Service towards leave after re-
employment, notwithstanding the occurrence of a
moderate interval between his discharge from the
Indian Navy and his first re-employment. Any leave
taken by such Officer while in the Indian Navy, will be
treated, in calculating the leave due to him under this
Rule, asif such leave had been taken under the Rules
to which he became subject on re-employment.

8. Service as Private Secretary to the Governor-
General or a Governorqualifies, provided thatthe Officer
belongs to the Covenanted Civil Service or to the Staff
Corps, or belonged (before his appointment as Private
Secretary) to the Uncovenanted Service.

13. Subject to the Provisions of Section 55, if an Officer
makes over charge of his Office before noon, his leave
begins on and includes the day on which he makes over
chayge; otherwise, it begins on and includes the fol-
lowing day.

1. If the absence of the Officer does not involve
the immediate deputation of any Officer from
another Station, or any formal transfer of
charge in the way of taking over money, or
the like, then the Absentee may leave his
Station at the close of the last day on which
the Office is open for business before his leave
begins. In such case tie several transfers of
charge dependent upon the departure of the
Absentee shal) take effect from the close of the
last working day as aforesaid. But, subject to
the provisions of Section 55, the leave of the
Absentee and the re-arrangement of allow-
ances, if any, depending upon his departure,
shall begin from, and include, the first day
thereafter on which the Office is open for busi-
ness. The actual date of the Officer’s depar-
ture from his Station must, however, always
be reported.

CHAPTER IIIL

LIEUTENANT-GOVERNORS AND MEMBERS OF CoUNCIL.

18. Leave on Medical Certificate for not more than
8iX months may be granted to a Lieutenant-Governor.
On resuming his duties after such Leave, a Lieutenant-
Governor is entitled to half his salary for the pe.riod t?f
his absence. If he is prevented from resuming his
duties he is entitled to no Absentee Allowances. A
Lieutenant-Governor is not entitled to any other Leave.

19. The leave admissible to an Ordinary Member of
the Executive Council of the Governor-General, or of
the Governor of Madras or Bombay, is regulated by
Act of Parliament, Section 26 of 24 & 25 Vic., cap. 67,
as follows :—

Section 26 of 24 & 25 Viec.. cap. 67. It shall be
lawful forthe Governor-General in Council, or Governor
in Council of either of the Presidencies, as the case may
be, to grant to an Ordinary Member of Council, Leave
of Absence, under Medical Certificate, for a period not
e¢xceeding six months, and such Member, during his
absence, shall retain his Office, and shall, on his return
and resumption of his duties, receive half his salary

for the period of such absence; but, if his absence
shall exceed six months, his Office shall be vacated.

1. Subject to any special orders by the Government
of India to the contrary,

Leave of absence granted to an ordinary Member of
the Council of the Governor General (if taken out of
India) commences on the day after such Member em-
barks at Bombay or Calcutta, and ends the day before
he disembarks at either of these ports: Provided al-
ways that such Member has not been relieved of the
charge of his office until he embarks, and that he
resumes charge immediately upon his disembarkation :

And the tenure by a Member of Council of his office
begins when he takes his seat in Council under the
usual salute, and the resignation of his office by a Mem-
ber of Council whose successor has not entered upon
his office, takes effect from the day following that of
his embarkation at Bombay or Calcutta, or from the
expiry of his five years 'tenure of office, whichever date
is earlier.
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CHAPTER IV.

Junars or Hiem COURTS AND OERTAIN LEGAL AND JubIotAL OFFICERS.

Regulations by the Secrelcry of State iu‘C’ouncil of India
under the provisions of 24 & 25 Victoria, Cap.

and leaves of absence of certain other Legal and
Judicial Officers.

DEFINITIONS.

20. In the following Rules ‘‘ Actnal Service" in-

cludes—

(1) Time spent on duty as a Judge or Officiating

Judge of a High Court.

(2) Privilege Leave of Absence.

(3) Subsidiary Leave of Absence.

(4) Duly authorised Vacations, provided that the
Judgeis not absent on Furlough or Extraordin-
ary Leave.

““ Native Judge” in the rules in this chapter means

a Native of India (not being a Member of the
Covenanted Civil Service appointed by the Secretary
of State for India after competitive examination in
England), who received his permanent appointment
as Judge of a High Court after the 21st May, 1881.

*“ Extraordinary Leave means any leave granted

otherwise than under these Rules,

FURLOUGH AND SUBSIDIARY LEAVE,

21. One year's Furlough shall be placed to the credit
of each Judge, after the completion of every four years
of Actual Service.

22. Except under Sections 25 and 26 no furlough
shall be granted until at credit under Section 21,

. Provided that any Judge who mway have been already
in the service of the Government at the time of taking
office in the High Court, and who was, at that time, en-
titled underthe Rules applicable to the branch of the
Service to which he belonged, to Furlough, without
Medical Certificate, may be granted Farlough for a
term not exceeding that to which he was so entitled,
upon the condition that such Furlough shall not be
taken until the completion of two years’ Actual Ser-
vice in the High Court, and shall not exceed one year.

23, Except under Section 26, Furlough shall not be re-
peated until after the completion of three years’ Actual
Service from the date of the last return from Furlough
or Extraordinary Leave.

N.B. The words ‘‘Farlough,” or “ Extraordinary
Leave,” in the foregoing Section mean Furlough nnder
these Rules, or Extraordinary Leave granted to any
Officer since he has been a Chief Justice or Judge of a
High Court.

24. The maximum term of Furlough to be taken at
any one time shall be fifteen months.

25. Under Medical Certificate, Farlough may be
granted before it is at credit under Section 21.

26. On Urgent Private Affairs, Furlough may be
granted to a Judge other than a Native Judge,
before it is at credit under Section 21, and although
three years of Actual Service have not been com-
pleted since the last return from Furlough or Ex-
traordinary Leave.

28. Furlough taken in India shall be reckoned from
the date of the Judge's quitting his Office to the date
of his return thereto. Furlough taken out of Indig
shall be reckoned from the date of embarkation to the
date of debarkation.

In the event of the Furlough being taken partly in
India and partly out of India, the commencement and
termination of the Furlough shall be respectively de<
termined by the foregoing Rules, according as the Fur~
lough begins or ends in or out of India,

29. For the interval elapsing between the date of
quitting his Office and the commencement of Furlough
out of India, and between the termination of Furlougl,
out of India and resuming his Office, a Judge may be
allowed Subsidiary Leave not ordinarily exceeding
thirty days, which, in special cases, may be extended.

30. A Judge, other than a Native Judge, when on
Furlough or Subsidiary Leave, shall receive allowances
at the rate of Rs. 833-5-4 per mensem in the case of
Leave taken in India, or £1,000 per annum in the case
of Leave taken out of India.

31. A Native Judge, when on Furlough, either in
or out of India, or on Subsidiary Leave, shall reccive
allowances at the rate of Rs. 700 a month.

32. Except under Medical Certificate, the numbey
of Furloughs to be granted at any one time, and the
grant of Furlough to individual Judges shall be sub.
Ject to, and limited by, the exigencies of the Service,
which exigencies shall be determined exclusively by
the Authority granting the Furlough.

33, If, owing to the exigencies of the Service, jt
may be necessary to place any limit on the numbeyp
of Judges who may be absent on Furlough at thg
same time, applications not supported by Medical Cey_
tificate will be granted in the following order:

The Judge to whose credit the greatest amount of
Furlough remains under Section 21 shall have the pre.
ference.

If two or more Applicants are on an equality in thig
respect, the preference shall he given to the applicant
whose actual service in a High Court is longest, reckon
ing, in the case of a Judge who hasnot taken Furlough,
or Extraordinary Leave, from thedate of hiscommence.

34.—~(a). Subject to the exigencies of the Publie
Service, a Judge, who has completed eleven months®
continuous duty including the Vacation, may take
Privilege Leave for one month in each year; but,
except as provided in Clause (b), his salary will cease
during such Leave. A Judge may not take Privilege
Leave in instalments, or more than a month at onee ;

36. Privilege Leave may be granted to any of
the Officers referred to in Section 85, under the follow-

(1) Subject to the exigencies of the Public Service,
Privilege Leave for one month may be granted
to a Judge who has been on duty, without inter-
ruption, for eleven months, including the
Vacation.

(2) An additional month of Privilege Leave acerues
to a Judge after each further period of eleven
months’ continuous duty including the Vacation.

(3) Privilege Leave maynot be taken in instal-
ments; but any balance of Privilege Leave not
taken when due may be added to the next Pri-
vilege Leave which accrues:

Provided that the whole Privilege Leave taken at
one time shall not exceed three months, and that any
accumulation of Privilege Leave beyond that period
shall be forfeited.

(4) Saving as provided in Rule (5), a Judge, when

(5) A Judge who discharges the duties of Vacation-
Judge, during the whole or any part of a
‘Vacation, shall be entitled, for each day of such
duty, to draw his full salary for one day of any
Privilege Leave which he may subsequently
obtain.

GENERAL.

37. Furlough and Privilege Leave shall not be
taken as such, in continuation of each other; butif a
Judge absent on one of these classes of Leave be
allowed to change it for another, the whole period of
his absence shall be held to be under the class of Leave
for which it was changed.

38. Applications for Leave shall in all cases be
submitted in such manner as the Goyernment may,
from time to time, prescribe.

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CHAPTER V.

COVENANTED CIVIL SERVANTS NOT BEING NATIVE CIVIL SERVANTS ; MILITARY
OFFICERS SUBJECT TO CIVIL RULES; AND UNCOVENANTED OFFICERS BELONG-
ING TO ONE OF THE CLASSES ENUMERATED IN SCHEDULE A AND APPOINTED
THERETO BY HER MAJESTY'S SECRETARY OF STATE, OR WITH HIS PARTICULAR
SANCTION, OR WHOSE NAMES ARE ENTERED IN SCHEDULE B.

GENERAL.

45. No Leave but Privilege Leave may be granted
to a Covenanted Civil Servant who has completed thirty-
five years’ service, or to a Military Officer in Civil Em-
ploy, whether subject to Civil Rules or to Military
Rules, who is more than fifty-five years old. Any Leave
other than Privilege Leave granted to a Covenanted
Civil Servant before such date ceases to have effect on
such date, and any Leave other than Privilege Leave
granted in the Civil Department to a Military Officer in
Civil Employ before he is fifty-five years old ceases to
have effect on his fifty-fifth birthday, on which date he
reverts to Military Employ. The absentee allowances
of a Military Officer in Civil Employ on Leave other
than Privilege Leave becomea Military Charge, and he
becomes subject to Military Rules on his fifty-fifth
birthday, whether his Leave was granted in the Mili-
tary or the Civil Department.

[Note.—In applying this Section to Medical Officers
of the Administrative Grades in the Service, namely,
Surgeons-General, and Deputy Surgeons-General
“sixty,” or ““sixtieth,”” as’the case may be, should be
substituted for the words ** fifty-five " or “‘fifty-fifth "
in the Section,]

46. An Uncovenanted Officer is eligible, after he
attains the age of fifty-five years, for Privilege Leave,
and also for any Special Leave (Sections 61 and 130) to
which he may be otherwise entitled, and for no other
kind of Leave. Any Leave, other than Privilege Leave
or Special Leave, granted to an Uncovenanted Officer
before the date on which he attainsthe age of fifty-five
years, ceases to have effect on this date.

