THE STILL-HUNTER'S DOOM . 

.AX At:TllE.~TlC T ALE. 

In Glengivl augh, a wilt!, outlandish strip of 
country lying between th e I ron Mountain, on 
the enst of Leitrim, ~ntl anoth er equal! y wil d 
ond rugged range on the uurthwest ern front ier 
of Cavin, about the latter em! of .the eighteenth 
century, 1night. hn,e been counted in a single 
township no fewer than tw~nty illicit stiils run. 
ning poteen whiskey . 

The Glen was so lonely, isolated, and remote 
from any considerable thornughfnre, so cover-
ed with hleak wet bogs, and so full of intricate 
d efiles, that for a long time still-hunting was 
rare among its lawless and benighted popula-
tion. 

In this out-of- the-way locality, every man 
was a distiller. Every·cabin of the hundreds 
in the Glen was n still-house; nny, even the 
half-masculine women themselves were trained 
distillers, and vied with the men in. the great 
whiskey making. Ilut notwithstanding this 
general acquaintance of the natives with the 
illicit practice, there was one man among them 
who had long heen reputed the great apostle 
of pateenism i n the Glen . This mnn was Pat-
rick Fox, hut better known by the appellation 
of" Pat of the Still," a name co1,ferrecl on him 
by way of distinction. 

It was a cold, windy night, about the middle 
of N ovember. The wi11d had been blowing in 
fitful gusts from the north-weH during the day, 
with occasional heavy sho'Yers of blinding sleet, 
renderin:z the state of th~ air ou t-doors exced-
ingly chill and uncomfort\ible. The night was 
clear moon!ight. except du\cin g the sleet show-
ers or wh en n hlack, heavy cloud, flying before 
the wind like a ship in a ·hurricane, cast a mo-
ment11ry gloom over the b~eak and dreary land-
scape. 

On the crooked by-road, winding itR serpen-
tine track among the· rocks, about two miles 
from the town of Ballinamore, at six o'clock 
that e"l'ening, migh t. have been seen plodding 
on his way, staff in hand, a lank, cadaverous, 
hangdo~-looking specimen of a young fellow, 
not perhaps over t,venty years of age, attired in 
the u,u.ai costume of COUJltry lioys in that q uDT• 
ter. With hareskin cap, which he wore well 
pulled down over h is ears and forehead, he 
trugg~d along in scuffed corduroy trowsers, 
which were r olled up h alf way to his knees, 
while the old grey frieze. coat , thut hung loose-
l y about his lank person, ga,e him mote the .

MURDER WILL, OUT. 
Public und ostentatious ns wru1 the murder· 

of the President of the United State5, and its 
savage occompeniment the .residence nf Sec-
retary Seward, it is 11cv,•rthelees shrouded 
with a strange, .and, as yet, iµ,most impenetra-
ble mystery. lf it lie true t!:i.at the leaders of 
this carnival of blood have been taken, much 
remains to be di~covered before we can see the 
ramiflcntinn of whnt · really 1tppears to .have 
been a most carefully digested and cold-b.loud-
ed conspiracy, to which mod_ern history furn-
ishes rio parnlfol, and whiph. tl},, dark o,ges, 
even with the aid of the exaggerations of fo. 
mnnc·e. h•ve ne.-er ,;urpa,;;icd, Even if they 
Al'C permitted to roam fo~ a time undetected, 
h . b ,. . . t ey will only e a prey to a n•mur•e from 

which there is no living r ugc or rescue. As 
we peruse the melnnchof detuils we nrc ·re• 
minded of a chapter in ou4 own history which 
may now be recalled, because it is II picture 
in ~ome respects of the Satanic deliberatioH 
and calculation of these· ad men, and ftlso a 
startling argument to sllow 'that however 
crin,e may for a period 'hi e itself from Justice, 
it is at last sure to be overtaken and punished. 
We refer to an extract from the speech of 
Daniel \Veb,ter, on tne·_ttial of John Francie 
Knapp, for the murder o Jnseph White, of 
Salem, Mass., on the 11ight of the 6th of Avril, 
1830. 

