Your Execllency,  Augora, October 20, 1921,

1 mmoren in the hope that the sgreement comeluded between the
Government of the Grand National Assembly of Turkey and the
Government of the Fremeh Republic swith a view to effect o
definitive and durable pesce will result in re-establishing o
consolidating the elose relations whicl formerly esisted between
the two nations, the Government of the Trench Hepublie endenvonr-
ing to settle in o spirit of condial agreement all the questions reluting
to the independenee and the sovereignty of Turkey. °

The Governinent of the Grand Assembly, desivous on its part to
promote the development of the material interests commen to the
two conntries, authorises me to nform yme that it is disposed to
ayant the concession for the iran, ehrome wnd silver mines the
Karehut valley for a period of ninety-nine yenrs to 1 French
group, which, within a period of five yeurs from the date of the
signatura of the present ugrectnent, must hewin to work this conesssion
t I a campany eonstituted i secordance with Turkish law, in
Wwhich Turkish capital shall participate to the extent of 50 per cenb.

Tn suldition the Turkish Government is prepured to exnmine with
the utmost goodwill other Tequests for concessions for mines,
railways, ports und rivers which may be put forwnrd by French
aroups, on condition that these requests are in iecordines with the
reciproenl interests of Turkey and of France.

Oin the other hand, Turkey desires to bemefit from the eollahora-
tian of French specialist instructors in lier professiony] schuols, To
this end, she will ab n later date acquaint the French Government
with the extent of her requirements.

Finally, Turkey hopes that after the eonclusion of the agreement
the French Government will sithorise French capitalists to enter
into cennamie and finaneial relations with the Government of the
Grand National Azsembly of Turkey.
