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HIGH SCORING HENS BEST WINTER LAYERS

Records So Prove in American Egg Laying Contest—Cause and Prevention of Crooked
Breast Bones—Due to Feed and Not Early Roosting—Contest

Report for February

S^^?J|^HERE are two things we wish to emphasize

^ T this month, the cause and prevention of crooked
jS * breast-bones, and the remarkable results shown

^ comparison of the scores and egg records
f^^^^ of our highest record pullets. The ten highest

^^^^ pullets in the American Egg Laying Contest for
the four winter months, November, December, January
and February, have averaged twenty eggs per bird per
month.^ These same highest layers are among the high-
est scoring pullets of their variety, and all but one score
from 91 to 94 points, each bird being scored by Judge
E. C. Branch, of Missouri. These birds are among the
very highest scoring birds of their varieties and yet they
led all others in the contest. Their standing, band num-
bers, variety, State, record and score are as follows:

These pullets have made an average profit above the
cost of feed of $2.75 per pullet for four months. They
are the highest scoring pullets and they have led the 600
hens in the contest in egg production. In view of this
record, is this not sufficient proof that beaut}^ and egg
production can be combined in the same bird to a large
degree if we breed for that purpose? Is it not sufficient
evidence that purebred poultry pays best?

Cause of Crooked Breast-Bones.
As the hatching season is in full blast just at this time

and all poultrymen are busy rearing their young stock, it

might be of benefit if we suggested something that would
help prevent crooked breast-bones in the coming gen-
eration of chicks.
Poultrymen usually attribute crooked breast-bones to

the fact that such chickens began to roost on poles too
early in life. The weight of the body resting on the
poles, they imagined, caused the breast-bone to be de-
formed. We are inclined to the belief that this, in a large
majority of cases, is due wholly to the lack of sufficient
ash and mineral matter in the food. These elements were
lacking to such a degree that the bones did not grow
and develop as they should, but became deformed. We
have seen chickens roost continually upon a bed of straw
until they were practically mature and yet they had
crooked breast-bones. And again we have seen chicks
begin to roost on poles very early in life, yet it was very
seldom- that you found a chick with a deformed breast-
borie. After experimenting and after considerable obser-
vation we believe that the fault is in the fact that there is

insufficient ash, mineral matter and bone building material
in the food given such chicks.

In feeding hens, if lime is lacking in the food, the hens
will eat their own eggs to get the lime contained in the
shells and they will keep drawing on the lime in their
bones until their bones are soft. The same principal ap-
plies in the case of crooked breast-bones.
Perhaps no part of the mash is so often neglected as the

mineral element of chick foods. All grains contain more
or less ash and mineral matter, but the average food is

deficient in meeting the needs of the chick, which is grow-

ftig rapidly and requiring a great quantity of building
material for bones. Slow growth and uneven develop-
ment usually result. Bone meal or finely cYacked bone
is very essential. This should be mixed in the mash in

addition to feeding chick grit and charcoal. Beef scraps,
fish scraps, granulated milk, fresh meat,v skim milk and
buttermilk are all good, but bone meal should be supplied
in addition. We use about five pounds of fine bone meal
to each 100 pounds of dry mash.

FEBRUARY REPORT OF KENTUCKY CONTEST.

Monthly Report of the Kentucky National Egg Laying
Contest Held by the Kentucky Agricultural Experiment
Station, Lexington, Ky.

|MONG the lessons taught by an egg laying con-
test is the season of the year that the different

breeds and varieties of fowls should be hatched
in order to produce the most winter eggs. It,

would appear from the birds entered in the egg
laying contest being conducted by the Kentucky

Experiment Station that three distinct classes are to be
found. First, there is a rather large class that are hatched
too early, usually in January, February and March. These
birds mature quite rapidly and start laying in the early
fall. After a few weeks, however, they generally pass
through what is known as "fall moult" and oftentimes
do not start laying again until spring. Another small class
is composed of those birds that are hatched in late May
and June. These fowls are very slow to develop and fail

to produce many eggs until warm weather opens in the
spring. The third, and largest class, is composed of those
birds that are hatched the proper season of the year. This
season varies to a marked extent with the breed, and
while there is no arbitrary date that can be laid down, ex-
perience teaches us that satisfactory results are to be ob-
tained by hatching the heavier varieties during early
March; the medium breeds, such as the Rhode Island
Red and the Plymouth Rock, from the 10th of March to
the first of April, 'while Leghorns and other lighter varie-
ties give the best results when hatched between the 10th
of April and the 5th of May. Birds hatched during these
periods 'mature in a normal manner and usually start lay-
ing during late October and November. Once these birds
have started laying there is little danger of their moulting,
and a good egg yield may be expected, provided of course,
that they are supplied the proper feed and housing con-
ditions during the winter season.

