Robberies.

Robberies seem to multiply in and
about Calcutta. Scarcely a day
pésses without some wuotice in the
Calcutta papers of afresh robbery.
One was receutly commitied at Sul-
kea, but it appears that the object of
the robbers was not to steal from Ba-
boo Bishoonath, the head of the Na
tive Department of the Salt Gulas,
but to get hold of some of the Com-
pany’s salt, On the night of Sun-
day,or on Monday morning, five balls
of Patna opium were stolen from the

Custom House. The Lalls were re-
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moved somehow or other through
the venetians. No clue has yet been
found to the offenders.

Of the chests of indigo recently
stolen in Calcutta, one was traced up
to Serampore, when the contents
were speedily distributed among the
pykars, some of whom on the requi-
sition of the Police have been seut

down. Some little time ago, a

.large_piece of cannon metal was sto-

len from the foundery,and brought

up here. One of the robbers hav-

ing been defrauded of his share of

the plunder by his associates, gave
information of it. And the Magistrate
discovered that two other pieces had
been in like manner purloined from
the same place, and were secreted
somewhere about Sookchur, whbich
appears to be the great receptacle of
stolen' goods. These constant rob-
beries, call for the establishment of a

river police, for no small portion of

the articles is removed by water, and
distributed in the villages opposite
Calcatta, and in its neighbourhood.

We have to notice several melancho-
ly events which have occurred during
the last week. Mr. George Alexan-
der Eagleston, a young man about 26
years of age, had engaged his passage
to England on the Salthouse.

1t has been as-
certained from the Pilots that he had
not joined any of the outer bound
ships, and there can be no doubt that
he has met his death accidentally, or
been murdered by the boat people.

Duties in the Port of Rangoon.
We learn from:the Hurkaru, that
the amount of Daties and Customs
which have been collected during the
twelve months between October 1834,
and October 1833,exceeds the amount
collected in any preceding year, as
they amounted to nearly eighty thou-
sand Rupees. This increase arises
from an experiment made by the Go-
yernor of Rangoon of lowering the
port charges, by which means more
vessels had visited the portin four
months than had arrived in the two
years preceding.

There was no disturbance in
any place; and if the authorities in any
Zillah were negligent in their duty;" Le
made them feel the weight of his power.
3d. When he was the Commissioner of

the Circuit Court, and the Court of Ap- :

peal, and of all that related to the district
of Cuttack, he augmented the revenue in
many places to a very great extent. He
examined into the circumstances of the
different places, and formed such agree-
ments with the Zumeendars, that the Go-
vernment were great gainers and the Za-
meendars were well pleased with his ar-
rangement, and agreed (o them without he-
sitation. Moreover he settled all the cases
in the Police Couits, and the Dewannee
Adawlut, in so impartial a manner, that
all praised Lim.  For the benefit of the
poor he also erected ten or twelve differ-
ent places between Jalasore and Pooree
for the refreshment of travellers, and sup-
plied them with all kind s of necessaries
from his own resources,  He expended,
too, on the pilgrims to Juggernath incre-
dible sums of money, to the great advan-
tage of the poor.  Mr. Editor, consider
also how the Government has been bene-
fited by his labours. In the Zillah of Cut-
tack there weresix lakhs of maunds of good
salt prepared yeaily. =" Mr. Blunt divided
the district into two parts, Cuttack, and
Balasore. He appointed Baboo Brujumo-
hun Ghosal as dewan over the salt manu-~
factory, who established salt chowkees
in various places, aud the yearly amount
of excellent salt by this means safely
lodged in the Golahs at Sulkea wasin-
creased to 16 lakhs of maunds; At that
time 100 maunds of that salt sold for
500 rupees; so that the yearly increase
which he effected in the manufacture of
salt in that district brought the Company
abous 50 lakhs of rupees.  This profit in
five years, from 1824, till 1828, amount-
ed to 2 crores of rupees. Afterwards
when' in the Sudder Board of Revenue,
and in the Supreme Council, and when
Governor of Agia, all know how upright=
ly he performed the duties of these high
offices. 1Is it to be wondered at, then, that
it should bea source of universal regret that
such a functionary should be about to leave
India? Therefore, Mr. Editor, be pleased
to give these lines a place in your Durpun;
and let the Editors of the Calcutta papers
insert them in _their journals; we hope it
will then appear best both to Mr. Blunt,
and to our new Governor General, that
he should remain a little longer in this’

country, that he may impart (0 our new -

Governor the benefit of his knowledge and
experience in all matters relating to this
countiy. Iu this way the affliction of the

people may be alleviated.
