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Iy into government offices for solution, they
would readily agree and insist that ONE
HEAD ONLY issue all bands,

The Union has thig year sold already 210,000
bauds: the totnl output of all other bodies,
including Federation, Association, and other
smaller racing bodies combined, wil! he less
than half the Union's yearly output. To any
organization, no matter how large or small,
the Union’s central office, or one of s nine-
teen agents, could supply bands at as low a
price, AND IN MANY CASES MUCH LOWER,
than such organizations can hope to purchase
them for, These organizations would lose
nothing in prizes, nor in the promotion of
their ring schemes, and a great step forward
for the entire fancy would be gained. The so-
Iution of this vexed question ig entirely up to
the fancy.

I am not attempting to make any argument
for “amalgamation.” That day has passed.
But the time is here when we MUST HAVE
ONE CENTRAL BODY FOR ADMINISTRA-
TIVE PURPOSES, and to handle the bigger
questions of the sport touched on in the pre-
ceding paragraph. The prize giving ring
schemes, which the Union started, and to-
wards which it has CONTRIBUTED NEARLY
TWENTY THOUSAND DOLLARS, pure vel-
vet for the Fancy, can admit of competition,
THE MORE THE BETTER. The renting and
selling of timing machines and other racing
paraphenalia 18 another, purely commercial
enterprise, and the more competition the better
for the sport,

But it certainly must be plain to every un-
prejudiced fancier capable of logical reason-
Ing, that there can be ONE, and ONLY ONE,
administrative body to carry out the wishes
of the fancy in national issues and enforce
the approved mandates of the sport. The
efflorts of earnest workers for improved con-
ditions, whether the object sought s a com-
mercial concession or a federal ruling, are
burlesqued and aborted by the injection or
even hint of more than one representation,

In the Concourse Open Race, or xhibition,
the Union member's ecard, properly endorsed
by Center officials, should be the inflexible
condition on &)l fanciers participating. It is
the bond given by the competitor that the
entrant intends to play fair, and it is a guar-
antee to the member THAT HE WILL GET
FAIR PLLAY. The fancier who eannot meas-
ure up to the qualifications laid dowa by the
majority of active fanciers of Ameticn must
remain an outlaw and fily his birds alone,
Much more could be said on this sahject,

but T do not wish to overtax the liberality or
AMr. Hollmann, ror crowd out a more enter-
taining writer. Besldes, the views expressed
herein are those of only one member of a very
large organization. 1 hope I have not bheen
oo acrimonious in presenting some phases
of the situation. They certainly are serious,
I am sure many would have been muca harsher
and more directly critical at conditions that
constitute a menace to the sport. HRut after
all the facts are there, and after all is said
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and done a slacker is still a slacker whether
we express it with brutal frankness or “say
it with flowers,"™

Before closing this article T wany o urge
every racing pigeon club and fancier in the
United States and Canada to lend their sup-
port to this great movement to better condi-
tions,  Your support means much, ard in ad-
dition you will compete for handsomely en-
grossed diplomas and prizes for your race win-
ners from $10.00 1o £50.00 each, in cash.

Th> Homing Pigeon Fancy—40 Years Ago

and Now 4
By FRANK P. LUCKE
Brooklyvn, N. Y.—Away back in 1851, 10

years ago, earnest and far-seeing Homing Pig-
con fanciers, feeling the need of Nationally
organizing the sport of Racing pigeons in the
United States, after giving the =ubject deep
study, accomplished their object ar < forth-
with the National Federation of  American
Homing Pigeon Fanciers sprang inte being.
That these sterling men considered @il points
thoroughly and decided wisely, is evident from
the fact that today, after quite some viecissi-
tudes and hardships, their organiaztion still
flourishes under the title of the “International
Federation of American Homing Pigeon Fan-
ciers.”  True enough, the superstructure of
their work has been materially altered, but
the foundation remains, “solid as a rock and
a master pattern for others™

