Hereafter, if nothing adverse affects
the crops 2s they are now, a good year can be expected,
Table B shows that the prospective production for wheat
is T4% of the notmal; for barley, 74% of the nommal;
for field peas, 69% ‘of the normatl; for broad beans, 6995

tion of former studies. For the purpose of

indicating price trends and as 2 convenience to

those interested in this particular field, price

indices from the preceding studies are included
as well. '

2. The farm price indices for Honan Province
contained in this issue are of the same nature
as those published previously, representing the
averages of the computed indices of the prices
that have been gucdted by the reporters within
individual hsien.

3.- The farm price indices for Honan Province
published in this issue cover ooly wheat,
millet, kaoliang, soybeans, colfon, ozen,
and kerosene, the prices of the first five
items Deing those received by the farmers
and of the last two, those paid by the

farmers.

The farm price indices for Honan Province listed
above by hsien show a general rising terdency in 1936 as
compared with 1935. Damage to the crops as a result of
the drouth that prevailed during that year caused a steady
tise of the prices of ag icultural p oduycts, especiaﬂsr wheat,
millet, kaoKang, and soybeans; while prices of cotton and
kerosene were also affected by the same influence. As the
price of oxen, howeve", varying trends were noted among

the hsien.
