london —Twenty years or so ago
when rallways in Japan wcere yet fow
and wmotor cars undreained of the cum-
mon method of travet for natives aud
forelgners altke was the rickshaw.

Horses were scarce and of indiffer-
ent quality, th8 bicycle had hardly
made Its appearaner tu the far cant,
80 practically the only means of get-
tinpg about the eountry away from the
main llne of the rallway between To-
kyo and lilogo was in the modified
perambulator which {s known all over
the world as the rickshaw. . '

“There are a number of versions of
its invention and to whom credit
should be given for it. The Japaprss
themselves claim it for a paralytic old
gentleman of Kycto, who some time
before 1868, finding his palanquin un-
comfortable, took to & little cart im-
stead. The usual forelgn account
adopted by Mr. Black, the author of
“Young Japan,” Is that an American*
