We are very fortunately located, being nearly in the cen-

ter of the United States so we can reach all customers
within the sixth zone, making a low rate to all. The near-

by customers can have quite large shipments sent by par-

cel post at a very nominal cost. 20 pounds in the first and '

second zone, cost 24 cts, 50 pounds, 54 cts; smaller amounts
proportionately less. Such quantities outside of the second
zone as a rule will go cheaper by express, as the express

rates have been reduced so that they are cheaper than parcel

post in many cases, especially on the long distances.

We will expect an increase of about 50 °/o in the way of

new business, due to the parcel post law and reduced ex-

press charges. There is no reason why every one cannot
send for their seed and get the best quality, for the cost of

transportation is fully one-third less than heretofore. The
customers get the benefit and we are making very low
prices and are prepared tor an enormous trade. Study
the Paicel Post rate carefully and see how little the post-

age amounts to. Always remit to cover postage, as we do
not send Seeds C. O. D. You can tell in most cases from
the map what zone you are in so as to know the rate, but
if in doubt, ask your postmaster. In case remittance does
not cover postage, we reserve the right to reduce the

amount so as to permit sending by mail, or we will send
by express collect, if we deem it best

Express Rates Reduced.
You will be surprised to know what a big reduction there

has been made in express rates. The express charges are

not more than half as high as they were, in many cases are

now cheaper than parcel post on long distances unless

the shipment is very small, For example, you can express

10 lbs to Omaha 25c, Chicago 30c, Denver 36c, Pittsburg

25c; New York 43c. 40 lbs to Denver 89c, Pittsburg $1.00,

New York $1.26. We mention these cities so as to give you
an idea of the rates Small amounts would be proportion-
ately less and nearby towns would be much cheaper.

You can now have shipments up to 30 lbs or 40 lbs sent

as cheaply by express as freight with a few exception.

Over 40 pounds it would be cheaper to send by freight and
would advise shipping that way except when you are in a

big hurry. Express rates are much lower on seeds than on
merchandise, being 25 °/o less. This is a big item, for when
you pay $1.00 express on merchandise, it would only be
75c on the same amount of seeds.

We are extra well situated for shipping by express; having

the Wells Fargo and Adams Express Companies here, and
they can bill out shipments to every express office in the

World. Shipments that go by express cheaper than freight

we will send by the cheapest and most direct manner.

Freight Rates

whether you buy from us or the home dealer you pay the

freight and generally a big profit besides. If you make up
your order to weigh 100 pounds or more, you pay no more
freight than any local merchant will pay any place in the

United States.

ges are not high as grain and seeds take 3rd and 4th class
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and are much cheaper than merchandise. Don’t let the ex-

pense of a little freight prevent you from sending for our
guaranteed seeds.

When goods are shipped we send
shipping notice and Bill of Lading of freight shipments, signed
by agent, showing that goods were delivered in good condition.

Prepaid Railroad Stations. If your own station has no
agent and is merely a milk or flag station, it is important that
shipment be sent to the nearest station that has an agent. This
will protect you from delay. Shipments are held when billed
to a prepaid station, unless freight is fully prepaid and should
we find your station a prepaid point, we reserve the right to bill
shipment to the nearest open station. We would urge you not to
have shipments sent to prepaid stations.

This plant is sometimes known as Bokhara, Honey Lotus,
Tree Clover and Giant Alfalfa. It is attracting much atten-

Sweet Clover has been raised as a crop on a few farms in the
the San Luis Valley for the past eight years. Within the past
two or three years a great amount of interest has been taken in
this crop because it has been successfully grown upon land that
was considered too wet and too strong with Alkali for any crop.
This is a plant that seems to be able to grow where it is too wet
for alfalfa, as well as where it is too dry for it. It seems to be a
good crop for breaking in new land in the wet portions of the
Valley.

There are many acres of land in the San Luis Valley which, at
present, are producing little orno returns, that would grow Sweet
Clover. With the experience of many farmers here, as well as
in other sections of the country, one need not hesitate to use this
crop on such land. The prejudice that many have against Sweet
Clover as a weed should not be allowed to stand in the way of
making this land produce a good pasture or hay crop. A little
observation here in the Valley will convince anyone that stock
will eat Sweet Clover either as a pasture crop or as hay.

