
• Heavy rain has continued to affect several
areas of the country, especially the northern
areas, over the last few days causing further
deaths and damage. Approx. 57 mm of rain in
24 h were recorded in Kakul (Khyber-
Pakhtunkhwa province) and 51 mm in Muree
(Punjab province) over 16-17 March.

• National authorities report 62 people dead, 97
injured and 171 houses damaged in the
provinces of Punjab, Balochistan, Khyber-
Pakhtunkhwa, FATA and in the administrative
division of Azad Jammu and Kashmir, as of 18
March early morning (UTC).

• Over the next 48 h more heavy rain may
continue to affect the northern areas of the
country, including the ones already affected.
