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RARE IRIS SPECIES

The Vesper Iris

Iris dichotoma. This rare species from China is unique

because of its season and method of bloom. It is the

latest of the Iris, blooming in August and early Septem-

ber. The small lavender flowers are produced in great

profusion on much branched stems, 3-4 ft. high, and make

a very attractive display, which continues for several

weeks. The individual flowers open in mid-afternoon

and wither at sundown. A very interesting novelty.

Perfectly hardy in this locality. I had 3-year plants in

1924 throw from 3 to 5 stems 4 ft. high. Grows readily

from seed.

The Crested Iris

Iris tectorum. This is sometimes called the Japanese

Roof Iris because it is grown on the ridges of the

thatched roofs in that country. It is, however, a native

of China. The foliage is broad and light green, the

flowers a deep lilac or blue purple and quite flat in out-

line. Well developed specimens are 6 in. broad. Said

not to be hardy in some northern localities, but does

well here.

Iris tectorum album. The rare pure white form of the

above.

Very beautiful. Each $0.75

Iris cristata. A native of southern Indiana and the

south Eastern States. This species blooms with the

dwarf bearded Iris. “It is practically stemless and the

flowers are raised above the ground, chiefly by the peri-

anth tube, which is usually three or four inches long.

The flowers are borne either singly or in pairs in the

long, narrow, sharply keeled spathes and are a light

lilac shade. The central white ridge or crest runs along

the haft of the falls. Along the haft it is tipped with

orange, but with lilac on the blade. There it is sur-

rounded by a conspicuous patch of white edged with

deep lilac or lavender, which gradually fades away to-

ward the circumference of the blade.”—Dykes. I. cris-

tata will stand partial shade and is fine for rock gardens.

It can be safely transplanted only in early spring just

before or immediately after blooming. Spring delivery

only.
