HOW TO PRODUCE RECORD HARVESTS

I.—Plants are set one foot apart with four
lines of plants to the row and a two foot alley
between rows for walking.

Land that has had thorough cul-

tivation is best but if vacant lot. garden space or

field tliat has been unattended has a rank growth
of weeds and grass this is an indication that the
soil is fertile enough to grow excellent crops ot

strawberries.

Preparins Tl«e l^antl—The land should be plowed
or dug as early in the spring as possible and work-
ed until a level i)lant bed is formed. When avail-

able an ai)plicatioii of horse, cow. hog or sheei)

nianiire at the rate of 1 bushel for every 50 square
fei t is good if api)lied before plowing or worked
well into file soil. However, if previous crops have
been well fertilized, good results may be expected
without further fertilizing. (See paragraph on
Fertilizer and Maiiure).

lMiiiitin« :Metliods—If plants are to be set in

rows, mark off rows 3Vj to 4 feet apart from center
to center so that rows Avill be about 2 feet wide
when bedded and ample alleys will be left for cul-

tivation. I'^or the small garden and hand cultiva-
tion siiacing may l)e narrower if desired. Plants
should be set about 18 inches apart. Free lieddiug
varieties are often set 24 inches apart.

Time To I'hint—Early spring, just as early as
the ground can be worked, is the best time to set

strawberry i)laiits. Light frosts that do not heave
the ground will not injure the newly set plants.
PLANT EARLY while plants are fully dormant
and the weather is most favorable to good growth.
Early planting is the most important single factor
in siiocessfnl strawberry culture. April in the
North; to Mu.v 15 in the far North; 3Iarcli and
April in the 3Iiddle States; November to April in
the South.

Fertilizer and 3Ianure—Barnyard manure may be
applied in fall, winter or very early spring at the
rate of about 10 tons or more per acre. It may be
applied after plowing on light soils and then disced
in, or before plowing on heavy soils. If straw-
berries are grown on land following crops that
have been fertilized, it is not usually necessary to
apply any manure or fertilizer. If plants are mak-
ing a strong, vigorous growth and have dark-green
foliage throughout the summer this indicates the
supply is adefiuate and no additional supply is

needcHl.

Complete commercial fertilizers (approximately
5-10-5 or 5-10-10 mixture) give good results and are
used l)y many commercial growers. To aid plants
in getting a vigorous start fertilizer may be appli-
ed broadcast and thoroughly worked in the soil a
week ahead of setting plants, or may be applied
as a top dressing at the first cultivation after
plants are set. Apply evenly and brush off any
that may be on the leaves. Six pounds per 100
feet of row or 700 pounds per acre is ample.

A good precaution in preventing damage to
strawberries by grubs and other soil insects is to
apply chlordane (40% powder) to the soil. AVe use
25 lbs. per each 1.000 lbs. of fertilizer since this is

a convenient method of application. It should be
applied a few weeks before the plants are set. For
each 100 s(i. ft. of soil apply 1 oz. of 40% chlordane.
This treatment has resulted in such improved
stands and such greatly increased production that
we have ol)tained a supply for your use. See page
24 for prices of chlordane.

H you
s(>t bluel»(>rry i)lants in your garden or lawn the
best method is to dig a large hole where each plant
is to be set and fill with woods leaf mold (the de-

cayed leaf and straw matter found in woodsland).
If" this material is not readily available mix your
soil witli generous j)roportions of peat, sawdust
(i)referablv rotting hardwood sawdust), or similar
humus materials. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES
should lime or stable manure be permitted to come
into contact with the area in which plants are set.

It sliould be borne in mind that the productiveness
of a blueberry planting depends largely on the
moisture supplied in the upper soil.

Mulrhing—On all but natural blueberry soil, a
permanent mulch should be applied as soon as the
plants are set. Such materials as straw, sawdust,
salt hay. sudan grass, pine needles or leaves should
be si)r('ad around the plants about six inches deep.
Further applications should be made each year in
suflicient (luantities to maintain the mulch. With
individual plants mulcli should be applied over an
area six to eight feet square.

Fertilizer—The application of commercial ferti-
lizer has given a very marked increase in the yield
and size of fruit. Applications of 14 to % lb. per
bush have been very successful. We are using a
standard 5-10-5 fertilizer with very good results.
Application should be made in a wide band spread
evenly around the plant about 10 inches from the
plant. AVhere sawdust mulcli is used, 2 oz. sul-
phate ammonia per bush should be added the sec-
ond and third years to supply necessary nitrogen.

Yields—On good blueberry soil, yields of G to 8
pints per plant may be expected from mature
plants and with medium pruning iilants may pro-
duce 12 to 20 pints. However, most varieties will
tend to overbear and after the third year it is the
practice of commercial growers to prune the plants
to keep up the size of the berries and encourage
vigorous new growth for the next year's crop. In-
dividual bushes will produce some fruit after being
planted 1 year. A good rule of thumb is to esti-
mate 1 pint per year of age of well established
bushes; for example, G pints from a G year bush,
etc. Present records indicate that blueberry plant-
ings, with proper care, will be profitably produc-
tive for fifty to seventy-five years, and possibly
longer.

IMPORTANT POINTS
1. Plant at least two varieties to provide for c'r(»«s

pollination. Cultivated blueberries are consid-
ered self-sterile. Do not permit to fruit first

year. Be sure to follow instructions in plant-
ing: parag-raph above.

2. Blueberries should not be planted on soils limed
in recent years unless actual tests show soils

are still acid enough for blueberries. For less
acid soils, decaying- leaves or acid peat, rotting
straw, sawdust, etc., may be mixed into soli to
make conditions suitable. This is important if

.vou are planting in your garden or on your
lawn. Aluminum sulphate at rate of 5 lbs. per
100 sq. ft. and up to 10 lbs. on heavy loams is

excellent for garden plantings.
