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INTRODUCTORY.

THE IOWA OFFICIAL REGISTER, as it is known to-day, was
first published by Hon. Frank D. Jackson, Secretary of State,
in 1886. The material was compiled by C. S. Byrkit, then, as now,
Deputy Secretary of State. From that time Mr. Byrkit has had
special charge of the work, and each year important improvements
have been made, and new features added, till the Official Register
of 1892 ig confidently presented to the State as a public document
-of almost inestisnable value to all classes of our citizens who are at
all interested in public matters. Prior to 1886 no attempt had
been made in this line, further than to give a list of county and
State officers. The vote on the head of the ticket was generally
given by counties, and the population of each county indicated.
In 1864, Bon. James Wright, then Secretary of State, prirted thia
matter on a large card, a few copies of which were used for
general distribution,

'This general plan was observed by Hon. Ed, Wrighs, Hon. J. A,
T. Hall, and Hon. Frank D. Jackson, successive incambents, till
the change in 1888, when the present plan was adopted, and the
name chavged from./'Jowa (fficial and Statistical Table,” to lowa
OrrF1ciaLl REGISTER, The high esteem in which the Iowa OFFICIAL
REGISTER i8 now held, may be judged from the fact that each suc-
cessive year bas witnessed an increase in the number of the edition
published, while, at the same time, a vastly increasing number of
applications are filed for the REGIsTER, which the department has
been unable to fill. This year an edition of seven thousand iz pub-
lished, but not half the demand will thus be met. All of the valu-
ahle features of former editions are retained, and several new
features are added that will be highly appreciated. For instance,
the 1890 census of the State is given by precincts, in advance of

federal publicatiou. It i the purpose of the Jdepartment to still
further serve the convenicnce of the public by added improvem:nts
to this valuable work, s¢ they are from time to time guggestil.

The State iostitutions, hercafter, ure to receive more special
attention, and arrangements are to be made for ‘‘photo engr.v-
ings" of the main haildings of the various institutions, for use in
the RErIsTER of 1893, In fact, it i9 proposed to make the OFFICIAL
REGISTER a perfect storehouse of information. As a non-partisan
political hand-hook, it is to be improved, as opportunity permits,
putting in condensed form just such political facts as will be wanted
by ull parties.

The Iowsa Agricultural College was established in 1858. The
legislataure of that year appropriated $10,000 to purchase a farm
for the location of the college buildings and for experiments in

agrienlture.

In 1859 a farm of six hundred and forty acres, situated near
Ames, Stery county, was purchased for the nse of the college. In
1862 Congress passed & bill granting to each Stats, public land to
the amount of thirty thousand acres for each senator and Tepre-
sentative to which the States were then entitled. The act provided
that sll the moneyas derived from the sale of these lands should
constitute a fund, the interest of which should Le appropriated by
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each State to the endowment, support and maintenance of at least
one college, where the leading object should be, without excluding
other classical and scientific studies, and including military tacties,
to teach such branches of learning as are related to agriculture
and the mechanie arts, in such manner as the legislatures of the
States might provide, in order to promote the liberal and practical
education of the industrial classes in the several pursuits and
professions of life.

The General Assembly of Iowa in September, 1862, accepted the
grant upon the conditions and under the restrictions contained in
the act of Congress. Appropriations were made for the erection
of suitable bnildings and the college was opened for students in
October, 1868.

In 1887 Congress passed a bill establishing Agricultural Experi-
ment Stations in eonnection with the Agricultural Colleges and
appropriated $15,000 annually for the support of each.

In August, 1890, a bill for the more complete endowment and
support of these colleges was approved by President Harrison,
For this purpose the bill appropriated $15,000 for the year ending
June 30, 1890, and provided for an annual increase of the amount
of each appropriation thereafter for ten years by an additional sum
of 31,000 over the preceding year, the annual amount to be paid
thereafter to each State and Territory to be $25,000, the same to be
applied only to instroetion in agriculture, the mechanic arts, the
English language, and the various branches of mathematical, phys-
ical, natural and economic science, with special reference to their
applications in the industries of life, and the facilities for such
ingtruetion.

The annual income of the college from all of the sources is now
about 878,000. This sum is devoted, ag the law provides, to the
support and maintenance of the college and to experimentation in
agriculture.

Buildings: The National law provides that all buildings shall
be erected and all repairs thereon made by the State. In acecord-
ance with its agreemeol with the National (fovernment twelve
commodious buildings have been erected by the State, at a total
cost of about $855,000, for the exclusive use of the departments of
the college, besides the dwelling houses and the buildings for farm
stock, machinery and work.
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The main college building is five stories kigh, including the hase-
ment, and is one hundred and fifty-eight feet long by one huadred
and twelve feet through the wings.

About two hundred and fifty students can be accommodated in
this building. The rooms are heated by steam and lighted by
eleetricity. 'L'here are two boavding cottages, affording roomas for
ninety-four students.

Morrill Hall is named in honor of the venerable United States
Senator, Justin S. Morrill, the originator of ‘‘Agricultural Cel-
leges." It is for chapel, capacity six hundred and fifty; library,
capacity fifty thousand volumes; and museum, leeture rooms, and
laboratories of the departments of zoology. entomology and geology.

The other buildings are a chemical and physieal hall, an agricul-
tural and botanical hall, a horticultural hall, a veterinary hospital,
a sanitary hall, an engineering hall, work-shops, domesti¢c economy
hall, an office building, experiment station building, creamery,
stables, sheep and swize houses, seed house, ten comfortable dwell-
ing houses, etc., elc.

The College Grounds. The college domain includes about nine
hundred acres; of this abont one hundred and twenty acres are set
apart for college grounds. Gravel drives with cement and gravel
walks lead to all parts of the grounds and to the various buildings,
and the true principles of landscape gardening have been so faith-
fully observed ip the grading and in the location of buildings and
drives as to make of the entire campus a large and beautiful park
free of access to students and visitors.

Courses of Study. 1. The course in Agriculture embraces four
years, and leads to the degree of Bachelor of Agriculture.

2. For the short courses in Agriculture and Dairying, certiticates
properly indicating the completion of certain studies will be given.

8. The course in Veterinary Science of three vears leads to the
degree of Veterinary Medicine.

4. The course in Mechanical Engineering.of four years leads to
the degree of Bachelor of Mechunical Engineering.

5. The course in Civil Evgineering of four vears leads to the
degree of Bachelor of Civil Engineering.

6. The course in Electrical Engineering of four years leads to
the degree of Bachelor of Science.

7. The course in science relating to the industries of four years
leads to the degree of Bachelor of Science.
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8. The course for ladies for four years leads to the degres of
- Bachelor of Lettera.

Ladies may take any other conrse desired.

These courses of study afford the student an opportunity to
obtain a pratical education and industrial training of a high order.
The requirements for adwmission are such that a student can pre-
pare himself in the country and village schools.

The corps of instructors who'devote their eutire time to college
work number thirty or more. The departments are more thoronughly
equipped with apparatus than any other institution in the State.
" Tuition is frea. The total necessary expense of the student for the
college year, including board, fires and lights, books and inciden-
tals, does not exceed $125.00, which the student, can in great part,
make by teaching during the long winter vacation.

The attendance of students is now the largest of any year in the
history of the institution. A spirit of industry, oneness and thrift
pervades the entire college. Additional buildings, enlarged facili-
ties, completer faculty, inereased interest of students, earnest
co-operation of Jowans, and as fine a class of yonng people as ever
graced a college, combine to incite to noblest effort every graduate,
patron and friend of the lows State Agricultural College. .

The Iowa State Agricultural Society was organized in 1854, and
in October of that year held its first fair and has never failed to
hold annual exhibitions since its organization.

In 1885 large and commodious grounds were purchased at Des
Moines and the exhibitions and office beadquarters permanently
located at the capital city. The Society has since that time not
only added costly and permanent improvements to the grounds,
rendering it one of the best in the country for the purposes
intended, but in addition has entirely lifted the burden of debt
which had accumulated during former yeara.

The Society pays somsthing over $25,000 annually in premiunms,
and its exhibits have attracted sixty thousand visitors in a single
day.

The Bociety holds its annual meetings in January for report and
election of officers, tranaaction of its general business and tinancial
settlement.

The Society has about one hundred local societies in the State
with a membership of forty-five thonsand. These societies hold
annual exhibitions in their several counties, at which preminms,
amounting to a total of $125.000 are paid. The exhibitions of these
local societies show gross receipts of $225.000 and a total indebedness
of less than $B5,000.

