TURKISH ARMENEANS
- IN ARMED REVOLT

Were Ready to Join Russian
Invaders, Having Drilled
and Collected Arms.

SEE DAY OF DELIVERANCE

Native Paper Says They Are Pre-
pared for Any Sacrifice—Refuse
to Join Turkish Army.

PETROGRAD, Nov. 12. — Reports
reaching the Russian capital from the
Turkish border attach lncreasing impor-
tance to the part the Armenians are

playing in the Russo-Turkish war.

In several towns occupied by the Rus-
sians the Armenian students have shown
themselves ready to join the invading
army, explaining that they had pre-
pared themselves for the Russian ap-
proach by constant drilling and by
gathering arms secretly. All along the
line of march, according to these dis-
patches, the Armenian peasants are re-
ceiving the Russian troops with enthu-

§Iasm and giving provisions to them
reely.

An  Armenian newspaper, referring to
this crisis in the history of Armenia,
publishes the following:

‘“ The long-anticipated day of deliver-
ance for the Turkish Armenlans is at
hand, and the Armenians are prepared
for any sacrifice made necessary by the
performance of their manifest duty.

From this border country there have
come to Petrograd further reports of
armed conflicts arising from the refusal
of Armenians to become Turkish con-
scripts and to surrender their arms.

1t is now rumored that the important
City of Van is today besieged by Arme-
nian guerrilla bands in great force. n
Feitun the number of insurgents is said
to exceed 20,000, and they are reported
to have defeated all the Turkish troops
sent agaijnst them, causing heavy losses
to the Turks.
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
