Usually enough plants for an ordinary garden can be secured from a one-row planting, as shown above, with
a stake at the end of row with the name of the variety, or write the name vertically on the outside of the box.

After the seed is sown, keep fairly moist, place in a warm location where they will receive plenty of bright light.

As soon as large enough to take hold of, transplant to other similar boxes about inches apart in the row.

Later transplant again to pots or to the open ground if warm enough outdoors.

TWO RULES TO SUCCESS. Sow flower seeds just below the surface, never deeper than three times their

depth. Pinch off the tops of the young plants to make them branch out bushy and bloom freely.

Annuals. These head the list for general use on account of their habit of blooming and reaching their full

growth in the same season as sown. According to class they are used in every conceivable location.

Perennials. We recommend the sowing of Perennial seed in the spring. Perennials are valued for their habit
of growing and blooming year after year without resowing. They produce the earliest blooming and are usually
the last in flower before freeze-up. (See Color Illustrations of Perennials on Page 93.)
