HOW TO MAKE A LAWN 

Have soil thoroughly spaded up, enriched with sheep 
fertilizers or ground bone, level and roll it well to make 
compact. Select a still day for seeding; sow one-half 
of the seed from north to south and half from east to 
west, rake it over and roll again. When grass comes 
up re-seed the bare spots. Mow grass when 2 inches 
high, and as necessary7 thereafter. Don’t rake up short 
clippings, as they make a good mulch. Always thor¬ 
oughly soak a lawn whenever required, but never 
sprinkle lightly7. 

Quantities to Use 
For 200 sq. ft. 1 lb. 
For 1000 sq. ft. 15 lbs. 
For 2000 sq. ft. 10 lbs. 
For one acre .150 lbs. 

For old lawns about half the above is sufficient.
