Art. 1.—On sera oblige >ur chaque va'is-

Art. 2.—Personne ne poutra baler tl'une

S< me days ago I received )«ui Gazette of
the 9th instant, mil ■ l«tei ving on the perusal
thereof how nu h you are mistaken with re-
gard to the n.i.'tary operations in these | ro
vinces and the island of Afergarits, I beg leave
Io give y««u a short, but cone.' d cription of
the iifllial state <«f things, whelt-,l' you may
make use in your weekly publication, without,
h«we> ir, mei toning my name, lor, as it is my
initntn.li to write toyou impartially and unre-
seivett, the source from whence the information
comes is of no importance to your readers.

The inclosed Gazette r.f the 13th instant con-
tains an official letter ot geneial Moiillo dated
headquarters Pampatar 25th July, thislcller al-
veary disprove» the defeat, which you slated he
had met wiih on landing in the Island of Mar-
garita. On the Panto de Arenas, where he ef-
fected the landing, he met with a strong resis-
tance, he killed about 300 patriots, wcunded
many, but of prisoners no amount is given;
therefore, I suspect that none were made —
On the part of the Spaniards 2 officers were
killed, and 10 wounded ; 12 rank and file kil-
led, and 167 wounded

Pampatar, the strongest place in the island,
was al,and«ned by ihe patriots in the night,
Con»equenily the taking possession of it was
not attend'tl with any loss on eilhei side.

The foil of Porlamerwas defended by the
govarr-or of the Island Gomez, (Arismecdi'»
brut her in law) who Was killed in the action, as

«also colonel Tmeo (a i alive of the island) ;
ihe loss of those two men enraged the populace
to such a degree, as to determine them to re-
venge themselves on the unfortunate Spanish
officers who weie made prisoners at Guarupa-
no ; this outrage put an end to all capitulations
on both sides, and the war of death became
the order of the day.

On the 28th ult. all the women ard children
were sent out of the town of Ascer.cion ; but
general M»rillo obliged them lo return.

On the 2d August, about 500 men, cavalry,
and as many infantry came out of Ascencioi,,
to give battle to col, nel Aldama, who was be-
sieging them; the latter made a faint retreat,
so as to get them at some distance ; he succeed-
ed in surrounding the cavalry, and oniy a few
ofthem effected their escape ; all the rest were
killed. The cavalry was mounted on burses
and mules.

Two fine bran canons f probably field pieces)
were taken from the infantry on the same oc-
casion, by some grenadiers of the regiment of
Bat basil o.

The loss of the patriots in this action is
stated to be about 600. The Spanish troops
bad about 50 men kil'ed and 80 wounded.

Letters from Cumana, slate that on ihe Bih
inst. the Manxanillas were Uken by storm, by
Aliiaina's division, and that no lives were saved
there of neither sex nor age ; every living
being was put to the sword. The same divisiuu
stuioied Barcelona.

Or this action no official arcaunt has yet
reached this government, but of this 1 am not
surprised, knowing the commander in chief to
be very laconic and sparing in his official dis-
patches; he probably intends to give a full ac-
count of the proredings after the conquest is
made of the whole island.

From CabrGto wek now, though not officially,
th.t for want of provisions colonel de la Torre
einbaiked all the families, troops, artillery, and
ammunitions, and proceeded with them '0 the
island of Grenada. Thus the town of Guayana
is in possession of Piar, with whom the Spanish
troops had a severe engagement on the 16th
July, ill which the loss of the patriots is stated
to amount to upwards of 500 men in killed
only. The mule of Bolivar, with the saddle
and bride, was taken by a Spanish soldier, but
the master of the animal Could not be found ;
his fiiend» are apprehensive of hi» haying been
killed by Piar, who a few days previous io that
battle had 17 white offi.-ers shot, who belonged
to his division. Sir Gregor did well 10 leave
this companion, to whom the white colour is so
offensive. You may iniferfre.Hl the pieliminary
coaduct of Piar what may be his ultimate views;
those who ha«.e hern the advocate. < f this un-
fortunate revolution wi u'd be the first exposed
to be s.icr«lic>-rt in it. ti.ai<i<i«y ihis country is

closely up to them, began to fire. Mar iï ha-
ving about 400 men wiih hin , coold easily ie

sist the fire of 35 only, and on the fitst return
if shotbilled «igh< of the regiment of B*rbastrt«,
in consequence of whith the survivor» look to

their heels, and nothing was heard of them « v< r
since, two only having returned to tell the tale
By a forced march the patriots proceeded, and
would have found the Spanish officers and men
asleep, had il not b« en for the cenlry, who per-
ceiving a large number of anaed men coming

upon them, fired several litnei to awake the
others. It was wiih difficulty that the sergeant
could collect ihe men together whilst the « ffi-
cer» were dressing themselves, and before they
could foil* themselves in order of battle, the
enemy were Upon them and killed 62 on the
spot ; the remainder retired towards Cumana
without being further molested by Marino's
ttoops. A few days afterwards they fell in with
about 120 Spani.rds, who drove them back be-
yond Caiiaro, where they dispersed themselves
among the mountains. Nothing further we
know of them.

