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The manner of Hatching Chicken at Cairo, ebferved by My.

John Graves, fometime Profe(Jor of Aftronomy at Oxford;und
commnnicated by Sr. George Ent,late Prefident of the College
of Phyfitians, London.
THcy beginin the midft of Famsary to heat the Ovens:
_ fpending every Morning an hundred Kintars ( oran
huadred pound weight) of Camels, or of Buffuls’s Dung and
the like proportion at Nighe, till the midft of February.
About which time the Ovens are fo hot, that one €annot weli
endure to lay his hand upon the Walls,
After this, they put the Eggs in‘o the Ovens to hacclt the
Chicken; which they continue fucceflively tiil the end of
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The Eggs are firft put upon Mats in the lower Ovens, which
are upon the ground ; feven or eight Thoufand Fggs in pum-
ber ; and laid only double one upon arnother.

In the Ovensabove thefe lower, the Fire is made in long
Hearths or lictle Channels, having fome depth o receive the
Fire : from whence the heat is conveved into the lower Ovens
before mentioned. The Eggs which are dire@ly under thefe
Hearths, lie treble one upon another ; the reft,as was faid,only
double,

At Night, when they new-make the Fires in the Hearths
above-mention’d ; they then remove the Eggs that were di-
re@ly undermolt (lying threeone uponanother) in the place
of thofe which lay on the fides only double: and thefe being
now removed, they lay treble under the Hearth, becaufe the
heat is greater there, thanon the {ides where the Eggs are only
double,

Thefe Eggs continue in the lower Ovens fourteen daysand
nights: Afcerwards they remove them into the upper Overs ;
which are juft over the lower, In thefe (there beingnow no
more Fireufed) they turn all the Eggs four times every day ;
‘. e. inevery 24 hours,

The 21 or 22 day the Chickenare hatch’d: which the firft
day eat not ; the fecond, they are fetch’d away by Women,
who give them Corn, &c.

The Mafter of the Ovens hath a third part of the Eggs for
his coft and pains : out of which, he is ro make fuch good
unto the Owners (who have two thirds in Chicken for their
Eggs) if any happen to be fpoiled or mifcarry.

The Fire in the upper Ovens, when the Eggs are placed in
the lower, is thus proportion’d :

The firt day, the greateit Fire, The fecond, lefs than the
firft. The third,y lefs. The fourth, more than the third. The
fifth, lefs, The fixth, more than the fifth, The feventh, lefs,
Theeighth, more, The ninth, without fire. The tenth, alittle
fire in the Morning. The eleventh, they fhut all the holes with
Flax, &c. paking no more fire; for if they fhould, the Eggs
would break,

They take care, that the Eggs be no hotter than the Eye of
a man, when they are laid upon it, can weli endure.

When.
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When the Chicken are hatch’d, they put them into the
lower Ovens, whichare covered with Mats. Under the Mats
is Bran, to dry the Chicken: and upon the Mats,Straw, for the
Chicken to ftand upon,

The Ground-plot of the Houfe and Ovens is delineated ac-
cordingto Fig. 1. 46 A longentrance: onecach fide of which
are fourteen Ovens (fome places have more, fome lefs.) The
bottoms and fides of thofe Ovens which are on'the ground, are
all made of Sun-dry’d Bricks ; upon which they put Mats,
and on the Mats the Eggs.

Thetop of thefe Ovens are flat y and covered with fticks,
except two long Spaces which are made of Sun-dry*d Bricks ;
and are the Hearths above-mentioned, in which the fires are
made, to heat the Eggs lying under them inthe lower Ovens.

Above thefe lower Ovens are fo many other, made of Sun-
dry’d Bricks, and arched at the top, Where alfo there are
fome holes, which are ftop’d with Tow, &c. or left upen, as
they pleafe to govern the heat in the Ovens below.

The Plant of the upper Oven is according to Fig. 2.
