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GENERAL

This report is part of the Census Tracts

series and presents demographic, social,

economic, and housing statistics for

census tracts from the 1980 Census of

Population and Housing. Legal provision

for this census, which was conducted as

of April 1 , 1980, was made in the Act of

Congress of August 31, 1954 (amended

August 1957, December 1975, and

October 1976), which codified Title 13,

United States Code.

The Census Tracts series consists of an

individual report for each standard metro-

politan statistical area (SMSA) and for

each State in which census tracts have

been delineated outside SMSA's. A
listing of all the reports in this series

appears on pages v-vii. The abbreviated

identification for each report is PHC80-2

(i.e., Population and Housing Census,

1980, Series 2), followed by a number

designating the SMSA or State which the

report covers.

In the SMSA reports, the tract data

are summarized to the following larger

levels of geography: the SMSA, each

State portion of multi-State SMSA's,

counties or county equivalents (SMSA

county portions in New England), incor-

porated places of 10,000 or more inhabi-

tants, and most census designated places

(CDP's) of 10,000 or more inhabitants. In

the State reports, summaries are shown

for the tracted portion of the State

outside SMSA's, counties or county

equivalents (nonSMSA county portions in

New England), incorporated places of

10,000 or more inhabitants, and most

CDP's of 10,000 or more inhabitants.

For an explanation of CDP's not shown

in the SMSA or State reports, see

appendix A.

For census tracts which are split by

the boundary of a place of 10,000 or

more, the appropriate portion is shown

within the place or balance of county,

with the symbol "p" following the tract

number. Totals for these "split" tracts

appear at the end of the portion of each

table for the relevant county.

The 1980 census figures presented

here may differ from those shown in the

Advance Reports, PHC80-V, and in the

Public Law 94-171 redistricting data

products. The changes reflect corrections

of errors found after the PHC80-V
reports and P.L. 94-171 materials were

prepared. The changes may affect any

geographic area shown in this report.

The content and procedures of the

1980 census were determined after

evaluation of the results of the 1970

census, consultation with a wide variety

of users of census data, and extensive

field testing. A number of changes were

introduced in 1980 to improve the

usefulness of the census results. The

changes do not, however, affect to any

appreciable extent the comparability

between 1980 census data and 1970

census data for most characteristics.

Further information on comparability for

specific subjects appears in Appendix B,

"Definitions and Explanations of Subject

Characteristics."

More detailed information on the

technical and procedural matters covered

in the text of this report can be obtained

by writing to the Director, Bureau of the

Census, Washington, D.C. 20233. Such

information will also appear in other

publications of the 1980 census.

CONTENTS OF THE REPORT

This report contains text (this introduc-

tion and six appendixes), a table of

contents, and 39 detailed tables. Informa-

tion on changes in the boundaries of

census tracts between 1970 and 1980 for

the area covered in this report is shown at

the end of this introduction. The tract

comparability table shows 1970 com-

ponents of 1980 tracts and 1980 com-

ponents of 1970 tracts, as relevant, for

(1) 1970 tracts that were split into two

or more 1980 tracts; (2) 1970 tracts that

were combined into new 1980 tracts;

(3) 1970 tracts in areas with new tract

numbering systems for 1980; and (4)

those tracts with boundary changes

between 1970 and 1980 that affected

100 or more persons. A census tract will

not appear in the comparability tables

if no change occurred between 1970 and

1980 or boundary revisions affected

fewer than 100 persons and that was

the only change that occurred to that

tract.

Tables P-1 through P-7 present data on

general population characteristics based

on tabulations of 100-percent data; tables

P-8 through P-21 present data on social

and economic characteristics based on

sample tabulations. Tables H-1 through

H-6 show 100-percent housing data and

Tables H-7 through H-1 8 show sample

housing data.

Appendix A describes the various

area classifications (e.g., incorporated

places, standard metropolitan statistical

areas). Appendix B provides definitions

and explanations for the subjects covered

in this report. Appendix C explains the

residence rules used in counting the

population and describes the data col-

lection and processing procedures. Appen-

dix D presents information on the sources

of error in the data and describes the

editing procedures.

SUPPRESSION OF DATA FOR
CONFIDENTIALITY

To maintain the confidentiality promised

respondents and required by law, the

Bureau of the Census takes precautions

to make sure that its published data do

not disclose information about specific

individuals and housing units. To accom-

plish this, the Census Bureau suppresses

data for characteristics which are based

on a small number of persons and/or

housing units in the geographic area.

Under certain conditions, both primary

and complementary suppression, as de-

fined below may take place.

The general rules of primary sup-

pression of complete count (100-percent)

data are as follows: counts of total popu-

lation by race and Spanish origin are

never suppressed; other characteristics for

persons are shown only if there are 15 or

more persons in the geographic area;

counts of total housing units, vacant

housing units, year-round housing units,

and occupied housing units are never

suppressed; characteristics of year-round

housing units which are not classified by

occupancy status are shown only when

there are five or more year-round housing

units in the geographic area; charac-

teristics of families, households, or occu-

pied housing units are shown only if there

are at least five occupied housing units

within the geographic area; and distri-

butions of data for owners or renters are

shown only where the number of owners

is at least five and the number of renters

is also at least five. These primary sup-

pression criteria are applied independently

of one another. The comparable figures

for sample data are 30 or more persons or

10 or more housing units of the specified

type.

Population and occupied housing unit

characteristics cross-classified by race or

Spanish origin (of the householder in

the case of occupied housing units) are

subject to an additional level of scrutiny.

This level requires the 15 (30) person or

5 (10) housing unit criterion be applied

individually to each race or Spanish

origin category.

Finally, complementary suppression is

applied to prevent the derivation of

primary suppressed data by subtraction.

CENSUS TRACTS

Definition

Census tracts are small, relatively perma-

nent areas into which standard metro-

politan statistical areas (SMSA's) and

certain other areas are divided for the

purpose of providing statistics for small

areas. When census tracts are established,

they are designed to be homogeneous

with respect to population charac-

teristics, economic status, and living

conditions. Tracts generally have between

2,500 and 8,000 residents.

Tract boundaries are established

cooperatively by a local Census Statistical

Areas Committee and the Census Bureau

in accordance with guidelines that impose
limitations on population size and spec-

ify the need for visible boundaries. Geo-

graphic shape and areal size of tracts are

of relatively minor importance. Tract

boundaries are established with the inten-

tion of being maintained over a long

time so that statistical comparisons can

be made from census to census. However,

occasional changes may be made in

tract boundaries due to physical changes

in street patterns caused by highway

construction, park development, etc.

(see the section below on "Historical

Comparability").

Census tracts have been delineated for

all standard metropolitan statistical areas

(SMSA's). Seven SMSA's which were

designated on the basis of 1980 census

counts have portions with no tracts; these

are Arecibo, Puerto Rico; Athens,

Georgia; Bangor, Maine; Burlington,

Vermont; Charlottesville, Virginia; Cum-

berland, Maryland-West Virginia; and

Hickory, North Carolina. More than

3,000 tracts have been established in 221

counties outside SMSA's. Five States

(Connecticut, Delaware, Hawaii, New
Jersey, and Rhode Island) are entirely

tracted. There are over 43,300 census

tracts for the 1980 census.

All counties with census tracts are

tracted in their entirety. In New England,

if a county is in two or more SMSA's
or is only partially within the bound-

aries of any SMSA, each portion of the

county is published in the appropriate

SMSA or State tract report. Data for

complete tracts are shown in every

report, except for two instances in

which census tracts are split between an

SMSA and a non-SMSA portion of a

State: tract 0090 in Penobscot County,

Maine is shown partly in the Bangor,

Maine, SMSA report and partly in the

Maine report for non-SMSA areas; tract

0035 in Chittenden County, Vermont,

is shown partly in the Burlington, Vt.,

SMSA report and partly in the Vermont
report.

Census tracts are identified by a 4-digit

basic code and may have a 2 -digit suffix,

e.g., 6059.02. Leading zeros in a tract

number do not appear on the maps (e.g.,

tract 0025.02 is shown on the map as

tract 25.02). Tract numbers are always

unique within a county and, except for

the New York, N.Y.-N.J., SMSA, are

also unique within an SMSA. All valid

census tract numbers are in the range

0001 to 9899.99; a number between

9901 and 9989.99 denotes a block num-

bering area (BNA) for which data sum-

maries do not appear in census tract

reports. The suffix .99 indicates a tract

populated entirely by persons aboard

merchant or military ships. Such "crews

of vessels" tracts generally do not appear

on the maps; the tracts relate to the water

area and/or piers and docks associated

with the on-shore tract(s) having the same
4-digit basic code.

Historical Comparability

Census tracts are defined with an over-

all goal of census-to-census comparability.

Some 1970 tracts have been subdivided

due to increased population, but the new
1980 tracts can be combined by the user

for comparison with 1970 tracts. Nation-

wide, this affects about 8 percent of all

1970 tracts. Other changes for 1980

include combination of two or more

small 1970 tracts (less than 1 percent of

all 1970 tracts) and adjustments to tract

boundaries where old boundary features

have disappeared or better boundaries

have come into being (e.g., freeways). In

a few areas, local Census Statistical

Areas Committees undertook extensive

redefinition of census tracts. Informa-

tion on 1970-1980 tract comparability

for the area covered by this report is

provided in the Introduction.

Both the number of tracted counties

and the number of census tracts increased

by over 20 percent nationally between

1970 and 1980. The reporting of data for

split tracts has also increased.

STATES

The 50 States and the District of Columbia

are the constituent units of the United

States.

COUNTIES

In most States, the primary divisions are

termed counties. In Louisiana, these

divisions are known as parishes. In

Alaska, which has no counties, the

county equivalents are the organized

boroughs together with the "census areas"

which were developed for general statis-

tical purposes by the State of Alaska and

the Census Bureau. In four States (Mary-

land, Missouri, Nevada, and Virginia),

there are one or more cities which are

independent of any county organization

and thus constitute primary divisions of

their States. That part of Yellowstone

National Park in Montana is treated as

a county equivalent. The District of

Columbia has no primary divisions, and

the entire area is considered equivalent to

a county for census purposes.

PLACES

Two types of places are recognized in the

census reports—incorporated places and

census designated places—as defined

below. In this report, data are shown for

places only if they have a population of

10,000 or more.

Incorporated Places

Incorporated places recognized in the

reports of the census are those which are

incorporated under the laws of their

respective States as cities, boroughs,

towns, and villages, with the following

exceptions: boroughs in Alaska and

New York, and towns in the six New
England States, New York, and Wis-

consin. The towns in the New England

States, New York, and Wisconsin, and

the boroughs in New York are recognized

as minor civil divisions (MCD's) for

census purposes; the boroughs in Alaska

are county equivalents.

In Connecticut, a unique situation

exists in which one incorporated place

(Woodmont borough) is subordinate to

another (Milford city). In the tables for

the Bridgeport, Connecticut SMSA report

in this series, data shown for Milford city

exclude those for Woodmont borough,

and the user must include the data for the

two tract parts shown in the remainder of

New Haven County with the data shown
for Milford city to obtain the total for

Milford city.

Census Designated Places

As in the 1950, 1960, and 1970 cen-

suses, the Census Bureau has delineated

boundaries for closely settled population

centers without corporate limits. In

1980, the name of each such place is fol-

lowed by "CDP," meaning "census desig-

nated place." In the 1970 and earlier

censuses, these places were identified by

"(U)," meaning "unincorporated place."

In this report, CDP's with a population of

10,000 or more are shown. In 11 States

certain CDP's are coextensive with MCD's;

these entities are nut summarized in the

tables of these reports. The States are

Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, Michi-

gan, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New
York, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Ver-

mont, and Wisconsin. To be recognized

for the 1980 census, CDP's must have a

minimum 1980 population as follows:

Hawaii is the only State with no incor-

porated places recognized by the Bureau

of the Census. All places shown for

Hawaii in the 1980 census reports are

CDP's. Honolulu CDP essentially repre-

sents the Honolulu Judicial District.

The city of Honolulu, coextensive with

the county of Honolulu, is not recog-

nized for census purposes.

STANDARD METROPOLITAN
STATISTICAL AREAS

Definition

The general concept of a metropolitan

area is one of a large population nucleus,

together with adjacent communities

which have a high degree of economic

and social integration with that nucleus.

The standard metropolitan statistical area

(SMSA) classification is a statistical

standard, developed for use by Federal

agencies in the production, analysis, and

publication of data on metropolitan areas.

The SMSA's are designated and defined

by the Office of Management and Budget,

following a set of official published stand-

ards developed by the interagency Federal

Committee on Standard Metropolitan

Statistical Areas.

Each SMSA has one or more central

counties containing the area's main

population concentration: an urbanized

area with at least 50,000 inhabitants. An

SMSA may also include outlying counties

which have close economic and social

relationships with the central counties.

The outlying counties must have a speci-

fied level of commuting to the central

counties and must also meet certain

standards regarding metropolitan charac-

ter, such as population density, urban

population, and population growth. In

New England, SMSA's are composed of

cities and towns rather than whole

counties.

SMSA Titles

Most SMSA's have at least one central

city. The titles of SMSA's include up

to three city names, as well as the name
of each State into which the SMSA
extends. For the 1980 census, central

cities of SMSA's are those named in the

titles of the SMSA's, with the exception

of Nassau-Suffolk, N.Y., which has no

central city, and Northeast Pennsylvania,

the central cities of which are Scranton,

Wilkes-Barre, and Hazleton. Data on cen-

tral cities of SMSA's include the entire

population and housing units within

the legal city boundaries. In Hawaii,

where there are no incorporated places

recognized by the Bureau of the Census,

census designated places are recognized

as central cities.

New SMSA Standards

New standards for designating and

defining metropolitan statistical areas

were published in the Federal Register

on January 3, 1980. The SMSA's recog-

nized for the 1980 census comprise (1)

all areas as defined on January 1, 1980,

except for one area which was defined

provisionally during the 1970's on the

basis of population estimates but whose

qualification was not confirmed by

1980 census counts; and (2) a group of

36 new areas defined on the basis of 1980

census counts and the new standards

that were published on January 3, 1980.

When the data on commuting flows

become available from 1980 census tabu-

lations, the new standards will be applied

to the areas existing on January 1, 1980,

and the boundaries, definitions, and titles

for all SMSA's will be reviewed.

To aid users who want to become

familiar with the SMSA standards and

how they are applied, documents are

available from the Office of Management

and Budget, Washington, D.C. 20503.

GENERAL

The 1980 census was conducted primarily

through self-enumeration. The principal

determinant for the response was, there-

fore, the questionnaire and its accom-

panying instruction guide. Furthermore,

census takers were instructed, in their

telephone and personal-visit interviews,

to read the questions directly from the

questionnaire. The definitions and expla-

nations given below for each subject are

drawn largely from various technical

and procedural materials used in the

collection of the data. These materials

helped the census interviewers to under-

stand more fully the intent of each ques-

tion and, thus, to resolve problems or

unusual cases in a manner consistent with

this intent. Also included is certain

explanatory information to assist the

user in the proper utilization of the

statistics.

Facsimiles of the questionnaire pages

containing the population and housing

questions used to produce the data

shown in this report and the pages of the

respondent instruction guide which re-

late to these questions are presented in

appendix E.
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Appendix B. -Definitions and Explanations of Subject Characteristics

POPULATION
CHARACTERISTICS

Household

A household includes all the persons

who occupy a housing unit. The meas-

ure "persons per household" is obtained

by dividing the number of persons in

households by the number of house-

holds (or householders). For further

information, see the housing unit defini-

tion.

Relationship to Householder

The data on relationship to householder

were derived from answers to question 2,

which was asked of all persons in housing

units. Only basic categories of relation-

ship are recognized in this report. More

detailed categories of relationship appear

in the PC80-1-B, PC80-1-C, and PC80-1-D

reports (and summary tape files 2, 4, and

5).

Householder—One person in each house-

hold is designated as the "householder."

In most cases, this is the person or one

of the persons in whose name the home
is owned or rented, and who is listed in

column 1 of the census questionnaire.

If there is no such person in the house-

hold, any adult household member could

be designated as the "householder." Two
types of householders are distinguished:

a family householder and a nonfamily

householder. A family householder is a

householder living with one or more

persons related to him or her by birth,

marriage, or adoption. The householder

and all persons in the household related

to him or her are family members. A
nonfamily householder is a householder

living alone or with nonrelatives only.

