" Careful Experiments — Huas
Faith in Foture of System.
: R ,':.,

Experiments are being made on a
most elaborate seale in London, witha
modification of Tesla’s high-frequency
electrical currents, in the treatment of
consumption. It is stated that some
remarkuable results have been achieved,
says the London correspondent of the
New York Herald.

These experiments, for the most

part, have been conducted by Dr. T J.
Bokenham, an eminent West end sur-
geon, in the course of his private prac-
tice, but with the knowledge and ap-
proval of leading consumption special-
ists. TFor various reasons, but prin-
cipally because of evil results which
might ensue if the system were used
by any but the most experienced med-
fcal men, with a perfect knowledge of
the forces they were dealing with, the
experiments have been quietly con-
ducted. Applications for details of the
methods used have not bheen encour-
aged. Dr. Bokenham has had fitted up
a most elaborate apparatus for the
praduction of electricity in the par-
ticular form in which it is used, the
net result of which is that a current of
80,000 volts is produced, of such high
frequency and administered in euch
small quantities that the consumptive
patient may receive it without | the
slightest injury. The awe-inspiring
force of this voltage may be best ap-
preciated shen it is remembered that
only 500 volts are e"mployvd Jor driv-
ing trains on a railway. Yet tle pa-
tient is not conscious of the enormnus
electrical pressure,

Dr. Bokenham's experience is that in
very bad casea of consumption the
cough has been greatly reduced, night
sweats have disappeared, the appetite
has improved and there hasz been a
great gain in weight ard general
health. 8o that even if the consump-
tion bacilli have not heen destroyed, it
is certain that their virulence has been
much decreased; that they have been
brought unde control and that the
patient has felt cured. A doubt enter-
tained by phthisis specialists who do
not question this temporary improve-
ment is whether it is anything but a
mere exhilaration. Dr. Bakenham,
however, has great faith in the future
of the svstem.

TROLLEY ROAD IN CHINA.

Probable That American Capital
Wil Build. Equip and Operate
First Road of Kind There.

It is likely that American capital will
build, equip and operate the first elecs
trical railroad in China. It has beeg,
learned tha* prominent banking houses
in New York city interested in local
traction companies were preparing ta
invade Shanghai. That city asked for
propositions to build and operate a
23-mile railroad there. he Shanghai
officials stipulated that propositions
must be made Before March 2 of this
year. American electrical companies
imme-iately began to consider the
proposition, but because they were
averie to operating, in addition to con-
gtrurting and equipping, the plan was
eonceived to form aseparate company.
This firm does husiness in China, and
one of its members lives in Shanghai.
He already has heen appointed Chi-
nese agent for the International Bank-
ing corporation. A London company
probably will compete for the con-
tract.

NEW SYSTEM OF BUILDING.

Btroctare in Amnaterdam, Hollnnd; in
Which Steel and Cement Are
- Being Used.

The postal savings bank building
in Amsterdam, Holland, is being con-
strncted by the “Mornier syvstem,” a
new method of construetion, says
Yourh's Companion. A steel frame-
wark, like a bird cage in appearance,
is enveloped in Portland cement, which
prevents the steel from rusting, while
the cement itself is rendered elastic.
The stee} acts entirely in tension, and
the conerete in pressure. This con-
struction is said to be strong, fire-
proof and waterproof, and to he grow.
ng in favor in Europe for government
buiidings and factories.

Away with Bootblacks.

A pew invention for polishing shoes’
will be placed on the market within
the next few days. The inventors, Jo-
hann Kratopil, -214 Roscoe boulevard,
and 8. P. Levy, 210 Be.mont avenue, of

Chicago, have received their patent

from Washipgton and will engage in
the manufacture of the device,

The shoe polishing machine is sim-
ple in eonstruction and its inventors
claim that it meets all requirements,
{t consits of a boxlike framework, in
side of which are placed rotary brushes
to polish the toe and heel of a shoe,
while sliding brushes put a polish on
the sides of the article of fontwear.

The operator
thrustshisshone into the machine, turns
the crank and the dirt is removed. An
application of blacking follows, the
crank iz again turned and the shoe is
withirawn polished.

Prince Henry will bring with him to
the United States a bronze cannon
as a present from the kaiser to the
Central Union of German-American
veterans who fought in the war of
1866-1870, cables the Berlin corre-
spondent of the World.
