Women's Residence Council is the women's legislative branch of the Student

Government. It makes and enforces all rules that pertain to the social stand-

ards and welfare of the women enrolled in the University. It constitutes a vital

link in the network of student-faculty relations by cooperating with the Dean

of Women, the administration of the University, Student Government, Honor

Council, and the Carolina Women's Council. By executing these duties. Resi-

dence Council achieves its prime objective — to represent the women stu-

dents of the University.

It is the goal of the Council to effect a better University home for all coeds

by establishing social rules and regulations for women's residences, coordinat-

ing dormitory and sorority life within the University regulations, discussing any

problems arising in the women's residences, granting late permissions, instill-

ing in all coeds a respect for social regulations, and developing in them an

appreciation for the helpful assistance offered to them by the dormitory and

the University administrations.

In addition to its regular functions, the Council serves in a judicial capacity

in conjunction with the Women's Honor Council, which then assumes the name

of Women's Council. This body tries cases involving violations of social rules,

campus code, and House Council appeals. The Council selects the editor of the

Womei]'s Handbook and also serves as an interviewing committee for selection

of Women's Orientation Coordinator in the Spring.
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The Carolina Women's Council was organized in response to the

need for cooperation and coordination in and among women's dormi-

tories. The Council works in many areas of campus life, including

academic, political, social, and athletic activities. The Social Chairman

and the Activities Chairman from each dormitory make up the Council.

The President is elected in the spring by campus-wide election.

Some of the activities endorsed or sponsored by Carolina Women's

Council are a guide service for visitors to the campus; the Carolina

Belles, official hostesses to athletic events; Homecoming activities;

dormitory participation in the Beat Dook parade; award and reception

honoring the outstanding dormitory women; and a scholarship cup

awarded to the dormitory with the highest scholastic average.

The Carolina Women's Council strives to promote more spirit and

participation by dormitory women in campus activities. This year the

Council worked closely with Men's Interdormitory Council, Women's

Residence Council, Women's Athletic Association, Stray Greeks, and

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The Women's Honor Council is composed of nine members

elected from the three judicial districts by all the districts'

residents. The function of the Council is to try violators of the

Honor Code. The Attorney General's staff investigates the cases.

If the defendant is declared guilty, the Council imposes a

penalty on her that is designed to help her. The Council care-

fully considers its responsibility to the individual and to the

University, as it weighs justice with mercy before determining

a penalty.

The Women's Council is comprised of the members of the

Honor Council, plus five representatives elected from Women's

Residence Council. This Council tries violations of the Campus

Code and infractions of the major social rules.

The students at the University of North Carolina are striving

to improve academically. Coupled with this academic growth,

however, is the aim of developing the highest type of character

and integrity. Each student is entrusted by the University with

the duty of assuming the responsibilities of the college com-

munity. A student government gives extra impetus to the stu-

dent to accept his duties because his peers express their

approval or their disapproval of his actions.

The Student Council is the University's supreme judicial power. It is

vested by the Student Constitution with the authority to try cases arising

from constitutional procedures, from executive or legislative action, and

from Campus Code violations. This court also hears appeals concerning the

election law and the various lower student judicial bodies.

The Student Council is responsible for upholding the traditions and

reputation of Student Government at UNC and maintaining the high stand-

ards of conduct set forth in the Campus Code.

The 1960-61 Council was an active group, hearing cases in every sphere

of its responsibility. In Campus Code cases important precedents were

established, while other precedents of long standing were found applicable

and were strengthened by the Council. In the other two areas of its original

jurisdiction, the Council rendered interpretive rulings of particular im-

portance.

In all its actions the Council attempted to make the Carolina students

more conscious of their obligations under the Campus Code and sought to

promote responsible student conduct at all times.

The Consolidated University Student Council is composed of

student leaders from each of the three branches of the Con-

solidated University — Woman's College, North Carolina State,

and the University at Chapel Hill.

The Committee on Academic Affairs was established in the

spring of 1959 as an executively appointed committee. Dealing

generally with student participation in academic policy-making

and specifically with any problem within this area which the

Committee feels should be investigated, the Committee bases

its action on the premise that the student voice is indis-

pensable to a vigorous academic community. Membership varies

according to interest and Committee needs, and members are

held responsible for the completion of individual projects.

The Committee studied and reported on admissions policies,

faculty salaries and the reading course offered by the Testing

Service. Pamphlets, urging students in incentive courses, and

brochures, requesting support for the passage of a bond issue,

were distributed.

The University of North Carolina School of Nursing was established

in 1951 as an autonomous unit within the University and the Division

of Health Affairs. A four-year program was designed to prepare nurses

for beginning positions in the profession. In 1955, full accreditation

(including that for public health nursing preparation) was granted by

the accrediting service of the National League for Nursing.

Currently, the School offers programs on several levels. High school

graduates are admitted to the four-year curriculum leading to the

degree of Bachelor of Science in Nursing. Registered professional

nurses are enrolled as general nursing students with advanced credit

toward the baccalaureate degree in nursing.

Students with a B.S.N, degree from the University of North Carolina,

or a degree comparable to the Bachelor of Science in Nursing granted

by the University may enter the graduate program leading to the degree

of Master of Science in Nursing, with a major in Psychiatric Nursing,

Nursing Administration, or Medical-Surgical Nursing. Other indications

of progress are expanding developments in nursing research and in the

continuation education program.
