strawberries on our tables in February, did 
not exist. Home products could be supple¬ 
mented from local market gardens and 
orchards, but the home garden and fre¬ 
quently the home cow, were essential factors 
in the national food supply. 

Followed the age of flat dwellers, when 
home gardens vanished from cities and the 
milk bottle supplanted the neigh¬ 
borhood cow. Children might grow 
to adult years without knowing, 
save by hearsay, how the food 
which they ate was produced.

On the farms, in the 
smaller towns and cities and in the 
suburbs, there were homes which 
had preserved it, where its methods 
and products were steadily being 
improved.

WHILE keeping up his supply of tried 
varieties, the seedsman must be ever 

on the lookout for new; and the house 
which values its reputation carefully avoids 
recommending novelties which have not been 
thoroughly proved. This requires expensive 
trial grounds. In Vaughan’s seed farms in 
Michigan and Illinois, all novelties not 
proven on the grounds of the introducer are 
tested for one or more years before being 
catalogued, and here, also, seed of the old 
varieties are tried out year after year to 
make sure that our stocks are suffering no 
deterioration. 

Here, also, we grow much of the seed we 
sell, of varieties for which the soil and 
climate are favorable.

yards usually can accommodate, will 
furnish vegetables in wide variety 
from spring until fall and with a few 
to store which may last till Christ¬ 
mas. It can be kept in fir.st-class 
shape with an average of an hour a 
tlay devoted to it. 

After the first work of getting it 
spaded, laid out, and the seed sown, 
perhaps it will not be necessary to 
give an hour every day to it. 

The planting, of course, will not 
come all at one time, the hardiest 
subjects, such as radishes, lettuce, 
spinach, onion sets, carrots and Swiss chard 
coming first, followed by early peas with 
beans, corn, tomatoes, peppers, egg plants 
later. 

The plan is largely self-explanatory. With 
the early sowings of spinach, lettuce and 
radish, with onion sets 
between the rov/s of rad¬ 
ishes and lettuce, the 
garden is started. These 
vegetables should be 
planted in rows a foot 
apart. By the time the 
spinach and lettuce have 
been used the onion sets 
will be ready to pull for 
young onions or a part 
may be allowed to re¬ 
main for a mature crop. 

As a 25-ft. row would 
give too much of a ma¬ 
ture crop at once for the 
ordinary sized family, 
only 10-ft. rows are 
planted, the other half 
of the rows being put 
into carrots and Swiss 
chard, with a first plant¬ 
ing of wax beans. 

With the removal of 
the very early crop, late 
cabbage plants may go 
in. When the early car¬ 
rots, chard and early 
bean crop are waning, 
seeds of cucumbers may 
be planted between the 
rows and the vines will 
i)e ready to occupy the 
space when the early 
crops have been har¬ 
vested. 

A 5xl0-foot space has 
been set apart for )wle 
lima beans. In a small 
garden, pole limas are 
recommended imstead of 
the bush varieties be¬ 
cause of the much 
greatetr crop which may 
be secured from a small 
space. 

Eight-foot poles, to 
be sunk two feet in the 
ground that they may be solid will fill the 
bill. Strings may he run from top of pole 
to pole along which the beans may rim and 
they can be harvested handily. 

Tomatoes as a follow crop for the early 
jieas may be set between the rows of peas 
as soon as the weather is settled, about May 
1, usually. The peas should be planted in 
double rows four inches apart with eighteen 
inches between the double rows. Green 
beans can be grown in rows a foot apart 
with the plants eight inches apart or in hills 
a foot apart if the ground is well fertilized. 
Turnips and kohl rabis may be sown early in

July for the second crop. Chinese cabbage 
and endive will give fall salad until Thanks¬ 
giving.

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COLOR is the soul of the garden. 

Without it there may be beauty of 
form but not joyous, enchanting life. 

The wise gardener seeks color wherever 
its best expressions may be found, and 
his search leads directly to the modern 
annuals. 

Annuals are flowers that spring up 
from seed, blossom, produce seed and 
die in one year. Some may have the idea 
they are more trouble than perennials, 
which last over winter. They are not. 
They have distinct advantages over peren¬ 
nials in their small cost, a longer season 
of bloom and their peculiar suitability 
for use by tenants who desire to beautify 
rented grounds without making a per¬ 
manent investment. 

