Sow Rye, Barley, Turf Oats, Wheat, Grass Seeds, Tim-
othy and Clover.

In the Orchard.—This will be an active month, as No-
vember is the best time for planting out all sorts of Nursery
Stock.

SOME HANDY THINGS TO KNOW.
How to Measure Corn in Crib.

This rule will apply to crib of any kind. Two cubic feet of

sound, dry corn in the car will make a bushel shelled. To get
the quantity of shelled in a crib of corn in the ear, measure the
length, breadth and height o' the crib inside of the rail, multi-

ply tlx; length by the breadth and the product by the height;
then divide the product by two, and you will have the number
of bus iels in the crib.

To find the number of bushels of apples, potatoes, etc., in a
bin, multiply the length, breadth and thickness together, and
the product by 8, and point off one figuie in the product for

decimals.
Hay fleasure.

Abont 500 cubic feet of well settled hay, or about 700 feet of

new mown hay, will make a ton. To estimate amount of hay
in mo'v- ten cubic yards of meadow hay weighs a ton. When
the hay is taken out of old stacks, 8 or 9 yards will make a ton.

Eleven or twelve cubic yards of clover, when dry, make a ton.

Wood Measure.

To find the contents of cord wood, multiply Ihe length,

width and height together and divide the product by 128
How manv cords in a pile of wood. 4 feet wide, 5 feet high

and 24 feet long? 4x5x24=4S0 (cubic feet)-^12S=3f cords.

Land Measure.

To find the number of acres in a body of land, multiply the
length by the width, (in rods), and uivide the product by 100.

Spraying Fruit Trees.

The rapid increase of insects, injurious to fruit and fruit

trees, should necessarily compel everyone interested to provide
means to oppose and destroy their ravages. We have given a
few useful formulas for spraying, which, if carefully followed,
with the assistance of a good spray pump, will insure a good
crop of sound and healthy fruit. Do not put it off, but com-
mence spraying early, before the. insects are noticed. Spray-
ing must also be done intelligently. Simply to make an
applicati^p here and there, without some object iu view, is

wasting time and money. By spraying at the right time and
using the proper remedies success is most certain.

Useful Recipes— Formulas for Spraying.

Kerosene Emulsion.— 1 qt. soft soap or £ lb. whale oil or
hard soap, mixed with boiling water, and stir in 1 pint of kero-
sene oil

;
agitate violently till a permanent mixture is formed

;

then add 15 parts of water to 1 part of the mixture. Safe and
reliable on all foliage, and is one of the most useful insecti-

cides.

Carbolic Acid.— 1 quart soft soap to 2 gallons of water. Add
1 pint of crude carbolic acid. Use freely.

Paris Green ( A rsenites).— ] pound to 180 gallons of water
or 1 teaspoonful to a pail of water. Add some lime to prevent
injury to foliage, and a little flour to make it adhere.

London Purple ( Arsenites).— 1 pound to about 130 or 150
gallons of water, or a teaspoonful to a pail of water. Add
some lime to prevent injury to foliage, and a little flour to
make it adhere.

Bordeaux Mixture.—Copper 5 lbs., water 22 gallons, mix
well ; in another vessel mix 4 lbs. lime with 7 gallons of water,
stir well and let it cool ; then pour the two mixtures together
slowdy, mixing well and let it stand a day before using.

Copper Sulphate.— 4 lbs. lime 4 lbs. water 1 barrel.

One secret of spraying is to FORCE the liquid hard against
the foliage so all the insects may be touched. This can lie ac-

complished successfully only by using a force pump. If the
pump throws a continuous stream you will not waste the solu-
tion; otherwise it will not only be unsatisfactory but you will

lose a large part of the preparation.
Spraying your trees will save 90 per cent of your crop. It is

worth all your labor and expense to try it.

Precaution Necessary in Handling Insecticides.

All poison must be carefully and distinctly labeled, and kept
out of the reach of the children. Never handle with bare
hands, or without oiling the hands or covering any sores with
court plaster, or using gloves. While spraying keep to the
windward of the trees; wash thoroughly afterwards.