FURLOUGH.

[Note.—The Local Government In the Civil Depart-
ment may grant Furlough in /ndia under Military Rules
to a Military Officer subject to Military Rules who is
entitled to Furlough under Chapter I. of the Rules pub-
lished by G.G.0. in Military Department, No 171, dated
25th February, 1874. Such Furlough shoulq be granted
only upon a Certificate by the Government in the Mili-
tary Department of the Presidencyto which the Officer
belongs, that he is entitled thereto; and a copy of the
Order granting the Farlough should be sent to that
Government. ¥

A Local Government may not, in the Civil Depart-
ment, grant Furlough out of India under Military Rules
to any Military Officer subject to Military Rules.]

47. The amount of Furlough admissible to a
Covenanted Civil Servant, or a Military Officer subject
to Civil Rules and the aggregate amount of Farlough
and of Special Leave With Allowances, admissible to
an Uncovenanted Officer, is limited to six years. All
the Rules in this Code are subject to this limitation.

Explanation.—The following Leaveunder other Rules
is counted as Furlough under this Section.

In the case of a Covenanted Civil Servant :—Fur-
A lough and Leave with Allowances on Medical

Certificate under former Rules,

(1) Leave of the kind described in Definition
““Active Service” (h), and Junior Furlough
under the Rules in force before the 8th June,
1855, are not counted against an Officer under
this Section.

(Note.—J unior Furlough was Medical Leave, involving
Joss of appointment taken before completion of three
years' residence.]

In the case of a Military Officer subject to Civil
Rules:—Furlough under Rules 1 and 6 of the
Military Furlough and Leave Rules of 1875,

In the case of an Uncovenanted Officer.—Furlough
and Leave With Allowances on Medical Certiti-
cate, and Leave on Private Affairs under former
Rules, or under the Rules in Chapter X,

48. The amount of Furlough ‘“earned” by an
Officer is one-fourth of his Active Service.

1. Leave of the kind described in Definition
““ Active Service” (1) counts as Active Service
under this Section.

Proviso.—(i) Provided that, in making this calen-
lation for an Uncovenanted Officer, only half
of the Active service rendered by him in offices
other than those included in Schedule A shall
be taken into account.

Proviso.—Provided that if more than two years’ Fur<
lough be due to an Uncovenanted Officer when he
first becomes subject to these Rules, the excess shall
be cancelled.

50. To an Officer who has rendered three years®
Continuous Service, Furlough for not more than two
years may be granted, as follows :

On Medical Certificate,—~unconditionally ;

Without Medical Certificate,—subject to these

provisos :=—(1) That the Furlough be due to
him; (2) that he have rendered eight years®
Active Service; (3) that the whole number of
Officers absent on Furlough and Special Leave
do not exceed the limit (if any) appointed by
the Government of India.

51. Furlough granted under Section 50 may, on
Medical Certificate, be extended to not more than three
years.

52. To an Officer who has not rendered three years’

year may be granted on Medical Certificate.

53. Furlough granted under Section 52 for less than
one year may, on Medical Certificate, be extended to
not more than one year,

54. (a). Subject to his good conduct and efficiency,
an Officer on Ordinary Furlough, has a Lien on his
substantive appointment, or on a substantive apnoint-
ment of a like character and not less pay.

Ezplanation.—Ordinary Furlough includes—

(1) The first two years of each separate period
of Furlough under Section 50, including any ex-
tension under Section 51;

1. Ordinary Furlough can, under no circumstances

extend beyond two years at one time.

(2) So much of Farlough under Section 52, including
any extension under Section 53, as may be due :
Provided that the Officer have rendered six
months’ Continuous Active Service.

(4) On Other Furlough a Covenanted Civil Servant,
or a Military Officer subject to Civil Rules, has
no Lien; but an Uncovenanted Officer has a Lien.

55. tSaving as provided in Section 67, Furlough
and Special Leave out of India begin on and include
the day of the departure of the vessel in which the
Officer sails, and end on and include the day before the
arrival of the vessel in which the Officer returns.

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SUBSIDIARY LEAVE,

64*.—(«) Subsidiary Leave is the time allowed—

(1) To an Officer leaving India, on retiring from the
Service, or on Furlough or Special Leave, to
break up his domestic establishment and travel
to the port of embarkation, and

(2) To an Officer returningto India from Furlough

or Special Leave, to travel from the port of
debarkation and re-organise his domestic estab-
lishment.

Note.—~The use of the words, ““ port of embarkation”
and “port of debarkation '’ limits the grant of Subsi-
diary Leave to an Officer leaving /ndia by sea, that is
at an Indian cea-port. No Subsidiary Leave is ad-
missible to an Officer who does not leave India by sea.

(b) The grant to an Officer leaving India—

(1) Of permission to retire from the Service, or

(2) Of Furlough or Special Leave out of India,
carries with it the grant of Subsidiary Leave,
including, in Case (2), Subsidiary Leave on his
return to duty.
€5.* The minimum Subsidiary Leave is ten days;

Note.~All the provisos to Rule 2 under Section 160
apply equally in the case of Subsidiary Leave.

66.* If an Officer eventually fails to obtain the
medical certificate required by Section 79, Rule 11 or
14, he is entitled to Joining Time from the date on
which the decision of the Medical Board or Officer is
communicated to him, to enable bim to return to his
appointment. During this Joining Time, his allow-
ances are regulated as if he was on Subsidiary Leave.

67.# An Officer may take Furlough or Special
Leave, partly in, and partly out, of India.

68. An Officer on Subsidiary Leave under Sec-
tion 64 (a), (1), has, or has not, a lien on an appoint-
ment according as he has, or has not, such lien on the
first day of the leave to which it is subsidiary,

Note.—A Military Officer subject to Military Rules
does not lose his lien during Subsidiary Leave pre-
paratory to Furlough.

69. An Officer on Subsidiary Leave under Section
64(a), (2), has, or has not, a lien on an appointment
according as he has, or has not, such lien on the day
last preceding the Subsidiary Leave.

70. An Officer on Subsidiary Leave is entitled to
allowances as follows:—
(«) 1f the leave be Subsidiary to Special Leave and
the Officer have had leaye subsidiary to a former
Special Leave: no allowance.

* Applies to a Military Officer subject to Military

+ Applies to all Officers, including Military Officers,

subject to Military Rules.

(1) The corresponding Leave under the Cove«
nanted Civil Service Rules in force before the
1st July, 1868, is Special Leave within the
meaning of this Clause.

(%) If the leave be subsidiary to Ordinary Furlongh
or Special Leave:—the allowance admissible
under Section 57, but ealculated, in the case of
a Covenanted Civil Servant, or a Military Officer
subject to Civil Rules, without the limitations of
Maximum or Minimam prescribed by Section 58,
The limitations prescribed by Section 59, apply
to the allowances of an Uncovenanted Oflicer on
Subsidiary Leave.

(¢) If the leave be preparatory to retirement, the
allowances which would be admissible if the
officer were proceeding on leave of such descrip-
tion as may be admissible to him. And if no
leave is admissible, subsistence allowance only.

71. The amount of Privilege Leave admissible at
one time is limited to three calendar months.

72. The amount of Privilege Leave earned by
an Officer is one-cleventh part of the time during
which he has been on duty without interruption:
Provided that no Privilege Leave can be earned by
an Officer by duty done, while three months’ such
leave is due to him, and that, whenever duty is in-
terrupted, all claim to Privilege Leave earned thereto-
fore is forfeited. Absence on Privilege Leave, though
not counting as duty, is not an interruption of duty
within the meaning of this Section.

1. The calculation must be made as follows:—One
calendar month for every eleven complete calendar
months of duty, and one day for every eleven days of
the balance,

4. ‘ Examination Leave” may, if the Ixamination
for which it is granted be successfully passed, or unless
the Officer has already had twelve months’ Examina~
tion Leave, count as duty qualifying for Privilege
Leave. “ Examination Leave’ does not interrupt duty
within the meaning of this Section, unless in the case
of leave granted under Clauses (¢) and (d) of Rule 1 in
Section 77, the Officer fails to pass the Examination for
which the Leave is granted.

73. The Privilege Leave due to an Officer is the
Privilege Leave which he has earned, less the period
during which he has been absent on Privilege Leave.

1. Privilege Leave is not admissible to—

(a.) Officers serving in Departments in which
regular vacations are allowed, during
which the officers are permitted to be
absent from duty (e.g., Uncovenanted

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Judicial Officers, Educational Officers,
Officers in a High Court).

(4.) District and Sessions Judges who are per-
mitted to avail themselves of the
periodical court vacations.

But in case of urgent necessity, Privilege Leava may
be granted to any such officer under the ordinary Rules,
subject to the conditions (1) that the officer shall during
his absence receive only half the salary and allowances
ordinarily admissible during Privilege Leave, and (2)
that the leave cannot in any case be combined with
vacation.

2. Rule 1 does not apply to the case of an officer who
is, by general or special orders issued by competent
authority, prevented in any year from uvailing himself
of the vacation or vacations by reason of his having
to remain at his post on duty, In such a case
Privilege Leave may be granted under the ordinary
Rules; provided always that the leave shall not in any
case be combined with vacation.

3. An officer who is, by general or special orders
issued by competent authority, prevented from avail-
ing himself of a part only of a periodical vacation may,
during Privilege Leave subsequently taken, ¢raw his
full salary for a period bearing the same proportion, if
the vacation be annual, to a month, or if it be half-
yearly, to half a menth, as the time spent on duty
during the vacation bears to the whole vacation.

Note.—This Rule operates only in the case of an
Officer who is absent during vacation, when Privilege
Leave earned under the operation of the Ordinary
Rules isnot due to him. In cases in which Privilege
Leave under the Ordinary Rules is due, enjoyment of
the vacation, or part thereof, not exceeding the
amount of Privilege Leave due, shall be considered in
reckoning the amount of Privilege Leave afterwards
due.

74. To an Officer who has been on duty, without
interruption, for eleven calendar months, and who has
not, for six calendar months, been absent on Privilege
Leave, the whole or any part of the Privilege Leave due
to himmay be granted.

1. An Officer applying for Privilege Leave mustrecord
a declaration that he has no intention of retiring or of
taking Furlough, Special Leave, Subsidiary Leave,
Leave on Private Affairs or Leave on Medical Certifi-

ate for three months after his return to duty. Though
not absolutely debarred by this declaration from apply~
ing for permission to retire or to take such leave within
the three months, he should, if he does so, explain
his change of mind.

75. An Officer on Privilege Leave has a lien on his
substantive appointment; he has also a lien on his
officiating appointment, so long as it is not resumed by
an Officer having a superior lien on it.

76. An Officer on Privilege Leave is entitled to a
Leave Allowance equal to the salary which he would
receive if he were on duty in the appointment on which
he has a lien.

1. If Privilege Leave is granted to an Ofiicer who
holds an appointment sanctioned only for a limited
time and for a special purpose, he is not entitled,
during Privilege Leave, to any Special Allowance at-
tached to the appointment.

9. An officer on Privilege Leave is entitled to a
Leave Allowance equal to his salary, even though
another Officer be appointed to act for him.

3. An officer who has no lien on an appointment
is entitled, during privilege leave— Wy

In the case of a Covenanted Civil Servant, or
a Military Officer subject to Civil Rules—to
Subsistence Allowance. ;

: EXAMINATION LEAVE.