Mr. White, · ,~ns a wealthy merchant, 82 
years of _age, and was ·fobnd hy his servants, 
in the morning, dead, nd drenched with 
blood. The murderer 'll~a entered the win-
dow from the back yard, nncl hnd inflicted 
thirteen deep stabs, afla a heavy blow on the 
left temple of the veneraltll! man. This fright-
ful deed was committed in a populous and 
central pnrt of the t~wn;· The house had con-

• tained many valuable · ar.ticlea, money inclu-
&ive, and yet nothing was taken. A great 
effort wa.\_mad~ to a~rest,the criminals, when, 
by a providential circumstance, they were 
discovered. In the midst of the popular ex-
citement it was annou~ed that u heavy rob-
bery had been rommi~d by three foot-pads 
on Joseph J. Knapp, l;t, and John Francis 
Knapp, on the · eveninf of the 2itb of April, 
w bile they were retu~ ing from Salem. This 
unusual robbery waa p:uqlished, with the ed-
itorial 1emark, that" thes p.entlemen are well 
known in this town 11,p9 ,their .respectability_ 
and ve~acity are not questioned by any of our 
citizens." The robbery pr ed to be a ·fabrica-
tion; and wns qnly repo ~d ~or the sak.e of 
baffling and diverting publie,inquiry. 

After II close investigatiQn ,the two Knapps 
were arrested, and a man ,named Crownin-
shield, their instrument? "!h;; ·was the mnr-

. derer of the aged :Mr. \Yhite and who, before 
trial, committed suicide · his cell. The 
object of the Knapps was ~o - estroy-the will 
of Mr. 'White, who had devised. to the mother 
of .the wife o:( .one of them-i; wh.om he was 
related-a legacy of fifteen .. tlurusand dollars, 
whereas she would inherit his ?hol~ estate if 
_he died intestate. Although. they were ncit 
the actual murderers, both ~ere. eX:ecuted and 
convicted-the one for be;ng lj~cessory before 
the act, and the other for being constructively 
present as the Rider and abetto' pf the lllurder-

" He has done the murder. No eye has seen 
him, no ear has heard him. The secret is his 
own, and it is safe! Ah! gentlemen, that was 
ft dreadful mistake. S~-ch a secret can bo safe 
nowhere. The «!tole creatio,. of Goa has 110it!L-
er nook nor corner wl,ere the guilty can bestow 
it, aucl 1ay it is •afe. Not to speak of that 
Eye ·_which· pierces through all disguises, and 
beholds everything as in the ~plendor of ,;;oon, 
such secrets of guilt are never safe from detec-
tion, even by men. Trne it is, generally speak-
ing, that 'murder will out.' True it is, that 
Providence hath so ordained, and doth. so gov-
ern things, tb11t those who break the great lnw 
of .Heaven by sheddi~g man's blood seldom 
succeed in avoiding discovery. Especially in 
n. case exciting 1;0 much attention us thiS-, dis-
covery must come, and will come, sooner or 
latter. A thousand eyes turn at once to 
explore every man, e\'erything, every circum-
stance, connected with the time and place ; a 
thousand ears catch every whisper ; o. thousand 
excited minds intensely dwell on the scene; 
shedding all tl1eir light, and 1·cady to kindle 
the slightest circumstances into a blaze of dis-· 
covery. 1llean10l,.ite the g1tilty Wi<l ounnot keep 

·it& own •ecret. It is false to itself; or rather, 
it feels an ir-resistible impulse of th,a consciwce 
to be tr«e to itself. 