Egg Records in the Contest.

For the month just closed a total of 2,195 eggs were pro-
duced, which is an average of 14.62 per hen, as compared
to 11.8 eggs for the previous month.
Pen 29, S. C. White Leghorns, won the ribbon for Feb-

ruary by laying 110 eggs. A pen of Buff Orpingtons was
second vv^ith 103 eggs, followed by a pen of White Wyan-
dottes with 101 eggs.
A White Leghorn pullet from Pen 24 won individual

honors for the month by producing a perfect score of 28
eggs. She also led for January with a production of 30
eggs, and thus she had laid 54 consecutive days.
Pen 21, S. C. White Leghorns from Tennessee, leads

for the first four months of the contest with a record of
365 eggs; pen 29, also White Leghorns, is second with
358, while a pen of White Wyandottes is third with 321.
The highest producing pullet to date is a White Leg-

horn from Pen 24, that has produced 102 eggs. Another
White Leghorn from Pen 21 is second with 99 eggs.

MORE PUREBRED POULTRY IN KENTUCKY.

A Great Poultry Work has been Inaugurated" by the Ex-
tension Division of the College of Agriculture.

—

Thousands of Farmers Will Start Breeding Purebred
Poultry This Year.—We Hope the Day is not Far Off
When We can Say Farewell to the Old Mongrel.

By J. Gaylord Blair.

HE poultry industry in Kentucky has taken on
new life and we think the day is not far off

when every farmer in this State will have a flock

of purebred birds instead of the old mongrel
flock we find today on the majority of farms
throughout the State. The work which has

been inaugurated by the Extension Division of the College
of Agriculture at Lexington will be the means of getting
thousands of purebred birds in a number of counties in

different sections of the State this year. Within the next
few years we believe every county will adopt a standard
breed of chickens.
By getting the farmers and farmers' wives interested

in one standard variety of poultry it will mean more poul-
try, more eggs and more profit for them. Kentucky now
is producing something like $15,000,000 worth of poultry
and eggs each year. When we can show the farmers that
purebred birds from high laying stock will produce five

times the profit his common mongrel stock produces, he
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will realize that he has been losing good money year after
year. It is remarkable the progress that has been made
in so short a time by the county agricultural agents in a
number of counties in Kentucky in getting the farmers
to raise purebred birds this season. I believe that just as
soon as the farmers see what it will mean for them to
keep only purebred birds and how it will add to their
yearly profits, it will not only spre'ad all over Kentucky
but all over the South. In a few years every farmer will
be the proud owner of a fine flock of purebred birds. We
want to see every farmer who has a chance to take ad-
vantage of this opportunity to do so, and start this year,
if possible. Then by next year they will have a nice
flock of birds, all uniform in color and type.

specializing on one breed. From two to four hundred
settings of eggs will be distributed in each county. This

Several weeks ago we wrote to several county agents
in this State, asking them to give us some information
in regard to their working plans, also to let us know what
progress was being made in the work. /We received most
encouraging reports from them, telling us of the good
work which is being done in about twenty counties in

Kentucky.
One bank in each county is furnishing the money to

buy the eggs and this money is to be paid back this fall

with one pullet for each setting of eggs received. Farm-
ers can secure as many settings as they want. In order to
get these eggs, one must be a member of the Farm-
ers Club. The plan under which this work is being carried
on is through the Farmers Club in each county. ' One
county agent wrote that in^ all probability 20,000 eggs
would be placed in his county and these particular eggs
are White Wyandottes. You can readily see what these
20,000 White Wyandotte eggs will do for this county with-
in the next few years. At the present time, these eggs
are being purchased from different sources, but next year
these same farmers who get eggs this year through this

plan will be in a position to furnish their neighbors with
eggs. This is a splendid work and we hope that it will

be carried on not only throughout this State but the whole
South. The poultry industry is only in its infancy now as
compared to what it will be in five years.