Like with all pioneers, theirs was the most
difficult work, blazing the way and sctting the
lead.,  The hardships this entailed are proba-
bly still fairly fresh in the minds of those
who are still with us, and no doub! well re-
membered by those who in some manner or
other helped or heard of the deed< of these
pioncers,

Subsequently in 1897,
ganization, called the “National Association
of Ameriean Homing Pigeon Fanciers,” (the
“N.ALY) entered the field, and lIater still, in
1910, the “American Racing Pigeoa Unijon,”
(the “A.U.) was organized. Competition
thereupon waxed keen and at times phecame so
intensge that it engendered bitterncsx among
fanciers, who, upon calm and sober rotlection
must have realized they were doingg the sport
more harm than good by trying to pull down
rather than to build anew. However, pride
is a tough veteran and a tenacious enemy of
the human race, so the struggle has continued
with more or less bitterncssg from time to
time until at presgent all these national organi-
zations are peacefully competing one against
the other to increase their membership,

That this competition nevertheless stimulat-
ed interest on sport is evidenced by the in-
crease in Membership from 500 or sa hack in
1881 to more than 4000 affiliated with the three
National organizations at this writing.

another Nutional or-
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In the April (1921) number of the “American
Racing PMigeon News,” there was published an

article by “"Yauk"” under the caption “The
Cusdy Shop” in which he pointed out very
clearly and plainly the fact that today all

three National organizations are running pracs
tieally on the same basis, and showing how,
after all, it depends mainly upon the ocal dis-
tricts and clubs as to how much praze money
there i3 or shall be available for the various
ronces.  The International Federation of Amer-
ican Homing Pigeon Fanciers, familinrly called
the “Federation.” clearly showed (s appres
cintion of this faect when, in 1020, 1t set out,
upon revigion of the DBy-Laws, to furnish
hands to the districts at cost, with supplies
to be furnished on the same basis as =oon as
the financinl condition of its treazury will
allow. This move followed the conclusion that
a National organization should be principally
concerned in the recording and compilation of
records, furnishing of bands and all supplies,
diplomas, ete,, to members at lowes: possible
cost and nlso look after the general welfare
of the members and their birds with a view to
keeping the sport prominently in 1he fore-
ground, and with the chief purpose of being
found absolutely preparcd and ready to serve
efficiently our Government in any important
moment, such ns the World War, now happily
ended, presented.

Personally, T am in favor of Government Co-
vperation rather than Government Control as
our friend “Yank™ advocates, but I agree that
we should be so organized that, in any crisis,
we could quickly and readily hand ourselves
over to the Government to carry out their
PUFPORCS,

In the June (1921) number of the “American
Racing Pigeons News,” NMr. Louis Hagedorn,
Seeretary of the American Racing Pigeon Un-
jon, comes forward with an expression of HIS

sentiments  in favor of amalgamation, and
gives some points towards the weifare and
improvement of the sport, in all of which

points T am happy to be able to sav [ agree
with him. However, we €till have a lot to do
right in our own midst in the way of educat-
ing some of the flyers to the absolute necessity
of “letting alone,” or “letting go.” the bird
that belongs to some one ¢lse, and if ull of us
followed strictly the example being set by
the Foderation's Viece-President, A. T. Nelson,
of Baltimore, in his city, the practice of
“holding on™ to a stray bird would soon go
by the boards. Recently 1 had the pleasure
of a visit from Mr. Nelson, and he explained
to me that the membership committee of his
district takes a list of any new applicant’s
birds, and such applcant must be able to fully
satisfy the committee as to his ow-rship of
all birds before he can get into Mr, Nelson's
club.  Beyvond that, they follow up this matter
in certain other ways, and the result 18 bound
to be uplifting and of general benetit. Con-
viction of improper possession by a member of
another's bird means expulsion and no chance
of getting into any other Baltimore (lub,
Now, getting down to the question of amal-
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gamation of the three National organizations,
1 recall very clearly the report of the Federa-
tion Committee in this connection at the an-
nual meeting, 1919, A great deal of work was
put into the amalgamation effort by that Fed-
cration committee, and also by the committees
of the other organizations, but nothing came
of i, So far as I know, the Federation Amal-
gamation Committee's report was received at
“atd 1919 annual mecting and filed, and the
Committee still stands, except that 1 have 1o
mention, with due and proper respect to his
memaory, the death of one of the very active
memhbers of this Federation Committee. Louls
K. Kengott, of Buftalo, N. Y., who departed
this life April of this year.