SWEET-CLOVER HAY. In the absence of more valuable
forms of hay. Sweet Clover maybe utilized for feeding all class-

es of live stock. In the North one cutting is usually possible the
first season, especially if seeded without a nurse crop, and two
cuttings may be obtained the second year. In the South two cut-
tings the first season and three cuttings the second season are or-

dinarily possible. The Massachusetts State Experiment Station
seeded a plat of Sweet Clover May 8 and on September 9, it was
cut, yielding cured hay at the rate of 2,700 pounds per acre. The
following season a cutting was made on June 24, yielding at the
rate of 2,727 pounds per acre, and on September

}
22 a second cut-

ting yielded at the rate of 1,000 pounds per acre. At the Cane-
brake sub-station, Uniontown, Ala., in 1904, the first year’s seed-
ing of Sweet Clover produced hay at the rate ol 5,056 pounds per
acre, and in 1905 the second season’s crop was 6,320 pounds per
acre. Another plat produced 6,672 pounds per acre in 1903 and
7.948 pound, per acre in 1904. At Utah Experiment Station Sweet
Clover made more than double the yield of any of the clovers or
grasses with which it was compared.
Sweet Clover as a Soiling Crop. When cut green and fed

to cattle the Sweet Clover is usually less palatable than when
fed as hay, although numerous instances have been noted where
the freshly cut green feed has been readily eaten by stock. As
a soiling crop it is best adapted for feeding to hogs. At the On-
tario Experiment Station over 30 tons of green feedper acre were
obtained in a single season.

Sweef Clover as Pasture. Sweet Clover makes excellent
pasture for horses, sheep, cattle, hogs, and chickens. Probably
the easiest way to create an appetite for the plant is to commence
pasturing the stock on it very early in the spring before other
green feed has started. A sufficient number of animals should
be kept on it to keep it eaten down close so that atall times there
will be an abundance of fresh shoots for grazing purposes. An
acre of Sweet Clover pasture will ordinarily support 20 shoats,
in addition to furnishing a light cutting of hay. Grazing ap-
pears to be beneficial to the plants in that it induces stooling.

Stock when pastured upon Sweet Clover makes gains which
compare very favorably with those obtained from either alfalfa
or red clover. The advantage which Sweet Clover has over the
crops just mentioned is that it will grow onsome soils too poor in
humus for the successful production of either alfalfa or red clo-
ver. Its chief advantages are ability to grow on and build up poor
soils, to survive the midsummer droughts which frequently occur
throughoutthe country, and to produce early and late pasturage.

Extracts From Judge Quarton’s Lecture on
Sweet Clover.

A Practical Grower-Who Knows.
Bringing down his arm emphatically, he said “Cattle will eatit!

“Cattle will eat it!”. Of course they might not at first, but for
that matter he had seen cattle. Unaccustomed to them, refuse
alfalfa and corn.
“It will grow on absolutely any soil,” (except that which is

water logged.) Clay hillsides, sand, rock points, quarries, alkali,

it will grow anywhere. And another thing,” continued the judge,
“you can sow it any month of the year and it will grow.” He
warned against southern seed, much of which he thought to be
of poor quality.

Ames Bulletin Recommends the Hulled Seed.
It seems to be generally understood that hulled seed is to be

preferred that a bushel of unhulled seed is usually considered to
be 30 lbs.; while a bushel of hulled seed is 60 lbs. In seeding, 20

lbs. of hulled seed or 30 lbs. of unhulled seed should be used per
acre. In buying SweetClover seed one should always secure
samples and test for germination, since many samples contain a
large proportion of seed which will not -germinate when sown
making them quite worthless as a crop that season.

METHOD OF SOWING.
The same methods are employed as with other grass seed but

more closely to Red Clover. It is sown in the fall, but with
greater success in the spring. It can be sown with a nurse crop
or alone. It can be sown in the spring, with oats, barley or
speltz, or on winter wheat ground, using about 10 to 15 lbs of
hulled seed or 15 to 20 lbs of unhulled seed to the acre. When
Sweet Clover is sown with such a nurse crop the young SweetClo-
ver plants will be of considerable size by the time the grain is

cut and on this account it is well to cut the grain as high up from
the ground as possible. Many sow with a nurse crop, but it will
make a little more growth the first season if seeded alone.

Fall seeding of Sweet Clover is very successfull in South where
the winters are not severe. In the north it should be seeded
early in the fall the same as Alfalfa.
Only use scarified seed for sowing as it germinates quicker

and a third less seed is sufficient. You cannot aflord to sow any
thing else.

The yield from Sudan Grass will depend upon the soil and
moisture conditions, and the method of planting. It does best in
a rich, well drained, sandy loam, so where the soil runs to sand,
a lighter yield may be expected. When given plenty of room the
grass stools very readily and it is not uncommon to see over one
hundred stems coming from one seed. When planted early it

will require from seventy-five to eighty days from the time the
seed is planted until the first is harvested, the second cutting
coming in about forty-five days after the first, and the third cut-
ting about the same length of time after the second, rainfall be-
ing fairly uniform.

It is easier to preach than it is

-to do, and I venture to say that
very few who write about inocu-
lating alfalfa fields with soil ac-
tually practice it themselves. I

want to tell you how the fields
were inoculated on the National
Alfalfa Journal’s farm this year.
We used three different kinds

of commercial inoculating mater-
ial. There was plenty of alfalfa
soil close at hand but when we
got right down to the actual work,
I’ll tell you it was no bright pros-
pect to think of that job of going
into the field and digging up two
or three loads of soil and scatter-
ing it at just the right time of day
and on just the right kind of a
day.