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An act for the establishment of a board of Dental Examiners,
passed by the Nineteenth General AssemDbly, provides for the
appointment by the Governor of a Board consisting of five practi-
oal dentists, each having five years’ residence in Ieowa: their
appointment for a term of five years’ service, each.

They :shall hold meetings at least once a year, or oflener, if
deemed necessary.

Dentists doing business in the State must register with this
Board, and persons commencing the practice of dentistry, who
have not a diploma from some reputable dental college, must be
examined and receive license from the Board.

The act provides for a report to the Governor of the doings of
the Board.

There are at date tive hundred and eighty-two legally qualified
practitioners registered hy the Board.

Under this act every person practicing medicine in
the State of Iowa ia required to procure a certificate from this
Board. Four classes of certificates are issued: A, to graduates of
legally recognized medical colleges; B, to those who practiced con-
tinuously five years in this State, three years of which in ove local-
ity; C, to those who have passed a satisfactory examination before
the Board; D, to those who hold certificates granted by the Board
of Examiners of other States in examination had before such
Board. :

The College for the Blind is not an asylum, but a well appointed
school, equaling, in the amount of its apparatus, the thoroughness
of its instruection, and the fullness of its eorriculum, the best public
gchools in Jown. It was established by the citizens of this State,
in order that their blind children might enjoy educational advan-
tages, similar if not superior to those afforded their more fortunate
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sighted children. During the thirty-eight years of its existence, it
has received from the State tremsury and paid out again, for im-
provements and repairs, clothing for pupils, support and current
expenses, over $870,000.

The school term begins on the first Wednesday in September aud
ends about the third week in June. It is dasirable thatthe students
enter at the first and remain until the close. They may, however, -
be admitted at any time, and they are at liberty to go home when-
ever their parents send for them.

The teaching will compare favorably with those in any locality.
The principel branches taught are raised print, point system,
arithmetie, spelling, geography, history, grammar, natural phil-
osophy, algebra, rhetorie, physiology, zoology, chemistry, moral
philosophy, civil government, political economy, geometry, English
and American literature. The kindergarten is well supplied with
the latest and beast facilities. The exhibit of wire work, card draw-
ing, paper folding and clay modeling, the work of little blind boys
and girls—rany of them under eight years of age—excltea the sur-
prise and admiration of all visitors.

The department of mnsic is supplied with twenty-three pianos,
one pipe organ; three cabinet organs, and a sufficient number of
violins, guitars, bass viols and brass instruments, Every student
capable of receiving it is given & complete course in this branch.

In the industrial department, the girls are required to learn
knitting, erocheting. fancy work, hand and machine sewing; the
boys, netting, mattress making and cane seating- Those of either
sex, who so desire, may learn carpet weaving and broom msaking.

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of
defective vision, and of suitable school age and capacity, in the
State. All that the friends are expected to do, is to pay the travel-
ing expenges and furnish clothing. If they are unable to clothe
the pupil, the necessary clothing will be furnished here and the bill
gent to the county from which the pupil comes,

The pupils are treated, free of charge, by superior oculists, who
vigit the college several times during the term.

The food is abundant and wholesome., The trustees preseribe
the bill of fare for every meal

Many intelligent parents allow their little blind child to sit idle
most of the day, aod to contract all sorts of disgusting habits.

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After a short stay here those habits would be corrected, the child
would eat properly at the table, and would run and jump on the
play ground with as much vigor as its stronger sighted brother at
home. :

Two classes of parents are especially hard to reach. One is the
m'well-to-do'’ man who will not send his child to an institution sup-
ported by the State. Such sentimentalism is absurd. Some of the
best families in Jowa have children here. The other is the ignor-
ant mau who will not send, fearing that hig child will be starved
or.abused. A secret or open visit to the college will dispell this
foolish belief. | _ ’

In different peighborhuods there may be old bliad people who
would be happy if they conld find something te do. This institu-
tion can make them happy by sending them books and papers in
raised print or point. Adults who can not learn the raised print,
eagily learn the point. Religious and secular literature, in either
print, will be sent free to any blind person in Towa, who will pay
transportation charges. These books do not cost the State a penny.

It is to be hoped every one will send to the principal of this
achool the name and addresa of every blind man, woman or child
within his knowledge.

Chapter 75, laws of the Eighteeuth General Assembly. provides
for the better regulation of the practice of pharmacy and sale of
medicines and poisons.

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The object of the society is the promotion and encouragement of
horticulture and arboreulture in Towa, by the collection and dis-
semination of practieal information regarding the cultivation of
such fruits, flowers and trees as are hest adapted to the soil and
climate of the State.

This hospital was built in accordance with an act of the Twen-
tisth General Assembly (1884). Clarinda, Page county, was selected
as the location, and on July 4, 1885, the corner stone was laid for
the building, which was opened for the reception of patients
December 15, 1888, at which time there was received from other
hospitals in the State two hundred and seventy-four male patients.
The number of patients at beginning of past bienunial period—
July 1, 1889—was two hundred and forty-two; admitted during
biennigl period, ending July 1, 1891, three hundred and thirteen.
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During this period seventy-one were discharged; recovered sixty-
nine; improved, forty-five; died, sixty-one; total, two hundred and
forty-six, leaving in the hospltsl at the latter date three hundred
and nine patients.

The original plans for this hospitel contemplated the acecommeo-
dation of one thousand patients, but the buildings are still uncom-
pleted and a number of patients have been returned to their
counties for want of room in the hospital. A new wing added to
the building for females is nearly completed.

An additional institution for the care of insane was established
and permanently located at Independence, Buchanan County, by
an act of the Twelfth (General Assembly. The buailding, a beautiful
and commodious structure, was pushed rapidly te completion and:
soon taxed to its utmost by receipt of patients.

At the beginning of the biennial period, ending July, 1888,
there were three hundred and ninety-six male patietits, and three
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hundred and seventy female patients, making a total of seven hun-
dred and sixty-six. ' :

There were admitted duriog thia period three hundred and
twenty-eight men, and two bhundred and eighty-nine women, a
total of six hundred and seventeen patients. By adding the num-
Der at the outset to the number received, we get the whole number
treated during the biennial period, which was thirteen hundred
and eighty-three.

The average number of patients in the hospiial was eight hun-
dred for the first year, and eight hundred and twenty for the sec-
ond year of the period.

During this time there were djscharged five hundred and fifty
patients, of whom two hundred and eleven recovered, one hundred
and sixty-one were improved, twenty-nine were unimproved and
one hundred and forty-nine died.

The whole number of persons who have been treated in this hos-
pital since it was opened on the first day of May, 1878, is four
thousand and sixty-four, but on account of the re-admission of
sevgn hundred and six of these persons one or more times, the hos-
pital records state thaf tive thousand and fourteen cases have been
received into this hospital up to the end of this period.

The prevailing age of patients at the time of admisgion is between
twenty and thirty, but as this State grows older, and as the confi-
dence of the public in the hospital increases, the number of patients
who are over seventy years of age becomes greater.

. The Fifth General Assembly, by act approved January 24, 1855,
astablished the above named institution, and appropriated for the
purchase of grounds, 84,425, also $40,000 for the buildings. The
institution received small amounts, from’ time to time, from the
Saline land fund. ,

. The institution was formally opened March 6, 1861, The total
vumber under care during the biennial period has been fourteen
hundred and two.

Six hundred and forty-three patients have been admitted, three
hundred and twelve men and three hundred and thirty-one women.
Five hundred and eighty-six have been discharged during the bien-
nial period, two hundred and seventy-five men and three hundred
and eleven women. Of this number two hundred and twenty-
eight—one hundred and ten men and one hundred and eighteen
women—recovered; one hundred and seven—fifty-eight men and
forty nine women—were much improved; ninety-seven—forty-seven
men and Hfty women—were unimproved; one hundred and fifty-
four—sixty men and pinety-four women—died. The number of
deaths has been larger than usual, and the death rate was largely
increased by the epidemie of influenza or la grippe.

A number of improvements have been added to this hospital,
prominent among which is the completion of the Industrial build-
ing, also of the completion and furnishing of the new kitehen, ice
house, large chapel, and amusement hall, with stage and stage
settings; alse a number of minor, but much needed improvements.