Saraza and Infante were seen near Chaqua-
rama abont 20 day» ago. Luna and Quero with
200 cavalry and as many inlahtry, were sent

from hence in pursuit of them ; the gov error of
the Llanos, Do i Juan Juiz, also joined the lat-
ter, and took the command " ihe well known
prudence and activity of this officer, promise a
favorable result to this expedition.

From this to Valencia, San Carlos, Barqulsi-
meto, and Coro, all is quiet. The province of
Varinaß is also ftee from insurgents; the peo-
ple are satisfied wiih their new governor briga-
dier Correa, who has formed two regiments of
cavalry, which will be very useful for the leduc-
tion of Gaayana.

Calzada is with 3000 men, mostly cavalry,
at and near San Fernando de Apure, opposite
to him is the insurgent chief Paez, with an

equal number of troops, also cavalry ; the high
waters divde ihem, but in the course of a few
weeks they will bs able to commence hostilities.

Lieut-col. G"mez, wiih 1000 dragoons, is
stationed near C.lahozo and Nutrias.

The foiegoing is a full and correct account of
the military situation of these extensive pro-
vinces, wh-refrom you may judge that there i»
no great danger.

This day it is reported that Piar ordered all
the whi'sj people to be killed, am-ngst whom
were Bolivar, Arismendi, and Bermudez, and
that only " few had an oppottuuity uf «scaping

in a boat to Trinidad. I cannot vouch for the
troth of it, although it is not improbable; I
wish it was so, the British government would
then open their eyes and remember that they
have something to lose in the West Indies.

The present captain-general is well informed,
and of very liberal ideas; he is decided iy of
opinion, that Mrangers ought to be allowed to
fettle here, without regard to religion, provided
they are not circumcised, for to them he bears
some aversion. He desired me to write to Cu-
racjso and other islands to invite artists and
planters to come and establish themselves in
any part of the province they might choose ; but
a man of such enlightened principles, I am a-
fraid, will have a short feign, therefore it Would
be dangerous to listen to his well-meaning invi-
tatio«is ; had he been placed here instead of
AloxiJ, tlie country would be quiet and flourish-

Speaking of Moxd, I enclose you a few line»;
which were sent h«m from hence by the packet
to Porto Rico, where he has taken refuge, in
«"onsrqueoce of » letter which he received of
General Moriilo,wherein he incautioosly threat-
ened to harp him In the maibet place of this
city. M««»o being thus apprised of his excellen-
cy's intention did very right to make his escape,
the Devil trust him—There is good cause for a
rope around the neck. .

Sa-
lute» were fired on the occasion, accompanied
with military music and the joyful acclama-
tion» of an immenie concourse of people. The
public gratitude rendered the homage of its
admiration to the meritoriousprovince of Cuyo
and the illustrious heroes of the Andes. _ To
them belongs immortal glory! San Martin-
Fame will publish the enconiumofyour virtues;
perhaps it may seem to exaggerate them ; yet
it can never cause them to be sufficiently ap-
preciated.

Dispatch from Gen. San Martin to the Su-
preme Director.

Most excellent Sir—A division of 1300 men
of the army of Chili has just been destroyed in
the plains of Chacabuco, this afternoon, (I2th
February) by the army under my command—
Six hundred prisoners, including 30 officers,
450 killed, and a standard, which 1 have the
honor to transmit to you, are the result of this
happy day, with more than 1000 stand of arms
and 2 field pieces.

The pressure of time does not allow of my
entering into details, which 1 will give you as
soon as possible; in the mean while, I can not
find expressions strong enough to do justice to
the bravery of the troops ; our loss does not
amount to 100 men. Brigadier Generals Don
Miguel Soler and Don Bernardo O'Higgins
eminently distinguished themselves.

To his Excellency,
To Supreme Director of the Stale.