Spouse—A person married to and living

with a householder. This category in-

cludes persons in formal marriages as well

as persons in common-law marriages.

Child—A son, daughter, stepchild, or

adopted child of the householder re-

gardless of the child's age or marital

status. The category excludes sons-in-

law and daughters-in-law. "Own" chil-

dren are sons and daughters, including

stepchildren and adopted children, of the

householder who are single (never mar-

ried) and under 1 8 years of age. "Related"

children in a family include own children

and all other persons (except the spouse

of the householder) under 18 years of

age in the household, regardless of

marital status, who are related to the

householder by birth, marriage, or

adoption.

Other Relative—Any person related to the

householder by birth, marriage, or adop-

tion who is not shown separately in the

particular table (e.g., "spouse," "child,"

"brother or sister," or "parent").

Nonrelative—Any person in the house-

hold not related to the householder by

birth, marriage, or adoption. Roomers,

boarders, partners, roommates, paid em-

ployees, wards, and foster children are

included in this category.

Unrelated Individual

An unrelated individual is (1) a house-

holder living alone or with nonrelatives

only, (2) a household member who is

not related to the householder, or (3) a

person living in group quarters who is

not an inmate of an institution.

Family

A family consists of a householder

and one or more other persons living

in the same household who are related

to the householder by birth, marriage,

or adoption. All persons in a house-

hold who are related to the householder

are regarded as members of his or her

family. A "married-couple family" is

a family in which the householder and

spouse are enumerated as members of the

same household. Not all households con-

tain families, because a household may be

composed of a group of unrelated persons

or one person living alone. The measure

"persons per family" is obtained by

dividing the number of persons in families

by the total number of families (or family

householders).

Group Quarters

All persons not living in households

are classified by the Bureau of the Cen-

sus as living in group quarters. Two
general categories of persons in group

quarters are recognized:

Inmates of Institutions—Persons under

care or custody in institutions at the time

of enumeration are classified as "patients

or inmates" of an institution regardless

of their length of stay in that place and

regardless of the number of people

in that place. Institutions include homes,
schools, hospitals, or wards for the

physically or mentally handicapped;

hospitals or wards for mental, tubercular,

or chronic disease patients; homes for

unmarried mothers; nursing, convales-

cent, and rest homes for the aged and
dependent; orphanages; and correctional

institutions.

Other—This category includes all persons

living in group quarters who are not

inmates of institutions. Rooming and
boarding houses, communes, farm and
nonfarm workers' dormitories, convents

or monasteries, and other living quarters

are classified as "other" group quarters

if there are 9 or more persons unre-

lated to the person listed in column 1 of

the questionnaire; or if 10 or more

unrelated persons share the unit. Persons

residing in certain other types of living

arrangements are classified as living in

"other" group quarters regardless of the

number or relationship of people in the

unit. These include persons residing in

military barracks, on ships, in college

dormitories, or in sorority and fraternity

houses; patients in general or maternity

wards of hospitals who have no usual

residence elsewhere; staff members in

institutional quarters; and persons enu-

merated in missions, flophouses, Salva-

tion Army shelters, railroad stations, etc.

Sex

The data on sex were derived from

answers to question 3, which was asked

of all persons.

Race

The data on race were derived from

answers to question 4, which was asked

of all persons. Both 100-percent and

sample totals for racial groups are in-

cluded in the tables of this report. For a

discussion of the two data sources, see

the section in this appendix on "Com-

parability Between Sample and 100-

Percent Data for Racial Groups." The

concept of race as used by the Census

Bureau reflects self-identification by

respondents; it does not denote any

clear-cut scientific definition of biological

stock. Since the 1980 census obtained in-

formation on race through self-identifica-

tion, the data represent self-classification

by people according to the race with

which they identify. In this report, data

are presented for housing units, house-
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holds, and families classified by the race

of the householder.

For persons who could not provide

a single response to the race question,

the race of the person's mother was used;

however, if a single response could not

be provided for the person's mother, the

first race reported by the person was

used. This is a modification of the 1970
census procedure in which the race of

the person's father was used.

The category "White" includes persons

who indicated their race as White, as well

as persons who did not classify them-

selves in one of the specific race categories

listed on the questionnaire but entered a

response such as Canadian, German,

Italian, Lebanese, or Polish. In the 1980

census, persons who did not classify

themselves in one of the specific race

categories but marked "Other" and wrote

in entries such as Cuban, Puerto Rican,

Mexican, or Dominican were included in

the "Other" race category. In the 1970

census, most of these persons were in-

cluded in the "White" category.

The category "Black" includes persons

who indicated their race as Black or

Negro, as well as persons who did not

classify themselves in one of the specific

race categories listed on the questionnaire

but reported entries such as Jamaican,

Black Puerto Rican, West Indian, Haitian,

or Nigerian.

The category "American Indian, Eski-

mo, and Aleut " includes persons who
classified themselves as such in one of

the specific race categories. In addition,

persons who did not report themselves in

one of the specific race categories but

entered the name of an Indian tribe or

reported such entries as Canadian Indian,

French American Indian, or Spanish

American Indian were classified as

American Indian.

The category "Asian and Pacific

Islander" in tables P5, P7, and H5, which

are based on 100-percent tabulations,

includes persons who indicated their

race as Chinese, Filipino, Japanese, Asian

Indian, Korean, Vietnamese, Hawaiian,

Samoan, or Guamanian. The total for

"Asian and Pacific Islander," which is

available only from sample tabulations,

is shown in tables P18, P19, and H15
and includes the nine groups listed above

as well as persons classified as "Other
Asian and Pacific Islander." The cate-

gory "Other Asian and Pacific Islander"

includes persons who provided write-in

entries of such Asian and Pacific

Islander groups as Cambodian, Laotian,

Pakistani, and Fiji Islander under the

"Other" race category. Persons who did

not classify themselves in one of the

specific race categories but wrote in an

entry indicating one of the nine cate-

gories listed above (e.g., Chinese and
Filipino) were classified accordingly. For
example, entries of Nipponese and

Japanese American were classified as

Japanese; entries of Taiwanese and
Cantonese as Chinese, etc.

If the race entry was missing on the

questionnaire for a member of a house-

hold, an answer was assigned in the com-
puter according to the reported entries

of race of other household members
using specific rules of precedence of

household relationship. If race was not

entered for anyone in the household

(excluding paid employees), the race of

a householder in a previously processed

household was assigned. This procedure

is a variation of the general allocation

process described in Appendix D, "Ac-
curacy of the Data."

Comparability Between Sample and 100-

Percent Data for Racial Groups—There
may be differences in this report between

the totals for the racial groups based on

100-percent tabulations (tables P2

through P5, P7, and H2 through H5)

and sample tabulations (tables P12

through P19 and H9 through H16). Such

differences are the result of sampling

variability, nonsampling error, and an

additional edit and review performed on

the sample questionnaires. (For an expla-

nation of sampling variability and non-

sampling error, see Appendix D, "Accu-

racy of the Data.")

During the sample processing, the re-

sponses in the race question underwent

more extensive review and edit than per-

formed during the previous processing

stages. Additional efforts were made to

assign write-in entries to specific race

categories and to resolve inconsistent and

incomplete responses. The impact of this

further work varies substantially by racial

group and by geographic area, but is

generally negligible. Most affected is the

"Other" race category since a number of

persons originally counted therein in the

100-percent tabulations were shifted into

specific race categories in the sample

tabulations. For instance, a number of

persons who marked the "Other" race

category supplied a write-in entry (e.g.,

Canadian, Polish, Lebanese, Black Puerto

Rican, or Jamaican) which indicated that

they belonged in one of the specific race

categories. Furthermore, persons in the

"Other" category reported as Cambodian,

Laotian, Thai, etc., were combined into a

"Other Asian and Pacific Islander" cate-

gory which, together with the specific

Asian and Pacific Islander categories (e.g.,

Japanese, Chinese, Filipino, etc.), covers

the entire Asian and Pacific Islander

population. This total is obtainable only

from the sample tabulations, not from
the 100-percent tabulations.

Information now available indicates

that, since the effects of the additional

review and edit were generally limited

and rather varied, the 100-percent tabu-

lations are usually the preferable source

for comparable data for racial groups.

In the case of distributions for subjects

covered only on a sample basis (e.g.,

education, labor force status, income,

etc.) and data for the entire Asian and

Pacific Islander population, the sample

figures are the only data available and

should be used within the context of

the sampling variability associated with

them.

Comparability With 1970 Census Data-

Differences between 1980 census and

1970 census population totals by race

seriously affect the comparability for

certain race groups. First, a large number

of Spanish origin persons reported their

race differently in the 1980 census than

in the 1970 census; this difference in

reporting has a substantial impact on the

counts and comparability for the "White"

population and the "Race, n.e.c." or

"Other" race population (shown as "All

other" races in most 1970 publications).

A much larger proportion of the Spanish

origin population in 1980 than in 1970 re-

ported their race in the questionnaire

category "Other." Second, in 1970, most

persons who marked the "Other" race

category and wrote in a Spanish designa-

tion such as Mexican, Venezuelan, Latino,

etc., were reclassified as "White." In 1980,

such persons were not reclassified but re-

mained in the "Other" race category.

As a result of this procedural change and

the differences in reporting by this popu-

lation, the proportion of the Spanish

origin population classified as "Other"

race in the 1980 census was substantially

higher than that in the 1970 census.
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Nationally, in 1970, only 1 percent of

Spanish origin persons were classified as

"Other" race and 93 percent as "White."

The 1980 census sample data showed a

much larger proportion, 38 percent of

Spanish origin persons reported their race

as "Other" and only 58 percent reported

"White." As a consequence of these

differences, 1980 population totals for

"White" and "Other" are not com-
parable with corresponding 1970 figures.

The 1980 count for the Asian and

Pacific Islander population reflects a

high level of immigration during the

1970's as well as a number of changes in

census procedures which were developed,

in part, as a result of this high level of

immigration. First, the number of Asian

and Pacific Islander categories listed

separately on the 1980 census question-

naire was expanded to include four

additional groups: Vietnamese, Asian

Indian, Guamanian, and Samoan. Asian

Indians were classified as "White" in

1970, but were included in the "Asian

and Pacific Islander" category in 1980.

The Vietnamese, Guamanian, and

Samoan populations were included in the

"Other" race category in the 1970
census but were included in the "Asian

and Pacific Islander" category in 1980.

Second, "Other Asian and Pacific

Islander" groups such as Cambodian,
Laotian, Pakistani, and Fiji Islander

were identified and tabulated as Asian

and Pacific Islander in sample tabulations

in the 1980 census. In 1970, most of

these groups were included in the "Other"

race category.

Age

The data on age were derived from

answers to question 5, which was asked

of all persons. Only the information in

questions 5b and 5c (month and year of

birth) was read into the computer.

Answers to question 5a on age at last

birthday were used during field review to

fill in any blanks in question 5c. The

age classification is based on the age

of the person in completed years as of

April 1, 1980. The data on age represent

the difference, as calculated in the com-

puter, between date of birth and April 1,

1980. The median ages shown in this

report were computed from data for

single years of age. If the median fell in

the terminal category of an age distribu-

tion, the method of presentation was

to show the initial age of the terminal

category followed by a plus sign; thus,

if the median fell in the category "85

years and over," it is shown as "85+."

Marital Status

The data on marital status were derived

from answers to question 6, which was

asked of all persons. The marital status

classification refers to the status at the

time of enumeration. Persons classified as

"now married" include those who have

been married only once and have never

been widowed or divorced as well as

those currently married persons who re-

married after having been widowed or

divorced. Persons reported as separated

are those living apart because of marital

discord, with or without a legal sepa-

ration. Persons in common-law marriages

are classified as now married, persons

whose only marriage had been annulled

are classified as never married and all

persons under 15 years old are classified

as never married. All persons classified as

never married are shown as "single" in

this report.

Spanish/Hispanic Origin

The data on Spanish/Hispanic origin

or descent were derived from answers

to question 7, which was asked of all

persons. Information on the Spanish

origin population shown in this report

is derived from both the 1980 census

100-percent and sample tabulations. For

a discussion of the two data sources,

see the section "Comparability Between

Sample and 100-Percent Data for the

Spanish Origin Population."

Persons of Spanish/Hispanic origin or

descent are those who reported Mexican,

Puerto Rican, Cuban or other Spanish/

Hispanic origin in question 7. Persons

who reported "other Spanish/Hispanic"

origin were those whose origins are from

Spain or the Spanish-speaking countries

of Central or South America, or they are

persons identifying their origin or descent

as being Spanish, Spanish-American,

Hispano, Latino, etc.

Origin or descent can be viewed as the

ancestry, nationality group, lineage, or

country in which the person or person's

parents or ancestors were born before

their arrival in the United States. It is

important to note that persons of Spanish

origin may be of any race. In this report,

data are presented for housing units,

households, and families classified by the

Spanish origin of the householder.

Persons of more than one type of

Spanish origin and persons of both a

Spanish and some other origin(s) who
were in doubt as to how to report origin

were classified according to the origin of

the person's mother. If a single origin

was not provided for the person's mother,

the first reported origin of the person was

recorded.

If any household member failed to

respond to the Spanish/Hispanic origin

question, in the 100-percent edit a re-

sponse was assigned by computer accord-

ing to the reported entries of other house-

hold members by using specific rules of

precedence of household relationship. If

origin was not entered for any household

member (excluding a paid employee),

origin was assigned from another house-

hold according to the race of the house-

holder. The sample processing included

more extensive edit procedures. For ex-

ample, if any household member failed

to respond to the Spanish/Hispanic origin

question, a response was first assigned

from available related information, such

as ancestry and place of birth, reported

for the individual. These edit procedures

are a variation of the general allocation

process described in Appendix D,

"Accuracy of the Data."

Limitations of the Data—A preliminary

evaluation study of the reporting in the

1980 census item on Spanish origin indi-

cated that there was misreporting in the

Mexican origin category by White and

Black persons in certain areas. The study

results showed evidence that the mis-

reporting occurred in the South (ex-

cluding Texas), the Northeast (excluding

the New York City area), and a few

States in the North Central Region. Also,

results based on available data suggest

that the impact of potential misreporting

of Mexican origin in the 1980 census is

severe in those portions of the above-

mentioned regions where the Spanish

origin population is generally sparse.

However, 1980 census data on the Mexi-

can origin population or total Spanish

origin population, at the national level,

are not seriously affected by the report-

ing problem. For a more detailed dis-

cussion of the evaluation of the Spanish

origin item, see the 1980 population

census Supplementary Reports, Series

PC80-S1-7 "Persons of Spanish Origin by
State: 1980."
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Comparability Between Sample and 100-

Percent Data for the Spanish Origin

e Population —There may be differences in

c this report between the total Spanish

r origin population based on 100-percent

tabulations (tables P6, P7, and H6) and

i sample tabulations (tables P20, P21,

H17, and H18). Such differences are the

result of sampling variability, non-

sampling error, and more extensive edit

procedures for the Spanish/Hispanic

origin item on the sample questionnaires.

(For an explanation of sampling vari-

ability and nonsampling error, see Ap-

pendix D, "Accuracy of the Data.") In-

formation now available indicates that,

since the effects of the more extensive

edit were generally limited, the 100-

percent tabulations are usually the pre-

ferable source for data on the Spanish

origin population. In the case of distribu-

tions for subjects covered only on a

sample basis (e.g., education, labor force

status, income, etc.), the sample figures

are the only data available and should be

used within the context of the sampling

variability associated with them.

Comparability With 1970 Census Data-
The 1980 data on Spanish origin are

not directly comparable with those of

1970 because of several factors; namely,

overall improvements in the 1980 census,

better coverage of the population, im-

proved question design, and an effective

public relations campaign by the Census

Bureau with the assistance of national

and community ethnic groups. These

efforts at census improvement explain,

in part, the large increase in the number
of Hispanics over 1970. Also, these

efforts undoubtedly resulted in the in-

clusion of a sizeable but unknown num-
ber of persons of Hispanic origin who are

in the country in other than legal status.

In the 1980 census Spanish origin

question, specific changes in design from

the 1970 question included the place-

ment of the category "No, not Spanish/

Hispanic" as the first category in that

question. (The corresponding category

appeared last in the 1970 question.)