But annuals and perenni¬ 
als both are essential to a 
complete garden and a 
choice should be made 
among them without preju¬ 
dice if one’s garden oppor¬ 
tunities are to be developed 
reasonably. 

Why Have Color Schemes ? 
HE beauty of garden 
flowers may be multiplied 

by care in selection and ar¬ 
rangement. Gardeners, 
sometimes slowly, are forced 
to recognize that masses of 
a single color are much 
finer in general effect, and 
give a much truer idea of 
the possibilities of a plant, 
than the same space planted 
to a mixture of different col¬ 
ors, each rivaling the other, 
so that the eye is over¬ 
whelmed and the impression 
is confused. 

And when he accepts the 
principle that a single color 
in mass is most effective, the 
next step brings one to the 
true art of planting, the 
proper arrangement and 
juxtaposition of his masses 
of color with consideration 
of harmony and pleasing 
contrasts. 

In planting a flower gar¬ 
den, he is painting nature’s 
canvas with nat'-.re’s pig¬ 
ments. The resulting pic¬ 
ture is good, bad, or indiffer¬ 
ent according to the skill 
and thought employed in 
designing the garden. Every 
planting, however small, 
should be thought out in ad¬ 
vance with an eye to the 
effect that the colors will 
produce. 

The accompanying color 
scheme plans on this and 
succeeding pages are sug¬ 
gestive of possibilities in ar¬ 
ranging masses of annuals, 
in solid colors, in a border 
so that pleasing harmony 
or contrast is obtained in 

the whole. There is no hard and fast 
method, no rule of thumb, no dogma of 
color to be followed other than the taste 
of the gardener himself. A color scheme 
that appears beautiful to one may offend 
the taste of another. A garden is an ex¬ 
pression of individuality and these plans 
are not offered as the very best or the 
only ones to be employed, but are merely 
offered as suggestions. 

In general, blues, if not too dark or of 
too purplish a cast, and the softer yellows 
make pleasing companions. Pinks and 
lavenders of various shades form combi¬ 
nations which rarely fail to please. Scar¬ 
lets and yellows, taking a lesson from 
some of our midsummer wild flowers. 

give a gorgeous effect. Various shades 
of yellow and orange grading from light 
to the more intense shades, associations 
of lavender and purples, light and dark 
blues with an occasional pink or yellow 
planting interspersed by way of contrast, 
give fine garden pictures. 

It is one of the most fascinating phases 
of gardening to work out color effects 
and it relieves the garden of monotony, 

■for new effects may be tried each season. 
But in the study of color plans which 

often are carried to exaggerated lengths 
to the injury of the garden, the main 
ideas always to be borne in mind are 
culture, soil, and the habits of growth of 
the plant. 

Nursing the Baby Plants 

ELECTING the seed is 
merely a question of 

picking out favorites. Then 
comes the sowing. Right 

here is where the first mis¬ 
take is too often made, and 
there is frequently great 
waste. Many annuals maj' 
be sown in the house or hot 
bed as early as February to 
secure the best development 
and the greatest results or 
to get a longer season of 
bloom. March is the ideal 
month for an early start. 

Prepare the soil carefully, 
pulverize it, sift it and see 
that it is good rich soil. Too 
often any old soil is dumped 
into a box, “just to get them 
started.” 

Sow the seed thinly. Too 
many plants are smothered 
by being planted as “thick 
as the hair on a dog.” If 
the seeds are very fine and 
difficult to distribute, mix 
them with twice their bulk 
of fine sand and then strew 
them on the surface of the 
seed bed or box and merely 
press them into the soil. 
Sow in rows e.xcept for very 
fine seed and give at least 
half an inch of space be¬ 
tween the rows. 

Cover each seed three 
times its thickness. It is 
easier to plant too lightly 
than too deeply in ordinary 
seed sowing. 

Give the seed box or bed 
ample drainage and until the 
plants have taken firm hold 
and developed at least two 
pairs of true leaves follow¬ 
ing the tiny seed leaves, it 
is wise to water by dipping 
the bo.x into another vessel 
and letting the water soak 
from the bottom up. Thou¬ 
sands of tiny plants are 
washed to their death by 
careless splashing of water.