[The Rules in Section 77 do not apply to Officers
employed in the Public Works Department, in the Sur-
vey Department under the Surveyor General of India,
orin the Forest Department: the Rules in this Chapter
apply to Military Officers subject to Military Rules,
serving in any other Civil Department.]

77. The following Rules regulate the grant of Leave
to enable Officers to appear at Examinations :—

(1) (@) A Covenanted Civil Servant or a Military
Officer subject to Civil Rules, who is a candi-
date for a reward, by the Higher Standard in
Persian or Sanskrit, or by the High Proficiency
Standard in the vernacular languages or San-
skrit, or the Burmese Language, or by the De-
gree of Honor Standard in the Vernacular lan-
guages or Sanskrit, is entitled to Joining Time
to and from the place of examination, besides
leave for the day or days of examination.

() A candidate for a reward by the Higher
Standard in Arabic, or for High Proficiency in
Arabic or Persian, may be allowed leave for one
month, and if he passes the examination, for two
months.

(¢) The maximum Leave for two months authorised
by Clause (b) may be prefixed to the examina-
tion if the candidate undertakes to spend it in
study under professional tuition at a Presidency
Town.

(d) An Officer, who is a candidate for the Degree
of Honor in Arabic or Persian, may be allowed,
instead of the leave for two months provided
in Clause (c), leave for three months to Persia
for Persian ; and to Arabia, Mesopotamia, Egypt
or Syria, for Arabic.

(2) An Officer on Leave under Rule 1 has alien on
his appointment, substantive or officiating, and
is entitled to Leave Allowances, asif he were on
Privilege Leave for an aggregate maximum
period of twelve months.

(3) An officer while absent from his Office or
from his Station to attend an obligatory De=
partmental Examination, or (in the Punjab)
an examination in Pushtu or Biluchi, is con-
sidered to be on duty.

(4) Leave may not be given under Rule 3 to an
Otﬁcgr to prepare for examination, or for re-
creation after examination, A reasonable
time, including the day or days of examina-
tion should be allowed for the journey to and
from the place of éxamination, and nothing
more.

EXTENSION AND COMMUTATION OF LEAVE.

have been granted : oy b y
Provided that the grant, or extension of Furlough
under this Rule (otherwise than on Medical Certifi.
cate), is subject to Proviso (3) under Section 50,
1)* An Officer absent on Furlough or Special
Leave out of India, who wishes to have his
Leave extended or commuted, must apply to
the Secretary of State, and produce, with his
application, evidence that the Local Govern-
ment, or, if heis an Officer serving under the
direct orders of the Government of India, that
the Head of his Department had been referred
to by him, and that the Local Government,
or the Head of his Department, as the case
may be, had no objection to the extension or
commutation desired. This Rule will be
strictly enforced, and Officers returning to
India at times other than those fixed for them
by their own Government. cr the Head of
their Department, as the case may be, must
understand that they are liable to be kept on
subsistence allowance until a suitable vacancy
oceurs to which to post them. The Secretary
of State, however, reserves to himself the
power of granting extension or commutation

CHAPTER VL

Narmive Crvin SErvants.

81. During Leave on Medical Certificate in excess
of 15 months at one time or of 30 months in all,
and during Subsidiary Leave following such excess
Leave, a Native Civil Servant is entitled to a quarter
of h!s Average Salary. During any other Leave ex-
cepting Privilege I.eave, Examination Leave or Extra-
grt}inary Leave, he 1s entitled to half his Average

alary:

Provided that his Leave Allowance shall not exceed
his actual salary when he was last before on duty.

82. Leave on Medical Certificate may be granted
for three years in all, but not for more than two
years at one time,

83. A Native Civil Servant may take either Leave
on Private Affairs or Furlough, as follows, but not
both these kinds of Leave :—

a) Leave on Private Affairs may be taken, first,
after not less than six years’ service, and,
thereafter, at intervals of not less than six
years. The duration of Leave on Private
l?ﬂ'lh‘! must not exceed six months at one
time.

Furlough, not exceeding two years in all, may
be taken, first, after not less than ten years'
service, and, thereafter, at intervals of not
less than eight years. The duration of
Furlough must not exceed one year at one
time, unless it be taken, for the first time,
after not less than eighteen years' service,
when it may extend to two years.

84. Subsidiary Leave, Privilege Leave and Ex-
amination Leave may be granted to a Native Civil
Servant under Sections 64=750, 7176 and 77, respec-

tively.

85. The Local Government may grant Extra-
ordinary Leave without allowances at its discretion,
Bubject tothe provisions of Section 88, there is no
limit to the length or frequency of Leave under this
Section ; and it may be granted in continuation of any

86. Leave taken by a Native Civil Servant before
his appointment to an office in the Covenanted
Civil Service, shall, for the purpose of calculating the
Leave admissible to him under this Chapter, be
treated as Leave taken under this Chapter.

87. Leave on Private Affairs or Furlough may
not be granted in continuation of any Leave except
Subsidiary Leave; but any Leave granted under
these Rules may be retrospectively changed for
any other kind or amount of Leave which might at
first have been granted. If a Native Civil Servant
absent on Privilege Leave, Leave on Private Affairs,
or Furlough, takes extension of Leave on Medical
Certificate, the whole of his absence must be treated
as Leave on Medical Certificate.

1, Extraordinary Leave cannot be changed retro-
spectively into Leave on Medical Certificate : but Leave
on Medical Certificate may be given in continuation of
Extraordinary Leave.

88. A Native Civil Servant who has reached the
age of fifty-five years, is not eligible for any Leave,
excepting Privilege Leave.

89. If a Native Civil Servant is absent with-
out leave, or remains absent afterthe end of Leave
(excepting Privilege Leave, in which case a week’s
grace is allowed), he wvacates his appointment;

vant ceases 1o belong to the Public Service.

Furlough and leave on Medical Certificate
cannot be taken in continuation of each other; but
Furlough granted under these Rules may be retrospec-
tively changed into leave on Medical Certificate,

104. An Archdeacon”or a Chaplain appointed to hold
charge of a Diocese during the absence of the Bishop
upon Farlough or upon Leave on Medical Certificate
is entitled to an allowance of Rs, 500 a month in addi-
tion to the pay of his substantive Office.

105. A Bishop while absent upon Furlough or upon
Leave on Medical Certificate is entitled to full pay less
Rs. 500 a month, but not to any other allowances,

106. An Archdeacon or a Chaplain appointed to hold
charge of o Diocese during the absence of the Bishop
upon Leave on Medical Certificate is entitled to the
Travelling and other similar Allowances admissible to
the Bishop.

107. The allowances of the Bishop of Madras or
Bombay when performing the functions of the Bishop
of Calcutta during his absence on leave, are regulated
by 6 &6 Vie, cap. 119, In such case the Bishop of
Madras or Bombay is entitled to an Allowance at the
rate of Rs. 833} a month in addition to his salary as
Bishop of Madras or Bombay, and the Bishop of Cal-
cutta will receive during such absence the salary of
his office less Rs. 833} a month.

168. A Bishop of Madras or Bombay exercising the
episcopal Jurisdiction and Functions appertaining to
the See of Calcutta during a vacancy of the See by
the demise of the Bishop thereof for the time being,
or otherwise, is entitled to the full pay fixed for the
office, viz., Rs. 3,831.

109. Leave under these Rules may be granted to the

CHAPTER IX

CHAPLAINS,

GENERAL,

110. No Leave other than Privilege Leave under
Section 122 may be granted to a Chaplain who has
completed twenty-five years’ service (see Section 41,
Civil Pension Code). Leave other than Privilege Leave
granted to a Chaplain before his completion of twenty-
five years' service ceases to have effect on such com-
pletion,

FURLOUGH.

111. The amount of Furlough admissible to a
Chaplain is limited to six years. All the Rules in this
Chapter are subject to this limitation.

Furlough and Leave with Allowances on Medical
Certificate under former Rules are counted as
Furlough under this Rule.

The amount of Furlough ‘‘earned” by a
Chaplain is one-fourth of his active service, and
three months in addition thereto.

118. Special Leave on Urgent Private Affairs may
be granted at any time, for not more than six months:

SUBSIDIARY LEAVE OF ABSENCE,

120. A Chaplain is entitled to Subsidiary Leave

121. A Chaplain on Subsidiary Leave is entitled to
the same Allowances as during the Leave to which it
is Subsidiary.

1. A Chaplain may draw Allowances as if he were
on Privilege Leave for any part of his Subsidiary
Leave preparatory to retiring from the Service
or going on Furlough or Special Leave, for which,
if he were not retiring from the Servize or going
on Furlough or on Special Leave, Privilege Leave
would be admissible to him.

PRIVILEGE LEAVE.
122. Privilege Leave may be granted as follows: —

After five months uninterrupted duty,—for not more
than one month.

After ten months’ uninterrupted duty,—for not more
than two months.

After fifteen months’ uninterrupted duty,—for not
more than three months.

1. In‘applying for Privilege Leave a Chaplain must
record a declaration that he has no intention of
retiring or of taking Furlough, Special Leave,
Subsidiary Leave or Leave on Medical Certificate
for three months after his return to duty.
Though not absolutely debarred by this de-
claration from applying to retire or to take
such leave within three months, he should, if
he does so, explain his change of mind.

A Chaplain may not take Privilege Leave in
instalments.

123. A Chaplain on Privilege Leave is entitled to
the same pay and house-rent as if he were on duty.

MISCELLANEOUS.

124, The Rules for—
(1) Extension and commutation of leave; and
(2) Payment of leave allowances;

are those contained in Sections 78 and Chapter XIV.
respectively. But to a Chaplain going on Furlough to
England, an advance of the first quarter’s allowances
may be made, which advance is not recoverable in
the event of his death.

CHAPTER X.

UNCOVENANTED OFFICERS GENERALLY.

EXTENT OF APPLICATION.

126. The following Rules apply to Officers who
have Substantive Appointments on permanent esta-
blishments under the Government, and who are not en-
titled to Leave under the Rules in Chapters 11L, IV, V,
VI, VII, VIII and IX.

127. These Rules apply fully only to those whose
pay is not less than Rs. 100. But Leave may be granted

LEAVE ON MEDICAL OERTIFICATE.
128. Leave on Medical Certificate may be granted
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for three years in all, but not for more than two
years at one time ; and no Officer can have Leave on
Medical Certificate out of India more than twice.

129. An Officer on Leave under Section 128 is
entitled to Half his Average Salary for the first fifteen
months of each period of absence, but not for more
than thirty months in all. For the rest of his leave
under Section 128 he is entitled to a Quarter of his
Average Salary.

LEAVE ON PRIVATE AFFAIRS.

130. Leave on Private Affairs for six months
may be granted to an Officer who has not had Fur-
Jough, after six years' service, and repeated after in-
tervals of six years.

(1) Leave on Private Affairs does not accumulate,
and cannot be taken in instalments.

(2) Leave on Medical Certificate counts as ser-
vice for Leave on Private Affairs.

131. An Officer on Leave under Section 130 is
entitled to Half his Average Salary.
(1) An Officer does not forfeit the allowance to
which he is entitled under this Section by
regigning the Service at the end of the Leave.

FURLOUGH.

132. Furlough may be granted as follows to an
Officer who has not had Leave on Private Affairs:—

After ten years’ service, one year or any less period,
and thereafter at intervals of not less than eight years,
one year or any less period.