It labors under -its guilty possession, and 
knows not ')Vhat to do with it. Th.a ht(Jnan 
h.ectrt ,oas not mado for the residence of suclt an 
inltubita1tt. It finds itself preyed on by II tor-
ment which it dares not acknowledge to God 
or man. A vulture is devouring it, and it can 
ask no sympathy or assistance, either from 
Heaven or earth. The socret whi<;/i tl,e 11lU>:4er• • 
e'r posseaaos .soon con~t., to P_ossess i,,-i,n; and, like 
the evil spirits of which we 1·ead, it ovetcomes 
him, and leads hicq withersoever it wills. He 
th.inks tl,e whole toorld sees iii !tis face, 
read.ii it in his eyes, and almost /tears its work-
ings in the very silence of Ms thoughts. It 
has become his master; it betrays his disc1·etion; 
it breaks down his courage ; it conquers his 
prudence. \Vhen suspicions from without begin' 
to em barras8 him, ar.d the net of cfrcumstnnce, 
to ent,mgle him, the fatul secret stru~gles .with 
greater violence to burst forth. It must be 
confessed, it will be confessed ; ihe,·e is no 
,·ejuge Jrom confessio" but si,icide, ai,d stdcid• 
is co11fession. 

Mark the striking resemblance between the 
manner in which the assassin approached \Ir, 
Seward in his sleep and .Mr. Lincoln from be-
hind·. The fancy ofShakspeare never produced 
such a scene as this from real life, but it is in 
the last passage-that which refers fo the inevi-
table discovery and punishment of the murder-
ers-that wa m11y read the sure, awful doom ns 
well of the principals as of the c~nfederates in 
the direful tragedy of tJ:ie night of Friday, 
April 14, 1865.-PhiladelpMa P,·ess. 

OLD LAnrns' H°"rn.-\Ve had the opportu-
nity, a few days since, of '\'isiting this admira• 
ble institution, and passing· a few momenta in 
the comfany of each of the aged inmates. The 
house is admirably adapted for its purpose, and 
everything pertaining to the interior arrange-
ments iB characterized by great neatness and 
comfort. The rooms present a look of perma-
nent comfort that few .private homes can excel, 
a!ld the inmates appear contented·and flappy, 
as well they may with such pleasant surround• 
ings. There is a small library in the house, 
which ~plies excellent reading to those who 
are o.ble to derive pleasure in that way. It is 
not so large that new additions to it would be 
at o.11 unwelcome.-Gazetta.

THE DEACON'S BULL. 

Deacon J'oseph Jone,,, of Litchliel~, was a 
fine spe_cimen of the old style, sturdy farmer, 
honest, conacientions, and hospitable·to a fault, 
and with one leading vanity, which wu hie 
farm, and his ability to raise the finest stock· 
jµ the whole of New England. In his young-
er day11 the deacon had commanded a rompany 
~f state iroops, which had doHe service during 
the last war with Great Britain, .and though 
he had failed in the technical application of the 
term, 'to smell powder,' yet he hnd received 
the infusion of a warlike spirit, and earned.the 
tittle <>f • captaig,' which, on the principle of 
'. once a captah1;,, always a captain,' 11:tuck to 
him, and mingled with the more peaceful cog-
nomen of • deacon.' . . . . . 

This· warlike spirit the deacon could never 
cor>quer, even though he had been . frequently 
rebuked by the good dominie for showing so 
much of the church militant in his daily, bear• 
ing, and finding no greater delight, ·:\"hen he 
could obtain an audience, than i_n rec~lling the 
d11ys of his captaincy and telling bloodless tales 
of 'when I was out in '13 and '14.' 

Among ·the deacon's fine stock was a bull, a 
splendid anima_l, which for stre~gth, ei~e and 
beauty, excited the envy and· admiration of 
the farmers of the whole country, So much 
was the deacon's bull praised, that very soon 
its owner began to believe he 'lJOssessed the 
most wunderful animal that had ever existed, 
and. to bouRt accordingly. From morning till 
night nothing could be heard in the neighbor-
h~d of Litchfield but praises of the deacon's 
bull, ancl estimations of his value. At last to 
such a -pitch did this estimation reach thnt the 
deacon .not content with bearing the palm 
from every cattle raiser in the country, sought, 
like .Alexander, fresh worlds to conquer, and 
offered his bull to the competition of the entire 
country. To do this properly, Deacon J'oseph 
:ssued a handbill setting forth in glowing lines 
the qu_alities•o.f his bull, its size, age, weight 
and color, leading off ,vith a chall~nge to any 
one poosesssing nn animal of like size and age, 
to bring it forward, nnd vunquish the ·deacon's 
bull in a fair fight for one hundred dollars.-
Here it wus that the old warlike spirit peeped 
forth, and tlie deacon instead of offering to 
matr.h his bull for any of those qualities that 
go toward making good beef, proffe1:ed the 
cha~lenge for its fighting quality. 