FEBRUARY REPORT OF MISSOURI NATIONAf.
EGG LAYING CONTEST.

Thirty-one Cents Profit per Hen in February.—One Man's
Profits.—Hens Average 16 Eggs Each in February.

—

Bufif Rocks Win Cup for the Month.—White Wyan-
dottes Lead for Four Months.

lE OFTEN hear the question asked, "What can
be made from poultry?" In answer to this

question we give the results of the contest for
February from a commercial viewpoint. The
results of five previous contests indicate that
the average production for February is the

average per month for the year. While the price of eggs
was above the average, price of feed was correspondingly
high.
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As one man does all the work in the contest, it furnishes
a basis for finding the relation between cost, labor, profits,

etc. In doing the work of feeding, watering, trapnesting,

etc., the man passes through 756 gates and doors each
day, as well as keeping fifty-eight mash hoppers in re-

pair, cleaning fifty-eight droppings boards, and keeping
the litter in order in fifty-eight houses. Thus it will be
seen that the man has a maximum amount of labor and as
he has charge of fifty-eight pens of six hens each, five

competing and one substitute, 348 hens, he has^a minimum
number of hens, and as February is the shortest month
in the year, we believe the profits to be below the average.

The feed for February cost $71.34, or 20.5 cents per
hen, and sixteen egg cases at 25 cents each cost $4.00,

making a total cost of $75.34.

Five thousand five hundred and twenty-eight eggs were
produced, which sold at an average of 3% cents each, or
$184.26, leaving $108.92 for labor. This is an average of

31 cents per hen, which was more than one cent profit

per hen per day.
One man can care for three or four times as many hens

where they are kept in larger flocks, which makes the
profits greater.

We believe proper feed and care is partly responsible
for large egg yields. We have no secret formula for
feeding, but have published our feed ration through these
columns and will send circular entitled "Balancing the
Ration for Egg Production," free upon request.

The Contest.

The 290 competing pullets produced 4,732 eggs during
February, or an average of 16.3 eggs per hen, which is the
best average ever produced at this place during February;
12.8 eggs was the average for the five previous contests.

A pen of Buff Rocks from Kansas won the cup for Feb-
ruary by laying 106 eggs.

HATCH YOUR CHICKS OUT EARLY FOR SIZE.

91

April and May are the Best Months for Hatching if You
Want Size and Early Layers.—Try to Hatch All You
Possibly Can During the Next Eight Weeks.

|ONTRARY to general belief and practice, chicks
do not grow or thrive as well during the warm
months or hot summer days as they do earlier

in the spring. Experienced poultrymen realize

this fact. The average farmer, however, does
not make an effort to hatch early so that the

chicks will have the advantage of a longer and more favor-

able growing season. Early hatching not only insures
more rapid gains in the growth of chicks but has a favor-

able influence on the size of the individuals of the flock.

Late hatched chicks rarely, if ever, attain the size of those
hatched early. Early hatching likewise infl-uences early

maturity and consequently early egg production.
Given the same food, care and attention, chicks hatched

the first of March will weigh more when they are four
months old, than those hatched a month later, say the
poultry specialists of the United States Department of
Agriculture. This likewise holds true with chicks hatched
the first of April as compared with those hatched May
first. This is due to the fact that the rate of growth of a
chick is greater during the first four weeks of its life

than at any other time. Consequently, the early hatched
chick, having the advantage of a more favorable growing
season, makes greater gains during the first four weeks
of its life than the late hatched chick. During the early

spring months when th^e temperature is not so varied the
growth of chicks is more uniform and constant than it is

during the summer.
Millions of chicks die every year as a result of being

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infested with lice which, unHer average farm conditions,

are often difficult to control. Hen-hatched chicks are not
as subject to lice in the early spring as they are during
the warmer months when lice are more prevalent. If

for no other reason thicks should be hatched early so
their growth will not be interrupted by the presence of

lice.

Many farmers realize considerable money each spring
from the sale of broilers, the price of which is usually
governed by their size when sold and the time marketed.
Thus it would seem that in order to increase the amount
of money from the sale of broilers and fryers, early hatch-
ing would be employed so as to have a marketable sized

fowl early in the spring when prices are highest.