The Federation Ballot Committee, by virtue
of its powers under the revised by-lnws, is
now in touch with all districts and 1s await-
ing suggestions, and if there i8 any earnest,
sincere desire on the part of the districts for
amalgamution, I trust this article of mine may
urge such districts to put their sentiments in
writing, and so let the Ballot Commictee Kknow
thercof.

As to myself, I am whole-heartedly in favor
of zmalgamation, and sincerely trust that if
finally it s accomplished, it will stay fixed
and remain.  For me, and those like me, amal-
guiaation would be easy enough, for 1 have not
heen into any of the controversies of the past,
and have, since my time in office, (January
1920) successfully endeavored to keep out of
personalities on .any own behalf and on behalf
of the Feredution, and T am thankful to be
able to say that I have mingled freely with
Nationul Associztion and  American  Union
members, and have come out and remain the
best of friends, Al three National organiza-
tions have had tircless and pamnstaking of-
fleers and co-workers, and it is the old timers
in each of the organizations (those who have
bheen through the thack of it) who should, to
my way of thinking, give the chief impetus
to amalgamation: start the ball rolling and
keep it going.  Unless the old timers unan-
imously and whole-heartedly get together in
an honest and sincere effort to amalgamate the
respective organizations, I see nothing but a
tremendous waste of time and effort on the
part of the rest of us. 1 am not one of those
whe believe the old-timers should tuke a back
scat in this matter. On the contrary as be-
fore stated, 1 think they ought to lead. ir
they find that pride, or bitterness over past
happenings, 18 still uppermost in their hearts,
and therefore feel themselves unable to put
down and cast out of them all verom and
unite in a sincere and honest effort to give
us what we surely ought to have, "One Grand
National Organization,”"—then, I am afraid
amalgamation by the rest of us wouid not he
Jong in being, before a rival National! Organ-
jzation would again be in the field,

I am a member of the United Homing Pig-
eon Concourse of New York, and a past vice-
president of that organization, and I know of
no other organization that cam show a better
blending of members of all three National or-
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ganizations, where all are free to observe their
own National rules as regards their distriet
races, and still find common  ground upon
which they compete for United Homing Pigeon
Concourse honors,

In conclusion, just a word as to remunera-
tion of officers if amalgamation -does come
about, Your secretary and treasurer should,
of course, be recompensed, but, o too, should
the president if you want a real live man at
the head of your organization. Tt takes a
great deal of time to be ACTIVELY at the
head of an organization, and the BEST MAN
for the position could probably not accept un-
less it could be made worth while. The “One
Grand National Organization” T have in mind
would require a man always on the job, and
please do not for one minute think I am talk-
ing for myself when 1 speak of remuneration,
for T realize full-well my short-comings, and
aside from that expect, after this year, to
“go way back and sit down.” Nevertheless
I shall always endeavor by good word and
example to spread and preserve among all
fanciers good-fellowship and true sportsman-
ship without which no organization such as
ours can hope to prosper.—Fraternally yours,

Manhattan Homing Pigeon Club Under the
Federation’s New System
By A, W. CORDUA, Sec.

Brooklyn, N. Y.—In the way of general in-
formation we are pleased to advise that for
the Old and Young Bird Series (1921) of Races,
the Manhattan Homing Pigeon Club of New
York and Brooklyn will have a Prize Fund of
approximately One Hundred Dollars, ‘Talking
full advantage of the opportunity to purchase
their bands at cost (one cent per band) under
the Federation's new gystem inaugurated this
year, the members of the Manhattan District
went dilligently to work and, after first pur-
chasing sufficient bands to cover their own
needs, stimulated in various ways outside in-
terest in the Homer and quite soon had dis-
posed of a total of 3006 bands at per
band. This sale of bands netted the District
a profit of forty-five dollars (113 on each
band) for their Prize Fund, and to this will
be added the charge (decided upon by the
District) of five cents per hird for each bird
appearing on a Member’s Old Bird Team Eli-
gible list and a similar charge in the Young
Birds Series.