Chapter 58, Acts of the Twenty-third (General Assembly ecreated
and established the londustrial Home for Adult Blind residing in
Iowa, and appropriated 840,000 for the purchase of suitable
grounds and buildings.

The object of the institution i3 to provide a working home and
meand for the blind to earn and provide their own subsistence.
Uuder the provisions of this act the Governor appointed the above
named Board of Commissioners for an official term of two years;
they were vested with power to select a location and superintend
the construction of the home.

Soon after the organization of the commission, Knoxville, Marion
county, was selected as the place of location and suitable build-
ings, with a capacity for two hundred workers, were at once put
under way and pressed to a conclusion, the building being com-
pleted and ready for the admission of eligible blind persons
ghortly after January 1, 1882,

The object of the Iowa Industrial School is made manifest by the
character of the inmates of this institution.

The children who are comnmitted to the care of this school are not
the hardened, irredeemable criminals, but those who are- young in
years, eight to sixteen, and whose natures are still susceptible to
thea influence of kindness, moral training and proper discipline; but
these beneficient influences could never accomplish the desired
results amid the environments of prisons and penitentiaries.

Our State has wisely taken these facts into consideration, and, no
less in self defense than in charity, bas established these institutions
a3 homes for our unfortunate youth, and has enjoined upon those
who have the supervision of these schools the duty of having the
boys and girls instructed in morality and such branches of useful
knowledge as are adapted to their age and capacity and in some
regular course of labor,

The lowa Institutiou for the Deaf is located half a mile
from the city limits uf Coungil Bluffs, and is free from the many-
temptations to which the pupils would be exposed in a city. A
healthier location would be hard to find, This institution iz free to-
all too deaf or dumb to be educated in the common schools, who.
are between the ages of nine and twenty-tive, sound in mind and
free from immoral habits and from contagious and offensive dis- -
eases. No charge for board nor tuition. It is a duty that parents
owe to their children to give them an education, and if true of those
with their faculties, stiil more is it true in the case of the deaf, who-
need to be instructed in order even to communicate with their fel-
low men, and to have some safeguard against the schemes of design -
ing persons. The education offered by the institution is free, and
no parent ought to stand in the way of any mute child’s obtaining
what is his by right, through unwillingness to part with the child,
or desire for his labor.

The session of the school begins the second Wednesday in Sep-
tember and continues till the second Wedneaday in June, Pupils
should come prompily al the beginning and remain until the end of
the sesstorn.

Pupils should be furnished by their friends with sufficient clothing,
but legislative provision has been made to clothe those too poor to-
supply themsslves.

The Institution—The buildings of the iostitution are heated by
steam and lighted with electrieity; furnished with fire-plugs and
hose on every floor, and the lateat improved fire-escapes, reaching
from the roof to the ground, are fixed on either end ahd the rear
of the main building. A watchman is on Quty all hours of the -
night and every precaution is taken to guard against flre, so thatno-
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anxiety need be felt on that score. A competent corps of instruet-
ors of long and successful experience is employed in every depart-
ment. The older pupils are ipstructed in such trades as are tanght
in the institutior. ‘The time of the pupils is considered as belong-
ing to the institution, and no compenaation is expected by them or
their friends. The trades taught are printing, shoemaking, car-
pentering, dressmaking, farming and gardening, drawing and
painting, light household work, plain sewing and knitting are also
taught. Shoemaking is taught by an instructor capable of doing
all kinds of work in that line.

The Twenty-fourth General Assembly chabged the name of this
institution to “Iowa School for the Deaf.”

This institution was established by the Sixteenth General Assem-
bly and located at (lenwood, twenty miles south of Council Bluffs,
oo the C. B, & Q. B. R. The purposes or objects of the institution
are to provide special methods of training for that class of children
deficient in mind or marked with such peculiarities as to deprive
them of the benefits and privileges provided for children with
normal faculties.

The object being to make each child as nearly self-supporting as
practicable, and to approach as near as possible the movements or
actions of normal people. It further aims to provide a home for
those who are not susceptible of mental culture, relying wholly
upon others to supply their simple wanta. Although children in
this department are classified as non-improvables and possess a
low degree of mentality, facilities axe provided for such training as

may teod to correct improper habits and develop an interest in their
own welfare.
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In the school department, lessons are imparted in the simple ele-
ments of instruction taught in common schools, as well as in indus-
tries suited to their capacities. Givls learn plain aud fancy sewing
and household work, while the boys are detailed to work on the
farm or iu the garden, in the shoeshop, broomshop or carpenter
shop, and to aesist in the various departments of the institution.
"The school year begins September 1st, and closes the last of June.
While July and August are considered vacation months, about four-
fifths of the children remain during the summer, acenpying their
time at such work as may be assigned them or in such recreations
23 may be available. Beautiful groves of timber surround the
institution, wherve mauch of their time is spent in suitable weather.

The law provides for the admission of children Letween the ages
of five and eighteen. Children may be admitted at any time dur-
ing the year. By request, a blank applieation for admission will be
mailed to any address, which may be filled and signed by the
parent, guardian or connty board of supervisers, and returned to
the superintendent, who, by dirvection of the hoard of trustees,
vasses upon the eligibility of the applicant and notiftes the corres-
pondent accordingly.

After admission they may be dismissed at the discretion of the
board of trustees, or if there are good reasons why they should do
80, they may remain permanently. Each child admitted should be
provided with not less than three changes of clothing. If the
applicant be of unfortunate or untidy habits an additional
number of garments should be added to the list. After becoming
an inmate of the institution clothing may be furnished by the
superintendent and the bill sent to the parents or to the couaty
auditor of the county from which the child came. The county
<ommissioners may collect saidl bills if parents are able to pay
them. By apecial request, bills may le seat direct to parents, who
may remit to the institntion. Statements are sent quarterly to
-counties and parents. The State hears all expenses except for
¢clothing and transportation. Persoss bringing children to the
institution should avoid arriving on Saturday or Sunday. Our
limited accommodations and exacting duties render long visits
undesirable. By recent action of the Board we are not at liberty
to entertain visitors over night. If money, cakes or sweetmeats
are giver at all, it should be to the matren, who will attend to their
proper distribution.
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A brief report of the physical and mental condition ef inmates
will be sent to relatives every month. Letters of special inguiry
will be replied to at any time.

The institution is open to visitors every day except Saturdays
and Sundays, more particularly from 2 to 4 o'clock p. M. One of
our officers will accompany you through the apartments and
explain the character and objects of the school.

All communications should be addressed to the superintendent.

I.—HISTORICAL.

The State Normal School was established by the Sixteenth Gen-
ersl Assembly, for the special training of teachers for the common
schools of the State. It was organized by the board of directors,
June 7, 1876, and wasopened for the reception of studenis, Septem-
ber 6, 1878. The first year (1876-1877), there were enrolled 155
students, and in the last year (1990-1891), there were enrolled 746.

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IL.—COURSES OF STUDY PROYVIDED.

1. The scientific course of four years, containing all the sub-
jects required by statute for State diplomas (life certificates). The
degree of Bachelor of Science is conferred upon all that complete
this course.

2. The didactic counrse of three years, containing all the branches
required by statute for State certiticates. The degrea counferred
for completing this course ia Bachelor of Didactics.

8. The supplementary course for high school graduates. This
courge of study duly recognizes the work done by the public high
schools, and adds just such work as is necessary to make a well
qualified public schonl teacher. The completion of this course
secures the degree of Bachelor of Scieace, or Bachelor of Didactics
according to the grade of scholarship attained by the student.

4, The professional course for college graduates, giving them
special opportunities to pursue studies in professional subjects.
After one year’s satisfactory study nnder the direction of the fac-
ulty, the degree of Bachelor of Science is received.

III.—-CONDITIONS OF ADMISSION.

1. Ape—At least sixteen years.

2. Scholarship—Fair knowledge of the common school bra.nches

8. Intention—Free instruction is granted by statute to all who
declare their purpose of becoming studente is to prepare to teach
in the public schools of the State.

IV.—EXPENSES,

A contingent fee of not more than one dollar a month is required
by statute. For convenience thig is divided as follows, into term
fees: Fall term, 84; winter and spriog term, each, $8.

¥Y.—THE PROVINCE OF THBE SCHOOL.