Cen. San Martin to the Supreme Director.
Most Excellent Sir—The glorious day of

Chacabuco has restored to Chili the enjoyment
of its liberty. The remains of the enemy's ar-
my dispersed, are either joining ours in great
numbers or falling into our hands as prisoners.
The fugitive ex-governor Marco, not finding
any vessels at Valparaiso, is endeavouring to
escape to the south but he will be captured by
the parties that are in pursuit of him. To day
our army made its entry into this capital
amidst the acclamations of the people; we
have found in it an immense park of artillery.

Buenos Ayres March 1st.
Chili.—On the 6th February the freemen

of the capital of Chili assembled to choose a
government, and elected Brigadier General
Don Bernando O'Higgins, with the title of Su-
preme Director. He has announced to the Su-
preme Director of these Provinces hit appoint-
ment and the apprehension of his predecessors
the tyrant Marc» del Pant. Nothing more
was wanting to crown the glory of the Chilian,
and of the heroes of Chacabuco, than the cap-
ture of an insolent general, who boasted that he
governed by the affections of the people whem
he oppressed. Tyrant»! «uch is the destiny
that awaits you.

FURTHER IMPORTANTPARTICULARS
FROM THE BALTIMORE PATRIOT.

Charleston, May 12.

Extract of a letterfrom a gentleman in Buenos
Ayres to hisfriend in Baltimore.

Buenos Ayres, Feb. 28.—" In may last let-
ter I informed you of the progress of General
San Martin, who had advanced into Chili hav-
ing passed tbe Cordilleras without opposition,
at the head of an army of 5000 men. 1 have
now to state, that we have received tbe account
of an action having been fought between the
Royalists and the troops of this province, which
ended in the total defeat and destruction ofthe
former. The express arrived in town accom-
panied by an officer, who brought the colors
of the King's troop» taken. There were 1000
killed, and 50 taken prisoners, with a General.
The Bueno» Ayreans have entered the capital,
Santiago."

March I.—" Chili i» gone ; it i» in the hands
of the Patriot», who have carried every thing
before them. The last account» state them to
be in Coquimbo, and the Royalist» flying in
ever direction. San Martin write» with all
confidence, and they apprehend no further
resittance the people all being dispoied for re-
volution. The cry now is for war with the
Portuguese, and it is firmly believed by many
that it will be declared Immediately."

March 5.—" We have further account», Ge-
neral Marcon, the royal governor 6f Chili,
with hi» mite, have been taken at Valparaiso,

on the point of embarking with two millions
of dollars ! The Patriot» have possession of
every port on the coast of Chili. That there
will be a war with the Portnguate, I have no
doubt. This government in retaliation of
some acts of tbe Portuguese, at Montevideo
have imprisoned all tire merchant» and other*
at this place."

South American Commerce —The impor-
tance of the trade of tbe South American pro-
vinces, si.ould they fully achieve their indepen-
dence, appears to be duly estimated by the En-
glish prints. It is by some of them considered
sufficiently desirable to warrant the interfer»
ence of the government of Great Britain in fa.
your of the patriots, even at the sacrifice of all
amicable relations. — If to the English, tbe
value of South American commerce is of "a
magnitude hardly to becalculated," how much
more momentous would be ils consequences
with regard to tbe United States. How much
more desirable, to us, the accomplishment of
that great event, which would dispense its fa-
vors, and impart ils benefits more particularly
to this nation.

The London Star, in reviewing the situation,
and remarking on the resources and avantage»
possessed by Great Britain, introduced the fol-
lowing on the subject of South America :

" As to the commerce which might be secur-
ed to this country with South America, we bava
alwaysbeen ofopinion that its value is ofa mag-
nitude hardly to be calculated. And we have
on many occasions stated our opinion, without
disguise, that we owe no debt of gratitude to
Spain. Spain assisted in wresting our North
American colonies from us ; from the United
States theflame ofrevolution reached France ;
this, by the rotation ofthe wheel reached South
America—Britain invited and encouraged the
South Americans to separate themselves from
the dominions of the mother country ; but at
length shebeat Bonaparte ! This very man sent
back, in his deep policy, the befoved Ferdinand,
and we have been such fools as to do what he
wished us to do—to give up our tfforts for the
emancipation of South America, and thus de-
prive ourselves of the means we possessed for
retrieving the prosperity of our commerce. Mi»
serable infatuation and folly! to sacrifice such
benefits in favour of the beloved Ferdi-
nand ! Would Spain have done so? Look at
the American war. What nation upon earth
would have done to except ourselves."