Also, the category "Central or South

American" was deleted because in 1970

some respondents misinterpreted the

category; furthermore, the designations

"Mexican-American" and "Chicano"

were added to the Spanish origin question

in 1980. In the 1970 census, the question

on Spanish origin was asked of only a 5-

percent sample of the population; in the

1980 census, the Spanish origin question

was asked of everyone in the Nation.

School Enrollment

The data on school enrollment were

derived from answers to questions 8, 9,

and 10. Persons are classified as enrolled

in school if they reported attending

a regular school or college at any time

between February 1, 1980, and the time

of enumeration. Regular schooling is

defined as nursery school, kindergarten,

elementary school, and schooling which

leads to a high school diploma or college

degree. Schooling in trade or business

schools, company training, or through

a tutor was to be reported only if the

course credits obtained were regarded

as transferable to a regular elementary

school, high school, or college. Children

were to be reported as enrolled in

nursery school if the school included in-

struction as an integral phase of its pro-

gram but not if only custodial care was

given. Children in Head Start programs

were to be reported in nursery school or

kindergarten as appropriate.

Elementary school, as defined here,

includes grades 1 through 8, and high

school includes grades 9 through 12. In

general, a public school is defined as any

school which is controlled and supported

primarily by a local, State, or Federal

government agency.

Years of School Completed

The data on years of school completed

were derived from answers to questions 9

and 10. Persons whose education was

received in a foreign school system or an

ungraded school were instructed to report

the approximate equivalent grade in the

regular American school system. If a

person was currently attending or did not

finish (item 10) the highest grade at-

tended (item 9), he or she was tabulated

as having completed the previous grade or

year.

If the person did not attend college

but finished high school by an equiva-

lency test (GED), the person was in-

structed to mark grade 12 (high school,

4 years).

"Percent high school graduates" in-

cludes persons who completed four years

of high school as well as those who com-
pleted one or more years of college.

Nativity and Place of Birth

The data on nativity and place of birth

were derived from answers to questions

11 and 12. The category "Native" com-
prises persons born in the United States,

in Puerto Rico, or in an outlying area of

the United States. Also included in this

category is the small number of persons
who were born abroad with at least one
American parent. Persons not classified

as native are classified as "foreign born."

Native persons are classified according
to their State or area of birth. Respond-
ents were instructed to report place of

birth as the mother's usual State of
residence at the time of the birth rather

than as the location of the hospital, if

the birth occurred in a hospital.

There may be slight differences be-

tween the data in this report on nativity

and the place of birth and similar data

shown in the Supplementary Reports,

Advance Estimates of Social, Economic,
and Housing Characteristics, PHC80-S2.
Any such differences are a result of minor

errors corrected after the release of the

PHC80-S2 reports.

Language Spoken at Home and
Ability to Speak English

The data on language spoken at home and

ability to speak English were derived

from answers to questions 13a, b, and c.

Persons who responded in question 13a

that they spoke a language other than

English at home were asked to report

what language they spoke (question 13b)

and how well they could speak English

(question 13c). Languages were coded
using a detailed classification of languages.

Ability to speak English was reported as

one of four categories: "Very well,"

"Well," "Not well," or "Not at all."

The questions were intended to meas-

ure the extent to which non-English

languages were currently being spoken
in the United States and the number of

persons who felt that their English

ability was limited. The questions were
not intended to determine which
language was a person's main language, or

whether a person was fluent in the non-

English language that he or she reported.

Therefore, persons who reported speaking

a language other than English may have

also spoken English at home and they

may have been more fluent in English

than in the non-English language.
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There may be slight differences be-

tween the data in this report on language

spoken at home and ability to speak

English and similar data shown in the

Summary Characteristics for Govern-

mental Units and Standard Metropolitan

Statistical Areas, PHC80-3, reports and in

the Supplementary Reports, Advance

Estimates of Social, Economic, and Hous-

ing Characteristics, PHC80-S2. Any such

differences are a result of minor errors

corrected after the release of the

PHC80-3 and the PHC80-S2 reports.

Ancestry

The data on ancestry were derived from
the answers to question 14. The 1980
census marked the first time that a gen-

eral question on ancestry (ethnicity) was
asked in a decennial census. The question

was based on self-identification and was

open-ended (respondents were required

to write their answers). Ancestry refers

to a person's nationality group, lineage,

or the country in which the person or the

person's parents or ancestors were born

before their arrival in the United States.

Thus, persons reported their ancestry

group regardless of the number of genera-

tions removed from their country of

origin. Furthermore, responses to the

ancestry question reflected the ethnic

groups with which persons identified and

not necessarily the degree of attachment

or association the person had with the

particular ethnic group(s).

Ancestry and race are separate char-

acteristics; therefore, persons reporting a

particular ancestry may be of any race.

Ancestry is also different from other

population characteristics that are some-

times regarded as indicators of ethnicity;

namely, country of birth and language

spoken at home.

A large number of persons reported

their ancestry by specifying a single

ancestry but some reported two, three,

or more ancestry categories. All responses

were coded manually by a procedure that

allowed for identification of all single-

and double-ancestry groups reported. In

addition, 17 triple-ancestry categories

were identified by unique codes (these

categories were selected since they were

reported frequently in Census Bureau

surveys taken prior to the 1980 census).

All other multiple responses were coded

according only to the first and second

ancestry categories reported.

In published tabulations, multiple

groups are designated in general open-

ended categories such as "Polish and

other groups," rather than in specific

multiple ancestry groups such as "Polish-

Italian." A person who reported "Polish-

Italian" ancestry, for example, is included

in the category "Polish and other groups"

and in the category "Italian and other

groups." A few responses consisting of

two terms (e.g., French-Canadian) were
considered as a single group and, thus,

were coded and tabulated as a single

ancestry. In addition, persons reporting

combinations of ancestries such as

"German-Bavarian" were tabulated as a

single ancestry (i.e., "German"). Also, re-

sponses such as "Polish-American" or

"Italian-American" were coded and tabu-

lated as a single entry (i.e., "Polish" or

"Italian"). A sole entry of "American"
is tabulated in the category "Ancestry

not specified."

Entries of religious groups were not

coded separately and were tabulated in

the category "Ancestry not specified."

When an ancestry response was missing,

the person was tabulated as "not re-

ported."

Residence in 1975

The data on residence in 1975 were

derived from answers to questions 15a

and 15b. Residence on April 1, 1975, is

the usual place of residence 5 years

before enumeration. The number of

persons who were living in a different

house in 1975 is somewhat less than the

total number of moves during the 5 years.

Some persons in the same house at the

two dates had moved during the 5-year

period but by the time of enumeration

had returned to their 1975 residence.

Other persons who were living in a

different house had made one or more

intermediate moves. For similar reasons,

the number of persons living in a dif-

ferent county or a different SMSA
understates the number of these kinds of

moves.

Data on residence in 1975 are based

on approximately one-half of the full

census sample (see appendix D). There-

fore, figures in tabulations involving

residence in 1975 may differ from tabu-

lations based on the full sample. Fn r

example, the number of persons 5 years

old and over from residence in 1975

tabulations may not agree with other

tabulations by age.

Work Disability

The data on disability status were derived

from answers to question 19. Persons are

identified as having a work disability if

they had a health condition which had

lasted 6 or more months and which

limited the kind or amount of work they

could do at a job. Persons with a work
disability are further classified as "pre-

vented from working" or "not prevented

from working."

The term "health condition" refers to

both physical and mental conditions.

Temporary health problems are not con-

sidered a health condition.

Persons are considered limited in the

kind or amount of work they could do
if they were restricted in the kinds of jobs

at which they were able to work or if

they were unable to work at a full-time

job.

Public Transportation Disability

Persons are identified as having a public

transportation disability if they had a

health condition which had lasted 6 or

more months and which made it difficult

or impossible for them to use buses,

trains, subways, or other forms of public

transportation.

Fertility (Children Ever Born)

The data on children ever born were

derived from responses to question 20.

The number of children ever born to a

woman consists of all live births the

woman has ever had, including any babies

who have died (even shortly after birth)

or who no longer live with her. Excluded

are miscarriages and stillbirths and any of

the woman's step-children, foster chil-

dren, or children she has adopted.

Place of Work

The data on place of work were derived

from answers to question 23, which was

asked of persons who indicated in ques-

tion 22 that they had worked at any time

during the reference week (see below for

definition of reference week). Data are

tabulated for workers 16 years and over;

i.e., members of the Armed Forces and

civilians who were at work during the ref-

erence week. Place of work refers to the
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geographic location at which workers

carried out their occupational activities

during the reference week. The exact ad-

dress (number and street) of the place of

work was asked, as well as the place (city,

town, village, borough, etc.); whether or

not the place of work was inside or out-

side its incorporated (legal) limits; and

the county, state, and ZIP code. If the

person's employer operated in more than

one location, the exact address of the

location or branch where the respondent

worked was requested. When the number

and street name could not be given, the

building name or other physical location

description was to be entered. Persons

who worked at more than one location

were asked to report the one at which

they worked the greatest number of

hours during the reference week. Persons

who regularly worked in several locations

during the reference week were requested

to give the address at which they began

work each day. For cases in which daily

work was not begun at a central place

each day, the person was asked to provide

as much information as possible which

described the area in which he or she

worked most during the reference week.

Data on place of work are based on
approximately one-half of the full census

sample (see appendix D). Therefore, fig-

ures in tabulations involving place of

work may differ from tabulations based

on the full sample. For example, the

number of workers 16 years and over

from place-of-work tabulations may not

agree with the same category shown

for means-of-transportation-to-work tab-

ulations.

In the Census Tracts reports covering

tracted areas outside SMSA's, place-of-

work locations are defined as "in county

of residence" and "outside county of

residence."

For the reports which present data for

an SMSA, place-of-work locations are

specified to show the main destinations

of workers living in the SMSA. All place-

of-work locations are defined with re-

spect to the boundaries of the SMSA as

"inside SMSA" and "outside SMSA." Lo-

cations within the SMSA are further di-

vided into the central business district

(CBD) of each central city, the remainder

of each central city, and each county or

county balance. Selected large incorpo-

rated places may also be specified as

places of work. Within New England

SMSA's, the places of work presented are

generally cities and towns. Locations out-

side the SMSA are specified if they are

important commuting destinations for

residents of the SMSA, and may include

adjoining SMSA's and their central cities,

their component counties, large incorpo-

rated places, or counties, cities, or other

geographic areas outside any SMSA.

In the Census Tracts reports for

SMSA's in New England; Honolulu, Ha-

waii; and certain other metropolitan

areas, some place-of-work locations are

identified as "areas" (e.g.. Area 1, Area 5,

Area 12, etc.). Such areas consist of

groups of towns, cities and towns, census

designated places (Honolulu SMSA only),

or counties which have been defined as

unique place-of-work destinations. The

area number corresponds to the data item

in tabulation P-B #34 of summary tape

file 4 that is the source of that data line

in the report. In those reports where

place-of-work "areas" occur, a geographic

equivalency list which gives the geo-

graphic components that make up each

area is provided at the end of this

appendix. Whenever an adjoining SMSA
or SMSA remainder is specified as a place-

of-work location, its components are not

defined. However, the components may
be found by referring to table 11 of the

Number of Inhabitants report PC80-1-A,

for the State in which the SMSA is

located.

A central business district (CBD) is an

area of very high land valuation character-

ized by a high concentration of retail

businesses, service businesses, offices,

theaters, and hotels, and by high traffic

flow. CBD's consist of one or more

whole census tracts, and have been

defined only in SMSA central cities and

other SMSA cities with populations of

50,000 or more. CBD's are designated by

local Census Statistical Area Committees

in consultation with the Census Bureau.

Some eligible cities do not have a CBD
because they chose not to participate

in the CBD delineation program. In order

to be counted as working in the CBD,
a respondent had to provide enough

information to allow the workplace

to be coded to the census tract level.

Since some respondents did not do

this, the number of persons shown to

be working in the CBD is usually under-

stated by an unknown amount.

Persons were tabulated as working in

an incorporated place if they reported

working inside its legal limits, or reported

an incorporated place as their place of

work without specifying whether or not

they worked inside its legal boundaries.

Persons who reported working outside

the limits of an incorporated place were

tabulated as working outside the place.

For SMSA's in Alaska and Hawaii, census

designated places (CDP's) may appear as

places of work. Persons who reported a

CDP—a place with no legal boundaries—as

their place of work were tabulated as

working in that place regardless of their

response on the incorporated limits ques-

tion. The accuracy of place-of-work data

for certain CDP's may be affected by the

extent to which their census names were

familiar to respondents and by coding

problems caused by similarities between

the CDP name and the names of other

geographic jurisdictions in the same vi-

cinity.

For SMSA's in the New England States,

place-of-work data are given for selected

minor civil divisions (cities and towns),

based on the responses to the place-of-

work question. Many New England towns
are regarded locally as equivalent to a

place and were, therefore, reported as the

place of work. When a respondent re-

ported a locality or incorporated place

that forms part of a town, the coding and

tabulating procedure was designed to in-

clude the response in the total for the

town. The data for some New England

towns may be affected by coding prob-

lems resulting from unfamiliarity among
respondents with the town in which the

workplace was located or when a town
and a city of the same or similar name are

located close together.

Means of Transportation to Work

The data on means of transportation to

work were derived from answers to ques-

tions 24b, 24c, and 24d which were asked

of persons who indicated in question 22

that they had worked at any time during

the reference week (see below for defini-

tion of reference week). Means of trans-

portation to work refers to the principal

mode of travel or type of conveyance

that the person usually used to get from

home to work during the reference week.

Persons who used different means of

transportation on different days of the

week were asked to specify the one they

used most often. Persons who used more

than one means of transportation to get

to work each day were asked to report
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the one used for the longest distance dur-

ing the work trip. The category "private

vehicle" includes workers using a car (in-

cluding company cars but excluding taxi-

cabs), a truck of 1-ton capacity or less,

or a van. The category "public transpor-

tation" includes workers who used a bus

or streetcar, subway or elevated train,

railroad, or taxicab.

A question on carpooling (question

24c) was asked of all workers who re-

ported their means of transportation to

work as "car," "truck," or "van." The

category "drive alone" includes persons

who usually drove alone to work, as well

as persons who were driven to work by

someone who then drove back home or

to a nonwork destination. The category

"carpool" includes workers who reported

that they usually shared driving, drove

others, or rode as a passenger during the

reference week.

The means of transportation data for

some areas in this report may show

workers using modes of public transporta-

tion that are not available in those areas

(e.g., subway or elevated riders in an SMSA
or portion of a State where there actually

is no subway or elevated service). This re-

sult is attributable to persons who
worked during the reference week at a lo-

cation that was different from their usual

place of work (such as persons away from

home on business in an area where sub-

way service was available), and persons

who used more than one means of trans-

portation each day but whose principal

means was not available where they lived

(for example, residents of nonmetropoli-

tan areas who drove to the fringe of an

SMSA and took the commuter railroad

most of the distance to work).

Private Vehicle Occupancy

The data on private vehicle occupancy

were derived from answers to question

24d, which was asked of persons who
indicated in question 22 that they had

worked at any time during the reference

week (see below for definition of refer-

ence week), and who reported in question

24c that they usually shared driving,

drove others, or rode as a passenger in a

car, truck, or van. Private vehicle occu-

pancy refers to the number of persons

who usually rode to work in the vehicle

during the reference week. The measure

"persons per private vehicle" is obtained

by dividing the number of persons who

reported using a car, truck, or van to get

to work by the number of such vehicles

that they used. The number of vehicles

used is derived by counting each person

who drove alone as one vehicle, each

person who reported being in a two-

person carpool as one-half vehicle, each

person who reported being in a three-

person carpool as one-third vehicle, and

so on, and then summing all the vehicles.

Travel Time to Work

The data on travel time to work were

derived from answers to question 24a,

which was asked of persons who indi-

cated in question 22 that they had

worked at any time during the reference

week (see below for definition of refer-

ence week). Travel time to work refers to

the total number of minutes that it

usually took the person to get from home
to work during the reference week. The

elapsed time includes time spent waiting

for public transportation, picking up pas-

sengers in carpools, or time spent in other

activities related to getting to work.

Reference Week

The data on labor force status and jour-

ney to work relate to the calendar week

preceding the date on which the respond-

ents completed their questionnaires or

were interviewed by enumerators. This

week is not the same for all respondents

because not all persons were enumerated

during the same week.