Growing *fhtvnmah ftxm cfcec? 
IT IS the charm of a perennial planting that its occupants become old friends. Once established, the flowers remain as 

long as they are wanted and year after year we greet them at the same time and in the same place. Yet such a border is 
ever changing. Each flower has its season, when it buds, blossoms, and finally exhausts its glory and retires for a long 

rest. As a sun-dial counts the shining hours, the perennials mark the passing of the pleasant days, from the time of the earliest 
crocus to the last courageous chrysanthemum, which defies the early frosts but must succumb to the approach of winter 
'^HERE is no phase of gardening that de- 

* serves greater study. The aim should be 
to adapt the gardening space at our disposal 
to the best possible display from the material 
obtainable. If it is somewhat shady, there 
are perennials that delight in shade. If it 
is hot and dry, there are others to suit this 
condition. Even though it should be a swamp, 
there is no lack of material for a bog garden, 
one of the most interesting departments of 
gardening. 

Necessarily, plants in sufficient quantity to 
furnish a garden of substantial size would be 
a big item of expense if they were to be pur¬ 
chased from the nursery. 

Sowing Seed Early Important 
’T'HE economical way to obtain most perennials 
t in quantity is to grow them from seed. 

With many of the finest, such as peonies, iris 
and phlox, this is so difficult as to be imprac¬ 
tical. These and others do not come true from 
seed so it is necessary to purchase plants if 
particular varieties are wanted. But a majority 
of this invaluable garden material can be 
raised almost as readily as annuals. 

Few perennials blossom before the second 
year, but after that they are prepared to repay 
each year the care lavished upon them by 
increasing wealth of bloom. They must occupy 
space during their first season to the exclusion 
of blooming plants. The most practical way of 
growing them from seed is in rows in a portion 
of the vegetable garden as a succession crop*' 
to the earliest vegetables, transplanting them 
-o permanent quarters early enough in the fall 
-o permit them to become established. 

Perennial seeds may be sown from April 
until July. The earlier the seed is sown, the 
stronger will be the plants or clumps by fall. 

They should be given the same care as annuals 
in the preparation of the seed-bed and in trans¬ 
planting into rows at sufficient distance apart 
to give them room to develop and yet econ¬ 
omize space. 

Transplanting six inches apart in rows one 
foot apart will be right for all except such 
strong growers as hollyhocks. They should be 
moved from the seed bed when they have 
formed a pair of true leaves. When trans¬ 
planted into permanent position in thje fall, 
they should be lifted carefully with a spade. 
Many form long tap roots and as much as 
possible of this should be lifted. In cases where 
large masses of fibrous roots are formed, the 
plant should be lifted with plenty of earth 
about the roots. If this is done it reestablishes 
itself very quickly in the cool fall days when 
there is usually sufficient rain to obviate the 
necessity of artificial watering. 

A Border of Plants from Seed 
A SUGGESTED plan for a hardy perennial bor- 
^ der which may be developed from seed ac¬ 
companies this article. It contains ten peren¬ 
nials of the easiest culture which may be grown 
from seed with a minimum of trouble. In addi¬ 
tion to the ten perennials for the main body of 
the border a hollyhock hedge is suggested and 
five low growing perennials are used as edging, 
forming close growing solid mats of foliage 
studded in season with a multitude of bloom. 
These colonies of little plants to finish off the 
edge of a border add immensely to its effec¬ 
tiveness and serve to make the border appear 
a natural part of its surroundings. 

The ten perennials here listed are: 

Perennial Larkspurs, Coreopsis, Columbines, 
Globe Thistles, Bolton’s - Aster, Gaillardias, 
Shasta Daisy, Sweet William, Pyrethrum, and 

Golden Daisy or Anthemis. The edging plants 
are Grass Pinks, Evergreen Candytuft (Iberis 
sempervirens), Snow in Summer (Cerastium), 
Creeping Soapwort (Saponaria ocymoides), and 
the Carpathian Harebell. 

The season of bloom extends from April, 
when the Evergreen Candytuft covers its dark 
green foliage with flat clusters of snowy white 
until killing frosts check the gold and crimson 
of the Gaillardias. 

Among the larkspurs a few clumps of the 
white Madonna Lilies should be planted, the 
beautiful blue shades of the larkspur and the 
white lilies being one of the finest of garden 
combinations. A few Tiger or Superbum lily 
bulbs among the Columbines will furnish a 
season of bloom after the Columbines have 
been cut down. Gladiolus bulbs carefully set 
among them will answer the same purpose and 
give greater variety. 