Or,—after eighteen years' service, two years or any
less period, and thereafter at intervals of not less than
eight years, one year or any less period.

Provided that not more than two years in all may be
granted.

(1) Leave on Medical Certificate counts as
service for Furlough.

(2) Leave on Private Affairs under the Rules in
force before the 8th June, 1863, does not pre-
vent the grant of Furlough under this Section.

133. An Officer on Furlough is entitled to Half his
Average Salary.

LEAVE WITHOUT ALLOWANCES.

184. Extraordinary Leave Without Allowances
may, in case of necessity, be granted for such time
as may be nccessary. lime spent on Leave under
this Section does not count as service for other
Leave. Subject to the provisions of Section 142,
there is no limit to the length or frequency of Leave
under this Section, and it may be granted in continu-
ation of Leave on Medical Certificate and Leave on
Private Affairs, or Furlough, but not in continuation
of Privilege Leave.

SUBSIDIARY LEAVE.

136. An Officer going on or returning from Leave
out of India on Medical Certificate, Leave on Private
Affairs, or Furlough, or going on or returning from
Leave on Medical Certificate to a Sanitarium, is en-
titled to Subsidiary Leave under the Rules in Chapter

Y.

137. An Officer on Subsidiary Leave prefixed to
other Leave is entitled to Half his Average Salary.
An Officer on Subsidiary Leave following other Leave
is entitled to Half his Average Salary, or one Quarter
of his Average Salary, according to the rate of allow-
ance to which he may be entitled at the end of the

Leave to which it is subsidiary.

PRIVILEGE LEAVE,

138. Privilege Leave may be granted in accordance
with the Rules in Sections 71—76: provided that no
non-gazetted Officer whose salary is less than Rs, 200
a month can draw any allowances for time passed on
Privilege Leave until he returns to duty.

EXAMINATION LEAVE,

139. An Officer permitted to present himself at
any examination which must be passed before a
verson is eligible for a higher subordinate appoint-
ment in any branch of the Uncovenanted Service,
such as a Deputy-Magistracy, muy, under the orders
of the Local Government, be allowed Leave of Absence
for the number of dayswhich is actually necessary to
enable him to attend at the Examination. During this
Absence, which is expected to be short, no deduction
will be made from the Officer’s allowances, unless the
Head of the Office finds such deduction necessary to
enable him to make arrangements for carrying on the
work. Such leave should not be allowed more than
twice for each standard of examination.

140. The Master of a Government School in Bengal
in receipt of a salary not exceeding Rs. 200 a month
while absent from his Office with the object of
studying to qualify himself as a Teacher of Surveying,
is considered to be absent on duty or on special depu-
tation, provided that such period of absence shall not
exceed three months.

GENERAL.

141, Leave on Private Affairs and Furlough can-
not be taken in continuation of any Leave except
Subsidiary Leave; but any Leave granted under these
Rules may be retrospectively changed for any other
kind or amount of Leave which might at first have
been granted;* and,if an Officer absent on Privilege
Leave, or on Leave on Private Affairs, or on Furlough,
take extension of Leave on Medical Certificate, the
whole of the absence will be treated as Leave on
Medical Certificate.

(1) Extraordinary Leave without allowances
cannot be converted retrospectively into Leave
on Medical Certificate, but Leave on Medical
Certificate may be given in continuation of
Extraordinary Leave without allowances.

142. No Officer’s appointment becomes vacant,
simply by reason of his taking Leave under these
Rules. But Absence without Leave, or after the end
of Leave (excepting Privilege Leave, in which case a
week’s grace is allowed) involves loss of appointment;
and after five years’ continuous absence, whether with
or without Leave, an Officer is considered to be out of
Government employ.

(2) An Officer who goes on Leave out of India
has no claim to return to the particular local
appointment from which he took Leave.

APPLICATIONS FOR LEAVE.

143. (a) Leave may be granted to an Officer by
the Authority whose duty it would be to fill
up his appointment if vacant. The Local
Government may empower Heads of Depart-
ments to grant Privilege Leave to Officers under
their orders, who are appointed by Government ;
but if the Officer, to whom Leave is granted, be
a Gazetted Officer, the grant of Leave must be
reported to the Local Government.

iv.—If the Officer satisfies his new Departmental
Superior that, notwithstanding due diligence
on his part, the journey has occupied altogether
more time than is allowed by the Rules, the
time actually occupied may be allowed,

v.—On being satisfied that the Rules have, in any
particular case, operated hardly, as for example
if an Officer has, through no default on his part,
missed a steamer, or fallen sick on the journey,

the Local Government may, for reasons stated,

allow concessions in excessof whatis admissible
by the Rules, on such conditions as to allowances
orotherwise as it may think fit. Such concessions
must not be made as a mere indulgence or other-
wise than because the Rules do not appear to
provide reasonably and equitably for the case.

vi.—The Local Government may, for reasons stated,
extend the Joining Time admissible by Rule if
it considers such extension necessary for the
public convenience, or for the saving of public
expense, as, for example, to prevent unnecessary
and merely formal transfers.

[Note.—This Proviso applies also to Rule 1.]

vil.—The Accountant General shall bring to the

notice of the Local Government any conces-
sion made under Proviso iv. which seems to
him improper or unreasonable, and shall move
the Local Government to report to the Govern=
ment of India any concession made under
Proviso v., or extension made under Proviso vi.,
which appears to him contrary to the spirit of
those Provisos.

relieved by or relieving him.

12, An Uncovenanted Officer, who has nosubstantive
appointment is not entitled to any allowance during
Joining Time; but, if such an Officer, officiating in an
office, is transferred to another office under the same
Local Government, the Local Government may allow
him to draw, during his transit, the allowance to
which he would be entitled under Rule 10.

14, An Officer who does not join his new appointment
within his Joining Time, is entitled to no allowances
after the end of his Joining Time, and, after a week,
ceases to have a lien on any appointment. Bat if the
Local Government considers that his default was dne
to circumstances beyond his control, it may exempt
him from the loss of his appointment. The expression
““ Allowances " in this Rule does not include travelling
allowance,

16, A Ministerial Officer, whose salary does not ex-
ceed Rs. 100 a month, should not ordinarily be required
to travel by mail cart or other public stage convey-
ance drawn by horses.

() If payment be taken at the Home Treasury it is
made quarterly, and rupees are converted into
sterling at the rate of exchange fixed, for the
time being, for the adjustment of financial
transactions between the Imperial and the
Indian Treasuries. Unless otherwise arranged,
this rate of exchange is also applied in the pay-
ment of leave allowances in a Colony. If any
payments are made at a different rate, or,
otherwise, erronecously, they should be adjusted
in subsequent payments.

Exception. The Absentee Allowance of a Military
Officer on Furlough out of India and drawn in Eng-
Jand, who elected the Military Furlough Rules of
1868 before the 1st July, 1871, is paid at the rate of
two shillings the Government rupee.

1. Payment is made from the Home Treasury as

3. If an Officer receives an advance of pay in England
to enable him to return to duty in India, the advance
will be recovered !at therate or rates of exchange fixed
for the adjustment of financial transactions between
thc. Imperial and Indiaz Governments for the year in
which the advance was made. This Rule will also
apply when an advance is made in England to a
verson appointed there, proceeding to India to join
his appointment,

CHAPTER XV.

165. An Officer who remains absent after the
end of his Leave is entitled to no allowance for the
period of such absence, and ceases to have a lien on
any appointment,

If his Leave was Furlough,—immediately; and
If it was Special or Privilege Leave,—after a week.

1. An Officer on Furlough or Special Leave in Europe
may not return to India without obtaining the per-
nission of the Secretary of State. He must apply
for this permission at least three months before the
end of his Leave. An Officer whose furlough was
granted or has been extended on medical certificate is
required to produce a certificate of fitness before he
can be permitted to return to duty. Ordinarily, he
must obtain this certificate from the Medical Board of
the India Office, but, in special cases, particuiarly if
the officer be residing at a distance of more than sixty
miles from London, the Secretary of State will, at his
discretion, accept a certificate from two medical prac-
titioners in lien thereof.

2. If a Local Government considers it inexpedient
that an Officer should return from Farlough or Special
Leave in BEurope to duty in India, it should furnish a
complete statement of the circumstances to the Secre-
tary of State (in the case of the Government of Madras
or Bombay, direct, or otherwise, through the Govern-
ment of India), if possible, when the Fuarlough or
Special Leave is granted, but, in any case, in time to
enable the Secretary of State to take any measares
that may seem to him necessary before the Ofiicer
would, in ordinary course, be permitted to return to
daty. The report to the Secretary of State should
reach the India Office, at latest, three months before
the end of the Officer's Leave,

9. An Officer may not, without the permissionof the
Authority which granted him Leave, return to daty
more than fourteen days before the end of Furlough or
Special Leave.

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide a body of Officers for Our Service in India, by whom various offices and
appointments hitherto held by ORicers borne on the strength of the several Corps or Regiments of Our Forcesin
India shallin future be held ; and whereas Our Secretary of State for India in Council has resolved to charge upon
the Revenues of India the sum necessary to provide the pay, half-pay, and pensions of such body of Officers
on the scale hereinafter contained, Our will and pleasure is that a Corps be formed in each of the Presidencies
of Our Indian Dominions, to be denominated the Bengal, Madras, and Bombay Staff Corps respectively, to consist
of such Officers as may be required for such employment, and are selected for such purpose by Our Governments
in India, with the approbation of Our Secretary of State for India in Council.

* It is also Our will and pleasure that all Oficers now holding, or who immediately beforethe commencement of
their present unexpired Furlough may Lave held such appointments, and in future Officers belonging to any
of Our land Forces serving in India, vnder the rank of Regimental Field Officer, who shall have served three
years with a Regiment, of which two ghall have been in India.* shall be eligible to enter such Staff Corps; but
such Officers will not be permanentiy transferred to the Staff Corps unless fully qualified, and until they shall
have passed such periods of probation as may be determined on for the branch of the Indian Service for which
they may be selected. Officers willreceive Commissionsin the Staff Corps on their names being submitted to us
by Our Secratary of State for India.

It is Our further will and pleasure that the promotion and pay of the Staff Corpsshallbe regulated as follows:—

1. Ensigns, when permanently transferred to the Staff Corps, to have the rank of Lieutenant. Other Officers

3. Officers now in Staff employment in India, joining the Staff Corpson itsformation, shall count their previous
Staff service towards promotion to the following extent :—

One step of rank will be given to every Officer whose period of service would qualify him for it according to
the above Rules. Aninterval of two years atleast must intervene between each succeeding step.

4. Officers in the Staff Corps will be eligible for Brevet rank in common with the rest of the Army.

5. Officers of the Staff Corps holding Military appointments will take Military Command according to their
Army rank, but Officers whilst helding only Civil appointments will not be entitled to assume such Command.

6. 1 Exchanges may be allowed between Officers of the Staff Corpsunder the substantive rank of Field Officer and
Regimental Officers of the same rank on the recommendation of the Indian Governments.

7. The power of removing Officers from the effective List of the Staff Corps will be exercised by Us through

SUPERNUMERARY LIST OF THE OFFICERS OF HER MAJESTY'S INDIAN STAFF
CORPS.