These handbills were scattered far and wide, 
until one, by the aid of a peripatetic peddier, 
found its way to the hands of a noted breeder 
of stock in the western part of the State, who 
determined .on accepting the challenge on be-
lialf r,f .a . fine young animal of his own, and 
making an 11ttempt to fob the deac~n's hundred 
dollars. Accordingly he started with his bull 
for the deacon'il, but by some delays on the 
road he did not reach his destinntion u·ntil late 
on Sat,{rcltty afternoon, where Up<l.Jl his stn~ing 
his errand he w~ wnrmly wel.comed by the 
deacon and honest praise bestowed upon the 
splendid animal he had brought with him.. It 
was too late that evening for the trial, and the 
bull was accordingly driven into the rich pas-
ture to •recruit after the jour1~ey, and l1is owner 
made free of the deacon's home. 

The next clay being the Sabbath, the family 
all aet forth to church, the deacon surrendering 
his place in the family pew to the stranger, 
and staying at home under the plea of not 
feeling very well, After they were well gone, 
the deacon to uid in dismissing the thought ot 
the two bull8, and of the coming fight on the 
morrow, got down the family Bible and read ii 
chapter; but still the bulls would mix them-
selves with the texts· and wander away with 
his thoughts, At last the de~con could stand 
it no longer, and putting on his bat, oµt he 
went to take just one look at the fier(lll monster 
that was on the morrow to carry away the 
laurels from his bull, and tbe one hundred dol-
lars, or leave him the happy victor. Th.ere he 
dtood in the cent.,of the field, coal black, and 
shaking his fierce, shaggy head in defiance.-
The deo.con gazed in admirati'tm, and then the 
tr.ought crept into his brain that to-ino~ow" 
was a long time to wait, and that as, there was 
nobody to see, and no one· to tell tales, he 
might as well give the bulla just one little turn 
at each other, that he might be better able to 
judge, and that if the contest waxed too warm 
he could drive off his own :mimal without 
trouble. No 60oner thought than done, and 

' the deacon stealthily let down the bars that led 
into the field and proc~eded to drive in his 
bull, but the stronger bull in an inst1mt saw 
the entrance open, and without delay rushed 
t:!irough and in quicker time than it takes to 
relate, tackled the deacon's bull. The ·light 
was terrible, and the deacon delighted, For a 
while l1e forgot his Sabbath breaking in the 
keen enjo-ynient of the fight, and the belief 
that his bull would be the victor, but at length 
the stranger began to have the best of it, and 
the deacon fearing the utter defeat of his fa-
vorite,"took n hand in the fight himself. He 
tore· a rail from the fence and rushed at the · 
black bull, punching and pu~hing him in the 
rear, and striving to dri"' him back to his pas-
ture. This attack instead of o.ttnining its ob-
ject only increased the animal's rage, until 
with one fierce lµnge he laid his antagonist on 
the ground, pierced him th,ongh the c_hest 
with one thrust of his sharp horniw and laid 
him dead in an instant. No sooner had he 
finished his work in front, than, like a good 
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mirror, the pride of the deacon's wife and 
. daughters, and the choice piece of their house-

hold goods. The bull did not waste time, hut 
seeing hj8 image in this gla~, made one rush, 
scattering the glass in minute particlea and 
ehakin'g the house with the .craah. · 

By this time the deacon had begun to recov-
er his wind and his presml'e of mind, and to 
think of a loaded gun hanging over the man-
trl in the kitchen. Rendered despera~, ho 
clutched the weapon and rushed to the door of 
the parlor. 'fhe bull spied him instantly and· 
made a rush, his last, for almost running the 
muzzle of the gun into his head, the deacon 
fired, and a dead bull blocked up the hall, del-
uging the :floor i.·ith itA blood, just ae the fomily 
presented themselves at the door on their return 
from church. 