PROFITABLE EGG PRODUCTION.

Value of a Well Balanced Ration for the Hen.—First Cost
Shown to be no Factor.

IN EXPERIMENT made at the New York State
College of Agriculture, at Cornell University,
provides some interesting and very valuable in-

formation on the production of eggs, through
the use of different rations of feed with and
without meat scrap and crushed oyster shells.

This experiment was not conducted in the form of an egg
laying contest, but was worked out for the purpose of

determining the egg producing value of the use of various
combinations of chicken feeds, whicb the following rec-
ord of the test will show:
Ten Leghorn hens composed the flock of each pen, and

the experiment was run for twenty weeks. Pen 61 was
fed the regular Cornell grain ration of cracked corn, wheat
and oats and a mash of the following proportions: corn
meal, 300 pounds; wheat middlings, 300 pounds; wheat bran,
150 pounds; alfalfa meal, 50 pounds; oil meal, 50 pounds;
meat scrap, 250 pounds; salt, 1 pound. This pen was also
furnished oyster shell as well as grit and charcoal. Dur-
ing the twenty week period of the test, 313.54 pounds of
food were consumed, costing $4.51, yielding 508 eggs,
valued at $15.50, showing a profit of $10.99 over the cost
of the feed.

In this test, another pen, with the same number and
breed of hens, and running the same length of time, was
fed only the Cornell ration, with both meat scrap and
oyster shell excluded. The consumption of food by flock

of this pen was 294.26 pounds, costing $4.80; 137 eggs
were produced, valued at $4.45, showing a profit of only
37 cents over the cost of the feed.

This experiment shows rather strikingly the value of

the use of meat and oyster shell in the ration of a laying
hen, as the two pens fed no meat or shell were the two
poorest producing pens of the test, and the two which
made the least profit over feed.

Hatching Strong, Healthy Chicks.

AT least eighty-five per cent of all

the chicks hatched should be
raised to maturity under ordi-

nary conditions. You will find that
this can be done if the chicks have
strong vitality and are hatched from
eggs that are laid by birds that are
strong and vigorous. When the chick
is hatched and it shows signs of hav-
ing strong vitality you can count on
raising this bird to maturity if given
half a chance. But on the other hand,
if the chick is hatched a weakling
when brought into this world, you
will have just about one chance out of

a hundred of raising this chick to

maturity and developing it into a
strong, vigorous bird.

I know there are hundreds of

poultry raisers today who are raising

only twenty to fifty ,per cent of all the

chicks hatched, and they are at a loss

to know what the trouble is, and rnany
are under the impression that it is

due to their feeding methods. Pos-
sibly some cases might be 4ue to their

way of feeding, but I am of the opin-

ion that the majority of the cases are

due to the lack of vitality in the breed-
ing stock. This is a serious question

and one that every poultry raiser

should be familiar with; that is, he
should know that the birds in his

breeding pens should be strong and
vigorous and not lacking in vitality.

Many times a breeder is influenced to

use a bird in the breeding pen just

because this particular bird won first

at one of our largest shows. While
this bird is a good show bird and
comes up to standard qualifications, in

fact outclasses possibly thirty or forty

others, it is no sign that he will make
a good breeding bird, because by this

bird being low in vitality and not
strong and vigorous, his offspring are

sure to be weak and possibly be the
cause of this particular fancier laying
the cornerstone for his failure. It

might possibly be two or three years
before it is noticeable in the flock,

but it will creep out and spell failure

sooner or later.

HOW many times do we hear this

Some were successful,

but the majority of them failed and
are among the "knockers" today.
They expected to get rich on an in-

vestment of a few dollars without any
experience or knowledge of the busi-

ness, whatever. I know of hundreds
of successful poultry raisers who are
making solendid profits from their

hens on the amount invested. With
experience and a love for the business
anyone can make their investment pay
handsome dividends.

Leg Weakness.

OVERFEEDING your birds and
using bad methods of feeding
is really worse in my opinion

than not feeding enough. You can
trace some very bad troubles to im-
proper feeding and one especially is

leg weakness. This is seldom seen in

old birds but in young chicks up to
six months of age and in the heavier

breeds such as the Asiatics, American
and English classes.