There were about 400 birds entered in the
Old Bird Series and there will easily be 600
in the Young Bird Series, making a total of
1000 birds, which, at 5¢ per bird, will bring
into the above mentioned Prize Fund fifty
dollars more, Fees for Registration of Alien
Banded Birds (which the new Federation Rule
permits the Districts to keep) will further in-
crease this fund and the c¢lub has voted to
apportion same as follows: First of all the
fund (estimated at $100, probably somewhat
more) is 1o be split into two (2) cqual parts,
$50 each part. The first fifty dollars is to be

2‘;-(‘
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subdivided into ten (10) equal parts of five
dollars each, and the winner on each of six
Old Bird Races and on four Young Bird Races
gKets a five dollar bill for each winning. The
remaining fifty dollars is to be subdivided,
60 per cent ($30) to the Old Bird Average-
Speed-Winner, and 10 per cent (£20) to the
Young Bird Average-Speed-Winner, All in all,
we therefore think the new Prize Fund Sys-
tem a vast improvement over the old one, for
a club has the means right in its own hands
to create as large a fund as desired and there
is an absolute surety of prize money. Our
Club charged its members only 2'%¢ per band
ta protit of 1'%e per band as before stated)
but we understand that some of tne other
Federation Clubg are charging 5 and 10 eents
per band, so their funds will be correspond-
ingly greater. However, all of our members
are indeed well satisfiecd with the arrange-
ment above outlined.

This bird bore a
message from Mavor Thompson to President
“Aarding.,  The speed with which he covered
the distance seemed to indieate that he real-
2ed the importance of his errand, but when
Yo arrived at the home loft he was so overcome
Alth modesty that he slipped in without even
ringing the signal.  Supl. Jucobson had been
making hourly visits to the loft and found
hitm there, and the record was ofticially elocked
al the homing pigeon club, The shortest ac-
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tual flying time ever made before between
the two points was 25 hours,

The sccond bird, bearing a message to
Congressman Britten, arrived August 7. An-
other, bearing a duplicate message, reached
Dry Fork, Va., where it beeanme exhausted and
was taken in by a farmer. What misadven-
tures befell the latest arrival in his 18-day
Journey the attendants are unable to tell. It
is supposed that he became weak and was
obliged to stop and search for food and shel-
ter. That he was able to resume his flight
and tind his way is regarded at Belisville as
a remarkable exhibition of the homing instinet.

Department Pigeons Hold Records for All
Distances

By U. 8. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE

Washington, D. C.—The effect of the United
States Department of Agriculture methods in
breeding homing pigeons was shown when
birds from the department lofts at Beltsville,
Md., took first, second, and third honors in the
400 and 500 mile races, flown recently.

The 400-mile race was from Deshler, Ohio,
to Washington with 112 birds from 24 lofts
competing. Department pigeons covered the
distance at the rate of 1,403 and 1,402 yards
per minute, the nearest competitor's record
being 1,379 yards.

The 500-mile race was from Nappanes, Ind.,
with 98 birds from 14 lofts, and the depart-
ment pigeons made records of 1,092, 1,091, and
1,085 yards per minute. ““his race wns flown
in a high wind.