This school is in no respect a duplicate of the other sducational
institutions of the State. It adheres atrictly to the province as-
signed at its founding—that of preparing professional teachers for
public schools. To attain this object, it courses of study are ar-
ranged and provided teo meet the wants of all kinds of teachers

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found in country and city schools. Its faculty is selected with the
same purpose in view, so that each one may be a specialist in his
department, and all may be thoroughly familiar with the needs of
the public school teacher. It sends out annually into the schools
over three hundred teachers, who are fitted through its agency to
do skiliful professional work for the improvement and develop-
ment of public education.

The ' additional penitentiary " was commenced in 1872, and has
been built mainly by conviot labor. It is a fine structure, contain-
ing several large work shops, warden’s house, dining room,
kitchen, Jaundry, ete. The department for criminal insane is a
special feature of this prison, and has been open, for reception of
inmates, for about two and one-kalf years, and at present contains
about thirty of that class of convicts.

The department for females is being pushed rapidly towards
completion, the walls being finished at present up to the top of the
second story.

Religious services are held regularly each Sabbath. The most
illiterate only have access to the day school. Immediately after
the dioner hour they are gatbered into the chapel and taught
spelling, reading, writing, and arithmetic, so that none have gone
out during the past two years who could not read and write fairly
well.
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The prison contains a fine library of over thres thousand three
hundred volumes, well selected and suitable for all classes of
readers. :

The number of prisoners at lock-up July 1, 1889, was two hun-
dred and twenty-four; received from all sources since that time,
two hundred and sixty-nine; total, four hundred and ninety-three.

Labor of the convicts is let out 1o contractors, who pay the State
a stipulated sum for services rendered, the State furnishing shops
and necessary supervision in preserving order. Huiskamp Bro.,
the Towa Farming Tool Company and the Fort Madison Chair
Company, being the present contractors.

The prison has an excellent day school under the direction of
chaplain; also a flne library of seven thouaand volumes; a number
of newspapers and raagazines are sent by their puoblishers to the
prison.

Rellgious services are held regularly.

Number in confinement July 1, 1880, was 880, received from all
sources during the biennial period, 445; total, 825. Discharged

This institution was created by the Twenty-first General Assem-
bly, and the main building was completed and opened with appro-
priate ceremony November 80, 1887. Since tha time other im-
provements have from time to time been added, prominent among
which is the new hospital, completed during the past biennial
period. The hospital is one hundred and thirty-one feet in length,
gixty feet wide, with two stories above the basement with spacious
verandas and baleonies. On the first floor are the sargeon's
rooma, dlspensary, reception room and matron’s room and seven
dormitories, and dining room, eighteen by forty-two feet, in the rear
of which is a kitchen twenty by thirty feet. On the second floor
there are sight wards and dormitories. The water closets and
baths for each floor are in a tower eighteen by twenty-five feet,
reached by a well ventilated vestibnle. Great care was taken to
secure good ventilation and to have the building erected upon the
most approved plans for buildings of this character. It is a
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worthy monument of the gratitude of the State to those broken
and feeble persons for whom it was erected.

There hag been expended in the two years for improvements of
grounds $2,182.88; for support of the members, $89,807.15, and for
expense of commissioners, $1,797.78. The cost of subsistence on
the table from June 30, 1890, to June B0, 1891, was 322,432; equals
16% cents per ration. The average number of members from June
30, 1800, to June 30, 1891, was three hundred and fifty-three.
Since the last biennisl report, June 30, 1889, there have been three
hundred and forty-eight membars admitted, making a total of
seven hundred and forty-three since the howe opened. Of that
auidiber one hundred and seventy-five have been discharged,
sixty-nine have died, and fifty-three dropped from the rolls for being
absent without leave, leaving four hundred and forty-six belonging
to the institution. *

If a member stays away sixty days after the expiration of his
leave of absence, he is dropped from the rolls.

Of the one hundred and seventy-five who bave been discharped
during the four (4) years since the home waa established one hun-
dred and fifty-nine were honorably discharged upon their own
request and sixteen were discharged for violation of rules, and
of the sixteen so discbarged eight were re-admitted upon promises
to obey the rules. Many of those honorably discharged were men
with families who have received pensions and prefer to return
home.

This institution was opened for the reception of children, July 18,
1884. The Fleventh Gensral Assembly assumed control of the

institution, providing aspecial fund for itsa malntenance, and other-
wise providing for its management and permanent location at
Davenport.

The trustees are elected by the General Assembly, in joint con-
vention, at each regular session, and hold office for two years.

There is in connection with this institution, a school building,
pleasant, commodions and well lighted, and it is the policy of the
Board to have the course of instruction of the highest standard. A
kindergarten is operated in connection for the very young pupils.

A library of over eight hundred volumes of well-selected juvenile
literature is a source of pleaaure and prefitable entertainment to
the children, as from necessity the pastimes and pleasures of -the
children are otherwise somewhat circumscribed; we feol that they
should be well supplied with good books and reading matter of
suitable character for their improvement, amd enjoyment.

It is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, com-
fortable clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of the
same, Theirclothing is all manufactured at the bome, the large
girls assisting in its manufacture. The table is supplied with a
good variety of plain, wholesome food, and a reasonable amount
of luxuries and when the funds of the different appropriations fail,
‘the support fund has to make up the deficiency; which necessarily
causes a reduction of the luxuries from the table, that are so much
enjoyed by the children.

During this biennial period two hundred and fifty-one children
have been received. Of these one hundred and one were girls, and
one hundred and tifty wire boys. 'Two bundred and one have
been diswissed to friends who have become able to receive them, or
to carefully selected homes where they will continue to receive such
care and training as will fit them for meeting successfully the stern
realities of life.

In July, 1840, congress passed an act providing for the setting
apart of 45,9498 acres within the Territory of Iowa, for the nse and
support of a university, whenever the Territory should become a
State. By the adoption of the Constitution the people of the Btate
accepted this grant of land and the policy was reatfirmed in the
amended Conatitution of 1857. At the first session of the General
Assembly of the State, February 25, 1847, au act was passed locat-
ing and establishing the State University. By this act the public
buildings in Iowa City were granted for the use of said University.
The State, however, regerved the right to use such portico of the
buildings as it needed until other quarters could be provided.
Although the seat of government was removed to Des Moines in
1857, the United States Distriet Court still retained the use of a
portion of the old Capitol building, and it was not until 1860 that
the University came into complete possession.

Up to 1880 the existence of the University was mors formal than
real. Regular meetings of the Board of Trustess were held, but
owing to the inadequacy of the fund to sustain the Institution, and
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the use by the State for other purposes of the premises designed for
it, & very little of the real work expected of the University was
accomplished.

The first session was opened in the Mechanics' Academy in Iowa
City, in March, 1835, At that time there were establighed a
Preparatory, a Normal and a Collegiate Department, but almost
the entire work done was in the first two, After three years,
namely, in June, 1858, all departments were closed with the excep-
tion of the Normal Department, and remained so until September,
1860, when the two that had been snapended were again pul into
operation. BSince that time the University has continued its regular
sessiona without interruption.

The early catalogues of the University show that it was in ita first
tew years practically an academy, and that although a collegiate
department was satablished the instruction in that department was
about on & par with that given at the present time in the high
schools and academies of the State. For the first few years five-
sixths or more of the students were enrolled in the Preparatory
Department or were pursuing studies of like grade in the Normal,
Even in the Collegiate Department the range of instruction and the
facilities for work were extremely limited. But since those days
the institntion has grown and has become a University in fact as
well as in name. The several professional departments have been
added, thereby furnishing the youth of the State with ample oppor-
tunity for obtaining instrzetion in law, in medicine, in dentistry,
and in pharmacy. These several departments were added to the
University as follows:

The Law Department in 1868, the Medical Department in 1870,
the Homeopathic Medical Department in 1877, the Dental Depart-

The government of the University is committed to the charge of
2 Board of Regents, consisting of the Governorof the State, and
the Superintendent of Public Instructiun, ex-officto, and one mem-
ber from each Congressional District who are elected by the Gen-
eral Assembly to serve six years.

The Collegiate Department embraces four courses of study:
Classical, Philosophical, Scientitic and Engineering. Four years
are reguired to graduate in elther ove of these courses, and on
completion the appropriate Bachelor's degree is granted.
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In the Law Department the course of study extends through two
Years, and on completion thereof the graduate is given the degree
LL. B., and admitted to practive before the State and United
States Courts.

The Medical Department and the Homeopathic Medieal Depart-
ment require the student to pursue his studias durlag three courses
of six months each, and on completion of such eourse the degree
M. D. is granted.