Labor Force Status

The data on labor force status were de-

rived from answers to questions 22, 25,

and 26. The "labor force" includes all

persons in the civilian labor force plus

members of the Armed Forces (persons

16 years old and over on active duty with

the U.S. Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine

Corps, or Coast Guard). The "civilian

labor force" consists of persons classified

as employed or unemployed in accord-

ance with the criteria described below.

All persons 16 years old and over who
are not classified as members of the labor

force are defined as "not in labor force."

This category consists mainly of students,

housewives, retired workers, seasonal

workers enumerated in an "off" season

who were not looking for work, inmates

of institutions, disabled persons, and per-

sons doing only incidental unpaid family

work (less than 15 hours during the refer-

ence week).

Employed—Employed persons include all

civilians 16 years old and over who were

either (a) "at work"—those who did any

work at all during the reference week

as paid employees or in their own busi-

ness or profession, or on their own farm,

or who worked 15 hours or more as un-

paid workers on a family farm or in a

family business; or (b) were "with a job

but not at work"—those who did not

work during the reference week but had

jobs or businesses from which they were

temporarily absent due to illness, bad

weather, industrial dispute, vacation, or

other personal reasons. Excluded from

the employed are persons whose only

activity consisted of work around the

house or volunteer work for religious,

charitable, and similar organizations.

Unemployed—Persons are classified as

unemployed if they were civilians 16

years old and over and (a) were neither

"at work" nor "with a job but not at

work" during the reference week, (b)

were looking for work during the last 4

weeks, and (c) were available to accept a

job. Also included as unemployed are

persons who did not work at all during

the reference week and were waiting to

be called back to a job from which they

had been laid off.

Industry and Occupation

The data on industry and occupation

were derived from answers to questions

28 and 29, respectively, and are shown

here for employed persons 16 years old

and over. For persons who worked at two

or more jobs, the data refer to the job at

which the person worked the greatest

number of hours. The industry and occu-

pation statistics are based on the detailed

classification systems developed for the

1980 census. The 1980 industry classifi-

cation is based on the U.S. Standard

Industrial Classification (SIC) and is sim-

ilar to the 1970 system; the 1980 occu-

pation classification is based on the new

U.S. Standard Occupational Classification

(SOC). This report shows major occupa-

tion groups and selected industry groups.

The relationship between these groups

and more detailed categories found in

other reports will be shown in the PC80-

1-C and PC80-1-D reports.
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Class of Worker

The data on class of worker were derived

from answers to question 30. The infor-

' mation on class of worker refers to the

I

same job as a respondent's industry and

, occupation. The definitions of the class

of worker categories shown in this report

. are as follows:

Private Wage and Salary Workers—Private
wage and salary workers are persons who
work for a private employer for wages,

salary, commission, tips, pay-in-kind, or

at piece rates.

Government Workers—Government work-

ers are employees of any Federal, State,

or local governmental unit, regardless of

the activity of the particular agency.

Self-employed Workers—Self-employed
workers are those who work for profit or

fees in their own unincorporated busi-

ness, profession, or trade or who operate

a farm.

Labor Force Status in 1979

The data on labor force status in 1979
were derived from answers to question

31. Persons 16 years old and over are

classified as "in labor force in 1979" if

they worked in 1979 or had any weeks of

unemployment in 1979, in accordance

with the criteria for weeks worked in

1979 and weeks of unemployment in

1979 as described below.

Worked in 1979-Persons 16 years old

and over who worked 1 or more weeks in

1979 in accordance with the criteria de-

scribed below are classified as "worked in

1979."

The data on weeks worked in 1979

pertain to the number of weeks during

1979 in which persons 16 years old and

over did any work for pay or profit (in-

cluding weeks on paid vacation or on paid

sick leave) or worked without pay on a

family farm or in a family business, or

were on active duty in the Armed Forces.

Persons 16 years old and over who re-

ported that they usually worked 35 or

more hours each week during the weeks
they worked are classified as "usually

worked full-time;" persons who reported

that they usually worked 1 to 34 hours

are classified as "usually worked part-

time."

With Unemployment in 1979—Persons 16

years old and over who had 1 or more

weeks of unemployment in 1979 in ac-

cordance with the criteria described

below are classified as "with unemploy-

ment in 1979."

The data on weeks of unemployment

in 1979 pertain to the number of weeks

during 1979 in which persons 16 years

old and over did not work but spent time

looking for work (i.e., trying to get a job

or start a business or professional prac-

tice) or on layoff from a job. Excluded

are any weeks in which the person

worked, even for 1 hour; or any weeks

for which the person received any wages

or salary; or in which the person was on

active duty in the Armed Forces, on paid

vacation, or on paid leave.

Income in 1979

The data on income in 1979 were derived

from answers to questions 32 and 33.

Information on money income received

in the calendar year 1979 was requested

from persons 15 years old and over.

"Total income" is the algebraic sum of

the amounts reported separately for

wage and salary income; nonfarm net self-

employment income; farm net self-em-

ployment income; interest, dividend,

royalty, or net rental income; Social Se-

curity or Railroad Retirement income;

public assistance or welfare income; and

all other income. The figures represent

the amount of income received regularly

before deductions for personal income

taxes. Social Security, bond purchases,

union dues, medicare deductions, etc.

"Wage or salary income" is defined as

the total money earnings received for

work performed as an employee at any

time during the calendar year 1979. It

includes wages, salary, pay from Armed
Forces, commissions, tips, piece rate pay-

ments, and cash bonuses earned. "Non-
farm net self-employment income" is

defined as net money income (gross re-

ceipts minus business expenses) received

from a business, professional enterprise,

or partnership in which the person was
engaged on his or her own account.

"Farm net self-employment income" is

defined as the net money income (gross

receipts minus operating expenses) re-

ceived from the operation of a farm by a

person on his or her own account, as an

owner, renter, or sharecropper. "Earn-

inn«" is defined as the algebraic sum of

wage or salary income and net income

from nonfarm and farm self-employment.

"Interest, dividend, royalty, or net rental

income" includes interest on savings or

bonds, dividends from stockholdings or

membership in associations, net royalties,

and net income from rental of property

to others and receipts from boarders or

lodgers. "Social Security income" in-

cludes Social Security pensions and sur-

vivors' benefits and permanent disability

insurance payments made by the Social

Security Administration, prior to de-

ductions for medical insurance, and rail-

road retirement insurance checks from
the U.S. Government. "Medicare" reim-

bursements are not included. "Public

assistance" or public welfare income in-

cludes (1) supplementary security income
payments made by Federal, State, or

local welfare agencies to low income
persons who are aged (65 years old or

over), blind, or disabled, (2) aid to fami-

lies with dependent children, and (3) gen-

eral assistance. Separate payments re-

ceived for hospital or other medical care

(vendor payments) are excluded from this

item. "Income from all other sources"

includes unemployment compensation,

veterans' payments, public or private

pensions, alimony or child support, work-

ers' compensation, periodic payments

from estates and trust funds, periodic

receipts from annuities or insurance,

contributions received periodically from

persons not living in the household, mili-

tary family allotments, net gambling

winnings, and other kinds of periodic

income other than earnings.

Receipts from the following sources

were not included as income: money
received from sale of property (unless the

recipient was engaged in the business of

selling such property); the value of

income "in kind" from food stamps,

public housing subsidies, medical care,

employers' contributions for pensions,

etc.; withdrawal of bank deposits; money
borrowed; tax refunds; exchange of

money between relatives living in the

same household; gifts and lump-sum in-

heritances, insurance payments, and other

types of lump-sum receipts.

Although the income statistics cover

the calendar year 1979, the character-

istics of persons and the composition of

households and families refer to the time

of enumeration (April 1, 1980). However,

the composition of most households and

families was the same during 1979 as in

April 1980.

The median income is the amount
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which divides the distribution into two

equal groups, one having incomes above

the median and the other having incomes

below the median. For households, fam-

ilies, and unrelated individuals the median

income is based on the distribution of

the total number of units including those

with no income. The median income

values for all households, families, and

unrelated individuals are computed on

the basis of more detailed income inter-

vals than shown in this report. Median

income figures of $30,000 or less are

generally calculated using linear inter-

polation; all other median income

amounts are derived through Pareto

interpolation. For a detailed description

of these interpolation procedures, see

appendix B to the Current Population

Reports, Series P-60, No. 129, Money
Income of Families and Persons in the

United States: 1979.

The mean income is the amount ob-

tained by dividing the total income of a

particular statistical universe by the num-

ber of units in that universe. Thus, mean

household income is obtained by dividing

total household income by the total num-

ber of households. For the various types

of income the means are based on house-

holds having those types of income.

Per capita income is the mean income

computed for every man, woman, and

child in a particular group. It is derived

by dividing the total income of a particu-

lar group by the total population in that

group.

Care should be exercised in using and

interpreting mean or per capita values in

the statistics for small areas or small sub-

groups of the population. Since the mean

and per capita income amounts are

strongly influenced by extreme values in

the distribution, they are especially sus-

ceptible to the effects of sampling vari-

ability, misreporting, and processing

errors. The median, which is not affected

by extreme values, is therefore a better

measure than the mean or per capita

when the population base is small.

There may be differences between the

data in this report on income in 1979 and

similar data shown in the Summary

Characteristics for Governmental Units

and Standard Metropolitan Statistical

Areas, PHC80-3, reports and in the

Supplementary Reports, Advance Esti-

mates of Social, Economic, and Housing

Characteristics, PHC80-S2. Any such dif-

ferences are a result of errors corrected

after the release of the PHC80-3 and the

PHC80-S2 reports.

Poverty Status in 1979

Families and unrelated individuals are

classified as being below or above the

poverty level based on income in 1979

using a poverty index which provides a

range of income cutoffs or "poverty

thresholds" varying by size of family,

number of children, and age of the

family householder or unrelated indi-

vidual. The poverty thresholds used in

the 1980 census differ slightly from

those used in the 1970 census, which

took into account the same three factors

as well as sex of the family householder

or unrelated individual and farm-nonfarm

residence. In addition, for the 1980 cen-

sus the thresholds by size of family were

extended from 7 or more persons to 9

or more persons. The income cutoffs

are updated each year to reflect the

change in the Consumer Price Index.

The poverty threshold for a family of

four was $7,412 in 1979; thresholds by

size of family are shown below.

There may be slight differences be-

tween the data in this report on poverty

status in 1979 and similar data shown in

the Summary Characteristics for Govern-

mental Units and Standard Metropolitan

Statistical Areas, PHC80-3, reports and in

the Supplementary Reports, Advance

Estimates of Social, Economic, and Hous-

ing Characteristics, PHC80-S2. Any such

differences are a result of errors in the

income data which were corrected after

the release of the PHC80-3 and the

PHC80-S2 reports.

Persons for Whom Poverty Status is

Determined—Poverty status is determined

for all persons except inmates of institu-

tions, persons in military group quarters

and in college dormitories, and unrelated

individuals under 15 years. For a detailed

explanation of the poverty definition,

see Current Population Reports, Series

P-60, No. 133, Characteristics of the

Population Below the Poverty Level:

1980.

Specified Poverty Level- Because the

poverty definition currently in use by
the Federal Government does not meet

all the needs of the analysts of the data,

some of the data are presented for alter-

nate definitions ranging from 75 percent

to 200 percent of the current poverty

level. These specified poverty levels are

obtained by multiplying the income
cutoffs at the poverty level by the ap-

propriate factor. For example, the in-

come cutoff at 125 percent of the

poverty level was $9,265 in 1979 for a

family of four persons.

HOUSING CHARACTERISTICS

Living Quarters

Living quarters are classified in the

census as either housing units or group

quarters. Usually, living quarters are in

structures intended for residential use

(e.g., a one-family home, apartment

house, hotel or motel, boarding house,

mobile home or trailer). However, living

quarters may also be in structures in-

tended for nonresidential use (e.g., the

rooms in a warehouse where a night guard

lives), as well as in boats, tents, vans, etc.

Housing Units—A housing unit is a house,

an apartment, a group of rooms, or a

single room, occupied as a separate living

quarters or, if vacant, intended for occu-

pancy as a separate living quarters.

Separate living quarters are those in

which the occupants live and eat sepa-

rately from any other persons in the

building and which have direct access

from the outside of the building or

through a common hall. The occupants

may be a single family, one person living

alone, two or more families living to-

gether, or any other group of related or

unrelated persons who share living

arrangement*; (except those in Group

Quarters as described in the next para-

graph). For vacant units, the criteria of

separateness and direct access are applied

to the intended occupants whenever

possible. If that information cannot be
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obtained, the criteria are applied to the

previous occupants. Both occupied and

vacant housing units are included in the

housing unit inventory except that boats,

tents, vans, caves, and the like are in-

cluded only if they are occupied as

someone's usual place of residence.

Vacant mobile homes are included, pro-

vided they are intended for occupancy on

the site where they stand. Vacant mobile

homes on dealers' sales lots, at the

factory, or in storage are excluded from

the housing inventory.

Comparability With 1970 Census Housing

Unit Data-Although the 1980 census

data are generally comparable with 1970

census data, certain changes were intro-

duced for 1980. The part of the 1970

housing unit definition that required a

unit to have either (1 ) direct access or (2)

complete kitchen facilities was modified.

For 1980, the complete kitchen facilities

alternative was dropped, and direct access

was required of all housing units. In

addition, in 1970, living quarters

occupied by five or more persons unre-

lated to the head of the household or by

six or more unrelated persons were not

considered to be housing units but group

quarters. In 1980, however, this require-

ment was changed and, living quarters

occupied by a group of 9 or more
persons unrelated to the householder or

by 10 or more unrelated persons were

considered to be group quarters. Thus,

some living quarters classified as group

quarters in 1970 would be classified as

housing units in 1980. In 1970, vacant

mobile homes were not counted as

housing units. For 1980, they were in-

cluded in the housing inventory provided

they were intended for occupancy on the

site where they stood.

Year-Round Housing Units—Data on

housing characteristics in the 1980 census

reports are limited to year-round housing

units; i.e., all occupied units plus vacant

units available or intended for year-round

use. Vacant units intended for seasonal

occupancy and vacant units held for

migratory labor are excluded because of

the difficulty of obtaining reliable data

on their characteristics. Counts of the

total housing inventory, however, are

given for each area presented in this

report.

Occupancy and Vacancy
Characteristics

Occupied Housing Units—A housing unit

is classified as occupied if it is the usual

place of residence of the person or group

of persons living in it at the time of

enumeration, or if the occupants are only

temporarily absent; e.g., away on vaca-

tion. If all the persons staying in the unit

at the time of the census have their usual

place of residence elsewhere, the unit is

classified as vacant. A household includes

all the persons who occupy a housing unit

as their usual place of residence. In

tabulations of data collected of all units,

by definition, the count of occupied

housing units is the same as the count

of households. In tabulations presenting

data from a sample of the housing units,

there may be small differences in the

counts resulting from processing proce-

dures used to inflate the population and

housing sample data.

Year Householder Moved Into Unit—Data

presented for this item are based on the

information reported for the householder

and refer to the year of the latest move.

If the householder moved back into a

unit the person previously occupied, the

year of the latest move was reported. If

the householder moved from one apart-

ment to another in the same building, the

year the householder moved into the

present apartment was reported. The
intent is to establish the year the present

occupancy by the householder began.

The year in which a householder moved is

not necessarily the same year as the year

other members of the household moved,

although in the majority of cases the

entire household moved at the same time.

Vacant Housing Units—A housing unit is

vacant if no one is living in it at the time

of enumeration, unless its occupants are

only temporarily absent. Units tempo-

rarily occupied at the time of enumera-

tion entirely by persons who have a usual

residence elsewhere are also classified as

vacant.

New units not yet occupied are classi-

fied as vacant housing units if construc-

tion has reached a point where all ex-

terior windows and doors are installed

and final usable floors are in place.

Vacant units are excluded if they are

open to the elements, i.e., the roof, walls,

windows, and/or doors no longer protect

the interior from the elements, or if there

is positive evidence (such as a sign on the

house or in the block) that the unit is to

be demolished or is condemned. Also

excluded are quarters being used entirely

for nonresidential purposes, such as a

store or an office, or quarters used for

storage of business supplies or inventory,

machinery, or agricultural products.