These are all fairly well known perennials 
with the exception of the Globe Thistle, Echin- 
ops ritro, which recently has become recog¬ 
nized as a stately and decorative perennial with 
its brilliant steel blue spheres two inches in 
diameter when well grown above a three-foot 
mass of thistle-like foliage. Globe Thistles are 
popular for winter bouquets. If cut when the 
bloom has first expanded and dried they retain 
their beautiful blue color. They are very 
easily raised from seed but need plenty of 
room, a clump two or three years old needing 
a three foot circumference. 

A striking feature of thjis border is the double 
row of Hollyhocks which will form the back¬ 
ground in July and which will come into bloom 
after the spires of the Larkspur have faded and 
the Columbines are past and before the later 
flowers have come into full bloom. Hollyhocks 
in rows have become most popular and nothing 
is more beautiful or more effective.

Give the Plants Plenty Room 
The spacing of perennials is important. 

Xhey must have room to develop or 
muph of their beauty is sacrificed. While 
there is no hard and fast rule that may 
be followed because of the varying habit 
qf growthi in general, plants a foot tall 
or less need a foot of space, two to three 
fqot plants about two feet and plants 
three feet or more tall, three feet apart. 
3pme low growing plants spread into 
wide mats. They need more than a 
foot. Only a study of the habit of the 
plants can determine their proper 
spacing. 

The plants should be graded, the tall¬ 
est at the back of the border, permitting 
a tall group here and there to extend 
towards the front to break the monotony 
that might result from too great regular¬ 
ity, for a perennial border should not be 
too formal or the groups be planted 
with mathematical accuracy, irregular 
groups being more effective, the one 
ilierging into the other. 

Most perennials need to be lifted and 
divided every third year as when the _ 
plumps become too large the central 
portions are so crowded they do not flourish. 

As the soil in which perennials are planted must be 
pccupied continuously, it is pecessary to give it more 
thorough and deeper preparation than for annuals. It 
should be given a dressing of manure in the fall to be 
dug in lightly in the spring among the clumps or if not 
available, commercial fertilizer should be hoed into the 
fiqil In the spring when the perennials start growth. 

Care With the Seed Bed 
IVAOST of the perennial seeds take considerable time 

to germinate and it is important that they be sown 
where they may remain undisturbed until they come up. 
If sown in an open bed or row, the weeds quickly take 
possession and it is a difficult task to keep them from 
crowding the Infant flowers to death. 

It is best to sow the seed in flat boxes, in fine sifted 
soil, which can be watered with the greatest care and 
kept free from weeds. All the pains taken at this stage 
of operations will be well repaid, for upon your care 
depends whether you get many plants or, if you are 
careless, none at all. % 

A cold frame is most valuable equipment for a peren¬ 
nial grower. A frame is necessary for two of the most 
popular of the border plants, both biennials; that is, 
they must be raised every year from seed and bloom the 
second year after planting, and then, if allowed to seed, 
die. These are foxgloves and Canterbury Bells, which 
while hardy so far as extremes of temperature are con¬ 
cerned, rarely will come through in the open ground, 
owing to the rotting of the crowns in spells of wet 
weather.

r\ of vigor", is the Iris. There is no 
^ plant better adapted to all sections 

of the country, none hardier, none which 
will so well endure and even delight in 
hot, dry weather. None is less particular 
as to soil conditions, and none surer to 
furnish each year a mass 
of flowers of exquisite 
beauty. There are Irises 
for all conditions of soil, 
but they must have full 
sunlight. 

Irises grow from 6 
inches to 4^4 feet tall, 
ranging from the dwarf 
pumila to the towering 
new hybrid, Caterina, tall¬ 
est in the accompanying 
list. Flowers of all sizes 
and all combinations of 
colors except scarlets or 
true reds are found. 

Irises are divided into 
two general classes — 
bearded and beardless, dry 
and wet, Pogon and Apo- 
gon. The bearded Irises 
are lovers of dry situa¬ 
tions for the greater part 
of the summer and are 
technically known as Po¬ 
gon Iris. The beardless 
are the swamp or moist 
soil lovers and are known 
as the Apogon class. The 
beard is a small patch of 
hairy growth at the base 
of the petals, usually yel¬ 
low, orange or almost 
white. The brilliant orange 
beards are striking char¬ 
acteristics of some of the 
newer American hybrids. 