(WITH EFFECT FROM 1sT JULY, 1881.)
1. Promotion shall continue as at present, with the following exceptions: —

Four years’ service in the Staff Corps, with the substantive rank of Lieutenant-Colonel, shall qualify for the
Brevet rank of Colonel, instead of five years, as heretofore. :

Article 12, Clauses (e, sub-sections 1 and 2), of the Royal Warrant of the 25th June, 1881, shall be applied to the
Officers of the Staff Corps, the Secretary of State for India in Council being substituted for the Secretary of
State for War.

1. General Officers shall be placed on the unemployed supernumerary list on completing the ages and periods
of non-employment fixed under Articles 106 and 107 of the Royal Warrant of the 25th June, 1881, for the com-
pulsory retirement of the General Officers of the British Service.

III. Colonels who entered the Staff Corps on or before the 12th September, 1866, shall be placed on the unem-

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ROYAL WARRANT FOR THE FORMATION OF THE UNEMPLOYED SUPERNUMERARY

LIST FOR OFFICERS OF THE INDIAN ARMY.

VICTORIA,

By the Grace of God, of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland Queen, Defender of the
Faith, Empress of India.

Whereas it has been represented to Us that it is expedient to provide for the transfer to an unemployed
supernumerary list of Greneral Officers and Colonels of Our Indian Forces who have attained certain limits of age,
or who have been continuously unemployed for certain periods;

Our will and pleasure is that, with effect from and after the 1st day of July, 1881, the following rules shall be
established for that purpose :(—

1. Transfer to the retired list under Our Warrant of the 31st December, 1877, shall cease.

2. A Major-General shall be placed on the unemployed supernumerary list on attaining the age of 62 years, and
a Lieutenant-General or General on attaining the age of 67 years.

3. A General Officer shall be placed on the unemployed supernumerary list after being unemployed for five
years continuously since his promotion to Major-General, or after being unemployed for seven years continuously
from the time of his last employment as Colonel.

4. A Colonel of the ““local service,” that is, an Officer whose appointment was not made subject to the conditions
preseribed in the General Order of Our Governor General of India in Council, dated the Yth December, 1859,

No. 1637, shall be placed on the unemployed supernumerary list, provided he is in receipt of Colonel's allowance
and not in military employ,—

If he attained the rank of Lieutenant-Colonel before the 1st October, 1877,—at the age of 59 years until the 1st
July, 1885, and after that date at the age of 58 years.

If he attained the rank of Licutenant-Colonel on or after the 1st October, 1877,—at the age of 55 years.

5. A Colonel of the ““general list,” that is, an Officer whose appointment was made subject to the above-
mentioned General Order, shall be placed on the unemployed supernumerary list on attaining the age of 55 years,

6. In the event of an Officer being called to, or engaged on, active service in the field, at or about the time
when, under any article of this Qur Warrant, he would be liable to be transferred to the unemployed super-
numerary list, Our Secretary of State for India in Council may, on the recommendation of Our Governor General
in Council, extend his term of service during the continuance of the emergency as a supernumerary to the
establishment.

7. If in any special case, not under the terms of the preceding article, it appears desirable to postpone the
transfer of an Offlcer to the unemployed supernumerary List, Our Secretary of state for India in Council may,
upon the recommendation of Our Governor General in Council, so postpone it.

8. Our Secretary of State for India in Council,-upon the recommendation of Our Governor General in Council,
may also bring back an Officer from the supernumerary unemployed list to the effective list, should it appear
essential to the interests of Our Service to do so.

9. An Officer whose case has been specially treated under Articles 6, 7, or 8 shall, so long as he remains on the
effective list, be supernumerary thereon.

REGULATIONS FOR THE EXAMINATION 0F CANDIDATES WOR THE APPOINTMENT OF SURGEON IN
Hrr Masesry’s INDIAN MEDIoan SERVIOE.

1. The regulations are those in force at the present time. They are subject to any alteration
that may be determined on.

2. All natural-born subjects of ITer Majesty,between 22 and 28 years of age at the date of Limits of age,
the examination, and of sound bodily health, may be candidates. They may be married or
unmarried. They must possess a diploma in surgery or a license to practise it, as well as a
degree in medicine, or a license to practise it in Great Britain or Ireland.

3. They must subscribe and send in to the Military Secretary, India Office, Westminster, Declaration to
so as to reach that address at least a fortnight before the date fixed for the Examination, a be submitted,
declaration according to the annexed form.

4. This declaration must be accompanied by the following documents:—

(@) Proof of age either by extract from the register of the parish in which the candidate was
born, or where such extract is unattainable, by his own declaration (pursuant to the Act 5 and 6
Will. 4, e. 62), form of which can be obtained at the India Office. A certificate of baptism
which does not afford proof of age will be useless.

(b) A recommendation from some person of slanding in society—not a member of his own
family—to the effect that he is of regular and steady habits, and likely in every respect to prove
creditable to the service if admitted: and a certificate of moral character from a magistrate, or
a minister of the religious denomination to which the candidate belongs,

(¢) A certificate of registration, in accordance with the Medical Act of 1858, of the degrees,
diplomas, and licenses possessed by the candidate.

5. The physical fitness of each candidate will be determined previous to examination by a
Board of Medical Officers, who are required to certify that his vision is sufficiently good to
enable him to perform any surgical operation without the aid of glasses. A moderate degree
of myopia will not be considered a disqualification, provided it does not necessitate the use
of glasses during the performance of operations, and that no organic disease of the eyes exists.
Every candidate must also be free from all other organic disease, and from constitutional weak-
ness, or other disability likely to unfit him for military service in India.

6. On producing the foregoing qualifications, the candidate will be examined by the Examin-

ing Board in the following compulsory subjects,and the highest number of marks attainable
will be distributed as follows:—

N.B.—The examination in medicine and surgery will be in part practical, and will include
operations on the dead body, the application of surgical apparatus, and the examination of
medical and surgical patients at the bedside. The examination in chemistry will be limited to
the elements of the science, and to its application to medicine, pharmacy, and practical hygiene.

No candidate shall be considered eligible who shall not have obtained at least one-third of the
marks obtainable in each of the above compulsory subjects.

7. Candidates may be examined in the following voluntary subjects, for which the maximum
number of marks obtainable will be: —

The natural sciences will include comparative anatomy, zoology, natural philosophy, physical
geography, and botany with special reference to materia medica.

A number less than one third of the marks obtainable in any of these voluntary suljects will
not be allowed to count in favourof a candidate who has qualified in the compulsory subjects.

The knowledge of modera languages being considered of great importance, all intending com-
petitors are urged to qualify in French and German.

8. The appointinents announced for competition will be filled up from the list of qualified
candidates arranged in order of merit, as finally determined by the total number of marks each
has obtained in both the compulsory and voluntary subjects.

The Examiners in London will prepare a list in order of merit, with the marks affixed
in the different subjects, to be transmitted to the Director-General and communicated to the
Professors of the Army Medical School. If any Candidateis found to be deficient in any par-
ticular subject, this shall be stated, in order that he may receive special instraction on the point
at Netley.

9. After passing this examination, the successful candidates will be required to attend one
entire course of practical instruction at the Army Medical School as Surgeons on probation in—

(1) Hygiene.

(2) Clinical and Military Medicine.

(3) Clinical and Military Surgery.

(4) Pathology of diseases and injuriesincident to Military Service.

These courses are to be of not less thanfour months’ duration; but candidates who have
already gone through a course at Netley as candidates for the Army or Navy Medical Service
may, if thought desirable, be exempted from attending the school a second time.

10. During the period of residence at the Army Medical School, each candidate will
receive an allowance of 8s.per diem, with quarters, or when qaarters are not provided, with
the usual lodging and fuel and light allowances of a subaltern, to cover all costs of maintenance ;
and he will be required to provide himself with uniform (viz., the regulation undress uniform
of a Surgeon of the British service, but without the sword).

11. All candidates will be required to conform to such rules of discipline as the Senate may,
from time to time, enact.

12. At the conciusion of the course, candidates will be required to pass an examination on the
subjects taught in the School. The examination will be conducted by the Professorsof the
School.

The Director-General, or any Medical Officer deputed by him, may be present and take part
in the examination. If the candidate gives satisfactory evidence of being qualified for the
practical duties of an Army Medical Officer, he will be eligible for a commission as Surgeon.

13, The position of the candidates on the list of Surgeons will be determined by the com-
bined results of the preliminary and of the final examinations, and, so far as the requirements
of the service will permit, they will have the choice of Presidency in India, according to their
position in that list.

vided by steamer, or a passage allowance will be granted, if preferred. A charge for messing
during the voyage will be made at the rate of 2s. a day. This payment will not include the
cost of liquors, which will be charged for as extras,

3. All Surgeons who shall neglect or refuse to proceed to India under the orders of the Secre-
tary of State for India within two monthe from the date of leaving Netley, will be considered
as having forfeited their appointments, unless special circumstances shall justify a departure fromy

this regulation. ¥
PAY PREVIOUS TO EMBARKATION

4. The rate of pay drawn by Surgeons from the date of passing the final examination at the
Army Medical School until arrival in India will be 108, a day.

29. Time of service for pension will reckon from date of arrival in India, and will include
furlough taken under the rules referred to in para. 22. The period of residence at the Army
Medical School will also reckon as service for the above pension, except in the cases of Oﬁic_ers
who have gone through the course at Netley as candidates for the British Army or Navy Medical
Service.

30. A Surgeon-General, after five years’ active employment in India in that grade, will be
entitled to retire upon a pension of £350 per annum, in addition to that which he may be
entitled under the above scale.

3l. A Deputy Surgeon-General will, after five years’ active employment in India in that
grade, be entitled to retire upon a pension of £250 per annum, in addition to the pension to
which he may be entitled under the above scale.

32. In each of the above casesstated in paras. 30 and 31, six months’ absence on medical
certificate will be allowed to count towards actual service in those grades.

33. A Surgeon-General or Deputy Surgeon-General who has completed his term of service
and has reverted to British pay, may reside in Europe, at the same time qualifying for higher
pension.

34. With a view to maintain the efficiency of the service, all Medical Officers of the rank of
Brigade Surgeon and Surgeon-Major shall be placed on the Retired List when they shall have
attamed the age of fifty-five years, and all Surgeons-General and Deputy Surgeons-General
when they shall have attained the age of sixty years. In any special case, where it would appear
to bf.: for the good of the service that the Officer should continue in employment, he may be so
continued, subject in each case to the sanction of the Secretary of State for India in Council.

35. A Medical Officer, retiring after a service of twenty years and upwards, may. if
recommended for the same by the Government of his Presidency, receive a step of honorary
rank, but without any consequent increase of pay.

36. Medical Officers not entitled to pension but who, at the expiration of two years’ leave of
absence on medical certificate, are unfit to return to duty, will be placed on temporary or per-
manent half-pay, after examination by the Medica Board at the India Office. The half-pay

37. The period passed on half-pay will in no case be reckoned as service in calculating
claims for promotion or to pension on retirement.

Note referred to on previous page : Substantive and Officlating Charges :—

Medical charges are of two kinds—substantive and officiating, The first is held by an Officer
as his fixed and permanent appointment. For this he is entitled to the monthly consolidated
pay laid down in the above scale (para. 16), subject to the condition specified in para. 20.