The consternation of ail can be imagined, 
nnd the deacon had nothing for it but to make 
a clean breRBt and CClnfess his Sabbath breakinr;. 
pay the stranger for his bull, hand over tho 
hundred dollars, make · beef of the two car-
casses, and good resolutions about bull fighting 
for tlie future. . 

"MAGfANilf:lTY o:F LEB,"-At one of the re• 
. cent ri}eetinga in Hoston in celebration of' the 
surrender of Gen. Lee nnd his Bnl),Y, the Hon. 
·Geo. S. Hillard, one of / he Bpeakers, referred 
to what he styled the "magnanimous pHrt" 
whi-ch Lee had played in 1urrender_ing. The 
audience expre,sed .their disapproval of the 
apologetic tone of . Mr. Hillard by hisses,. com-
pelling him to leave the stand, It strikes us 
that the less that is said of the ;,magnanimity" 
of Gen. Lee, the better will it be for the cause 
of justice and humanity. 

Lee surrendered simply because Grant nnd 
Sheridan got h_im in a tight place and·compell• 
ed· him to surrender, If there was one faintest 
spark, we will not say of" magnanimity," _but 
of honor, unfouled by slavery, in Gen. Lee's 
nature, why,-when the groans of our starved, 
unsheltered, and mnrdered prison~rs at Belle 
Isle, Ander;;ouville, Salisbury, and Millen, were 
going up to the outraged, but not unregarding 
heavens,-did not the '• mae:nanimous '' ·1,e., 
!iit a finger to put n stop to the atrocities ? 

Everybody knows that Lee had it in his pow• 
er, by a word, by a nod of disapproval, to 
~hange the condition of our tortured prisonei's. 
He had _only. to say, "Stop that, or count ·me 
out from your Confederacy.'' He wM virtually, 
if not nominally, dictator. lie could have re-
moved Winder or any other malignant devotee 
of slavery, whose cruelties were notorious : but 
we find nowhere on record a word of remon-
strnnce or even of inquiry from tbe" magnaui-
mous '' Lee. Let us ha,~ no more, therefore, 
of this unworthy cant. It wu deservedly r~-
bukcd: 

A returned prisone; write~ as follows to the 
Boston Transcript : From repeated conver,a-
tions with our humane visitors, I have no doubt, 
wli11tever, that but ono word. was needed fiom 
General Lee to put an end to the tenible u~el-
ties and indignities inflicted on Union prisoners, 
H!>d this falsely-styled " Chrietian gentlem~n '' 
but lifted a finger ol rebuke, to the barbarities 
inflicted upon my fellow-prisoners, at Belle Isle 
or Andersonville, they would have ceased, 

Let any man who defe!]ds or compliments 
this noted and conspicuous traitor, be . hissed 
and hustled out of sight. · So long a• Christian 
men and women shall read of th~ horrors of 
.l:lelle Isle, Libby, Salisbury, Cnmp Ford·, ·and 
Andersonville, 80 long will the name and mem-
ory of Robert· E. Lee be e~e6rated. ·

Not only his fellow-mortals but wild beasts 
were softened by his strafos, and gathering 
round him laid by their fierceness, and stood 
entranced with his lay. Nay, the very trees 
and rocks were -sensible to the charm. · '.l'~e 
former erowded round him and the latter re-
laxed somewhat of their· hardlies•, softened by