Where you try to increase the
size and weight of a bird at the ex-
pense of time you are bound to get
into serious trouble and leg weakness
is usually the result. When this is

done, the weight of the body is heav-
ier than the legs are able to support
and this is where the trouble first took
its name. By feeding large quantities
of fat-producing food and not suffi-

cient bone and muscle food without
any exercise or large enough range
for the chicks, this will also cause you
serious trouble. A great many peo-
ple have leg weakness in their flocks

and they are at a loss to know what
the trouble is or what it is paused
from. But if they would stop and
study the situation carefully, they
could easily discover the trouble.

Leg weakness is more common in

brooder chicks than in chicks that are
brooded by the hen and the only good
reason we can give for this is that
chicks brooded by the hen get a great
deal more exercise.

In brooding chicks by artificial

means you should supply a deep litter

of clean chaff or straw for the little

chicks to get the proper amount _ of
exercise in and feed all s:rain in this
litter. By keeping the little fellows
busy all day long, working in a deep
litter for their feed, you will have
little chance of being bothered with
leg weakness, and you will be laying
a foundation for strong healthy chicks
that will develop into valuable breed-
ers and layers.

System.

"System" is the word. The man
who will not study systematic meth-
ods has no business in business. This
month preeminently demands clock-
work procedure. A large proportion
of failures result from a weakness at
just this point. There's an amazing
difference in men. Some take to sys-

tematic methods of work much more
readily than others. They who are
lacking in the ability to handle many
small details with efficiency should
give special attention to self-training.

Vast improvements can be made by
all of us, and with great rapidity, in

the ability to handle a large variety of

Eggs for Hatching.

IT
is seldom necessary and never de-

sirable to use eggs for hatching
from all of the fowls on the farm.

A sufficient number of the choicest
fowls should be selected for use as
breeders. The breeding fowls may be
separated from the main flock two or
three weeks before it is necessary to
begin to save eggs for hatching. They
should be housed in a temporary pen
and yarded at one end of the regular,

poultry house or in portable colony
houses and returned to the main flock

as soon as the breeding season is over.

No matter how carefully the breed-
ing stock has been selected, it will

usually be found advisable to make a
careful selection of the eggs to be in-

cubated, basing the selection on their
size, shape, color, condition of shell

and uniformity. The first three of
these characters are hereditary and a
careful selection of eggs of good size,

shape and color continued through
several generations will result in

greatly improving the average quality
of the eggs produced by the flock.

When to Begin.
4j*

At every season of the year we see
articles in the poultry journals stating
that that is the particular season that
is best to start raising poultry. It
does not seem possible that all these
seasons can be the best season, but
in one way it is true. The best sea-
son is just as soon as possible after
one makes up his mind to start. In
the spring, if one decides to embark
in the poultry business, that is the
best time for him to start. He can
buy eggs, and it would be foolish for
him to wait until fall or the following
winter to start. If he decides to start
in the summertime that is the best
time, as he can buy baby chicks or
breeding stock at a considerable less
price than if he waits until fall or win-

, ter. And so on through the seasons,
the best time to start is when you are

ready. Each season has its advan-
tages. Start as soon as possible.

Have Your Brooder Ready.

The need of being ready for brood-
ing when the chicks come cannot be
too strongly stated. The subject
should be studied and re-studied from
every possible point of view. Every
system should be investigated, and
its efficiency weighed in the balance
of your very best judgment for your
particular use. Be sure to have the

best method possible in the best read-

iness possible by the time the little

tender things have rolled out of the

shells. They are trusting you for

their lives. They did not ask to be
hatched. It's up to you to care for

them. You must have better sense

than an old hen this month or there'll

be many a little funeral from your
poultry plant. Hundreds of thou-

sands of little chicks will die this

month because of wrong brooding.
How many do you feel able to con-
tribute to this great mortality? Be-
gin again to study this question.

FLOWERS, sunshine, rain, birds

and baby chicks—April. April is

one of the most welcome months
in the whole year. Winter, long
drawn out and with all its cold blasts,

is ushered out by the balmy days of

April. Out door life is again taken
up and we again begin to feel like

summer is coming. The past winter
has been a rough and wet one and
no doubt spring will be welcomed this

year as not for years. April is also

the busy month on the poultry farms
and more chicks will be hatched dur-

ing this month than any other in the

year. All nature lends i^^ assistance

toward making the task as easy as

possible. There is tender grass and
worms and bugs for the little chicks

and the warm weather too, so the lit-

tle fellows just grow by themselves
almost. Our advice is to get every
chick that you possibly can during

this month and next. Pullets hatched
now will lay in the early fall and will

consume less feed than the February
and March hatched ones.