Last year the departiment’s pigeons took
firat, fecond and third honors in both 200 and
300 mile flights. In the thres years in which
fthe depurtment’'s birds have competed they
have taken first, sceond, and thi*1 wrizes rom
every station,

Preparing Birds for Shipment to Shows
By ARTHUR SEELBINDER

Memphis, Tenn—Fellows, don’t be careless
in makipg preparation for shipment of your
birds,

Birds improperly banded, poarly  ecooped,
works a show secretary to death, Don't for-
get that you and many others are wailing and
wondering why your show reports don’t come
through quicker. Well it's often delayed by
the carclessness of a few exhibitors and I
will tell yvou why, I have known where birds
were shipped to a <how, ten or twelve erowd-
ed into a box with very little ventilation,
nailed down as though dry goods were its
contents, To start off with, time is lost in
opening the box in the best way to preserve
for return shipment. Then you begin to re-
move bird¢ to be placed in display coops.
Birds are dirty and all feathers are in bad
condition,  You look for leg band number
and it is impossible to correctly ascertain nums-
Time is lost in washing or soaking in

ber.
water until soft enough to remove dirt so
number can be read.

Birds arrviving in thigs condition must re-

celve a lot of attention from the average Sec-
retary. He stays up late at night-—many
times all night,—plucking broken feathers,
washing dirty tuil and wing feathoers so that,
as far as possible, birds can make a creditable
show in display room. II birds are carcfully
gone over and an extra hour spent in prepars
ing a shipping coop and an extra thirty min-
utes spent in Jooking over birds before coop-
ing, the burden of a non-paying position of
many a sScceretary would be greatly lessened
and you and your fellow exhibitors would re-
celve a report of your placings by the time
you get your birds,

Felows, I sure hate to wait a weck or per-
haps a month for a show report. Do your
part this season an help lessen the work of the
workers in the show room. A badly construct-
ed coop takes up a great deal of time when
preparing for return shipment. You yourself,
like to ride in Pullmans, so don't deny your
feathered friend, who works for you at all



times, the best accommodation possible going
and coming from shows,

I can well remember for several years back
breeders shipping each year to the Memphis
Show in well-made gightly coops and birds in
as good a condition as if they just left home,
I personally uncooped birds shipped from
Georgetown, Mass, to Memphis, Tenn,, in as
clean and trim a condition as could be expect-
ed in some well regulated lofts.  Birds should
be uncooped as soon as they reach show room
and gone over to see if there is any sign of
sickness or undue exposure, and if it takes
an hour to do what should be done in ten min-
utes, someone is at fault and some good bird
suffers that should be enjoying the freedom
of a show pen.

REMEMBER, don't ship birds in bad molt,
don't forget 1o wash feet, legs and leg bands,
also bed birds well and above all, ¢on’t put
down on vour entry blank a 3" when it
should have been an “8” or a “$" when “9"
is the number,

Time is of great value In the show room.
“Get on the wire” and do your part at the
other end. Mistakes happen sometimes, and
if you don’t get a report of your birds’ win-
nings at the Tri-State Fair, Memphis, Tenn.,
before you get the birds, wire and sce who
has died.

Yours for a successful season and a grand
wind up at the NATIONAL in the good old
city of Richmond.

In Reply to J. G. Clark of Inglewocd, Calif.

Trenton, N, J., March 35,
Mr. J. G, Clark., Inglewood, Calif.:
My Dear Mr. Clark:—1T read with consider-
able interest your article in the American

1921.
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Pigeon Journal, in the February number
which just reached me this morning. 1 notice
that you say, “"May we not hear from some
of the old standby breeders of the Fast and
West, giving us a little light on the subject,”
after having read to me Mr, Keesling's letter
to Mr. Williamson commenting on the Red
Carneau cock which you purchased from Mr.
Wheaton, of Millville, N. J. This bird should
not have been placed at all. In January Mr.
Willinmson, Mr. Wheaton, Mr. Queen and my-
sell spent a very pleasant afterncon in Mill-
ville commenting and criticizing the different
birds in Mr. Wheaton's and Mr. Quecn's lofts.
The bird which you name “Red Roy” and
which Mr. Williamson, after commenting on
in the January number, as far as color is con-
cerned is a wonderful bird, but absolutely off
type.  Your description of him as a well
groomed race horse is correct,. I am enclos-
ing yvou herewith a cut of the type of Carneau
which the East is breeding and which is shown
at all our big shows, I note carefully what
vou say about Red Boy trimming everything
in the east this fall including special at Tren-
ton. N. J.