The Dental Department requires two years to complete the course
and obtain the degree . D. 5. It ia contemplated to reguire a full
three years' course, at an eariy date,

The course in Pharmacy extends through two years and the
degree Ph. G., is granted on 1ts completion.

Law Department, 161; Medical Department, 144; Homeopathie
Medical Department, 44; Dental Department, 169; Pharmaceutical
Department, 44.

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It is now demounstrated that the World's Fair will be an immense
digplay, and the Iowa Commission have already found it necessary
to devote considerable attention to their work. The nations will
present displays of their industry, civilization and eniture. The
States of the American Union will make vast exhibits of their pro-
ductions. Each member of this commission desires that the lowa
exhibit shall be of such fullness and excellence as to fitly honor the
noble Siate they represent. Iowa bas world wide fame for the fer-
tility of its soil and agricultural excellencies. It is famous for the
fineness of its fruits, the excellence of its dairy products, the intel-
ligence of citizenship, the vastness and excellence of its herds, its
educational achievements and the excellence of its moral and social
life. Its commission feel that they but voice the sentiment of the
people of this beautiful State, when they say that Iowa must make
such an exhibit as shall do it fitting honor in the pending exhibition
of the world's excellencies. Should Iowa fzil to take a front posi-
tion in the state exhibits, then Iowa will atand degraded in the
world's presence. The Iowa Commission does not think that any
citizen of Jowa will consent that this State shall suffer such debase-
ment, and it appeals to the manhood and womanhood of Iowa to
aid in makiog our State exhibit in the great World's Expaosition so
full and so excellent that their State shall have honorable rank in
that great convention of States and Nations.

To secure an exhibit that shall properly represent our beautiful
sud prosperous Iowsa, requires indusirious, well directed effort and
ample means. A building of spacious dimensions and stately arch-
itecture is an indispensable necessity, The procuring, transporting,
arranging and caring for such a display as will do us honor, must
involve expense. It may reasonably be expected that from four
hundred thousand to six hundred thousand of the people of Tows
will attend the great fair. They will need information and atten-
tion. A large sum should be offered in premiums for a live stock
exhibit. lowa must not only show the finest of her grains and
fruits, but the very finest animals in her vast flocks and herds must
be shown at the great fair. It must be evident to all that the lowa
Columbian Commission will be powerless to meet its great respon-
sibilities unless ample means are placed at its disposal.

This ‘commission, reposing full countidence in the inlellipence,
liberality and patriotism of their fellow citizens, are laying broacd

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plans Lo secure such an exhibit of the education, art, industry,
invention, manufacture, agricultural and horticultural productions
and other resources and excellencies of its business, social and relig-
ious life, as shall win our queenly Jowa due praise. 'The amount
of money that our coming General Assembly should appropriate
for an Iowa exhibit may be better estimated by copsidering what
other States are appropriating for their exhibits. California, in the
far away west and Pennsylvania, in the distant east, have each set
apatt $800,000, and will add largely to their appropriations by pri-
vate munificence. Missouri has appropriated $150,000, and the cit-
izens of St. Loouis propose to supplement that appropriation by an
addition of #100,000. The new State of Washington, in the far
northwest, has made an appropriation of $100,000, while Itlinois has
appropriated $800,000, placing 80,000 in the hands of 2 committee
of women for an exhibit of womanly work. The work of lowa's
noble womanhood must have place in an Iowa exhibit, and liberal
means must be awarded the women of Jowa, that they make an
honorabla display of their achievements, in the beautiful, the use-
ful and the honorable. The commissson are laboring in complete
harmony of purpose to honor Jowa by their work, and they desire
in their effort the hearty and harmonious co-operation of the citi-
zenship of the State.

The Iowa Columbian Commission, the first in the fleld secured
by its committee, the first choice of ground for an Iowa building
and exhibit. The site selected is prononnced the most inviting
offered 1n the six hundred acres of beautiful parks selected for the
great fair. The Iowa Commission desires to so add to its besuty
by an exhibit of the axcellencies of lowa-as to make it supremely
attractive. Given a liberal appropriation by the coming General
Assembly and the harmonious co-operation of the people of Iowa,
the Commission is assured that the people of Iowa will not only
derive unspeakable pleasurs from the exhibition, but will also
derive from it supreme advantages to their business interest and
their social life. The wise improvement of this opportunity will
be to Iowa a great educational, industrial and social blessing.

Appropriation by the Twenty-fourth General Assembly, $125,000.
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The Aldrich Collection.

Among the various objects which have found their way into our
New Canpitol, there is probably none which atirgets more attention
from intelligent visitors than this well known collection. ln the
beginning it was intended that it should conasist only of autograph
letters, manuscripts and portraits; but owing to the fact that gen-
erous people have felt inclined to present other objects to the
State, it has been made to include many iteme for which, no doubt,
other quarters will, in the near future, be provided. At the start
it was the giit of Mr. and Mra. Charles Aldrich, then living at
Webster City, Hamilton county. They presented the collection to
the State on the conditions that it shounld be kept by itself, in suit-
able cases, in the State Library, and that they should be permitted

- t0 make additions to it from times o time. 7 his was in 1884, The

donors have continued to add to their first gift until now. The leg-
islature of 1890, by & unanimous vote, appropriated 38,000 for * the
<¢olleetion and preservation of historie records and other valuable
material relative to the history of lowa,’’ under direction of the
trustees of the State Library. This work was assigned to Mr,
Aldrich, in whose cbarge it atill remains. The Collection on exhi-
bitlon in the State Library comprises many hundreds of original
letters, manuscripts and fine portraits. Among matters of special
interest may be named a collection of letters and other written’
memoranda, by all the Presidents of the United States, and all
the Governors of lowa, with copies of the most authentic engraved
portraits; original mabuscripts of Queen Victoria, Robert Burns,
Sir Walter Scott, Lord Tennyson, Thackeray, Diekens, Carlyle,
Matthew Arnold, MeCauley, Bancroft, Longfellow, Bryant, Lowell,
Whittier, Dr. O. W. Holmes, Walt Whitman, Mrs. Stowe, Mrs.
Julia Ward Howe, Margaret Fuller, the Carey sisters and hun-
dreds of others, Thiz Colleciion fills four large cases, each con-
taining neerly two hundred drawers, and has long since outgrown
its present quarters. Better accommeodations should be provided
in the near future for the growth and maintenance of this—per-
haps the finest collection of its kind~—in the United States, It is
always open to the free inspection of the people, the cases having
been planned by Mr, Aldrich for the purpose.

:sively used in the operation of such railwavs, In asgessing a rail-
way and its equipments the council must not only take into consid-
<eration the gross earnings per mile in the Stats, but also the pro-
portion of the business which that part lying within the State bears
to the business of the remainder of the line without the State, pre-
paring tables thereof, from which certified copiea are sent by the
secretary of State to each county auditor in the State, showing the
amount of main track of each railway in his county and the
assessed value per mile of the same, as fixed by pro rata distribu-
tion per mile, of the assessed value of the whole property.

The State Library.

The [owa State Library was organized by the appointment of p
1ibrarian in 1840, and the first report was made to the Fifth General
Assembly, 184243, since which time it has steadily grown until
now it comprises some forty thousand well selected volumes, about
two-thirds of which number belong to the law and document
department, and one-third to the miscellaneous. During the bien-
nial period just ended the works in the latier department, compris-
ing Iowa history, have been considerably increased, and much
attention has been given towards completing the session and other
law series, o0 that the library, to-day, is very complete and well
appointed.

Rules Governing Requisitions.

The following rules concerning issning of requisitions upon gov-
eruors of other states and territories, for arrest and delivery of
fugitives from justice, are furnished for the information and con-
wenience of those interested.

When application is made for a requisition upon the Executive
of any state or territory, such application must be accompanied:

1. By original sworn evidence that the accused has, since the
commission of the offense with which he is charged, actually fled
from the State of Iowa, giving the date of fleeing as near as may be
and is a fugitive from the justice thereof. The affidavit must also
ahow that the process ia not sought for the purpose of collecting a
debt or satisfying some private end, but solely in fartherance of
public justice.