Type of Vacant Unit—Vacant housing

units are classified in this report as either

"seasonal and migratory" or "year-

round." "Seasonal" units are intended for

occupancy during only certain seasons of

the year. Included are units intended for

recreational use, such as beach cottages

and hunting cabins; units offered to

vacationers in the summer for summer
sports or in the winter for winter sports;

and vacant units held for herders and

loggers. "Migratory" units are vacant

units held for occupancy by migratory

labor employed in farm work during the

crop season. "Year-round" vacant

housing units are available or intended for

occupancy at any time of the year. A unit

in a resort area which is usually occupied

on a year-round basis is considered as

year-round. A unit used only occasionally

throughout the year is also considered as

year-round.

Vacancy Status—Year-round vacant units

are subdivided according to their vacancy

status as follows:

For sale only. Vacant year-round units

being offered "For sale only," in-

cluding individual units in cooperatives

and condominium projects if the indi-

vidual units are offered "For sale

only."

For rent Vacant year-round units

offered "For rent," and vacant units

offered either for rent or for sale.

Rented or sold, awaiting occupancy.

If any money rent has been paid or

agreed upon but the new renter has

not moved in as of the date of

enumeration, or if the unit has re-

cently been sold but the new owner

has not yet moved in, the year-round

vacant unit is classified as "Rented or

sold, awaiting occupancy."

Held for occasional use. This category

consists of vacant year-round units

which are held for weekend or other
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occasional use throughout the year.

Shared ownership or time-sharing con-

dominiums are also classified as "Held

for occasional use." Homes reserved

by their owners as second homes
usually fall in this category, although

some second homes may be classified

as "seasonal."

Other vacant. If a vacant year-round

unit does not fall into any of the

classifications specified above, it is

classified as "Other vacant." This cat-

egory includes units held for settle-

ment of an estate, units held for

occupancy by a caretaker or janitor,

and units held for personal reasons of

the owner.

Boarded-Up Status— Boarded-up units

refer to vacant structures in which the

windows and doors are covered by wood,

metal, or similar materials to protect the

interior, and to prevent entry into the

building. A single-unit structure or a

unit(s) in a multi-unit structure may be

boarded up in this way. In this report,

data for boarded-up units are only shown

for units in the "Other vacant" category.

Duration of Vacancy—The statistics on

duration of vacancy refer to the length of

time (in months) from the date the last

occupants moved from the unit to the

date of enumeration. The data, therefore,

do not provide a direct measure of the

total length of time units remain vacant.

For newly constructed units which have

never been occupied, the duration of

vacancy is counted from the date con-

struction was completed. For recently

converted or merged units, the time is

reported from the date conversion or

merger was completed.

Tenure—A housing unit is "owner

occupied" if the owner or co-owner lives

in the unit, even if it is mortgaged or not

fully paid for. All other occupied units

are classified as "renter occupied," in-

cluding units rented for cash rent and

those occupied without payment of cash

rent.

Utilization, Structural, and
Plumbing Characteristics

Persons in Unit—All persons occupying

the housing unit are included. These per-

sons include not only occupants related

to the householder but also any lodgers,

roomers, boarders, partners, roommates,

wards, foster children, and resident em-
ployees who share the living quarters of

the householder. The data on "persons in

unit" show the number of housing units

occupied by the specified number of

persons.

Medians for persons are rounded to

the nearest hundredth. In computing

medians for persons per housing unit, the

whole number is used as the midpoint of

the interval so that, for example, the

category "3 persons" is treated as an

interval ranging from 2.50 up to 3.50

persons.

Rooms—The statistics on "rooms" are in

terms of the number of housing units

with a specified number of rooms. The

intent of this question is to count the

number of whole rooms used for living

purposes. For each unit they include

living rooms, dining rooms, kitchens, bed-

rooms, finished recreation rooms, en-

closed porches suitable for year-round

use, and lodger's rooms. Excluded are

strip or pullman kitchens, bathrooms,

open porches, balconies, halls, half-

rooms, utility rooms, unfinished attics or

basements, or other unfinished space

used for storage. A partially divided room

is a separate room only if there is a parti-

tion from floor to ceiling.

Medians for rooms are rounded to the

nearest tenth. In computing medians for

rooms, the whole number is used as the

midpoint of the interval so that, for

example, the category "3 rooms" is

treated as an interval ranging from 2.5 to

3.5 rooms.

Persons Per Room—"Persons per room" is

a derived measure obtained by dividing

the number of persons in each occupied

housing unit by the number of rooms in

the unit. The figures shown refer, there-

fore, to the number of occupied housing

units having the specified ratio of persons

per room.

Bedrooms—The number of bedrooms in

the unit is the count of rooms used

mainly for sleeping, even if also used for

other purposes. Rooms reserved for sleep-

ing, such as guest rooms, even though

used infrequently, are counted as bed-

rooms. On the other hand, rooms used

mainly for other purposes, even though

used also for sleeping, such as a living

room with a sofa bed, are not considered

bedrooms. A housing unit consisting of

only one room, such as a one-room
efficiency apartment, is classified, bv

, ,. . . .
' '

definition, as having no bedroom.

Kitchen Facilities—A unit has complete

kitchen facilities when it has all of the

following: (1) an installed sink with piped

water, (2) a range or cookstove, and (3) a

mechanical refrigerator. All kitchen facili-

ties must be located in the structure.

They need not be in the same room.

Quarters with only portable cooking

equipment are not considered as having a

range or cookstove. An icebox is not

considered to be a mechanical refrigerator.

Year Structure Built—Year structure built

refers to when the building was first

constructed, not when it was remodeled,

added to, or converted. For a houseboat

or mobile home or trailer, the manu-

facturer's model year is assumed to be the

year built. The figures shown in this

report relate to the number of units in

structures built during the specified

periods and in existence at the time of

enumeration.

Units in Structure—A structure is a sepa-

rate building that either has open space

on all sides or is separated from other

structures by dividing walls that extend

from ground to roof. In the determina-

tion of the number of units in a structure,

all housing units, both occupied and

vacant, were counted. The statistics are

presented for the number of housing

units in structures of specified type and

size, not for the number of residential

buildings. Included in the count of

mobile homes or trailers are units classi-

fied as boats, tents, vans, etc.

Plumbing Facilities—The category "Com-

plete plumbing for exclusive use" consists

of units which have hot and cold piped

water, a flush toilet, and a bathtub or

shower inside the housing unit for the

exclusive use of the occupants of the

unit. "Lacking complete plumbing for

exclusive use" includes those conditions

when (1) all three specified plumbing

facilities are present inside the unit, but

are also used by another household; (2)

some but not all the facilities are present;

or (3) none of the three specified plumb-

ing facilities is present.
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Comparability With 1970 Census Plumb-

ing Facilities Data— In 1970, there were

separate questions on the presence of hot

and cold piped water, a bathtub or

shower, and a flush toilet. For 1980,

these three items were combined into a

single question on plumbing facilities. In

I
addition, the facilities must be inside the

housing unit rather than inside the struc-

i ture as in 1970.

i Bathrooms—A complete bathroom is a

I

room with a flush toilet, bathtub or

shower, and a wash basin with piped hot

and cold water for the exclusive use of

the occupants of the housing unit.

(Although the instructions on the ques-

tionnaire do not specify that a complete

bathroom must have hot water, this

requirement was applied during the proc-

essing of the data in an edit combining

the items on complete bathrooms and

complete plumbing facilities for the ex-

clusive use of the household.) A half-

bathroom has at least a flush toilet or a

bathtub or shower for exclusive use, but

does not have all the facilities for a

complete bathroom. The equipment must

be inside the unit being enumerated.

Source of Water—Housing units may re-

ceive their water supply from a number of

sources. A common source supplying

water to six or more units is classified as a

"Public system or private company." The

water may be supplied by a city, county,

water district, water company, etc., or it

may be obtained from a well which

supplies water to six or more housing

units.

Sewage Disposal—Housing units are either

connected to a public sewer, to a septic

tank or cesspool, or they dispose of

sewage by other means. A public sewer

may be operated by a government body

or by a private organization. Small sewage

treatment plants, which in some localities

are called neighborhood septic tanks, are

also classified as public sewers.

Equipment and Fuels

Heating Equipment—Housing units use

specific types of heating equipment as

their primary source of heat. The cate-

gories for types used are: (1) a steam or

hot water system; (2) a central warm-air

furnace with ducts to the individual

rooms; (3) an electric heat pump; (4)

other built-in electric units which are

permanently installed in the floors, walls,

ceilings, or baseboards, and are a part of

the electrical installation of the building;

and (5) other means which include a

floor, wall, or pipeless furnace; room

heaters with flue or vent that burn gas,

oil, or kerosene; nonportable room

heaters without flue or vent that burn

gas, oil, or kerosene; and fireplaces,

stoves, or portable room heaters of any

kind that can be picked up and moved.

For vacant units which have had the

heating equipment removed, the kind of

equipment used by the previous occu-

pants is considered to be the heating

equipment for the unit.

Comparability With 1970 Census Heating

Equipment Data— In 1970, central heat

pumps were included as part of the cate-

gory, "Warm-air furnace" and individual

room heat pumps were included in the

category "Built-in electric units." In

1980, heat pumps have been combined
into one category, "Electric heat pump."

Air-Conditioning—Air-conditioning is de-

fined as the cooling of air by a refrigera-

tion unit. It does not include evaporative

coolers, fans, or blowers which are not

connected to a refrigeration unit; how-

ever, it does include heat pumps. A
central system is an installation which

air-conditions a number of rooms. In an

apartment building, such a system may
cool all apartments in the building, each

apartment may have its own central

system, or there may be several systems,

each providing central air-conditioning

for a group of apartments. A system with

individual room controls is a central

system.

Vehicles Available-Data for this item

refer to the number of households with

vehicles available at home for the use

of the members of the household. In-

cluded in this item are passenger cars,

pickup trucks, small panel trucks of

1-ton capacity or less, as well as station

wagons, company cars, and taxicabs kept

at home for the use of household

members. Cars rented or leased for 1

month or more; police and government

cars kept at home; and company vans and

trucks of 1-ton capacity or less are also

included if kept at home and used for

nonbusiness purposes. Dismantled cars;

immobile cars used as a source of power

for some piece of machinery; and vans

and trucks kept at home but used only

for business purposes are excluded. The
statistics do not reflect the number of

vehicles privately owned or the number
of households owning vehicles.

Comparability With 1970 Census Auto-

mobiles Available Data-in 1970, only

data on the number of households with

automobiles which were owned or regu-

larly used by members of the household

were obtained. Taxicabs, pickups, or large

trucks were not counted. In 1980, the

data on automobiles available include

taxicabs if kept at home for use of

household members but exclude pickups

or larger trucks. Separate data were ob-

tained in 1980 on the number of house-

holds with vans or trucks of 1-ton capa-

city or less, kept at home for use of

members of the household.

Telephone in Housing Unit—A unit is

classified as having a telephone if there is

a telephone in the living quarters. Units

where the respondent uses a telephone

located inside the building but not in the

respondent's living quarters are classified

as having no telephone.

Comparability With 1970 Census Tele-

phone Available Data— In 1970, the ques-

tion on telephone availability was col-

lected on a 100-percent basis. A housing

unit was classified as having a telephone if

the household had a telephone on which

it could be called, whether it was in

another unit, in a common hall, in

another building, or shared by another

household. For 1980, for a housing unit

to be classified as having a telephone, the

telephone had to be inside the respond-

ent's living quarters.

Fuels Used for House Heating-"Utility

gas" is gas piped through underground

pipes from a central system that serves

the neighborhood. "Bottled, tank, or LP

gas" is stored in tanks which are refilled

or exchanged when empty. "Fuel oil,

kerosene, etc." includes fuel oil, kero-

sene, gasoline, alcohol, and other com-

bustible liquids. The category "Other"

includes any other fuel such as purchased

steam, coal dust, briquettes made of pitch

and sawdust, waste materials such as

corncobs, etc.

Financial Characteristics

Value—Value is the respondent's estimate

of how much the property (house and
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lot) would sell for, if it were for sale.

Value data are presented for "specified

owner-occupied" housing units, which are

limited to owner-occupied one-family

houses on less than 10 acres without a

commercial establishment or medical of-

fice on the property. Mobile homes,

trailers, boats, tents, or vans occupied as a

usual residence, and owner-occupied non-

condominium units in multi-family build-

ings are also excluded from the value

tabulations. Value was also collected for

owner-occupied condominium housing

units, but such units are excluded from

the tables showing value in this report.

Medians for value are rounded to the

nearest hundred dollar. If the median

falls in the category "Less than $10,000,"

it is shown as "$10,000-." If the median

falls in the category "$200,000 or more,"

it is shown as "$200,000+."

Mortgage Status and Selected Monthly

Owner Costs—The data are presented for

"specified owner-occupied" housing

units. These "specified" housing units

include only one-family houses on less

than 10 acres without a commercial

establishment or medical office on the

property. The data exclude owner-

occupied condominium housing units,

mobile homes, trailers, boats, tents, or

vans occupied as a usual residence, as well

as owner-occupied noncondominium units

in multi-family buildings. Separate distri-

butions are shown for units "With a

mortgage" and for units "Not mort-

gaged." Selected monthly owner costs

are the sum of payments for mortgages,

deeds of trust, or similar debts on the

property; real estate taxes; fire and

hazard insurance on the property; utilities

(electricity, gas, and water); and fuels

(oil, coal, kerosene, wood, etc.). Medians

for selected monthly owner costs are

rounded to the nearest dollar.

Household Income in 1979 by Selected

Monthly Owner Costs as Percentage of

Income—The selected monthly housing

costs is expressed as a percentage of

monthly household income (total house-

hold income in 1979 divided by 12). The
percentage is presented for the same

owner-occupied units for which selected

monthly owner costs was tabulated; thus,

the statistics reflect the exclusion of cer-

tain owner-occupied units. The percentage

was computed separately for each unit

and was rounded to the nearest whole

number. Units occupied by households

that reported no income or a net loss

comprise the category, "Not computed."

Contract Rent—Contract rent is the

monthly rent agreed to, or contracted

for, regardless of any furnishings, utilities,

or services that may be included. The

statistics on rent are tabulated for "speci-

fied renter-occupied" housing units which

include renter-occupied housing units

except one-family houses on 10 or more

acres. Respondents were asked to re-

port rent only for the housing unit

enumerated and to exclude any rent

paid for additional units or for business

premises.

This report presents data only on

median contract rent, without any tabula-

tion by rent categories. Medians for con-

tract rent are rounded to the nearest

dollar. In computing median contract

rent, units reported as "No cash rent" are

excluded.

Gross Rent—The statistics on rent are

tabulated for "specified renter-occupied"

housing units which include renter-

occupied housing units except one-family

houses on 10 or more acres. The com-
puted rent termed "gross rent" is the

contract rent plus the estimated average

monthly cost of utilities (electricity, gas,

and water) and fuels (oil, coal, kerosene,

wood, etc.) if these are paid for by the

renter (or paid for the renter by someone
else) in addition to rent. Gross rent is

intended to eliminate differentials which
result from varying practices with respect

to the inclusion of utilities and fuels as

part of the rental payment. The estimated

costs of water and fuels are reported on a

yearly basis but are converted to monthly
figures in the computation process. Rent-

er units occupied without payment of

cash rent are shown separately as "No
cash rent" in the tabulations. This report

presents data on medians for gross rent

rounded to the nearest dollar. In com-

puting median gross rent, units reported

as "No cash rent" are excluded.

Household Income in 1979 by Gross Rent

as Percentage of Income—The monthly

gross rent is expressed as a percentage of

monthly household income (total house-

hold income in 1979 divided by 12). The

percentage is presented for the same

renter-occupied units for which gross rent

was tabulated; thus, the statistics reflect

the exclusion of certain renter-occupied

units. The percentage was computed sep-

arately for each unit and was rounded to

the nearest whole number. Units for

which no cash rent is paid and units oc-

cupied by households that reported no

income or a net loss comprise the cat-

egory, "Not computed."

USUAL PLACE OF RESIDENCE

In accordance with census practice dating

back to the first U.S. census in 1790,

each person enumerated in the 1980

census was counted as an inhabitant

of his or her "usual place of residence,"

which is generally construed to mean
the place where the person lives and

sleeps most of the time. This place is

not necessarily the same as the person's

legal residence or voting residence. In

the vast majority of cases, however, the

use of these different bases of classifica-

tion would produce substantially the

same statistics, although there might be

appreciable differences for a few areas.