To the bearded class be¬ 
long the so-called German 
or flag Irises, the intermedi¬ 
ate Iris, and the dwarf Iris. 
To the beardless section 
belong the Siberian and 
the wonderful Japanese 
Iris with blossoms some¬ 
times measuring a foot 
across. In no plant of 
modern times has such 
tremendous development 
and improvement been 
shown as in the flag Iris. 

Irises occupy a distinct 
position in the garden cal¬ 
endar, as they make their 
great display just after the 
glories of the Darwin and 
other late tulips liave de¬ 
parted and before the roses 
and June perennials have 

reached full development. Be¬ 
ginning to bloom with the 

latest of the tulips, they fade with the 
coming of the roses. 

The flower is tripartite. Three por¬ 
tions of the flower droop. They are 
called the falls. Three stand erect, their 
tips meeting. These are called the stand¬ 
ards. Very often the two sets are of 
different colors. In catalogue descrip¬ 
tions they are abbreviated to S. for 
standards and F. for falls. 

In growing Iris, liming the soil is the 
chief treatment needed. Sprinkle hydrated 
lime over the soil in the fall until it 
looks as if a light snow had fallen. Hoe 
it in. A light dressing of bone meal 
may be given in the spring to good ad¬

vantage. Fresh manure must not be| 
used. The Iris root is peculiar, consist-' 
ing of a sectional rootstock, known to| 
botanists as a rhizone, which creeps' 
along just below the surface of the soih 
or very often half exposed. From this- 
the true roots descend. Care should be 
taken in planting Iris not to burj'- thisi 
thick rootstock deeply. Merely place it 
firmly in the soil, partly exposed, if it 
is good sized. Iris must not be planted 
in low situations where water will stand 
upon them during the winter. This is a 
requisite in their culture. 

Irises are most effective in single lines, 
narrow beds or isolated specimens in 
the border where they may have oppor¬ 
tunity to develop large clumps. They 
should be planted one foot apart for quick 
effect or three feet apart for a permanent 

location, as in three sea¬ 
sons a plant will cover a 
three-foot space. good 
plan is to plant three plants 
in a group afoot apart and 
the groups three feet apart. 
In an Iris planting, a fac¬ 
tor to be considered is the 
varying heights of the 
plants. Pallida Dalmatica, 
which grows to feet, 
planted in front, would 
hide Maori King, which 
grows only 1 foot to 18 
inches. 

The accompanying 
planting plans have been 
made with a view to height 
as well as the harmonious 
association of colors. 
There is little danger of 
discord in an Iris planting. 
The colors, for the most 
part, are so soft there is 
small opportunity for 
clashes. 

Siberian Iris make fine 
clumps in the hardy border 
or a beautiful mass plant¬ 
ing, with their dark blue 
and snowy white bloom 
on slender stems rising 
above a mass of grassy 
foliage. 

The Japanese Iris, most 
magnificent of all the Iris 
family, demand more care¬ 
ful culture to succeed, but 
are well worth any trouble. 
They demand moisture 
during their growing and 
blooming season but can¬ 
not stand wet feet during 
the winter. They like a 
heavy soil but may be 
grown even in rather 
sandy soil if care is taken 
to see that they have good 
distance from other plants 
and that the soil is kept 
stirred about them. They 
will then establish them¬ 
selves and make fine 
clumps. They should have 
protection over their 
crowns in winter to be sure 
that no water stands about 
them. They need liberal 
manuring.

SUGGESTIONS 

Before laying out a Ganna bed, spade the ground two feet deep, mix¬ 
ing thoroughly into the soil enough well rotted stable manure to fill six 
inches in depth of the whole bed. When ready place a stake in 
center of the bed and with a radius of eighteen inches mark a line 
for planting the first row. Set the plants in this row eighteen 
inches apart. Lengthen the radius eighteen inches for each 
successive row; plants other than Gannas require different distances. 
All numbers below represent round beds. 

Planting plans will be furnished with each Ganna bed ordered. 

Culture.—Cannas should be planted about the end of May in good garden 
soil that has been thoroughly enriched with well rotted stable manure. Water 
sparingly for first two weeks after planting. When growing freely, water liber* 
ally. . Set the plants about 18 inches apart each way, and if more than one 
kind is used, be careful to plant the taller growing kinds in the center and the 
dwarf ones along the edge. This applies to planting in beds or borders.