An officiating charge is held by an Officer who is acting temporarily in an appointment during
the absence of the Officer whose substantive charge it is. The Officer thus officiating receives
not the consolidated pay of the appointment laid down in the scale (para. 16), but the ordinary
Indian pay and allowances (para. 14) of his own grade, plus half the staff allowance of the
appointment in which he is officiating.

An Officer’s staff allowance is the difference between his * ordinary Indian pay and allow<
ances” (para. 14) and ‘‘ consolidated pay ' (para. 16) as given in the scales. ‘The staff pay of an
appointment is the difference between the ordinary Indian pay and allowances and the con~
solidated pay of the permanent incumbent. It has been ruled, however, that the extra allow~
ance for an officiating charge shall never be less than Rs. 100 per mensem.

Example 1. A Surgeon of less than 5 years' service ofliciates for one in charge of a regiment
of the same period of service. He receives Rs. 286. 10 + Rs. 100 = Rs. 386, 10.

Example 2. A Surgeon of less than 5 years’ service, officiating for a Surgeon of 6 years>

service in charge of a regiment, receives Rs, 286. 10 + MEZ;M—?'—Q =Rs, 890 7. &.

‘Wouxp PENSIONS.

J8. Medical Officers are entitled to the same allowances on account of wounds and injuries
received in action as are granted to combatant Officers of Her Majesty's Indian Military Forces

holding the same relative rank.

FaMILY PENSIONS.

39. The claims to pension of widows and families of Medical Officers shall be treated under
the provisions of such Royal Warrant regulating the grant of pensions to the widows and
fumilies of British Officers as may be in force at the time being.

40. The widows and families of Medical Officers are also entitled to pensions from the Indian
Service Family Pension Fund, to which all Surgeons must, as a condition of their appointment,

MILITARY FURLOUGH

Oficers (of whatever rank) must be ten years in India
hefore they can be entitled (except in cases of cer~
tified sickness, and as hereafter specified) to their
rotation to be absent on furlough, and the same rnle
is applicable to assistant surgeons and veterinary sur-
geons. The furlough to be granted by the commander-
in-chief at each presidency, with the approbation of
the respective governments.

Officers who have not served ten years in India, but
whose presence in Englandis required by urgent private
affairs, may be allowed a furlough for one year without

hay.

: gﬂicers coming to England on furlough are required
immediately to report their arrival by letter, with their
address, forwarding at the same time the certificates
they received in India.

The period of furlough is three years, reckoning
from its date to the day of the return of the ofticer to
his presidency.

Officers are required to join the establishment to which
they belong at the expiration of the three years’ fur-
lough, unless they shall have obtained an extension of
Jeave, six months before the expiration of that period.
No furlough will be extended, except in cases of
sickness, certified in the manner hereafter mentioned ;
or in cases in which it shall be proved that a further
residence in Europe is indispensably necessary.

All officers finding it necessary to solicit a further
leave of absence on account of sickness, must, if resi-
dent in London or its vicinity, appear beforethe Medical
Board appointed for that purpose, who will report their
opinion on the state of such officer’s health. And if
resident in the country in any part of the United King-
dom, they must transmit with their letter of applica-
tion for such leave, a certificate according to thefollow-
ing form, signed by at least two gentlemen, eminent
in the medical profession, viz. :—

1 hereby certify, that I have carefully examined (state
the nature of the case, as well as the name of the party),
and I declare, upon my honour, that, according to the best
of my judgment and belief, s at present
unfit for military duty, and that it is absolutely necessary,
Jor the recovery of his health, that he should remain at
Least longer in this country.

Also, previously to such extension of furlough being
granted, such further proof shall be adduced by per-
sonal examination or by such other evidence as shall be
deemed satisfactory

Officers abroad in any part of Europe, applying to
remain afurther timefrom their duty on account of sick-
ness, are to furnish a certificate of two eminent physi-
cians, in the above form, with the attestation of a magis-
trate, that the persons who signed the certificate are
physicians.

Officers having obtaired an extension of furlough to
a given period, must at its expiration apply for permis-
sion either to return to their duty or to reside a further
time in England,

In every case in which an officer has had his furlough
extended beyond the prescribed period on the ground of
his health not being sufficiently restored, and shall
apply for permission to return to his duty, he shall
producg a certificate from the examining physician
that his health is completely re-established, and that
there is every probability of his being able to perform
theactive duties of his profession in India

No officar who has failed to obtain an extension of
furlough will be considered eligible to return to the
service after five years’ absence, under the Act of 3
Geo. ITI. cap. 52, sec. 70.

Every officer upon leaving India will receive a printed
copy of the General Order on this subject, published
agreeably to the instruction of the Secrctary of State
for India in Council, and the plea of ignorance of the
regulations will not be admitted as any justification
of the breach of them; officers, therefore, who shall
come home on furlough, and who shall not in due time
apply, so as to effect their return to the Presidency
to which they belong within the period of three years
from the commencement of their furlough, will subject
themselves to the loss of the service, unless they shall
be permitted to remain a further time in Europe.

No officer on furlough can receive pay for more than
two years and a half from the period of his quitting
India until he returns, excepting colonels of regiments
and general officers; the latter are then allowed to draw
the pay of theirbrevet rank beyond the above period.

MILITARY FURLOUGH REGULATIONS OF 1854.

With the view of adapting the regulations to the pre-
sent inereased facilities of communication, and to cor-
rect, as far as possible, any tendency in them to deter
otficers from resorting to the places which may be most
conducive to the restoration of their health, when a
change of climate is required for that purpose, the

ollowing rules are established, and are to have effect
from the 1st February, 1854:— N

1. All regimental officers in the service on the 1st
TFebruary, 1854, who prefer retainingwhag may be con-
sidered the advantages of the old regulations, may do
so, provided they signify their wish to that effect when
they next apply for furlough or leave of absence, with-
out any linutation whether such leave be in India or
clsewhere; and officers who once make their election

will not be entitled to any other choice, but will be
afterwards subjectto thenew or old regulations, accord~
ing to their decisions.

2. Staff officers, as such, have not the above option
allowed them, but they may retain the advantages of
the old regulations by giving up their appointments,
which, in such cases, will be considered vacated from
the date of embarkation.

3. To those officers who adopt them, the new regula-
tions will apply retrospectively in respect of furlongh
and leave of absence beyond sea, and in computing
their time of service for retirement, so that their fur-
loughs or leaves of absence, whether under the old or
the new rules, and whether on private affairs or sick
certificate, within or beyond India, will count for ser-
i €
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vice to the authorized extent only, in computing the
time for retirement on full pay.

4. Officers who have availed themselves of the option
of the old rules are allowed to reconsider the question
under the modifications now sanctioned.

5. Officers who have not taken leave subsequent to
the publication of the mew rules on the lst February,
1854, and who, consequently, may not have heen called
upon to declare whether they would abide by the old
or the new regulations, will, on retirement from th.e
service, be entitled to take full advantage of the privi-
leges given by the new regulations.

FURLOUGHS ON PRIVATE AFFAIRS.

6. Every officer will be allowed a furlough to Europe,
or elsewhere beyond sea, for a period of two years at
the expiration of ten years’ service, and for a second
period of two years after twenty years’ service in India.

7. The second furlough of two years will only he
granted after ten years’ service in India, from the date
of the return to duty after the first furlough of two
years. These furloughs are not to be cumulative, under
any circumstances, but are limitedto two years. Officers
who have taken leave of absence on sick certificate to
Europe, or elsewhere beyond sea, will be ineligible to a
furlough on private affairs until they have served six
years from their last return to duty. This rule does
not apply to short leaves to sea.

Officers who take their first furlough after twenty
years’ service in India, may take their second furlongh
after an additional service of five years from the date
of their first return to duty. (G.0.16 June, 1856.)

8. All grants of furlough on private affairs are subject
to the exigencies of the public service, and to the re-
gulations framed for and preservation of the efficiency
of each regiment by limiting the number of absentees.

9. Officers holding staff or other detached appoint-
ments, may be allowed furlough for a period of six
months withcut losing their appointments; but, during
that period, they will not be entitled to any portion of
their staff salary, which will be drawn in full by the
officers officiating for them.

Absence for six months under this rule does not pre-
clude an officer from taking his furlough to Europe
after ten years’ service. (G.O. 16 June, 1856.)

10. All officers, whether staff or regimental, while on
farlough on private affairs, will be entitled to ** Fur-

longh Pay " only.
LEAVE OF ABSENCE ON SICK CERTIFICATE.

11. Leave of absence on sick certificate will be granted
for a term not exceeding eighteen months, whether it
be toany place in Europe, or elsewhere out of India.

12, Extensions of such leave may be granted. as at
present, on production of medical certificates, for further
periods not exceeding eighteen months in the whole.

13. An officer holding a staff or other detached ap-
pointment, will be allowed to be absent on_sick certi-
ficate in England, or elsewhere beyond sea, for a period
of twenty months, without losing his appointment ;
and, during the first six months only of such ab-
sence, he will be entitled to draw half the staff salary
of his appointment, the officer officiating for him draw-
ing the remaining half salary during the first six
months, and the whole salary during the remainder
of the time.

14. An officer’s claim to half staff salary for six
months, as sanctioned in the preceding rule, will not be
affected by his subsequently retiring from the service
in Europe or elsewhere.

15. No portion of command allowance, medical staff
salary, or other similar allowance, which under the old
rules was inadmissible to officers absent from their corps
or stations, at the Cape or elsewhere, will be allowed
to absent officers under these regulations.

16. All officers, whether staff or regimental, while on
leave of absence on sick certificate, will be entitled for
a period of six months to the same rate of Indian pay
and allowances as was allowed under the old regula-
tions to officers proceeding to the Cape on medical
certificate, and for the remaining period of their leave
they will receive furlough pay only.

17. If the leave on sick certificate be extended,
furlough pay will be continued; but under no circum-

stances for a longer period than three years altogether,

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STAFF OFFICERS,

18, The term, “staff officers,”” applies to all officers
holding staff or detached appointments, military (general
or regimental), political, or civil; also to general officers
commanding divisions, members of the Medical Board,
superintending surgeons, aad others who, under the
old rules, were entitled to draw half staff allowance
when absent at the Cape.

19. Staff officers absent on leave beyond the periods
stated in Rules 9 and 13 respectively, cannot retain their
appointments and allowances except on special grounds
to be sanctioned by the Government of the presidency.
Any such special grant of leave is to be reported at
once, with the reasons for it, and to be subject to ap-
probation,

20. The privilege of retaining staff appointments dur~
ing leave of absence on sick certificate, or on furlough
on private affairs will not be available a second time,
if the fresh leave is on sick certificate, until an officer
has been three years, or, if on private affairs, until he
has been six years. in the discharge of the dutics of his
appointment, from the date of last return to it.

21. This rule, however, does not apply to leaves of
absence, whether on sick certificate or on private aﬂ'._ rs
in India, or for brief periods to Ceylon, the Mauritins,
or other places out of India. .

22, Officers commanding troops of IHorse Artillery
and Light Field Batieries, and officers generally in
employment, will be allowed leave out of India under
the same rules with respect to allowance and tenure of
command or office, as regulated the grant of leave to the
Cape to such officers under the old regulations, except
as to the duration of those advantages, the time for their
continuance being subject to the provisions of the new
regulations.

DATE OF FURLOUGH AND ADVANCES OF PAY.