Hymen had been called to bless ~ith his 
preRence the nuptials of Orpheus with Eury-
dice; but thou gh he attended, he brought no 
happy omens with him; His very,. torch 
smok_ed and brought tears into their eyes. In 
coincidence with · such prognostics Eurydice, 
shortly after her marriage, while wandering 
·with the nymphs, her companions, was ~een 
by the shE'pherd .A:ristren~, who_ wa• struck 
wit h her beauty, and m11de advances to her, 
8he fled, and upon flying she trod upon a 
snake in the grnss, wne bitten in the foot and• 
died. Orpheus snng his grief to all who 
breathed the upper air, both gods and men, 
and finding i t unavailing, resolved to seek his 
-wife in• the regions of t.he dead. He ascended 
by n cave situated on the s ide of a pTomontory 
of Tronarus and arrived at the .Stygian real m. 
Ile passed through crowds of ghoste and pre-
sented himself before the throne of Pluto and 
Pro,erpine. Accompanying the words with 
the Iyer, he sang, "0 deities of the under 
world, to whom· all we who live must come, 
bear my words, for they are true. I came 
not to spy out the secrets of 1'artnrus, nor to 
try my strength against the three-headecl dog 
with snaky hai r who guards the er.trance.

Gen. Sherman's army is more picturesque 
in iu appearance than the army of the Poto-
mac, and the accounts (..hich have reached us 

· froin time to time of its mysterious movements, 
the long marches it bas made, and the dillicul-
ties. it hu sun,nounted, made it an obje,?t of 
greater interest than the army whii,,h has 
been ever near us, and whose movements the 
country bu known l'O well. 

For six houra each day, the mighty column 
of Cavalry, Artillery and Infantry · swept 
along to the strains of in11piring music, v.·ith 
flashing swords and bayonets, and banners 
wa•ing in the sunshine. It was indeed a 
magui6.cent sight, and one Jong to be remem-
bered. 

Al regiment after regiment pas..<ed the cen-
tral atand, the men would swing their caps in 
the air, giving hear;y cheers tor the l'ref.ident 
and Gen. Grant, and the vast uowd would 
take up the refrain, nnd cheer the men in re-
turn. 

The tattered battle-6.ags of the variou• reg-
iments attracted much attemion, •p<'Bking 
mo~t eloquently of "battles Inst and victories 
won."

One in particular was all gone, except 
three stant, which seemed to cling triumphant-
ly to the flag-staff.

Horses they had none, but suc·h a collection of 
mules! 'l he.e well-laden bea.<ts carried pots, 
pans, ltett1es and saucepans. together with va-
rious "spoils o{ v.·ar," and on their backs 
were perched conspicuously, a solemn Jooking 
·goat, a fat paodle dog, two beautiful SJ>!!Cimens 
ol the <.'row': and senra! roosters of bright 
plumage. 

Among the major gen,erals who attracted 
much attention during the days of the review, 
were Gens, Mead and Sherman, Gen. CUBtar, 
Gen. Logan·, Gen. Blair, Gen. Humphreys, 
Gen. ·Hailcock and Gen. Slocum. 

Of the large number of bands tl,at accompa-
nied the armies in review on Wednesday, that 
of the 2d division of the 16th corps, which 
headed the army of the Tennessee, was the 
largest. It numbers thirty-two pieces, under 
the .eadership of R. R. 'l apworth of Cleave-
land, Ohio, One of the most pleasing inci-
dents of the day was the heany welcome the 
soldiers received from the school children. 
They were iw,embled · with their teachers at-
the east front of the Capitol, and as the pro• 
ceeeion passed, they join.ed in singing 0 •When 
Johney comes marching h(•me,'' · and other 
wngs suitable tn the occasion. Many of them 
canied beautiful wreatbsana bouquets, w}licb 
were ' preoented to the officers and menu they 
p8S8ed. 

All honor to the brave heroes w b-0 took their 
lives in their hands-and went forth to light for 
th"ir country, in an.hour of darkneBS. Let us 
welcome them as they return victorious to their 
homes, {rom the pa'ils and hardships of many a 
well-won-battle-field. And though we -owe 
them a debt we can never repay, let ua prove 
to them, both by words and by deeds, that we 
appreciate every aacrilice they have made in a 
peat and glorious cauae, And for th011e who 
bPe fallen in the din of battle, and whose 
pl11Ge8 must evermore be missed at the vacant 
iireside, Jet us foreTer honor them in our heart!', 
and accept with gtatitude and gladness the 
coming peace, for -which their life-blood has 
been·given ns a willing sacrifice.