Chicks cost money and we should

care for them in the very best man-
ner possible. Feed them only the

purest, sweetest feeds and give them
clean,; well ventilated quarters. Do not

think because feed is high that any old

thing will do for the chicks. Musty,

sour or poor quality grains will just

as surely cause trouble arid loss

among your chicks as you feed it to

them. Another very important point

in chick rearing is exei/cise. See that

the little fellows take plenty of exer-

cise every day. It not only makes
strong, sturdy chicks but it keeps

them from taking up bad habits, such

as toe picking, etc., Exercise, sound
sweet feed and fresh air are three

things that must not be overlooked

if we are to raise No. 1 chicks, and no
other kind will pay.

Don't feed the breeders too rhuch

as the warm weather begins to come
on. Especially corn will cause them
to become fat and lazy and not only

fewer eggs will be the result, but poor

fertility also. Feed little at a time

and often and make them scratch for

every kernel of grain. Green feed

should also be provided in large_ quan-

tities, in fact, every bit they will eat.

Gather the eggs often and do not keep

over a week or two before setting.

Not over one week if possible. The
fresher, the better.

Recently we had the pleasure of

visiting the poultry and egg farm of

our good friend Mr. T. C. Hitchcock,
who came to North Carolina some
two or three years since and started

egg farming with Single Comb White
Leghorns. Mr. Hitchcock being a

highly educated man, and a man of

great business ability, has made a

success of his new venture far beyond
our most sanguine expectation.

Selling Purebred Swine.

THE following- are paragraphs from
an address by F. B. Caldwell be-
fore "the Kansas Swine Breeders
Association:

"I believe the honest breeder tells the
truth when he answers mail inquiries,
but he often gets so circumscribed by
the mists of egotism when he looks at
the hogs he is describing that he fails
to record the faults and defects and
then is mad if the customer is not sat-
isfied.

"I believe that the honest breeder
intends to furnish correct pedigrees for
the hogs which he sells, but often
through the loss of a record book or
the destruction of an earmark he is

,

forced to rely entirely upon memory,
and memory is not infallible.
"Perhaps one of the most annoying

and the least justifiable habits of the
breeder is the almost universal prac-
tice of delaying for weeks, and often
months, in sending pedigrees to par-
ties who have made purchases. The
man who has bought his first purebred
hog experieiices a special thrill, and if

he has the papers before the thrill

wears oft he can be depended upon to
give them careful study. As members
of the different breeders' associations,
and as breeders, we should give a re-
corded pedigree with every hog we sell,

for if a hog is not worth the addi-
tional cost he should be sent to the
packer.
"Another thing we should watch is

the guarantee. While we should be lib-

eral in our guarantee, we should not
say things that we do not expect to

do. We should never do less than we
guarantee."—Progressive Farmer.

Lime for Vegetables.

It is well known that such crops as
beets, cabbage, celery, peppers, onions,
lettuce and cantaloupes cannot do their
best on a sour soil. More than four-
fifths of the tilled soil in New Jersey is

more or less sour. The amount of lime
required per acre to neutralize this
sourness, or acidity, may vary from a
few hundred pounds to several tons, de-
pending upon the amount of acidity in
the soil and the kind of lime used.

Until recently the lime requirement
of a soil could not be determined in a
simple way, but now a small machine
is available with which the amount of
lime required by a field may be accu-
rately determined by testing less than
a cupful of soil. Each farm demon-
strator in New Jersey has one of these
testers in his office. A grower in an
organized county should not plant the
above mentioned vegetables on soil
which he believes may be sour until he
has had his farm demonstrator test his
soil. A brief circular on "Lime and
Its Use" has been published at the New
Jersey Agricultural Experiment Station.
It contains a discussion of the relative
value of the different kinds of lime and
their application. This circular may be
obtained free from the experiment sta-
tion or from any of the farm demon-
strators.—Practical Farmer.

Whlcli of These Are You,

(P. F. Trowbridge, Missouri Station.)