I would like to ecall your attention to the
manner in which the special for the best Car-
neau was made, The judge, Mr. Swiessfurth,
of Philadelphia, neglected to pick out the best
Carncau in the show. After this error was
discovered Mr. Rodgerg the superintendent of
the Toultry Department, came to me snd asked
me if T had any ohjection to Mr, Gibbs, who
had judged the Dragoons, to pick out the best
Carneau in the show., T had no objections,
supposing Mr. Gibbs knew a Carncau when
he saw it, After he picked out some twenty
Carncaux of all colors and placed them in a
walking pen, without handling the birds, he
pointed his finger in the eage and gaid, *“That's
him over there,” pointing at Red Boy., T made
no protest whatever, as I had been marked
first in every class with the exception of this
one, and the bird which Red Boy beat was
not one of my best birds. In conversation
with Mr. Gibbs, he told me he had not paid
any attention to Carncaux for ten vears . 1
agreed with him that his judgmsnt on the
present day type was not in keeping with the
Standard adopted by The International Car-
neauw Club,  The other places where this won-
derful bird won first was at Egg Harbor City,
a small county fair with a very small class
of birds and poor at that. Outside of these

two places T know of none where thig bird
was placed over any other birds., 1 ceriticized

the bird at the Inter-State Fair with Mr. Hart-
zell of the Central Squab Plant, likewise with
Mr. Wheaton and with Mr. J, H. Clark of
Paterson. We all agreed that he was posi-
tively off type, but the only argument in his
favor was, “Well he I8 placed first.” I would
like to eall your attention to the fret that
Champion Red Socks, the best bird shown in
the East for three years was again placed first
at the Madison Square Garden Show, and the
cock bird which wag first in Baltimore Show
out of twenty-nine entries was beat by Cham-
pion Red Socks at the Garden Show this year,
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Mr. Willlamson is a great man on type and
condition. He cuts birds unmercifully for be-
ing long, tall and narrow and over weight,
For your information I would like to say to
you that at the Garden Show, I entered two
Carneaux in each class,— old red cock, won
first and third; old red hen, first and second;
young red cock, first; young red hen, sccond;
old yellow Carneau cock, third and fourth: old
yellow hen,” first and second: young yellow
(‘arneau cock, third and fourth; young yellow
Carneau hen, first and second; also rhe solid
sterling silver cup donated by The Tadpole
club, the 20" silver cup donated by the Inter-
pational Carneau Club, the cut glass bowl,
donated by Mr. Schwarz, likewise six special
blue ribbons.

1 only write this letter to you for your infor-
mation as long as you want to hear from
breeders in the East and West, You will find
that right in the radius of ten miles from
Trenton we think we have as good a strain
of Carneaux as can be bred. I am familiar
with the breeding of your Red Boy, as I picked
out the pair of birds, which they ure bred
from, for Mr, Wheaton, some little while ago, 1
am glad to have read your article. You have un-
doubtedly got a wonderful bird, as far as color
{8 concerned, but, I want to say to you very
frankly that you have not the type in Red
Boy that we eastern breeders are breeding.
1 expect to have some photographs of Cham-
pion Red S8ocks, Duxy Boy, Champion Golden
Rod, King Ramrod, and several other Madison
Garden winners, which I will be pleased to
send you. 1 think if Red Boy was mated to
some short cobby type hen, you might get the
desired type. I note carefully what you say
in reference to breeding two or three types.
There is only one type of a Carneau which
has been agreed upon, that is the type of the
cut which I am sending you.

You are very much mistaken as to there
being any question in the East as to what type
of Carneau should be bred. There is no dif-
ference of opinion. One thing you must bear
In mind, that fifty points of a Carnenu is type,
The other fifty being divided as to color, eye,
€lc, therefore, if a bird is off type, another
bird can be off color and yet be placed over
him.