The atate or territory upon which the requisition is desired shounld
be depignated and a suitable person named to act as agent in re-
ceiving and returning the fugitive. A sheriff or other sworn peace
officer is preferred for such agent, and none other will be appointed
unless he is recommended by a county attorney, by the sheriff or
the board of supervisors of the county, by the authorities of the
¢ity or town in which the offense was committed, or by the com-
plainant with a statement that the person so recommended has no
private interest in the arrest of the fugitive.
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2. Bya dulyattested copy of an indictment, or of an information
made before = magistrate in the county in which the offense is
alleged to huve been comnmitled. :

The official character of a magistrate (other than a judge of a
court of record) must be properly attested by the Clerk of Court of
the county in which the complaint is made.

The application for a requisition should be made or sndorsed by
the county attorney for the county in which the offense charged
was committed. The rules of practice adopted by the Inter-state -
Extradition Conference of 1837, and followed by the Executive
suthorities of many of the states, require that the application shalk
be 8o made.

Duplicate of all papera will be regnired—one set to accompany
the requisition, the other to remain on file in hiz cffice.

IN CASE OF INDICTMENT,

When the application is based upon an indictment, the only
papers required are the application, copy of indictment duly
authenticated, and affidavit mentioned in the first paragraph—all im
duplicate. The clerk of court must certify under his official seal,
that each of the duplicate copies of the indictment accompanying
the application i3 a true copy of the original on file in this office.

IN CABE OF INFORMATION.

Where the application is based on an information made before a
maglstrate, it must be accompanied by the affidavit in duplicate of
some person baving knowledge, stating in detall the facts consti-
tuting the offense charged. When the crime charged is forgery, if
the informstjon is not sworn to by the person whose name ig al-
leged to be forged, the affidavit of such person must be produced,
oT a satisfactory reason given why it cannot be so produced.

In some counties, the practice of making affidavits before
notaries public, and filing them with justices of the peace as
informations, prevails. The statutes of the United Stated, which
govern in matters of extradition, provide that the affidavit in com-
plaints shall be made before @ magistrate. A notary public is not
a magistrate.

The copies of the information which accompany the applioation
must be certified by the justice of the peasce before whom the
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information was made, to be true copies of the original instrument
on file in his office. The clerk of the distriet court must attach to-
each copy of the instrument, following the certificate of the jus-
tice of the peace, the usual certiticate as to the election, qualifica-
tion, ete., of that ofticer. All papers must be in duplicate.

MISCELLANEOQUS.

1. In addition to the foregoing, some of the States insist om
certain special Tequirements being complied with before surren-
dering a fugitive from another State, aa follows:

. The State of Massachosetts requires proof that the alleged
fugitive has fled from the State, making the demand in order to-
avoid arrest.

b. The States of Ohio and Kansas require sworn evidence that.
the demand for the requisition *is made in good faith for the pun-
ishment of crime, and not for the purpose of collecling a debt or-
pecuniary maulet, or of removing the alleged fugitive to a foreign.
jorisdiction, with a view there to serve him with a civil prooess.””

¢. The State of Ohio reguires that requisitiors npon that State-
shall be accompanied with duplicates of papers. Triplicale papers
will therefore be necessary at this ofice when demand is to be-
made upon the Governor of that State.

2. A requisition will not be issued when there is a reason Lo be-
lieve the object sought is the collection of a debt, or the accom-
plishment of any other private end.

8. Asthe Governor is authorized to issue requisitions in cases of
"' treason or felony ' only, none will be issued for persons charged:
only with misdemesuor.

4. When the fugitive, whose rendition is soonght, is at large on
bail, or for any other reason deemed proper by the Governor, the

~ State will be at no expense on aceount of his return, or will limit
the expense.

5. The Governor cannot make demand of foreign powers for
the surrender of fugitives. Upon proper showing, however, he
will make request for the same of the President of the United
States. Instructions will Dbe furnished any person desiring the
issuance of auch requisitions, upon application to this office.

6. When the fugitive has been returned, the agent may, when
the State is liable therefor, file with the (zovernor & bill in accord-
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ance with instructions furnished him. Upon the approval thereof
by the Governor and the majority of the members of the Executive
Council, the Auditor of State will issue a warrant therefor. The
State will be at po expense on account of returning a fugitive, if
such fugitive is not indicted and tried by a jury, or pleads guilty to
the charge preferred against him in the papers upon which the
requisition was issued, unless it be shown to the satiafaction of the
Governor that tho want of trial was not due to any fault or
neglect on the part of the person or persons interested in the pros-
ecution.

- Papers for requisition may be sent to the Governor's office by
mail, and will receive as prompt attention as if brought by a mes-
senger. The state will not pay express chargea upon such papers.
The foregoing instructions should be studied carefully, filed for
reference and followed strictly, in order that mistakes, delays, and
unnecessary expense may be avoided. A fuilure to follow them will
necesstlale the refurn of Lhe papers.

Jamgs F. WiLsoN, of Fairfield, was born at Newark Ohie, Octo-
ber 19, 1828; learned the harness maker's trade and worked at it
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for eight years, during which time he pursued his educational
studies and acquired a thorough education; studied law, was
admitted to the bar in 1851, and commenced the practice of his pro-
fession in his native town; removed to [owa in 1853; was elected a
member of the constitutional convention of Iowa in 1858; was a
member of the State legislature of Iowa in 1837, 18860 and 1881,
serving the last year as president of the Senate; was elected a
Representative in Congress from Iowa, in 1861, for the unexpired
term of General S. R. Curtis; was re-elected to the Thirty-eighth,
Thirty-ninth and Fortieth Congresses, serving from December 2,
1861, to March 3, 1869; was a member of the Judiciary Committee
of the House during the entire period of his wervice, and was its
chairman during the last six years of his membership; was elected
to the United States Senate as a Republican, to succeed James
Wilson MeDill, Bepublican, and took his seat December 4, 1883,
and was re-elected in 1888. His term of serviee will expire March
3, 1895.

‘was ten years ago. It then slightly exceeded 4.6 per cent of the
total number, but now it falls a trifle below 4 per cent.

In the year 1830 the population of the United States was 50,155,788.
The number of convicts in the penitentiaries at that date was 30, 659,
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or, if the leased prisoners are counted, 35,588.. It is thus shown
that the ratio of convicts to the general population was 709 in each
million.

In 1890 the population of the United States was 62,822,250. The-
number of conviets in peniventiaries was 46,238, The ratio, there-
fore, was 722 to the million.

5. Woe commend most heartily the policy that has been inaugu-
rated looking to reciprocal trade relations with other people of the
American continent, and the administrative efforts now making
for the enlargement of foreign markets for American beef and
pork.

6. We assert that the Republican party stands of record in every
State'in this Union in favor of elections based upon the freedom
of individual conscience, and that the Republican party may be
trusted in Iowa, or in any State, to promote any plan of referm,
Aunstralisn or other, calculated to extend and to further protect the
purity of the ballot.

7. While inviting to our shores the worthy poor of all nations,
we earnestly recommend laws that will protect our country and
pur people against an influx of the vicious and’ eriminal classes of
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foreign pations and importation of |laborers under contract, to
compete with our own citizern, and earnestly approve the rigid
enforcement of these laws, and of such further legislation as may
be necessary.

8. We favor such legislation as will impose upon all classes of
property, corperate or individual, equally the burdens of taxation.

9. We favor the passage of the Conger lard bill; State legisla-
tion tending to promote farmers' institutions and enlarging the
powers of the Dairy Commissioners.

10. Woe regard the World’s Columbian Exposition as an import-
ant event in the world’s history, and we are in hearty sympathy
with the effort to make it a success. In the friendly rivalry of
states we should make a crditable exhibit of Iowa'a products, and
we favor a liberal appropriation by the next General Agsembly for
this purpose, that our proaperity and greatness may be fully
exemplitied.

- 11. 'We take pride in the record of this State, and recognize that

its growth and power, its prosperity and good name are the froits
of it8 industrial people, and we believe in auch policy, state and
bational, as will promote justice and a wider opportunity among
these classes to their support in the future as in the past, and we
pledge our most intelligent judgment and our most. sincere
endeavor,

12. Wae point to the record of the State under Republican admin-
istration for justification in the declaration that we favor economy
and justice in the administration of public affairs. We point to
that record also for justfication of the statement that the party has
kept faith with the people in the paat, and upon that record we
invite their continued support and contidence.