The implementation of this practice

has resulted in the establishment of

residence rules for certain categories of

persons whose usual place of residence is

not immediately apparent. Furthermore,

this practice means that persons were not

always counted as residents of the place

where they happened to be staying on

Census Day (April 1). Persons without a

usual place of residence, however, were

counted where they happened to be

staying.

Armed Forces

Members of the Armed Forces living

on a military installation were counted,

as in every previous census, as residents

of the area in which the installation was
located; members of the Armed Forces

not living on a military installation were

counted as residents of the area in which

they were living. Family members of

Armed Forces personnel were counted

where they were living on Census Day

(i.e., with the Armed Forces personnel

or at another location, as the case might

be).

Each Navy ship was attributed to the

municipality that the Department of the

Navy designated as its homeport, except

for those ships which were deployed to

the 6th or 7th Fleet on Census Day. As

was done m the 1970 census, naval per-

sonnel aboard deployed ships were de-

fined in the 1980 census as part of the

overseas population, because deployment

to the 6th or 7th Fleet implies a long-

term overseas assignment.

In homeports with fewer than 1,000

naval personnel assigned to ships, the

crews were counted aboard the ship. In

homeports with 1,000 or more naval

personnel assigned to ships, the naval

personnel who indicated that they had a

usual residence within 50 miles of the

homeport of their ship were attributed to

that residence.

When a homeport designated by the

Navy was contained in more than one

municipality, ships homeported and

berthed there on Census Day were as-

signed by the Bureau of the Census to the

municipality in which the land immedi-

ately adjacent to the dock or pier was

actually located. Other ships attributed

by the Navy to that homeport, but which

were not physically present and not

deployed to the 6th or 7th Fleet on

Census Day, were allocated to the munici-

pality named on the Navy's homeport

list.

Crews of Merchant Vessels

Shipboard Census Reports were mailed

to crews of merchant vessels through the

ships' respective owner-operators based

on lists of U.S. flag merchant vessels

obtained from the Maritime Administra-

tion, U.S. Department of Commerce.

If the ship was berthed in a U.S.

port on Census Day, the crew was enu-

merated as of that port. If the ship was

not berthed in a U.S. port but was inside

the territorial waters of the United States,

the crew was enumerated as of (a) the

port of destination if that port was inside

the United States or (b) the homeport

of the ship if its port of destination was

outside the United States. Crews of

U.S. flag vessels which were outside U.S.

territorial waters on Census Day and

crews of vessels flying a foreign flag were

not enumerated in the 1980 census.

Persons Away at School

College students were counted as resi-

dents of the area in which they were

living while attending college, as they

have been since 1950. However, children

in boarding schools below the college level

were counted at their parental home.

Persons in Institutions

Inmates of institutions, who ordinarily

live there for considerable periods of

time, were counted as residents of the

area where the institution was located.

Patients in short-term wards (general,

maternity, etc.) of hospitals were counted

at their usual place of residence; if they

had no usual place of residence, they

were counted at the hospital.

Persons Away From Their

Residence on Census Day

Persons in hotels, motels, etc., on the

night of March 31, 1980, were requested

to fill out a census form for assignment of

their census information back to their

homes if they indicated that no one was

at home to report them in the census.

A similar approach was used for persons

visiting in private residences, as well as

for Americans who left the United

States during March 1980 via major

intercontinental air or ship carriers for

temporary travel abroad. In addition,

information on persons away from their

usual place of residence was obtained

from other members of their families,

resident managers, neighbors, etc. If an

entire household was expected to be
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away during the whole period of the

enumeration, information on that house-

hold was obtained from neighbors. A
matching process was used to eliminate

duplicate reports for persons who re-

ported for themselves while away from

their usual residence and who were also

reported at this usual residence by some-

one else.

A special enumeration was conducted

in such facilities as missions, flophouses,

jails, detention centers, etc., on the night

of April 6, 1980, and persons enumerated

therein were counted as residents of the

area in which the establishment was

located.

Americans Abroad

Americans who were overseas for an

extended period (in the Armed Forces,

working at civilian jobs, studying in

foreign universities, etc.) were not in-

cluded in the population of any State

or the District of Columbia. On the other

hand, Americans who were temporarily

abroad on vacations, business trips, and

the like were counted at their usual

residence in the United States.

Citizens of Foreign Countries

Citizens of foreign countries having their

usual residence (legally or illegally) in

the United States on Census Day, in-

cluding those working here (but not

living at an embassy, ministry, legation,

chancellery, or consulate) and those

attending school (but not living at an

embassy, etc.), were included in the

enumeration, as were members of their

families living with them. However,

citizens of foreign countries temporarily

visiting or traveling in the United States

or living on the premises of an embassy,

etc., were not enumerated in the 1980

census.

DATA COLLECTION
PROCEDURES

The 1980 census was conducted primarily

through self-enumeration. A census ques-

tionnaire was delivered by postal carriers

to every housing unit several days before

Census Day, April 1, 1980. This question-

naire included explanatory information

and was accompanied by an instruction

guide. Spanish-language versions of the

questionnaire and instruction guide were

available on request. The questionnaire

was also available in narrative translation

in 32 languages.

In most areas of the United States,

altogether containing about 95 percent

of the population, the householder was

requested to fill out and mail back the

questionnaire on Census Day. Approxi-

mately 83 percent of these households

returned their forms by mail. Households

that did not mail back a form and vacant

housing units were visited by an enumera-

tor. Households that returned a form

with incomplete or inconsistent infor-

mation that exceeded a specified tolerance

were contacted by telephone or, if neces-

sary, by a personal visit, to obtain the

missing information.

In the remaining (mostly sparsely

settled) area of the country, which

contained about 5 percent of the popu-

lation, the householder was requested

to fill out t*he questionnaire and hold

it until visited by an enumerator. Incom-

plete and unfilled forms were completed

by interview during the enumerator's

visit. Vacant units were enumerated by a

personal visit and observation.

Each housing unit in the country re-

ceived one of two versions of the census

questionnaire: a short-form questionnaire

containing a limited number of basic

population and housing questions or a

long-form questionnaire containing these

basic questions as well as a number of

additional questions. A sampling pro-

cedure was used to determine those

units which were to receive the long-

form questionnaire. Two sampling rates

were employed. For most of the country,

one in every six housing units (about

17 percent) received the long form or

sample questionnaire; in counties, incor-

porated places and minor civil divisions

estimated to have fewer than 2,500 inhab-

itants, every other housing unit (50 per-

cent) received the sample questionnaire

to enhance the reliability of sample data

in small areas.

Special questionnaires were used for

the enumeration of persons in group

quarters such as colleges and universities,

hospitals, prisons, military installations,

and ships. These forms contained the

population questions but did not include

any housing questions. In addition to

the regular census questionnaires, the

Supplementary Questionnaire for Ameri-

can Indians was used in conjunction with

the short form on Federal and State

reservations and in the historic areas of

Oklahoma (excluding urbanized areas)

for households that had at least one
American Indian, Eskimo, or Aleut
household member.

PROCESSING PROCEDURES

The 1980 census questionnaires were
processed in a manner similar to that for

the 1970 and 1960 censuses. They were

designed to be processed electronically

by the Film Optical Sensing Device for

Input to Computer (FOSDIC). For most
items on the questionnaire, the informa-

tion supplied by the respondent or

obtained by the enumerator was indicated

by marking the answers in predesignated

positions that would be "read" by

FOSDIC from a microfilm copy of the

questionnaire and transferred onto com-

puter tape with no intervening manual

processing. The computer tape did not

include information on individual names
and addresses.

The data processing was performed in

two stages. For 100-percent data, all

short forms, and pages 2 and 3 of the

long forms (which have the same questions

as the short form), were microfilmed,

"read" by FOSDIC, and transferred

onto computer tape for tabulation. For

the sample data, the long form (or

sample) questionnaires were processed

through manual coding operations since

some questions required the respondent

to provide write-in entries which could

not be read by FOSDIC. Census Bureau

coders assigned alphabetical or numerical

codes to the write-in answers in FOSDIC
readable code boxes on each question-

naire. After all coding was completed,

the long forms were microfilmed, and the

film was "read" by FOSDIC and trans-

ferred onto computer tape.

The tape containing the information

from the questionnaires was processed

on the Census Bureau's computers

through a number of editing and tabu-

lation steps. Among the products of this

operation were computer tapes from

which the tables in this report (and

most others in the 1980 census pub-

lications) were prepared on phototype-

setting equipment at the Government

Printing Office.

A more detailed description of the

data collection and processing procedures

can be obtained from the 1980 Census of

Population and Housing, Users' Guide,

PHC80-R1.
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INTRODUCTION

The data presented in tables P-1 through

P-7 and tables H-1 through H-6 of this

publication are based upon complete-

count data and the data tabulated in

tables P-8 through P-21 and tables H-7

through H-1 8 are based on the 1980

census sample. The data in tables P-8

through P-21 and tables H-7 through

H-1 8 are estimates of the actual figures

that would have resulted from a complete

count. Estimates can be expected to vary

from the complete-count result because

they are subject to two basic types of

error—sampling and nonsampling. The
sampling error in the data arises from the

selection of persons and housing units to

be included in the sample. The nonsam-

pling error is the result of all other

errors that may occur during the col-

lection and processing phases of the

census. Nonsampling error, therefore,

affects both the complete-count data

in tables P-1 through P-7 and tables H-1

through H-6 and the sample data in tables

P-8 through P-21 and tables H-7 through

H-1 8. A more detailed discussion of both

sampling and nonsampling error and a

description of the estimation procedure

are given in this appendix.

SAMPLE DESIGN

While every person and housing unit in

the United States was enumerated on a

questionnaire that requested certain basic

demographic information (e.g., age, race,

relationship), a sample of persons and

housing units was enumerated on a

questionnaire that requested additional

information. The basic sampling unit

for the 1 980 census was the housing unit,

including all occupants. For persons living

in group quarters, the sampling unit was

the person. Two sampling rates were em-

ployed. In counties, incorporated places,

and minor civil divisions estimated to

have fewer than 2,500 persons (based

on precensus estimates), one-half of all

housing units and persons in group

quarters were to be included in the

sample. In all other places, one-sixth

of the housing units or persons in group

quarters were sampled. The purpose of

this scheme was to provide relatively

more reliable estimates for small places.

When both sampling rates were taken

into account across the Nation, approxi-

mately 19 percent of the Nation's hous-

ing units were included in the census

sample.
The sample designation method de-

pended on the data collection procedures.

In about 95 percent of the country, the

census was taken by the mailout/mailback

procedure. For these areas, the Bureau of

the Census either purchased a commercial

mailing list which was updated and

corrected by Census Bureau field staff,

or prepared a mailing list by canvassing

and listing each address in the area prior

to Census Day. These lists were com-

puterized, and every sixth unit (for

1 -in-6 areas) or every second unit (for

1-in-2 areas) was designated as a sample

unit by computer. Both of these lists

were also corrected by the Post Office.

In non-mailout/mailback areas, a blank

listing book with designated sample lines

(every sixth or every second line) was

prepared for the enumerator. Beginning

about Census Day, the enumerator sys-

tematically canvassed the area and listed

«ll housing units in the listing book in the

order they were encountered. Completed

questionnaires, including sample informa-

tion for any housing unit which was listed

on a designated sample line, were

collected.

In both types of data collection pro-

cedure areas, an enumerator was re-

sponsible for a small geographic area

known as an enumeration district, or ED.

An ED usually represented the average

workload area for one enumerator.

In order to reduce the cost of process-

ing, a scheme was designed, while the

sample questionnaires were being proc-

essed, to select a sample of questionnaires

on which the place of work and migration

data items would be coded. The sample

questionnaires were processed by work
units consisting of 1980 census ED's. In

work units (ED's) where the place of work
and migration data items had not yet

been coded, every other sample question-

naire within the work unit was selected

for these coding operations. In work units

where the place of work and migration

data items already had been coded, all

sample questionnaires were included in

the tabulation.

ERRORS IN THE DATA

Since the data in tables P-8 through P-21

and tables H-7 through H-1 8 in this publi-

cation are based on a sample, they may
differ somewhat from complete-count

figures that would have been obtained if

all housing units, persons within those

housing units, and persons living in group

quarters had been enumerated using the
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same questionnaires, instructions, enu-

merators, etc. The deviation of a sample

estimate from the average of all possible

samples is called the sampling error. The
standard error of a survey estimate is a

measure of the variation among the esti-

mates from the possible samples and thus

is a measure of the precision with which

an estimate from a particular sample

approximates the average result of all

possible samples. The sample estimate

and its estimated standard error permit

the construction of interval estimates

with prescribed confidence that the

interval includes the average result of

all possible samples. The method of

calculating standard errors and confi-

dence intervals for the data in this report

is given below.

In addition to the variability which

arises from the sampling procedures, both

sample data and complete-count data are

subject to nonsampling error. Nonsam-
pling error may be introduced during

each of the many extensive and complex
operations used to collect and process

census data. For example, operations

such as editing, reviewing, or handling

questionnaires may introduce error into

the data. A more detailed discussion of

the sources of nonsampling error is given

in the section on "Control of Nonsam-
pling Error" in this appendix.

Nonsampling error may affect the data

in two ways. Errors that are introduced

randomly will increase the variability of

the data and should therefore be reflected

in the standard error. Errors that tend to

be consistent in one direction will make
both sample and complete-count data

biased in that direction. For example, if

respondents consistently tend to under-

report their income, then the resulting

counts of households or families by in-

come category will be skewed toward the

lower income categories. Such biases are

not reflected in the standard error.

Calculation of Standard Errors

Totals and Percentages—Tables A
through D in this appendix contain the

information necessary to calculate the

standard errors of sample estimates in

this report. In order to perform this

calculation, it is necessary to know the

unadjusted standard error for the char-

acteristic, given in table A or B, that

would result under a simple random
sample design (of persons, families, or

housing units) and estimation technique;

the adjustment factor for the particular

characteristic estimated, given in table C;

and the number of persons or housing

units in the tabulation area and the

percent of these in sample, given in table

D. The adjustment factors reflect the

effects of the actual sample design and

complex ratio estimation procedure used

for the 1980 census.

To calculate the approximate standard

error of an estimate, follow the steps

given below:

a. Obtain the unadjusted standard

error from table A or B (or from
the formula given below the table)

for the estimated total or percent-

age, respectively.

b. Find the geographic area with

which you are working in table D
and obtain the person or housing

unit "percent in sample" figure for

this area. Use the person "percent

in sample" figure for person and

family characteristics and the hous-

ing unit figure for housing unit

characteristics.

c. Use table C to obtain the factor for

the characteristic (e.g., air-condi-

tioning, school enrollment) and

the range that contains the percent

in sample with which you are

working. Multiply the unadjusted

standard error by this factor. If the

estimate is a cross-tabulation of

more than one characteristic, use

the largest factor.

As is evident from the formulas below

tables A and B, the unadjusted stand-

ard errors of zero estimates or of very

small estimated totals or percentages

appr6ach zero. This is also the case for

very large percentages or estimated totals

that are close to the size of the tabulation

areas to which they correspond. These

estimated totals and percentages are,

nevertheless, still subject to sampling and

nonsampling variability, and an estimated

standard error of zero (or a very small

standard error) is not appropriate.

For estimated percentages that are less

than 2 or greater than 98, use the unad-

justed standard errors in table B that

appear in the "2 or 98" row. For an

estimated total that is less than 50 or

within 50 of the total size of the tabu-

lation area, use an unadjusted standard

error of 16.

Differences—The standard errors esti-

mated from these tables are not directly

applicable to differences between two
sample estimates. In order to estimate the

standard error of a difference, the tables

are to be used somewhat differently in

the following three situations:

a. For the difference between a sam-

ple estimate and a complete-count
value, use the standard error of the

sample estimate.

b. For the difference between (or sum
of) two sample estimates, the ap-

propriate standard error is approxi-

mately the square root of the

sum of the two individual standard

errors squared; that is, for standard

errors Se

This method, however, will under-

estimate (overestimate) the stand-

ard error if the two items in a sum
are highly positively (negatively)

correlated or if the two items in a

difference are highly negatively

(positively) correlated. This method
may also be used for the difference

between (or sum of) sample esti-

mates from two censuses or be-

tween a census sample and another

survey. The standard error for esti-

mates not based on the 1980 census

sample must be obtained from an

appropriate source outside of this

publication.

c. For the difference between two
estimates, one of which is a sub-

class of the other, use the tables

directly where the calculated dif-

ference is the estimate of interest.