23, The period of furlough on private affairs, orleave
of absence on sick certificate, is to be calculated from
the date of the departure from India of the shipin which
the officer proceeds, y

24, Advances of pay and allowances, staff and regi-
mental, to officers proceeding on leave of absence on
sick certificate, who may be entitled to them, will Le
made in India for three months from date of embarka.
tion. Payments in continuation will be made in Eng
land at the rates of exchange fixed annually for repay-
ment of advances made on account of Her Majesty g
Government. Furlough pay will continue to be issueq
in advance for six months when required by officers ob .
taining furlough on private affairs.

25. 'The existing regulations regarding passage-money
to officers are not affected by these rules.

26, The certificates issued to ofticers who are granted
furloughs on private affairs, orleave of ahsence on sick
certificate, are to specify the time each officer has been
absent on leave within Indianlimits, as well as the time

of his previous absence in Europe; but will not in~
clude the periods allowed for proceeding toj the pre<
sidency or port of embarkation, and to enable officers
to rejoin their regiments or stations after their return
to India, nor the leave of one month's absence in six
months, as authorized by the regulations. The last
pay certificate of all officers proceeding to England on
sick certificate is to specify the rate of regimental pay
and allowances and staff salary to which they would
have been entitled under the old regulations if proceed~
ing to sea on medical certificate. This information
is necessary in order that no difficulty may arise in the
Pay Department of the India Office in adjusting the
several payments which may be due.

OFFICERS OF H.M.'S SERVICE.

27. Ofticers of Her Majesty’s service in India, whether
employed regimentally orin staff or detached situations,
are entitled to the advantages above laid down in re<
spect to allowances and tenure of office when on fur<
lough or leave of absence.

28, In the case of officers of Her Majesty's service on

FURLOUGH AND LEAVE RULES OF 1875.
(WITH SUBSEQUENT ALTERATIONS,)
G.G.0. No. 1,316, dated 30th December, 1875.

I. Officers included in Schedule A may receive, after
five years’ service in Indiaor under the Government of
India, one year's furlough, and an additional year for
each subsequent five years' service. Furlough not
taken at the time it becomes due is not lost, and can,
subject to these rules, be taken later. X

Nors.—Service for furlough under these rules, in the
case of an officer electing them, is reckoned from the
date of his election. (See also Notes 2 and 3 to Schedule

I)I. An Officer may receive at any time any portion
of the furlough to which heis entitled ; but, except
under Rule 8, he may not be absent from du_ty on
any ground for more than three years consecutively ;
nor, on return from furlough, may he receive, except
under Rule 6, any further portion of the furlough to
which he ig entitled until after the interval of two

ears.

3 I1I. It must be distinctly understood that furlough is
subject to the exigencies of the public service. Officers
commanding regiments, and IHeads of Departments,
will forward no application for furlongh unless able to
satisfy the superior authorities that the Oflicer’s services
can be spared without any inconvenience to the public
service.

IV. Furlough does not involve forfeiture of appoint-
ment, may be spent anywhere, and counts as service
for pension, (See Rule VIIIL.)

V.* A commissioned Officer on furloughreceives (up to,
but not beyond, the sum of £1,000,a year) half the
emoluments of his office, computed according to a rate
of exchange to be fixed in each year by the Secretary

of State; but in any case he does not receive less than’

£250 a year. The emoluments of his office include all
pay, staff corps pay, stafi salary, and Indian allow-
ances he would receive in respect to it if he were
on duty, and for the purpose of each payment his

office is the office he fills on the day when that pay-
ment becomes due.

2. A Warrant Officer receives half the emoluments
of his office, calculated in the same manner as those
of Commisgioned Officers, no Warrant Officer, however,
receiving as furlough pay less than the Lnglish fur-
lough pay of his rank.

VI. Upon certificate of a Medical Board, an Officer
not entitled to furlough, if he has served not less
than two years in India, may receive it for any period
not exceeding two years; but such furlough will he
deducted from his next acerning furlough until it is
paid off. An Officer will not be allowed to anticipate
furlongh under this rule to an aggregate amount of
more than two years. .

Norte f.—An Officer of less than two years’ service
from date of coming under the new rules, falling sick,
will be sent to England onmedical certificate, on English
furlough pay, without the period of his furlough being
fixed, subject to the decision of ler Majesty's Go-
vernment as to his ultimate disposal ; a special
report on each case being submitted to her Majesty’s
Government by the Government of India, or in the
case of Officers of the Madras or Bombay army by the
Government of those Presidencies. * (See notes 2 and 3
to Schedule A.)

1 Furlough on medical certificate under this rule (ex-
cept in the case of Officers invalided home for sickness
due to wounds, or other cause, solely attributable to
active service in the field) does not count as service for
pension until it has been paid off as provided for in
the rule; when due solely to active service in the field
it is allowed to reckon as service for pension without
being paid off as provided for under ordinary cir-
cumstances in the rule; but it does not count as
service for furlough; 4. e., an officer obtaining it shall
still be required to put in the full Indian service quali-

VILI. Under very urgent circumstances, special fur-
lough may be granted for private affairs, which need
not be paid back ; but it will be in all cases without any
kind of pay, and will not count for pension.

Nore".—~The amount of leave which may he granted
under this rule will be restricted to such period as the
Goverument granting it is satisfied is actually neces-
sary with refercnce to the urgency of the case.

IX.—Oflicers and Warrant Officers proceeding on
furlough to Europe may, if they desire it, receive an
advance equivalent to three months’ furlough pay.+

X. Leave may be granted for any period not exceed-
ing six months at a time, and may not, except for very
urgent reasons, to be specially reported to the Govern-
ment of India, be renewed till after six months have
elapsed from its expiration. It must be spent at some
place east of the 40th degree of east longitude. Sub-
ject to these conditions, it may be granted or refused
entirely at the discretion of the local authorities, who
in granting it shall fix its duration, and may fix the
limits within which it shall be spent, and whether dur-
ing its continuance half-pay and allowances are to be
deducted for the payment of a substitute; and they

may grant it as preparatory to furlough, or for the
purpose of a medical examination. Leave counts as
service for pension and furlough. The local authorities
shall be defined for the purpose of this rule by the
Government of India.

XL Leave and furlough are reckoned from and to the
close of the days named in the order granting them.

Nore.—From and after the 17th November, 1883,
the day on which the vessel on which an officer pro~
ceeds on furlongh quits her moorings or anchorage,
whether she leaves the limits of the port or not on that
day, will be reckoned as the date of the commencement
of his furlough, and as a day of the furlough; and the
date, on which the vessel on which he returns to India
drops her anchor or is moored at any Indian port, will
be reckoned as a day of duty. An officer's furlongh
begins on the vessel’s departure from any Indian port
at which he first joins her, and ends on the day before
her arrival at the port at which he last quits her,

XII. The position of Officers not included in Schedule
A will be unchanged as respects leave or furlough.

XIIL Officers now in the service placing themselves,
from a given date, under these rules, shall count service
for pension up to that date under the rules to which
they were then subject.

Note.—An officer takes with him so much servies
for pension as he had become entitled to under
former rules.

When, however, officers joining the Staff Corps
have joined with less than 20 years’ service under the
rules of 1854 or 1868, before coming under these rules,
they shall, after completing 20 years’ service in all, be
permitted to count as service for pension a proportion
of any furlough or leave they may have taken under
earlier rules, at the rate of two years’ leave for 20
years’ service, or one-tenth, Thus, an officer who,
before coming under the rules of 1875, had a service of
14 years and 99 days, of which 2 years 142 days were
on leave under the rules of 1868, would count one year
and 156 days’ leave, and would have 13 years 113 days”
total service for pension.

SOREDULE A,

Officers entering the Staff Corps or Indian Medical
Service, and Warrant Officers attaining that rank, after
the 31st December, 1875 ; and

Any other officers, Commissioned or Warrant, belong-
ing to the Indian Army or Medical Service, or Officers
of the Staff Corps, who, after the 31st of December,
1875, shall, before asking for leave or furlough, apply
in writing to their Local Governments to be placed
definitively upon this Schedule; but their service for
furlongh under Rule I, shall commence from the date of
such entry or such application respectively.

Notk 1.—The dateof entry into the Staff Corps isthat
of entry for choice of furlough rules, viz., the date on
which the Officer was originally appointed on proba-
tion. An Officer, therefore, whose date of admission
to the Staff Corps is not after the 31st December, 1875,
will have the choice of rules, but an Officer whose date
of admission is after that date will have no option.

Nore 2.—Officers compulsorily placed under these
regulations on entering the Staff Corps, will be allowed
to count their previous military service in India to-
wards furlough, provided they shall have served five
years in India, of which not less than half shall have
been in the Staff Corps; but any leave out of India
on private affairs taken by them during service so
ecounted will be reckoned as furlough taken under
Rule 1., and any leave taken on medical certificate will
be reckoned as taken under Rule VL.

Should, therefore, an officer, who took sick leave
ont of India whilst in the British service, again re-

uire leave on medical certificate on his admission to
the Staff Corps, and proceed under Rule VI., he will
be granted, in the first instance, only so much furlough

as will complete the period admissible under that rule,
This furlough may be extended to two years on ‘‘ Eng-
lish furlough pay,” but it will rest with Her Majesty’s
Government to determine whether any, and if so,
what, extension shall be granted.

Nore 3.3—Warrant Officers promoted to that grade
after the 5H1st December, 1875, and thus compulsorily
brought under these rules, will be allowed to count
their previous service for furlough under Rule VI ;
but furlough is not to be granted under this rule until
a Warrant Officer has completed two years' service
since his last return to duty from furlough as a Non-
Commissioned Officer, otherwise he can only be granted
leave under the note to Rule VI.

Nork 4.—An Officer electing these regulations, and
having furlough to his credit under previous rules,
forfeits such furlough absolutely, he being required to
serve tive years from date of such election to entitle
him to one year’s furlough, unless it be sick furlough.
An Officer similarly circumstanced, but having fur-
lough to his debit, is equally with the others entitled
to take one year's furlongh five years after electing the
new rules.

Any Officers in civil employment declared by the
Government of India to be under civil leave rules shall
not be under these rules.

*4* The last pay certificate issued to an Oflicer to
whom furlovgh or leave has been granted shall
state the pay to which, under Rule V., he is at
that date entitled in respect to tbe oflice he is
holding, noticing the date, if any fixed, at
which he will vacate it.

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SUBSIDIARY RULES.

With advertence to the foregoing rules, the Right
Honorable the Governor-General in Council is pleased
to notify—

I That no “extra or special allowances” drawn by
an officer, which are now excluded from the nccou‘nt in
calcnlating furlough pay under the Rules of 1868, can
be reckoned in calculating furlough pay under these
Rules (Rule V.). "

IL. That the Governments of the three Presidencies,
or their Excellencies the Commanders-in-Chief, in re-
gard to Officers serving directly under them, shall be
held to be the “‘local authorities” named in Rule X.

IIL. That, pending further orders, a Staff Officer
granted leave under Rule X. shall receive, as heretofore,
the pay or staff corps pay of his rank, and bhalf the
staff salary of his appointment during such leave; but
full staff salary may be allowed him for the first two
months (as now during privilege leave) when he makes
approved arrangements for the performance of his
duties during that period. In such cases the G. O.
granting the leave must state that the first two months
are to be on full staff pay.

The leave up to sixty days in each year on
full Staff pay under the foregoing rule may be taken
either for the full time or by instalments, in the same
way as privilege leave under other furlough rules is
taken, the condition that six months must elapse be-
tween the return of an officer to duty and the grant of
a fresh period of leave not being enforced in respect
of such leave of absence.