He, however, fail!= 
to inform us whom h e will thus O fl:ning np/' 
and he fails al,;o to prove that it wonld be 
justice to bang any one. It is true, he says 
this i• the punishment due the "fiends in hu-
man ·,hap<", ,rho are the authora of this mis-
chief.'' These tenns are too loose and general 
to prove indictment for a capital offenff' upon . 
Does he mean to include those good men who 
framed our constitution, and thrn ro~mitted 
the :,-eat error which was the fir.al cause of all 
our troubles, Will he include those a t the 
~forth who i:oth before .. nd since the war 
commenced, have constantly sustained and 
defended the in"1itution of slanry ? Every 
man, woman and child who defended slavery 
were acc=ry to the rebellion. If slavery 
were right, as the South believed, and as they 
had been taught Ly many wise and even good 
men of the ~forth, then they had a right to 
rebel, and every rebel whom we have killed 
has been a martyr to a righteous cause. This 
explains the action or the Urge party North 
who have through the w,u- sympathized wit!, 
the South._ They !"'lieved slavery to be right, 
and then their sense of justice rl>mpelled them 
to favor those who were fighting for what 
they deemed to he right. The truth is that 
no man-or set of men were the chief authors 
of this gre11t rebellion. It was Enor, a dark 
overshadowing Error. The South fought for 
what they believed to be right, and the South-
ern soldier equally as readily and with equally 
as patriotic motives as the N orthem soldier. 
When the North had finally proclaimed and 
voled emllllclpation, and the South began to 
talk of freeing those &laves who might become 
soldiers on their side. -ihe "logic of eveiits '' 
wos teaching them the err9r by which they 
were deluded, and they lost heart. Entertain-
ing • these views and fully believing that the 
South bas been_laboring under error, and tbnt 
through·this great error the North has been 
acceosory to the, great rebellion, I must stil). 
earnestly plead for merey. "Instice '' invok~. 
the aid of the great dramatist to strengthen 
his demands for retribution, and I shall ap-
peal to the same great master, to aid me in 
advocating mercy. Shakespeare'• works are 
overflowing with appeals for mercy, and his 
most forbidding character is one who demanded 
the just fulfilment of his bond. · The reply of 
Po_.tia to Shylock is a gem. It commences as 
follows: 

.. The quality of mercy is not strained, 
It droppeth, as the gentle rain from heaven 
Upon the place beneath, it i.• twice b!e&Med-
It blel\Seth him that gives and him that takes."

"Therefore Jew, 
Though justice be thy plea, consider this,-

the Boston and Providence rnad without being 
removed from the lra!lk, after they were once 
put on in Salem. 

These cars are finis§~ in a style of workman-
ship "that is surpassed,-by no estahlish,nent, and 
confer great credit 11pon the company which 
executed them. They.are, like all the cars on 
the line for which they are intended, painted 
red, and tastefully ornam_ent~d. They have 
the raised roof with lights of alternate colors.-
The seats lock as the backs are turned down, 
and are divided, hy ; light slip, for two per-
sons each. While this arrangement does not 
·prevent a party of four from sitfing face to face, 
on asking the c-0nductor to unlock one of the 
backs, it brings each case to the personal judg-
ment of the conductor, and consequently pre-

The very m ngr.ituae or their crime-if crime 
it be-takes_ it entirely ou-t of our jurisdiction 
and beyond our reach; we cannot, possibly, 
if we would do justice in 60 great a matter. 
Let us, of_all t hings, be careful that we do 
no injtistic_e. If we are wise, we shall not, ·with 
mort al hand, attempt to hurl the thw1derbolt6 
of J ove. 

But whatever policy is best, the advocates of

It is not wholly i~probable 
that it ...-.as written in verse, as the passages, 
contained in the two books of Scripture, ex-
hibit a kind of metrical rhythm. The name 
itself, too, if derived from" iu ycuhir," (then 
sang,) would favor this supposition. 