Farmer Jim sells his pigs. He buys
his meat from the local grocer and pays
the profits of the local live stock dealer,
the commission man, the packer, the
wholesaler, the transportation company
and the local grocer. He also pays for
the shrinkage occasioned by shipping
his animals to market.

Farmer John kills and cures his own
meat and pockets the profits.
Formula for dry-curing 1,000 pounds

of pork:
Fine, clean salt, forty pounds.
White or brown sugar, ten pounds.
White or black pepper^ four pounds.
Red pepper, one-half pound; mix

thoroughly.
Each piece of meat should be rubbed

with fine, clean salt and allowed to
stand in a pile from six to twenty-four
hours, so that the bloody serum can
drain out.
Rub each piece of meat thoroughly

with the dry-curing mixture. Be espe-
cially careful that the cure reaches the
muscles around the ends of the bones
of the hams and shoulders. Pile the
meat carefully, with the skin down, in
a cool, airy place. Avoid damp, musty
cellars. The pile should not be more
than three feet deep. Repeat the ap-
lication in three days. The third ap-
plication may be made in five or six
days after the second. In general, al-
low the meat to cure a day and a half
for each pound. After this treatment it

should be thoroughly cured.
Wash the meat with warm water and

remove any extra curing mixture. Wipe
it dry and hang for smoking. Smoking
may be done with hickory, oak, apple
or any wood except that of the pine
family. Twenty-five smudges will give
a good, mild smoke. The amount of
smoking, however, will depend upon
the taste of the consumer. The meat
should be carefully wrapped or sacked
to keep out skippers.—Farm Progress.

Rural Organization of the United States
Department of Agriculture in Depart-
ment Bulletin 456, recently issued.

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of butter which is known as "under-
grades." This inferioi* quality, it de-
veloped, is often due to the use of
cream of poor quality and often sells at
six to eight cents below the better
grades.

In the shipment of butter to market,
according to the bulletin, country
creameries situated close together may
often effect economies in transporta-
tion by co-operating in obtaining spe-
cial scheduled "pick-up" refrigerator
car service and by assembling local
shipments into carload lots wliich may
be shipped at lower freight costs.
Many country creameries, it was

found, consigned their butter to whole-
sale butter receivers who often func-
tion as jobbers, while the tendency
among the larger creameries and, to
some extent, among smaller ones, is to
distribute directly to the retailer. The
grading and handling of bulk butter
would be greatly facilitated, it is point-
ed out by the experts, if the consecutive
numbers of the different churnings of
a creamery were stamped on the con-
tainers. '

It is pointed out by the specialists
that the estalbishment of brands is es-
sential for effective advertising. Sales-
manship is also a vital factor in suc-
cessful marketj distribution. It is high-
ly important in marketing a branded
product that a sanitary and attractive
package be used and that a certain
standard of quality in the product be
maintained.—Progressive Farmer.

How to Raise Turkeys.

FOR those who are favorably situ-

ated for raising turkeys, a more
profitable side line can hardly be

found. Given plenty of range where
the turkeys can find grasshoppers and
other insects, green vegetation, the
seeds of weeds and grasses, waste
grain, acorns and nuts of various
kinds, the cost of raising them is very
small and the profits large. Grain and
stock farms are particularly well
adapted to turkey raising, and it is on
such farms that most of the turkeys
are found. Little has ever been done
in the way of raising turkeys in con-
finement, and where it has been tried

the results have been discouraging.
Plenty of range is essential to suc-

cess in turkey raising.

In selecting turkeys for breeding,
the most important factors to be con-
sidered are vigor, size, shape, bone,
early maturity and color of plumage.
The body should be deep and wide,
the back broad, and the breast round
and full. The head should be of good
size and of a clean, healthy appear-
ance. A strong, well-made skeleton
is shown by thick, sturdy shanks and
straight, strong toes. It should be the
ainl of every turkey raiser to have a
flock of purebred turkeys, even though
they are sold at market prices. The
male at the head of the flock should by
all means be a purebred of the best
type obtainable. The male is one-
half the entire flock, and by continu-
ally selecting the best females of a
similar type and mating these with a
purebred male, one can soon have a
flock of uniformly large, early-matur-
ing, strong-boned, long and deep-
bodied turkeys of the same color.