13. We have no apologies to offer to the people nor to the Dem-
ocratic party for the Republican record in the conspicuous issue in
the State campaign this year. In the interests of true temperance
and under the laws of lowa enacted by the representatives of its
sovereign people, the saloon was made an outlaw in this State. We
charge that the outlaw has bad the patronage, council and protec-
tion of the Democratic party; that the Democratic party, as it has
won power, has nullified the law, defied the authority of the State,
and the expressed- will of the people, and that now an appeal is
made to the electors of the whole State for approval of the lawless
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work We recognize that it is law against defiance of law, subor-
dination against insubordination; the State of Iowa against the
Democratic party. Wae recognize that the issue is between true
temperance and free and indiseriminate traffic; we renew our pledge
to the people and submit the issue to them. We recognize the fact
thit the control of the next legislature by the Democratic party
meaps State wide license, and the control of the next legislature by
the Republicans means continued opposition to the behests of the
saloon power through the maintenance and enforcement of law.

14. We denounce the Democratic party of Iowa as insincere in ite
dealings with the saloon issue. We charge that party with service
to the saloon and with the purpose to strengthen the saloon grasp
upon the homes and politics of the State. We cite in proof of thia
ita surrender this year the local option clause of the plank of 1889,
under which last year the pretense of indorsement by the State
was made and on which petition for the legislature was made. Wea
. charge that this abandonment of local option is the forerunner for
further premeditated betrayal, and that trust in the Democratic
party will end in the complete breaking down of all temperance
legislation of the State, and the complete turning over of the State
in every township thereof to the pollution #nd fester of the saloon
against whatever protest of portions now free.

14. We protest against the re-election of Boies to the governor-
ship of Iowa. We charge that in his unwise and ambitious zeal to
cultivate the friendship and support of alleged ‘'new allies in the
northwest,”” and on that strength to commend himself to the
tavoring graces of Grover Cleveland, that he did most cutrageounsly
misrepresent the most industrions, frugal and prosperous people
of Tows in his efforts ut a banquet speech in the city of New York,
on the 28d of December last. We denounce as purposely mislead-
ing the alleged statistics with which the governor assumed to sus-
tain the indictment againat the State which had dignified his name.

16. We denounce the Ottumwa platform of this year as framed
with the deliberate purpose to mislead and deceive, wherein sym--
pathy is expressed where none is felt; wherein help ‘is proposed
where none will bo rendered, wherein purposes are avowed which
are not ootertained. I[n the support of this indictment we point
to the pretended friendship for the soldier and the arraignment at
the same time of the Republican party for appropriations for the
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payment of pensions; to the free silver plank intended to deceive
the supporters of free and unlimited coinage of silver; to the plank
" assuming to re-affirm the doctrine of control and regulation of
Jrailroads, a policy implanted upon this State under the adminis-
tration of the last Republican governor, againsat the opposition,
secret and open, of the Democratic party extending to an alliance
with corporate power in the firat election of Railroad Commissioner
under the law of 1886.

17. We denounce the Democratic pa.rt.y for misrepresentation in
ite platform and before the people of the McKinley bill, charging
that it seeks to mislead the people through the reiteration of
untruths as to the effect of that bill, and in all ways to work upon
the prejudices of the uninformed.

18. Woe arraign the Democratic party for opposition to ballot
reform in the south, while yet making a pretense of ballot reform
in Iowa, where the undisputed right to cast a free ballot and to
have it honestly counted goes in every precinct of the State.
unchallenged.

19. We armaign the Democratic party as the ememy of the
laborer, scheming to break down the defenses of protective laws,
to block the wheels of home industry, and to degrade the masses of
the people, a party controlled by the aristocratic and reactionary
tendencies, the legacy of slavery.

20. The Republican party of lowa appeals to the intelligence
and to the integrity of the people of this State, and from all good
eltizens we invite support.

PLATFORM.

1. As a signal illustration of the public good to he secured by
letting the office seek the man we congratulate the people of Jowa
upon the pure, able and fearless administration of onr present dis-
tinguished chief executive, Horace Boies.

2. We again deplare, that in the interest of true temperance we
demand the passage of a carefully guarded license tax law, which
shall provide for the issuance of licenses in towns, townships and
munieipal corporations, of the state by vote of the people of such
corporation,* and which shall provide that for each license an annual
tax of $500 be paid into the county treasury, and such further tax
as the town, township or municipal corporation shall preseribe.
the proceeds thereof to go to the use of such municipalties.

3. We favor such changes in our luws as will insure, under
stringent penalties, the full, fair and equal taxation of every
species of property, after allowing exemptions as fixed by law, and
we demand strict economy and bonesty in the expenditure of al]
public mqnies taken from the substance of the people under any
form or guise of taxation,

4, We favor the Australian system of votmg, to the end that
we may have an honest ballot, uncontrolled by bribery or employ-
ers. We denounce the Republican party for the defeat of this
salutary reforn in the Twenty-third General Assembly, in defiance
of a popular vote in its favor and in the face of its adoption by so
many of our sister States, with the undeniable result of securing a
pure and untrammelled ballot.

5. We re-affirm our adherance to the doctrine of control and
regulation of railroads as now enacted into law, and we favor
such changes as bxperience may show to be necessary to protect
the people from evasions of law, from encroachments apd extor-
tione through imperfectiona of the law, and will establish just and
eqnitable relations butween the people and railway corporations in
all travel and traflic over railway lines.

*The words “of the state by a vote of the people of such corporation,” ware
omitted in the first aditlon in the bellef thut they were not In the platform
asread and adopted., Tbe Democratic Central Oommittee slaim otherwise
hence they ure inserted as desired.
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6. Wo call for statutes which shall preovide stringent gafeguards
in the organization of all corporations, protect the people from
fraudulent and bubble concerns, and provide that when any such
artificial creature of the law is found to be engaged in harmful
practices, the law shall promptly put an end to its existence.

We dencunce all trusts, pools and combines, 2nd we favor such
action, State and National, as will forfeit to the public all fran-
chises and property made use of by corporations or others to form
trusts in manufacturss, trade or commerce, to the injury and
apoilation of the people; and also to insure the punishment erimi-
bally of the individuals thus conspiring against the public wenl.

7. The Democratic party declares that, in the division of the
results derived from a union of capital and labor, labor does not
receive its just proportions; and, on Lehalf of cur laboring and
producing masges, we renew that devetion to their interests and
rights which has always been the fundamental doetrine and practice
of the Democratic party. We favor the establishment by law of
public free employment ageneies in our cities, and of all other fair
and lawful methods by which labor may secure employment and
adequate compensation, undiminished by any device for the earich-
ment of the few at the expense of armies of toilers; and we con-
demn the practice of importing contract labor for work in mines
or elsewhere. ’

8. Wo are in favor of the election of United States senators by a
direct vote of the peopls, and, until an amendment to the National
constitution can be secured, requiring their slection by such direct
vote, their nomination by State conventions. We hold in detesta-
tion the alarming corruptions which are so wide-spread in senator-
ial slections hy State legislatures, and which have defeated the will
of the people of the United States senate as now constituted.

9. Wae reiterate our demand of one year ago for the free coinage
of silver and that it be made full legal tender for all debts, publie
and private, and denounce as unjust and dishonest the provisions
of the law recently enacted allowing parties to stipulate against
payment in silver and silver certificates, thus setting up one stand-
ard of value for the creditor and another for the debtor; one for
the poor man and apnother for the rich man.

10. We again ackpnowledge the great debt of gratitude the Na-
tion owes to the aoldiers and sailors of the Union, and we declare .
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in favor of just, liboral and eguitable pension laws for all invalid
and dependent seldiers and sailors, their widows and orphans.

11.. We denounce the McKinley bill, the motives of its authors
and defenders, and the theory under which it i3 submitted for the
_approval of the Amerlean people. Such legislation increases the¢
cost of the necessaries of lifs, promotes dishonest manufactores,
trusts and combines, creats sectional envy, despoils the many for
the benefit of the few, threatens the country with an aristocracy
based upon ill-gotten gain, and above all, corrupts the politics of
the country so as to seriously eudanger the perpetuity of popular
government., We demand equal opportunities for every section of
our country, and for every citizen; and we insist that every oppres-
give feature of the tariff be eliminated, to the end that our mer-
chant marine may be restored to the sea, and the markets of the
world cpen to the producing classes. The sugar bountyis not
tariff. It is spoilation of the treasury for special classes and inter-
ests, which are no more entitled to be aided by the government
than the farmers of [owa in raising hogs and cory, or the pioneer
sattlers of the frontiers in their hardships and sufferings as the van

-guard of civilization.