Means—The standard error of a mean
depends upon the variability of the

distribution on which the mean is based,

the size of the sample, the sample design

(e.g., the use of households as a sampling

unit), and the estimation procedure used.

An approximation to the standard

error of the mean may be obtained as

follows: compute the variance of the

distribution on which the mean is based;

multiply this value by five and divide

the product by the total count of units

in the distribution; obtain the square
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root of this quotient and multiply the

result by the adjustment factor from

table C that is appropriate for the char-

acteristic on which the mean is based.

Medians— For the standard error of a

median of a characteristic, it is necessary

to examine the distribution from which

the median is derived, as the size of the

base and the distribution itself affect

the standard error. An approximate

method is given here. As the first step,

compute one-half of the number on

which the median is based (refer to this

result as N/2). Treat N/2 as if it were an

ordinary estimate and obtain its standard

error as instructed above using tables A,

C, and D. Compute the desired confi-

dence interval about N/2. Starting with

the lowest value of the characteristic,

cumulate the frequencies in each category

of the characteristic until the sum equals

or first exceeds the lower limit of the

confidence interval about N/2. By linear

interpolation, obtain a value of the char-

acteristic corresponding to this sum. This

is the lower limit of the confidence

interval of the median. In a similar man-

ner, cumulate frequencies starting from

the highest value of the characteristic

until the sum equals or exceeds the count

in excess of the upper limit of the interval

about N/2. Interpolate as before to obtain

the upper limit of the confidence interval

for the estimated median.

Confidence Intervals

A sample estimate and its estimated

standard error may be used to construct

confidence intervals about the estimate.

These intervals are ranges that will con-

tain the average value of the estimated

characteristic that results over all possible

samples, with a known probability. For

example, if all possible samples that

could result under the 1980 census sam-

ple design were independently selected

and surveyed under the same conditions,

and if the estimate and its estimated

standard error were calculated for each of

these samples, then:

(1) Approximately 68 percent of the

intervals from one estimated stand-

ard error below the estimate to one

estimated standard error above the

estimate would contain the average

result from all possible samples; and

(2) Approximately 95 percent of the

intervals from two estimated stand-

ard errors below the estimate to

two estimated standard errors above

the estimate would contain the

average resurt from all possible

samples.

The intervals are referred to as 68-per-

cent and 95-percent confidence intervals,

respectively.

The average value of the estimated

characteristic that could be derived from

all possible samples is or is not contained

in any particular computed interval. Thus,

we cannot make the statement that the

average value has a certain probability of

falling between the limits of the calcu-

lated confidence interval. Rather, one can

say with a specified probability or confi-

dence that the calculated confidence

interval includes the average estimate

from all possible samples (approximately

the complete-count value).

Confidence intervals may also be con-

structed for the difference between two

sample figures. This is done by computing

the difference between these figures,

obtaining the standard error of the dif-

ference (using the formula given earlier),

and then forming a confidence interval

for this estimated difference as above.

One can then say with specified confi-

dence that this interval includes the dif-

ference that would have been obtained by

averaging the results from all possible

samples.

The estimated standard errors given in

this report do not include all portions of

the variability due to nonsampling error

that may be present in the data.

The standard errors reflect the effect of

simple response variance, but not the ef-

fect of correlated errors introduced by

enumerators, coders, or other field or pro-

cessing personnel. Thus, the standard

errors calculated represent a lower bound
of the total error. As a result, confidence

intervals formed using these estimated

standard errors may not meet the stated

levels of confidence (i.e., 68 or 95
percent). Thus, some care must be

exercised in the interpretation of the data

in this publication based on the estimated

standard errors.

For more information on confidence

intervals and nonsampling error, see any

standard sampling theory text.

Use of Tables to Compute
Standard Errors

ESTIMATION PROCEDURE

The estimates which appear in this publi-

cation were obtained from an iterative

ratio estimation procedure which resulted

in the assignment of a weight to each

sample person or housing unit record. For

any given tabulation area, a characteristic

total was estimated by summing the

weights assigned to the persons or hous-

ing units in the tabulation area which

possessed the characteristic. Estimates of

family characteristics were based on

the weights assigned to the family mem-

bers designated as householders. Each

sample person or housing unit record was

assigned exactly one weight to be used to

produce estimates of all characteristics.

For example, if the weight given to a

sample person or housing unit had the

value five, all characteristics of that

person or housing unit would be tabu-

lated with a weight of five. The esti-

mation procedure, however, did assign

weights which vary from person to

person or housing unit to housing unit.

The estimation procedure used to

assign the weights was performed in geo-

graphically defined "weighting areas."

Weighting areas were generally formed of

adjoining portions of geography, which

closely agreed with census tabulation

areas within counties. Weighting areas

were required to have a minimum sample

of 400 persons. Weighting areas were

never allowed to cross state or county

boundaries. In small counties with a

sample count of less than 400 persons,

the minimum required sample condition

was relaxed to permit the entire county

to become a weighting area.

Within a weighting area, the ratio esti-

mation procedure for persons was per-

formed in three stages. For persons, the

first stage employed 17 household type

groups. The second stage used two groups:

householders and nonhouseholders. The
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third stage could potentially use 160 age-

sex-race-Spanish origin groups. The stages

were as follows:

Within a weighting area, the first step

in the estimation procedure was to assign

each sample oerson record an initial

weight. This weight was approximately

equal to the inverse of the probability

of selecting a person for the census

sample.

The next step in the estimation pro-

cedure was to combine, if necessary, the

groups in each of the three stages prior to

the repeated ratio estimation in order to

increase the reliability of the ratio esti-

mation procedure. For the first and

second stages, any group that did not

meet certain criteria concerning the

unweighted sample count or the ratio

of the complete count to the initially

weighted sample count was combined

or collapsed with another group in the

same stage according to a specified col-

lapsing pattern. At the third stage, the

"Other" race category was collapsed with

the "White" race category before the

above collapsing criteria as well as an

additional criterion concerning the num-
ber of complete-count persons in each

category were applied.

As the final step, the initial weights

underwent three stages of ratio adjust-

ment which used the groups listed above.

At the first stage, the ratio of the com-

plete-census count to the sum of the

initial weights for each sample person was

computed for each stage I group. The

initial weight assigned to each person in

a group was then multiplied by the stage

I group ratio to produce an adjusted

weight. In stage II, the stage I adjusted

weights were again adjusted by the ratio

of the complete census count to the

sum of the stage I weights for sample

persons in each stage II group. Finally,

the stage II weights were adjusted at

stage III by the ratio of the complete
census count to the sum of the stage

II weights fcr sample persons in each

stage III group. The three stages of ad-

justment were performed twice (two

iterations) in the order given above. The
weights obtained from the second itera-

tion for stage III were assigned to the

sample person records. However, to avoid

complications in rounding for tabulated

data, only whole number weights were

assigned. For example, if the final weight

for the persons in a particular group was
7.2, then one-fifth of the sample persons

in this'* group were randomly assigned a

weight of 8 and the remaining four-fifths

received a weight of 7.

Separate weights were derived for

tabulating the place of work and migra-

tion data items. The weights were obtained

by adjusting the weight derived above for

persons on questionnaires selected tor

coding by the reciprocal of the ED
coding rate and a ratio adjustment to

ensure that the sum of the weights and

the complete count total population

figure would agree.

The ratio estimation procedure for

housing units was essentially the same as

that for persons. The major difference

was that the occupied housing unit ratio

estimation procedure was done in two
stages and the vacant housing unit ratio

estimation procedure was done in one

stage. The first stage for occupied hous-

ing units employed 16 household-type

categories, and the second stage could

potentially use 190 tenure-race-Spanish

origin-value/rent groups. For vacant hous-

ing units, three groups were utilized. The
stages for the ratio estimation for housing

units were as follows:

The estimates produced by this pro-

cedure realize some of the gains in sam-

pling efficiency that would have resulted

if the population had been stratified into

the ratio estimation groups before sam-

pling, and the sampling rate had been

applied independently to each group. The
net effect is a reduction in both the stand-

ard error and the possible bias of most
estimated characteristics to levels below
what would have resulted from simply

using the initial (unadjusted) weight. A
by-product of this estimation procedure

is that the estimates from the sample will,

for the most part, be consistent with the

complete-count figures for the popula-

tion and housing unit groups used in the

estimation procedure.

CONTROL OF NONSAMPLING
ERROR

As mentioned above, nonsampling error

is present in both sample and complete-

count data. If left unchecked, this error

could introduce serious bias into the data,

the variability of which could increase

dramatically over that which would result

purely from sampling. While it is im-

possible to completely eliminate non-

sampling error from an operation as large

and complex as the 1980 census, the

Bureau of the Census attempted to con-

trol the sources of such error during the

collection and processing operations. The

primary sources of nonsampling error and

the programs instituted for control of this

error are described below. The success of

these programs, however, was contingent

upon how well the instructions were

actually carried out during the census. To
the extent possible, both the effects of

these programs and the amount of error

remaining after their application will be

evaluated.

Undercoverage— It is possible for some

housing units or persons to be entirely

missed by the census. This undercoverage

of persons and housing units can intro-

duce biases into the data. Several extensive

programs that were developed to focus on

this important problem are explained

below.

• The Postal Service reviewed mailing

lists and reported housing unit ad-

dresses which were missing, undeliver-

able, or duplicated in the listings.

• The purchased commercial mailing list

was updated and corrected by a com-

plete field review of the list of housing

units during a precanvass operation.

• A record check was performed to re-

duce the undercoverage of individual

persons in selected areas. Independent

lists of persons, such as driver's license

holders, were matched with the house-

hold rosters in the census listings.

Persons not matched to the census

rosters were followed up and added to

the census counts if they were found to

have been missed.
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• A recheck of housing units initially

classified as vacant or nonexistent was

utilized to further reduce the under-

coverage of persons.

More extensive discussions of programs

developed to reduce undercoverage will

be published as the analyses of those pro-

grams are completed.

Respondent and Enumerator Error—The

person answering the questionnaire or

responding to the questions posed by

an enumerator could serve as a source of

error by offering incorrect or incomplete

information. To reduce this source of

error, questions were phrased as clearly

as possible based on precensus tests, and

detailed instructions for completing the

questionnaire were provided to each

housing unit. In addition, respondents'

answers were edited for completeness and

consistency and followed up as necessary.

For example, if labor force items were

incomplete for a person 15 years and over,

long-form field edit procedures would

recognize the situation, and a followup

attempt to obtain the information would

be made.

The enumerator may misinterpret or

otherwise incorrectly record information

given by a respondent, may fail to collect

some of the information for a person or

housing unit; or may collect data for hous-

ing units that were not designated as part

of the sample. To control these problems,

the work of enumerators was carefully

monitored. Field staff were prepared for

their tasks by using standardized training

packages which included experience in

using census materials. A sample of the

households interviewed by enumerators

for nonresponse was reinterviewed to

control for the possibility of data for

fabricated persons being submitted by

enumerators. Also, the estimation pro-

cedure was designed to control for biases

that would result from the collection of

data from housing units not designated

for the sample.

Processing Error—The many phases of

processing the census represent potential

sources for the introduction of nonsam-
pling error. The processing of the census

questionnaires includes the field editing,

followup, and transmittal of completed

questionnaires; the manual coding of

write-in responses; and the electronic

data processing. The various field, coding,

and computer operations undergo a num-

ber of quality control checks to insure

their accurate application.

Nonresponse—Nonresponse to particular

questions on the census questionnaire

allows for the introduction of bias into

the data, since the characteristics of the

nonrespondents have not been observed

and may differ from those reported by

respondents. As a result, any allocation

procedure using respondent data may not

completely reflect this difference either

at the element level (individual person

or housing unit) or on the average. Some
protection against the introduction of

large biases is afforded by minimizing

nonresponse. In the census, nonresponse

was substantially reduced during the field

operations by the various edit and follow-

up operations aimed at obtaining a

response for every question. Character-

istics for the nonresponse remaining after

this operation were allocated by the com-
puter using reported data for a person or

housing unit with similar characteristics.

The allocation procedure is described in

more detail below.

EDITING OF UNACCEPTABLE
DATA

The objective of the processing operation

is to produce a set of statistics that

describes the housing inventory and

population as accurately and clearly as

possible. To meet this objective, certain

unacceptable entries were edited.

In the field, questionnaires were

reviewed for omissions and certain

inconsistencies by a census clerk or an

enumerator and, if necessary, a followup

was made to obtain missing information.

In addition, a similar review of question-

naires was done in the central processing

offices. As a rule, however, editing was

performed by hand only when it could

not be done effectively by machine.

As one of the first steps in editing, the

configuration of marks on the question-

naire column was scanned electronically

to determine whether it contained

information for a person or a housing

unit or merely spurious marks. If the

column contained entries for at least two
of the basic characteristics (relationship,

sex, race, age, marital status, Spanish

origin), the inference was made that the

marks represented a person. In cases in

which two or more basic characteristics

were available for only a portion of the

people in the unit, other information on
the questionnaire provided by an enumer-
ator was used to determine the total

number of persons. Names were not used

as a criterion of the presence of a person

because the electronic scanning did not

distinguish any entry in the name space.

If any characteristic for a person or a

housing unit was still missing when the

questionnaires reached central processing,

they were supplied by allocation. Alloca-

tions, or assignments of acceptable codes

in place of unacceptable entries, were

needed most often when there was no
entry for a given item or when the infor-

mation reported for a person or housing

unit on that item was inconsistent with

other information for the person or hous-

ing unit. As in previous censuses, the

general procedure for changing unac-

ceptable entries was to assign an entry

for a person or housing unit that was

consistent with entries for other persons

or units with similar characteristics. Thus,

a person who was reported as a 20-

year-old son of the householder, but for

whom marital status was not reported,

was assigned the same marital status

as that of the last son processed in

the same age group. The assignment of

acceptable codes in place of blanks or

unacceptable entries enhances the useful-

ness of the data.

The editing process for complete-

count data also includes another type of

correction; namely, the assignment of a

full set of characteristics for a person or a

housing unit. When there was indication

that a housing unit was occupied but the

questionnaire contained no infromation

for all or most of the people, although

persons were known to be present or when
there was no information on the housing

unit, a previously processed household was

selected as a substitute, and the full set of

characteristics for each substitute person

or housing unit was duplicated. These

duplications fall into two classes: (1)

"substitution for mechanical failure,"

e.g., when the questionnaire page was not

properly microfilmed, and (2) "substitu-

tion for noninterview," e.g., when a

housing unit was indicated as occupied

but the occupants or housing unit char-

acteristics were not listed on the ques-

tionnaire.

Specific tolerances were established

for the number of computer allocations
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and substitutions that would be per-

mitted. If the number of corrections was

beyond tolerance, the questionnaires in

which the errors occurred were clerically

reviewed. If it was found that the errors

resulted from damaged questionnaires,

from improper microfilming, from faulty

reading by FOSDIC cf undamaged ques-

tionnaires, or from other types of machine

failure, the questionnaires were reprocessed.

The extent of allocation for States,

counties, and other areas will be shown in

the allocation tables in the Census Bureau

publications PC80-1-B, General Popula-

tion Characteristics; PC80-1-C, General

Social and Economic Characteristics;

HC80-1-A, General Housing Character-

istics; and HC80-1-B, Detailed Housing

Characteristics.

GENERAL

The results of the 1980 Census of Popu-

lation and Housing are issued in three

forms: printed reports, computer tape

files, and microfiche. Most of the reports

listed are issued on a flow basis through

1983. A few may be issued later, such as

Subject Reports and Evaluation and

Reference Reports.

The publications of the 1980 census

are released under three subject titles:

.1980 Census of Population and Housing,

1980 Census of Population, and 1980

Census of Housing. The description of

the publication program below is orga-

nized in sections, by census title, followed

by the reports under each title. It should

be noted that a number of population

census reports contain some housing data

and a number of housing census reports

contain some population data. Following

the description of the publication program

are sections on computer tapes, maps, and

microfiche.

The data product descriptions include

listings of geographic areas for which data

are summarized in that product. Note

that the term "place" refers to incorpo-

rated places and census designated (or

unincorporated) places, as well as towns

and townships in 11 States (the 6 New
England States, the 3 Middle Atlantic

States, Michigan, and Wisconsin).