No. 1,102 of 1877.—His Excellency the Governor
General in Council is pleased to notify the following
supplementary regulations, which have received the
approval of the Right Honourable the Secretary of
State for India, providing for the case of Military
Officers in Civil employ, referred to in paragraph IV.

I Any Officer now in Civil employ, who is subject
to the Military Furlough Regulations of 1854 or 1868,
shall remain so subject.

4. If the Secretary of State for India in Council
ahall approve the commutation, the Officer will be so
informed, and his application will be forwarded to the
Standing Medical Board at the India Office.

5. The Board will require the Officer to give such
information as to his health and habits as is usualin

the case of persons proposing to assure their lives in
assurance companies, and he will be required to sub-

mit himself for personal examination by the Board at
the India Office.

6. An Officer in India desirous of commuting must
address the authorities of his Presidency. He will be
required to go through similar forms, Boards, which
will, when practicable, be presided over by the chief
Civil Medical Administrative Officer of the Govern-
ment, being formed in the Presidency towns of Cal-
cutta, Madras, and Bombay, under orders of the
respective Governments.

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8, The commutation having been sanctioned, the
applicant will be informed, and will have the option of
withdrawing his application within 30 days after
receiving that notice.

9. If the applicant shall not withdraw his applica-
tion within that period, the decision will be considered
final, and the commutation of pension will take place
absolutely.

10. In every case the capitalized sum will be payable
in India, the sterling amount being converted at the
official rate of exchange for the year in which the pay-
ment is made.

expiration of one month from the date of the commu-
tation being sanctioned. In each case the officer's
pension will be issued in full up to the date of pay-
ment, unless any delay has been caused by the
officer’s own fault or that of his agents.

12. In any case in which a pensioner shall accept
public employment, involving the withholding of pen-
sion, a deduction will be made from the salary payable
to him equal to the amount which would have been
abated from the pension if it had not been commuted,
and in the event of his becoming entitled to a pension
in respect of such employment, the amount of such
pension granted to him shall not exceed the amonnt
which he might have received had his pension not
been so commuted.

CONDITIONS OF TRANSFER TO TEMPORARY HALF-PAY.
COMMISSIONED OFFICERS.
(Sanctioned by Despatch to Government of India, No. 432, dated 22nd December, 1881.)

Officers placed on temporary half-pay, at the recommendation of the Medical Board of the India Office, shall
be examined by the same Board as to their fitness to return to duty every two years, and if still reported untit
at the third examination, that is, after being six years on the temporary half-pay list, they shall be transferred
to the retired list on permanent half-pay. An Officer reported to be unfit at the commencement of the second
’pe{flml, i.c., after two years on balf-pay, may, however, be permitted voluntarily to retire on permanent
half-pay.

Officers unable to appear before the Medical Board at the stated times will be required to furnish a certificate,
signed by two medical men, as to their inability. An Officer who is continuously unable to appear will be
retired permanently after six years without further report.

Officers who, in view to being restored to the active list, may wish to appear before the Board at other times
than those specified, may be permitted to do so. Officers ordered periodically to appear before the Board will
receive their travelling expenses and lodging allowance on the Home scale, but those appearing at other times,
at their own wish, must do so at their own expense,

WARRANT OFFICERS.
(Sanctioned by Despateh to Government of India, No. 25, dated 24th January 1884.)

A Warrant Officer transferred to temporary half-pay may be permitted to remain on half-pay till his total
continuous absence from duty, on furlough and half-pay together, amounts to four years. If then still unfit to
return to duty, he must be pensioned on the rate of pension for which he had qualified at the time of being
placed on half-pay. 3 . ’ y - i

No period spent on half-pay will count as service for Indian pension, nor will a Warrant Officer be eligible for
promotion while he is on half-pay. A Warrant Officer replaced on the effective list, on return to duty from
half-pay, will be re-employed at once, being borne as a supernumerary in his grade until absorbed by the next

WIDOWS' PENSIONS.

1. Officers’ widows will be required to sign a declaration to the effect that their husbands did not die possessed
of real and personal property to the following amounts, and that they themselves do not, with what their
husbands left and from all other sources, possess, if the widow of a colonel, £4,000; a lieut.-colonel, £3,000; a
major, £2,500; a captain, £2,000; a lieztenant £1,000.

4. Pensions lapsing on re-marriage are not restored on a second widowhood.

5. Pensioners neglecting to claim the pension for three half-years will be considered as dead, and no arrears for
a longer period than two years back from the date of application for admission or re-admission, as the case
may be, will be allowed either to clammants or to pensioners after admission.

7. The widows of officers who have retired from the service are not eligilie to the bengfits of this Fund.*

FURLOUGH AND LEAVE RULES OF THE INDIAN MARINE

MARINE CIRCULAR OF THE GOVERNMENT OF INDIA, NO. 16, DATED SIMLA, THE
1ST NOVEMBER, 1884

Furlough.

1.—Officers after five years’ service in India or under the Government of India may receive one year's fur~
lough, and an additional year for each subsequent five years’ service. Furlough not taken at the
time it hecomes due is not lost, and can, subject to these regulations, be taken later.

11.— An officer may not be absent from duty on any grounds for more than three years consecutively, nor on
return from furlough may he receive, except, under Rule VII., any further furlough until after an
interval of three years.

{1I.—tFurlough may be spent anywhere, and, when it has been earned by length of service, counts as
service for pension. urlough taken hefore it is carned by length of service reckons against service
for pension till paid off.

1V. —An officer on furlough receives half the pay of his rank, or, if holding a shore appointment, half the pay
of his appointment, exciuding command, charge, acting, personal, or house allowance, computed ac-
cording to a rate of exchange to be fixed in each Yeur by the Secretary of State. An officer promoted
while on furlough will be entitled to a moiety of the increased pay due to that promotion.

V.—Officers proceeding on furlough may receive an advance equivalent to three months farlough pay ; the
same advance may also be granted on return from furlough. Recovery of the advances made in
England will be effected in Indin by six equal monthly instalments.

VI.—TFurlough pay may not be drawn for more than two years consecutively.

VI1.—Upon certificate of a medical board, an officer not entitled to furlough, who has served not less than one
{enr in India, may be granted furlough. Such furlough will not count as service for pension until it
ias been paid off by subsequent service under the terms of Rule 1. Furlough cannot be anticipated
beyoud two years in the aggregate, nor for a second term, unless that previously anticipated has been
subsequently paid off under the terms of Rule I.

VII1.—An officer who has eth}stcd the furlough obtainable under these rules, and who may be certified by a
medical board to be still unfit for duty, will be retired on the pension or gratuity to which he may be
entitled ; if not entitled to either pension or gratuity, his case will be specially considered.

IX.—Advances of passage money, not exceeding £50, will be granted to officers proceeding on or returning
from furlough, at the diseretion of the Director of the Indian Marine or the Secretary of State. Marine
officers not holding shore appointments of Rs. 1,000 per mensem will be eligible for the grant of non-
regulation passages in troopships when such passages are available,

X.—Furlough, whether on private affairs or on medical certificate, is restricted to 'a maximum period of one
year in the first instance, and to subsequent extensions not exceeding six months at a time.

General Leave.

X1.—General leave may he granted for any period not exceeding six months at a time, but cannot be renewed,
except for very urgent reasons, till after two years have elapsed from its expiration. It may be spent
anywhere, does not involve forfeiture of appointment and counts as service for pension. 1t will be
granted or refused entirely at the discretion of the Director of the Indian Marine. It may he granted
up to a maximum limit of 30 days as subsidiary to furlough, whether on proceeding on furlough or on
return from furlough. Leave granted as subsidiary to furlough can only be spent in India.

X1IT,—During general leave an officer will be restricted to the pay of his grade,* and will forfeit all allowances,
which will be paid to his locum tenens. 1f an officer exceeds the six months’ leave admissible at one
time under this rule, the entire period will be converted into furlough, and his allowances adjusted
accordingly.

Privilege Leave,

XT11.—Subject to the exigencies of the service, Marine officers may be allowed 60 days’ privilege leave during
each year, and such leave may be taken in instalments.

XIV.—An officer who has privilege leave to his credit when proceeding on leave or furlough does not forfeit it,
but privilege leave cannot be u\kenv in continuation of furlough, nor can furlough be obtained in con-
tinuation of privilege leave. Privilege leave may, however, be converted into general leave with the
sanction of the Director of the Indian Marine, or into furlough with the sanction of the Government of
India.

XV.—Privilege leave will be granted by the Director of the Indian Marine, but it will be granted only on the
understanding that no additional expense is thereby caused to the State either directly or indirectly,
that the applicant’s services can be spared, and that satisfactory arrangements for the performance of
his duties d‘:u"mg his absence can be made.

Temporary Leave.

XVIL—Temporary leave not exceeding 10 days, and not in anticipation or in extension of any other kind of leave
or furlough, may be granted by the Director and Deputy Director of the Indian Marine.

X VITL—Temporary leave not exceeding 72 hours may be granted by commanders of vessels and heads of depart-
ments to officers under their command.

General Regulalions.

XIX.~—1t must be distinctly understood that furlough or leave cannot be claimed as a right. Both are subject to
the exigeucies of the publle service, and will be granted only when an officer’s services can be spared.
Commanders of vessels and heads of departments will not forward an application for furlough or leave
unless they are able to satisfy the Director of the Indian Marine that the officer’s services can be spared
without any inconvenience to the public service.

XX.—No grant of leave given under the conditions of these rules will count against an officer’s service for
pension, and leave may be spent anywhere, i.e., within possible limits of return before it expires.

XXL—Leave is reckoned from the day on which an officer avails himself of it, and it expires on the day he
rejoins.
Furlough reckons from date of leaving India or from date of leaving his ship if at an outstation, unless
specially stated by authority to commence on an earlier date; and in the event of an officer returning
to India before the expiration of his furlough, it ceases on the date of his return.

The day of return, whether from leave or from furlough, is a day of duty.

XXII.—Officers on furlough will draw their pay from the India Office, but officers on general or privilege leave
must arrange to draw their pay in India.

XXIIT.—As a rule, leave will be granted only during the period of the south-west monsoon.

XXIV.—Officers proceeding on furlough will report their departure personally at the office of the Director or
Deputy Director of the Indian Marine, except when they avail themselves of it at an outstation. An
officer returning from furlough or leave will rejoin the ship to which he belongs; but if this is imprac-
ticable, and he has not received instructions (which he should apply for beforehand), he will rejoin at
Bombay or Calcutta, reporting himself in peison to the Director or Deputy Director. On the

15. The birth of every child born alive must be reported; but if a child die before it is thirty days old, no
payment in respect of it will be required.

15A. If thereport of a marriage, or of the birth of a child, be not made within one month of the occurrence,
the donation payable in each case will be increased 2} per cent., and interest thereon charged from the date of
marriage or birth of the child. After six months’ delay, donations will be increased 5 per cent,, and interesg
charged in the usual manner. (G.0.G.G. No. 381 of 1877.)

15k, In the event of the report of a marriage or the birth of a child not being made by a subscriber during
his lifetime, in sccordance with the rules, the widow or child will not be entitled to any benefits. (Army
Circulars, India, 1880, Clause II.)

Posthumous Child.