Even in our own day, a writer of some .note 
has not despaired of deciding upon w)lat the 
Book of J asher wa£. Dr. Donaldson supposes 
tbnt it waa compiled by Nathan, the propb~t. 
or by God, the seer, during the peaceful reign 
of Solomon ; and that it contained a history 
rtachipg back to· the,.creation of m:10,._ and 
coming down to the time when the temporal 
prosperity of the people of ls1'3el was at its 
height. 

A mi&erable forgery ill :English appeared in 
1761, under the title or the Book of J asher, 
and absordly enough . m et with success. It 
professed to be a translation of a Hebrew copy-
found during a pilgrimage in Persia. It was 
again.publish ed in 1833. n. P . c.

J'obn Surratt, 
"yuulh of strong Southern physingnomy, beard-
le,;s and lanky. knew oftbe murder and conni-
ved at it. "Sam'' .A.mold and one lie Laugh-
lin were to have been par1ies to it but backed 
out i n ti,e end, They all relied upon Mr. Sur-
ratt, and took their" cues '' from \Vi:kes Booth . 

They were made two distinct circles of con-
fident.s-those aware of the meditated murder, 
and those who m:ght shrink from murder, 
though willing acces.soriee for a l~aer object.-
Two col!Pagues for hlood were at once accepted 
-Pnyne and Abzerodt. 

The !o~er is believed to have visiteu ·w asb-
ingtoP once before. at Booth's citation ; for the 
murder was at first fixed for the day of inau-
guration. Abzerodt was a fellow of German 
descent, who had led a desperate life at Port 
Tobacco, w here he was a hous.e-painter. He 
h a d been a blockade-runn~r a cross the Potomac, 
and a mail-carrier. \Vben Booth and Mrs. 
Sunatt broke the design to him, "itb the sug-
gestion that there was wealth in it, he embrac-
erl the offer at once, and bought a dirk a11d pis-
tol Payne also came from the Xorth to W a,b. 
ington. 

On the night before the crime, Booth fou nd 
on whom he could relv. J ohn S unatt was 
sent northward by his ,;,other on Thursday.-
Sam Arnold and McLaughlin, eaeb of whom 
was to kill a cabinet officer, grew pigeon-liver-
ed and ran away. Herold, true to his partiality, 
lingered around Boorh to the end ; ,U,7.erodt 
went so far as to take h is pistol and knife to 
Kirkwood's, where PresidentJ ohnson was stop-
ping, and hid them under the bed.

ed. For these crimes there can be no pallia-
tion or excuse. If DaTi.! had a sufficient 
amount of food to maintain the existence of 
these unfortunate men, and deprived them of 
it to gratify a spirit of malice, or to weaken 
our armies, he deserves condign punishment, 
If he could not apare food enough for that 
p~rpoee, he had no right to take the Jives of 
men whom he was only authorized to treat 
as prisoners of war. Deprivations inducing 
death were cold-blooded murders which no 
military code can sanction or justify. The 
trnth no doubt is that it was the settled policy 
of the Confederacy to diminhll our armies by 
thia fiendish method. Proofs of this fact 
aupplied by the dbcovered records of the se-
cret proceedings of the Confoderate Congress, 
and by the felicitations of their exchange 
commissioner over the tr_an.sfcrs, by which he 
gave us the decrepit and perishing viciims of 
the rebel prisons, and received the well-fed 
and healthy inmates of our Northern depots, 
who were free to confea that their ordinary 
wants had never ·been so well supplied as dur-
ing the period when they were in charge of 
our authorities. The complaints of our sol-
dien, were always rec.eiTed with indifference 
or insult; and the eTidences of rapid decline, 
instead of arousing sympathy or succor, were 
viewed with complacent satisfaction. The 
real victoriea upon which D.1,:na can congratu-
late himself are hi.s triumphs over unanned 
and helpleR! men. With hunger, exposure. 
and di.ease as his aJlies, he slew one hundred 
and thirty-three men in one pay at Anderson-
ville; and. at :Belle-Isle_ thowanda were frozen 
and starved to awtll the triumphal list of this 
moat" Christian President."-War Preu.