Fifteen turkey hens can safely be
mated to a vigorous tom. If twenty-
five or thirty hens are kept, two toms
should not be allowed to run with
them at the same time, but one should
be confined one day and the other the
next. When two toms are allowed to
run together during the mating season
they fight badly and the stronger does
practically all of the mating.
Turkey hens are wont to "steal"

their nests in hidden places, such as a
patch of weeds, tall grass or thick
brush and often wander a half mile or
more from home before they find lo-

cations that suit them. To find these
stolen nests often proves to be a long

^

and tedious task, the usual method
being to follow each turkey hen as she
separates from the flock and starts

toward her nest, care being taken that
she does not know she is being fol-

lowed. A much easier and quicker
method than this is to confine the
hens early some morning soon after
they have come down from roost and
let them out in the afternoon. Those

that are laying will then head for their
nests in order to lay the eggs they
have been holding.

If many turkeys are kept, the use
of a breeding pen will be found a
great convenience. This pen should
cover a sufficient area to allow the
turkeys some exercise, an aCre for fif-

teen birds being none too large. Nests
should be scattered about the pen,
those which turkey hens take to most
readily being barrels turned on their
sides and nests shaped in them with
straw.
Turkey hens, chicken hens and in-

cubators are commonly used to incu-
bate turkey eggs. During the early
partj,of the laying season it often hap-
pens that one has on hand a number
of eggs that should be incubated be-
fore any of the turkey hens are

through laying their first litter and be-
come "broody." In such case, and
also when it is desired that the turkey
hens lay more than one litter, some of
the eggs have to be incubated under
chicken hens or in an incubator. About
a week before the poults are due to
hatch, turkey hens enough should be
allowed to sit to take all the poults
hatched. They can be given a few
eggs from the incubator or from un-
'der the chicken hens and allowed to
hatch the poults themselves, or at
night a newly-hatched poult can be
slipped under each turkey hen that is

to be given a brood of poults and by
morning she will be glad to take
them.

The Orpingtons, Leg-
horns and White Plymouth Rocks are
newly organized and we hope for
them all success. It is an undeniable
fact that a good live club is a great
advantage to any bree<i. Our own
Texas Rhode Island Red Club is in

a flourishing condition. Like many
other organizations, we need to do a
little house cleaning. A club of this

kind should stand for something more
than merel}' offering ribbons and spe-
cials at poultry shows. The enforce-
ment of all our laws and the prohibi-
tion of any and all methods, either in

manner of ' advertising or dealings
with the public that are not of the
very highest and cleanest nature
should be emphasized until member-
ship in the club would of itself be a
guarantee of character.

The March Industrious Hen has
reached us. It is as usual full of good
reading. Mrs. Dunton writes of a
wonderful egg record made by a pul-
let of the mongrel class. The record
was undeniably good except that her
pullet become broody entirely too
soon after starting tQ lay. A hen
more than two years old will often
become broody that soon but a pullet
should lay much longer. But the dear

"

lady must not "knock" on the thor-
oughbred hen. She even says that
the other mongrel pullet that had not
laid a single egg at the time she
wrote was a finer sTiaped, prettier
bird than the othej that laid twenty-
four eggs in the twenty-nine days,
thus leaving us to interpret her as
believing that a show bird is useful
only to look at. Our own experience
has been that the most perfectly
formed, or in other words, our show
pullets, have been our very best lay-
ers and this season we have had the
same experience—our very best win-
ners, both hens and pullets, have laid
continuously throughout the winter.

Mr. W. R. Beattie, of St. Louis,
agricultural and industrial commis-
sioner of the Cotton Belt Railroad,
paid us a visit this week and arranged
with us to supply a pen of our Reds
to place in his demonstration car. He
has the promise of a pen of Barred
.Rocks from Mr. R. O. Murray, of
Lufkin, Te'xas, a pen of White Leg-
horns from Cotton Belt demonstra-
tion farm, Morrill, Texas", and a pen
of Golden Wyandottes from Mr, De-
Witt, of Hillsboro, Texas.

forget to sign their names or write
them so carelessly they cannot be
read; others forget to give the name
of the town or city, and it usually
happens in such cases that the post-
mark is blurred so that it can't be
read. It looks more business-like to
have such stationery and it isn't ex-
pensive.—Poultry Item.