12. We denounce the wasteful and lavish appropriations of the
{ast Congress, which, in time of profound peace, expended an
amopunt more than equal to one-third of the total public debt incur-
red in four years of unparslleled war for the preservation of the
Union, Thisdillion dollar Congress marks the final effort of dea-
perate politicians to perpetuate themselves in power by subsidizing
classes, communities, special interests, and privileged individuals
from the public fanda, which shonld be a sacred trust to be admin-
istered solely for the necessities of the government.

12. While we councede the right of the relatives of our natural-
ized citizens to inherit lande, and the right of foreign investors and
ereditors to hold for a reasonable period lands acquired in the eol-
lection of debts; and while we welcome the actual settler as an
owner, upon his filing & declaration of his intention to become a
citizen, we are nevertheless unalterably opposed to the non-reai-
dent alien ownership of landa and of forsign syndicate ownership
of our indnatries; and we also demand that all unearned railroad
land grants be reclaimed by the general government, and held for
actnal settlement.
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i4. Wa tender to the Irish people our profound sympathy im
their struggle for home rule, that safeguard of freedom, which the
infamous Force bill attempted to take from the American people in
congressional electiong. We abbor the persecutions of Russia

stoward the Jewish people, and we believe that all civilized nations
should protest againat snch barbarism and inhumanity.

For the endorsement of these principles, and for the election of
State ofticers and a Legislature in support of them, we appesal to
the consciences, the intelligence, and the judgment of our fellow
citizens, irrespective of their former party affiliations.

Moines, June 3, 1891, and put in nomination the ticket above

PLATFORM,

Resolved, By the People'a Party of the State of Iowa, in conven-
tion assembled, that we view with alarm the continued encroach-
ment of confederated moropolics and trusts on the rights of the
people, and we are firmly convineed of the inability of the old par-
ties to meet the issues which are forced upon ns. A vicious aystem
of class legislation protects a inoneyed oligarchy most dangerous to
the rights and liberties of the people, and is fast undermining the
foundation of our civil government, which must rest upon the
equality amdl intelligence of all. We hereby heartily ratify and
confirm the movemeat inaugurated at the Cincinnati conference,
May 19, 1891, and the wise and patriotic platform of principles
there adopted.

We favor & jndicious service pension law, and demand additional
compensation equivalent to the disparity between the cnrrency
paid to our union soldiers and that of gold at the time of payment.
In granting pensions there should be no diserimination on aceouns
of rank. - .
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BTATE IS8LIES.

Concerning questions of local State concern, we declare:

1. That we condemn the action of our executive counecil for its
refusal to increase the railroad assessment to an average equal to
that of farm and other property, and affirm that said assessment,
to be equitable and right, should at present be at least 880,000,000,
and thut the Legislature should provide by stringent law for such
assessment.

2. That we demand the establishment iz our State of the Aus-
tralian ballot syatem.

8. That we denounce the action of the Twenty-second and
Twenty-third Genersl Assemblies for defeating the Australian bal-
lot bill; for incorporating the contract clause in the miners’ screen
bill; for the defeat of the two-cent fare bill; the uniform school
book bill, and the bill for the taxation of mortgages, all of which
measures we endorse and advocate.

We sympathize with the miners of Iowa in their struggle for the
eight hour day, and pledge them our support for the repeal of the
contract clause in the screen hill, and the abolition of the troek
store system, and demand weekly pay for the miner.

We favor a uniform system of school books for the entire State,
the books to be furnished by the State at cost to the pupils.

4. We censure the leaders of the Republican and Democratic
parties for the constant effort to re-open the temperance question
in this State, to the exclusion of the grave economic questions which
now confront the people. )

3. The creation of private corporations for pecuniary profit we
helieve to be contrary to morsl law and in violation of sound pub-

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The prohibition party met in convention at Des Moines, June 10,
1891, nominated the above ticket and adopted the following:

THE REBOLUTIONS.

The Prohibition party in the State of lowa in convention assem-
bled, acknowledging Almighty God as the source of all power in
government, the holy scriptures be recognized as t.he bass of all
civil law, do hersby declare:

1. That the manufacture, importation, export.a.tlon, transporta-
tion and sale of aleoholic beverages should be made public crimes
and prohibited as such.

2. That such probibition can be secured only through amend-
ments to the national and State constitutions and adequate laws
secured and supported by the Prohibition party in Nation and
State.

8. That any form of license or taxation of the liquor traffle is
partnership therein and participation in its immorality; it is there-
fore the duty of every good citizen to withhold his support from
the Republican, Demooratic and so-called People's parties, which
are committed to the continuance of the license iniquity.

. 4. That the internal revenue system should be immediately
abolished.

§. We demand the retention of the present law prohibiting the
traflic in intoxicating lignors as & beverage. To secure the execu-
tion of, the law we favor, by the next legislature, the appointment
of a commission with power to remove all peace and police officers
within the State who will not enferce the law; the appoml:ment of
a State constabulary and alse a sufficient appropriation of State
funda to enable the law to be enforeced in rebellicus cities and
counties.

6. We favor the submission by Congress of a federal constita-
tional amendment ordering that the right to vote shall not be
denied or abridged by the Unitud States or any State on account of
sex; we favor an educational basis of qualification.

7. We demand laws prohibiting deals in fututes upon any board
of trade, cbamber of commerce or public market.

8. We domand the passage of Jaws prohibiting aliens owning
land within the territory of the United States; also corporate privi-
leges; and that Congress take prompt action to devise a plan to
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obtain all' lande now owned by aliens and foreign syndicates, and
" that all lands held by railroads and other corporations unearned

according to contracts, and in excess of actual use and needs, be

réclaimed by the government and held for actual ssttlers only.

9. The right to make and issue money is sovereign power,
residing with and to be maintained by the people for the common
benefit. We believe in a triune eurrency consisting of gold, silver
and paper money, floating at par in the market. We demand the
abolition of national banks as banks of issue, and that the federal
government izane all moneys. We favor the free coinage of gold
and silver limited to the production of the United States, putting
a dollars’ werth of material and labor into each dollar that may
hereafter be coined. .

10. We demand the election of president, vies-president and
United States senators by a direct vote of the people.

11. Wae favor the Australian ballot system.

13. We demand that our American laborers shall he protected
from pauper and criminal labor of Enrope, and that our immigra-
tion and naturalization laws Dbe 8¢ arranged that our shores ahall
cease to be the dumping ground for the political and social dregs
of foreign lands.

- 12. Wo express our appreciation of the National Women's
Christian Temperance Union and all loyal workers therein.

14. We favor a graduoal, just and equitable income tax for the
collection of state and national revenue.

15. Arbitration should take the place of sirikes and other
injurious -methoda. of mettling labor dispites; employes should be
protested from bodily injury or property while in the faithful
performance of their duties; equal pay for equal work should be
given both sexes.

16. It is the sense of this convention that all wage-workers
should be paid in cash and allowed to purchase in the markets
with perfect freedom.
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APPORTIONMENT LAW OF 1890,

Be it enacted by the Benate and House of Represenialives of the
United Stales of America in Congress assembled, That after Lhe
third of March, eighteen hundred and ninety-three, the House of
Representativee shall be composed of three hundred and fifty-six
members, to be apportioned among the several states as follows :

That whenever a new State is admitted to the Union the
Representative or Representatives assigned to it shall be in addi-
tion to the number three hundred and fifty-six.

That in each State entitled under this apportionment
the oumber to which such State may be entitled in the Fifty-third
and each suhsequent Cobngress shall be elected by districts com-
posed of contliguous territory and coutaining as nearly as practica-
ble an equal number of inhabitants. The said districts shall be
equal 1o the number of the Representatives to which such State
may be entitled in Congress, no one district electing more than one
Representativo.
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SEC. 4. 'That in care of an increase in the number of Represen-
tatives which may be given to any State under this apportionment
such additional Representative or Representatives shall be elected
by the State at large, and the other Representatives by the districts
now prescribed by law until the legislature of such State, in the
manner herein prescribed, shall redistrict such State; and if there
be no increase in the number of Representatives from a State, the
Representatives thereof shall be ¢lected from the districts now pre-
scribed by law until such State be redistricted as herein preseribed
by the legislature of said State.

SrcC. b, That all acts or parts of acts inconsistent with this act
are hereby repealed.