Order forms for these materials are

available, subject to availability of the

data product, from Data User Services

Division, Customer Services, Bureau of

the Census, Washington, D.C. 20233;

Census Bureau Regional Offices; U.S.

Department of Commerce District Offices;

and State Data Centers. After issuance,

census reports are on file in many libraries

and are available for examination at any

Department of Commerce District Office

or Census Bureau Regional Office.

Census Reports

PHC80-1, Block Statistics-These reports,

which are issued on microfiche rather
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than in print form, present population

and housing unit totals and statistics on

selected characteristics which are based

on complete-count tabulations. Data are

shown for blocks in urbanized areas and

selected adjacent areas, for blocks in

places of 10,000 or more inhabitants, and

for blocks in areas which contracted with

the Census Bureau to provide block

statistics.

The set of reports consists of 374 sets

of microfiche and includes a report for

each standard metropolitan statistical

area (SMSA), showing blocked areas

within the SMSA, and a report for each

State and for Puerto Rico, showing

blocked areas outside SMSA's. In addition

to microfiche, printed detailed maps show-

ing the blocks covered by the particular

report are available as well as a U.S.

Summary, which is an index to the set.

PHC80-2, Census Tracts-Statistics for

most of the population and housing

subjects included in the 1980 census are

presented for census tracts in SMSA's

and in other tracted areas. Both complete-

count data and sample data are included.

Most statistics are presented by race and

Spanish origin for areas with at least a

specified number of persons in the

relevant population group.

There is one report for each SMSA,

as well as one for each of the States and

Puerto Rico which have tracted areas

outside SMSA's. In addition, maps show-

ing the boundaries and identification

numbers of census tracts in the SMSA
are available as well as a U.S. Summary,
which is an index to the set and also

provides a historical listing of the total

number of tracts by area.

PHC80-S1-1, Provisional Estimates of

Social, Economic, and Housing Character-

istics—This report presents provisional

estimates based on sample data collected

in the 1980 census. Data on social, eco-

nomic, and housing characteristics are

shown for the United States as a whole,

each State, the District of Columbia,

and SMSA's of 1 million or more

inhabitants.

These data are based on a special sub-

sample of the full census sample. The

sample, which represents about 1.6

percent of the total population, was

developed to provide users with initial

data on characteristics of the population

and housing units for the Nation and

large areas.

PHC80-S2, Advance Estimates of Social,

Economic, and Housing Characteristics—

These reports present advance sample

data from the 1980 census including such

social and economic characteristics of the

population as education, migration, labor

force, and income as well as housing

characteristics such as structural infor-

mation, mortgage, and gross rent.

The set consists of 50 paperbound

reports and includes one report for each

State and the District of Columbia. No
report will be issued for the United

States as a whole.

Each report presents population and

housing characteristics for the State, its

counties or comparable areas, and places

of 25,000 or more inhabitants.

It consists of

reports for the following 57 areas: the

United States, each of the 50 States, the

District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, and

the Outlying Areas—Guam, the Virgin

Islands of the United States, American

Samoa, and the Northern Mariana Islands

and the remainder of the Trust Territory

of the Pacific Islands. The volume consists

of four chapters for each area, chapters

A, B, C, and D. Chapters A and B present

data collected on a complete-count basis,

and chapters C and D present estimates

based on sample information, except for

the Outlying Areas where all data were

collected on a complete-count basis.

The population totals presented in

chapters A and B may differ from the

counts presented earlier in the PHC80-V
reports because corrections were made for

errors found after the PHC80-V reports

were issued.

It consists of

reports for the following 57 areas: the

United States, each of the 50 States, the

District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, and

the Outlying Areas—Guam, the Virgin

Islands of the United States, American

Samoa, and the Northern Mariana Islands

and the remainder of the Trust Territory

of the Pacific Islands. The volume con-

sists of two chapters for each area,

chapters A and B. Chapter A presents

data collected on a complete-count basis,

and chapter B presents estimates based on

sample information, except for the Out-

lying Areas where all data were collected

on a complete-count basis.

The housing totals presented in this

report may differ from the counts pre-

sented earlier in the PHC80-V reports

because corrections were made for errors

found after the PHC80-V reports were

issued. Both chapters present statistics

by race and Spanish origin for areas with

at least a specified number of the relevant

population group.

The U.S. Summary reports present sta-

tistics for the United States, regions, divi-

sions, States, and selected areas below the

State level. The State or equivalent Area

reports (which include the District of

Columbia, Puerto Rico, and the Outlying

Areas) present statistics for the State or

equivalent area and its subdivisions.

Statistics for each of the 57 areas are

issued in separate paperbound reports

of chapters A and B.

HC80-1-A, Chapter A, General Housing

Characteristics—Statistics on units at

address, tenure, condominium status,

number of rooms, persons per room,

plumbing facilities, value, contract rent,

and vacancy status are shown for some
or all of the following areas or their

equivalents: States, counties, county

subdivisions, places of 1,000 or more
inhabitants, SCSA's, SMSA's, urbanized

areas, American Indian reservations, and

Alaska Native villages. Selected tables

contain housing characteristics by urban

and rural residence.

HC80-1-B, Chapter B, Detailed Housing

Characteristics—Statistics on units in

structure, year moved into unit, year

structure built, heating equipment, fuels,

air-conditioning, source of water, sewage

disposal, gross rent, and selected monthly

ownership costs are shown for some or all

of the following areas ortheir equivalents:

States, counties, places of 2,500 or more

inhabitants, SCSA's, SMSA's, urbanized

areas, American Indian reservations, and

Alaska Native villages. Selected tables

show housing characteristics for rural and

rural farm residence at the State and

county level. Some subjects included in

the HC80-1-A reports are also covered in

this report in more detail.

HC80-2, Volume 2, Metropolitan Housing

Characteristics—This volume presents sta-

tistics on most of the 1980housingcensus

subjects in considerable detail and cross-

classification. Most statistics are pre-

sented by race and Spanish origin for

areas with at least a specified number of

the relevant population group. Data are

shown for States or equivalent areas,

SMSA's and their central cities, and

other cities of 50,000 or more inhabitants.

There is one report for each SMSA
and one report for each State and Puerto

Rico. The set includes a U.S. Summary
report showing these statistics for the

United States and regions.

HC80-3, Volume 3, Subject Reports-

Each of the reports in this volume focuses

on a particular subject and provides highly

detailed distributions and cross-classifica-

tions on a national, regional, and di-

visional level. Separate reports are issued

on housing of the elderly, mobile homes,

and American Indian households.

HC80-4, Volume 4, Components of In-

ventory Change—This volume consists of

two reports presenting statistics on the

1980 characteristics of housing units

which existed in 1973, as well as on

newly constructed units, conversions,

mergers, demolitions, and other additions

and losses to the housing inventory be-

tween 1973 and 1980. These reports

present data derived from a sample sur-

vey conducted in the fall of 1980. Data

are presented for the United States and

regions in report I. Report II has two
parts: Part A presents data for that group

of SMSA's (not individually identified)
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with populations of 1 million or more

at the time of the 1970 census, and part

B presents data for that group of SMSA's
(not individually identified) with popu-

lations of less than 1 million at the time

of the 1970 census.

HC80-5, Volume 5, Residential Finance—

This volume consists of one report pre-

senting statistics on the financing of non-

farm homeowner and rental and vacant

properties, including characteristics of the

mortgage, property, and owner. The sta-

tistics are based on a sample survey con-

ducted in the spring of 1981. Data are

presented for the United States and

regions. Some data are presented by

inside and outside SMSA's and by central

cities.

HC80-S1-1, Supplementary Reports-

These reports present statistics from the

1980 Census of Housing on general char-

acteristics of housing units for the 50

States and the District of Columbia,

counties, and independent cities.

Evaluation and Reference Reports

PHC80-E, Evaluation and Research Re-

ports-These reports present the results

of the extensive evaluation program con-

ducted as an integral part of the 1980

census. This program relates to such

matters as completeness of enumeration

and quality of the data on characteristics.

PHC80-R, Reference Reports-These re-

ports present information on the various

administrative and methodological aspects

of the 1980 census. The series includes:

PHC80-R1, Users' Guide-This report

covers subject content, procedures, geo-

graphy, statistical products, limitations of

the data, sources of user assistance, notes

on data use, a glossary of terms, and

guides for locating data in reports and

tape files. The guide is issued in loose-

leaf form and sold in parts (RTA, B, etc.)

as they are printed.

PHC80-R2, History-This report de-

scribes in detail all phases of the 1980

census, from the earliest planning through

all stages to the dissemination of data

and evaluation of results. It contains

detailed discussion of 1980 census ques-

tions and their use in previous decennial

censuses.

PHC80-R3, Alphabetical Index of In-

dustries and Occupations—This report

was developed primarily for use in

classifying responses to the questions on

the kind of business (industry) and kind

of work (occupation) in which the

respondent is engaged. The index lists

approximately 20,000 industry and

29,000 occupation titles in alphabetical

order.

PHC80-R4, Classified Index of Indus-

tries and Occupations—This report defines

the industrial and occupational classifi-

cation systems adopted for the 1980

Census of Population. It presents the

individual titles that constitute each of

the 231 industry and 503 occupation

categories in the classification systems.

The individual titles are the same as

those shown in the Alphabetical Index.

The 1980 occupation classification re-

flects the new U.S. Standard Occupational

Classification (SOC). As in the past, the

1980 industry classification reflects the

Standard Industrial Classification (SIC).

PHC80-R5, Geographic Identification

Code Scheme—This report identifies the

names and related geographic codes for

each State, county, minor civil division,

place, region, division, SCSA, SMSA,
American Indian reservation, and Alaska

Native village for which the Census

Bureau tabulated data from the 1980

census.

COMPUTER TAPES

Summary Tape Files

In addition to the printed and micro-

fiche reports, results of the 1980 census

also are provided on computer tape in

the form of summary tape files (STF's).

These data products have been designed

to provide statistics with greater subject

and geographic detail than is feasible or

desirable to provide in printed and

microfiche reports. The STF data are

made available at nominal cost. The data

are subject to suppression of certain

detail where necessary to protect confi-

dentiality.

There are five STF's (listed below),

and the amount of geographic and subject

detail presented varies. STF's 1 and 2

contain complete-count data, and STF's

3, 4, and 5 contain sample data. Note

that the term "cells" used below refers

to the number of subject statistics pro-

vided for each geographic area, and the

number of cells is indicative of the detail

of the subject content of the file.

Each of the STF's generally consists of

two or more files which provide different

degrees of geographic detail and, in some
cases, race/Spanish origin cross-classifica-

tion. For each of the files there is a

separate tape or tapes for each State,

the District of Columbia, and Puerto

Rico. Selected files (STF 1 and STF 3)

are also produced for Guam, the Virgin

Islands of the United States, American

Samoa, and the Northern Mariana Islands

and the remainder of the Trust Territory

of the Pacific Islands. These tapes are

issued on a State-by-State basis and are

followed by a national summary tape for

the particular file. More complete descrip-

tions of the STF's than given in the

summaries below can be found in the

technical documentation of the specific

file and in the PHC80-R1, Users' Guide.

STF 1—This STF provides 321 cells of

complete-count population and housing

data. Data are summarized for the United

States, regions, divisions, States, SCSA's,

SMSA's, urbanized areas, congressional

districts, counties, county subdivisions,

places, census tracts, enumeration districts

in unblocked areas, and blocks and

block groups in blocked areas. The data

include those shown in the PHC80-1,

PHC80-3 (complete-count), andPC80-1-A

reports.

STF 2-This STF contains 2,292 cells of

detailed complete-count population and

housing data, of which 962 are repeated

for each race and Spanish origin group

present in the tabulation area. Data are

summarized for the United States, regions

divisions, States, SCSA's, SMSA's, urban

ized areas, counties, county subdivisions

places of 1,000 or more inhabitants

census tracts, American Indian reserva

tions, and Alaska Native villages. The data

include those shown in the PHC80-2 (com-

plete-count), PC80-1-B, and HC80-1-A

reports.

STF 3-This STF contains 1,126 cells of

data on various population and housing

subjects collected on a sample basis. The

areas covered are the same as in STF 1,

excluding blocks. The data include those

shown in the PHC80-3 (sample) reports.
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STF 4-This STF is the geographic

counterpart of STF 2, but the number of

cells of data is greater (approximately

8,400). STF 4 provides data covering

virtually all of the population and hous-

ing subjects collected on a sample basis,

as well as some of the complete-count

subjects. Some of the statistics are re-

peated for race, Spanish origin, and

ancestry groups. Data are summarized for

areas similar to those shown in STF 2,

except that data for places are limited to

those with 2,500 or more inhabitants.

The data include those shown in the

PHC80-2 (sample), PC80-1-C, and

HC80-1-B reports.

STF 5-This STF contains over 100,000

cells of data on various population and

housing subjects collected on a sample

basis and provides detailed tabulations

and cross-classifications for States,

SMSA's, counties, cities of 50,000 or

more inhabitants and central cities. Most

subjects are classified by race and Spanish

origin. The data include those shown in

the PC80-1-D and HC80-2 reports.

Other Computer Tape Files

P.L. 94-171, Population Counts-ln ac-

cordance with Public Law (P.L.) 94-171,

the Census Bureau provides population

tabulations to all States for legislative

reapportionment/redistricting. The file

is issued on a State-by-State basis. It

contains population counts classified by

race and Spanish origin. The data are

tabulated for the following levels of

geography as applicable: States, counties,

county subdivisions, incorporated places,

census tracts, blocks and block groups in

blocked areas, and enumeration districts

in unblocked areas. For States participat-

ing in the voluntary program to define

election precincts in conjunction with the

Census Bureau, the data are also tabu-

lated for election precincts.

Master Area Reference Files 1 and 2

(MARF)

MARF 1—This geographic reference

file is an extract of STF 1 designed

for those who require a master list of

geographic codes and areas, along with

basic census counts arranged hierarch-

ically from the State down to the block

group and enumeration district levels and

is issued on a State-by-State basis. The file

contains records for States, counties,

county subdivisions, places, census tracts,

enumeration districts in unblocked areas,

and block groups in blocked areas. Each

record shows the total population by five

race groups, population of Spanish origin,

number of housing units, number of

households, number of families, and a

few other items.

MARF 2—This file is the same as the

MARF 1 with the latitude and longitude

coordinates for a representative point

(centroid) in each block group (BG) or

enumeration district (ED) outside block

numbered areas.

Geographic Base File/Dual Independent

Map Encoding (GBF/DIME) -These files

are computer representations of the

Metropolitan Map Series, including address

ranges and ZIP Codes, which generally

cover the urbanized portions of SMSA's.

GBF/DIME files are used to assign census

geographic codes to addresses (geocod-

ing). The files are available by SMSA.

Public-Use Microdata Samples—Public-use

microdata samples are computerized files

containing most population and housing

characteristics as shown on a sample of

individual census records. These files

contain no names or addresses, and

geographic identification is sufficiently

broad to protect confidentiality.

There are three mutually exclusive

samples, the A sample including 5 percent

of all persons and housing units, and the

B and C samples each including 1 percent

of all persons and housing units. States

and most large SMSA's will be identi-

fiable on one or more of the files. Micro-

data files allow the user to prepare

customized tabulations.

Census/EEO Special File— This file pro-

vides sample census data with specified

relevance to EEO and affirmative action

uses. The file contains two tabulations,

one with detailed occupational data and

the other with years of school completed

by age. The data in both tabulations are

crossed by sex, race, and Spanish origin.

These data are provided for all counties,

for all SMSA's, and for places with a

population of 50,000 or more.

MAPS

Maps necessary to define areas are gen-

erally published and included as part of

the corresponding reports. Maps are pub-

lished for Block Statistics (PHC80-1) and

Census Tracts (PHC80-2), but must be

purchased separately from the report.

Maps necessary to define enumeration

districts are available on a cost-of-

reproduction basis.

MICROFICHE

Some of the computer tape products are

available on microfiche. The STF micro-

fiche are issued for each State or Area

and for the United States. These include:

STF 1 Microfiche— Data from STF 1 are

presented in tabular form for all the STF

1 geographic levels described previously,

except blocks.

STF 3 Microfiche—Data from STF 3 are

presented in tabular form for all the

STF 3 geographic levels.

P.L. 94-171 Counts Microfiche-The data

from the P.L. 94-171 computer file are

presented in a listing format.
