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The Story of Scouting

S. 0. OEY

It is now forty-one years since Baden
Powell hold his first experimental Scout
camp on Brownsea Island off the coast
of Dorset. Twenty four boys drawn
from every class of society, were in
that camp for a fortnight in the summer
of 1907. Today, the Boy Scout Mo.
vement is world-wide. The last world
census, taken in 1939 gave a total of
3,305,149 in 46 countries and two emi-
gré associations. Census figures just
teleased by the Boy Scouts Interna-
tional Bureau show that the latest
active membership total of the Boy
Scout Movement throughout the world
is 4,409,774 in 41 contries and one
emigré association,

The 1947 tota! includes the latest
known figures received from member
countries of the Boy Scouts Interna-
tional Conference. It does not include
the numbers of the Scout groups among
Displaced Persons nor of Scouts in
countries where associations have not
yet been registered with the Boy Scouts
International Bureau.

The present member countries of the
International Scout Conference are:
Argentine, Armenian Scouts, Australia,
Belgium, Brazil, Canada, Chile, China,
Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Czechos-
lovakia. Denmark, Dominican Republic,
Ecuador, Egypt, El Salvador, Finland,
France, Great Britain, Greece, Guate-
mala, Haiti, Hungary, Iceland, India,
Italy, Lebanon, Liechtenstein, Luxem-
bourg, Mexico, Netherland, Nicaragua,

Norway, Peru, Phillippines, Portugal,
South”"Africa, Sweden, Switzerland,
USA, Venezuela. Other territories of
the British Commonwealth, The Belgian,
French, Netherland and Portuguese
Empires and the U.S.A. are registered
through their parent countries. (Taken
from the Weekly News Bulletin of the
Boy Scouts Association).

The spread of the Scout Movement
since its inception has been phenomenal.
After the 1907 camp, Baden Powell
wrote the now famous handbook of
the Movement — ,,Scouting for Boys*.
It was first published in fortnightly
parts in every part of Britain. It was
the boys themselves who started these
Patrols and they chose their own Scout
masters from adults of their acquain-
tance.

In that way the Scout Movement
came into being.

Outlet for Natural Energy.

What “is the magnet that attracts
boys to become Scouts? It is the ad-
venture and comradeship that it offers,
It is because the whole scheme of trai-
ning is based on the normal desires of
the boys. Scouting provides a prac-
tical outlet for his natural energy and
harnesses it to good purpose. To the
boy, Scouting is a great game played
with his comrades, ascampers, pioneers
and frontiersmen.

.BP."" reconised that the divine
spark is present in every boy and that
a boy was capable of following an
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ideal if it is set before him as a stan-
dard of conduct, and if he is given the
fullest opportunity of expressing those
ideals in the form of service to others,
So he asked a boy to make a promise
on becoming a Scout, and gave him
ten laws to keep to the best of his
ability. ‘

This is the Promise :—

On my honour I promise that I will
do my best.

To do my duty to God; the King.

To help other people at all times.

To obey the Scout Law.

And these are the Laws:—

I. A Scout’s honour is to be trust-
ed.

2. A Scout is loyal to his Country,
his Scouters, his Parents, his Employers,
and to those under him.

3. A Scout's duty is to be useful,
and to help others.

4, A Scout is a friend to all anda
brother to every other Scouts no matter
to what country, class or creed the
other may belong.

5. A Scout is courteous.”

6. A Scout is a friend to animals.

7. A Scout obeys order of his pa-
rents, Patrol Leder or Scoutmaster,
without question.

8. A Scout smiles and whistles un-
der all difficulties.

9. A Scout is thrifty.

10. A Scout is clean in thought,
word and deed.

Observe that this Law is not a series
of probitions but a positive statement
of decent behaviour. When a boy be-
comes a Scout he promises to do his
best to live up to this standard.

Within a few months of the start
of the Movement in Britain, boys in
other countries started Patrols and
Troops. Chile was the first foreign
country to start Scouts, while Canada,
Australia and South Africa were the
first countries in the British Empire to
take it up. By 1909 it had spread to
Sweden, France, Norway, Mexico
Argentina, Singapore and India. It,
reached America in 1910, and came to
China in the year 1911.

To-day the number of Scouts in
America alone is 1500,000.

This development of the Movement
through out the world is proof of the
universal appeal of the Scout method.
By far the most significant thing is that
the Promise and Law have received
almost world wide acceptance among
all creeds and have formed a common
basis on which the youth of the world
can meet a lnternational gatherings.
They embrace in small compass and
simple language the highest ideals of
all religious beliefs and have tormed
a common bond enabling Christian of
all denominations, Jews, Moslems, Hin-
dus, Buddhists, and Confucians to work
together in the common cause of friend-
ship and understanding.

The great World Jamborees which
are held every four years have brought
the boys of the world together. They
have lived side by side in camp in
complete harmony and as one big happy
family.

The World Rover Moots — Rover
Scouts are young men over 18 years of
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age — have shown that this fellowship
is carried on into manhood. Rover
Moots are also held every four years

So far there have been six world
Jamborees — 1920, Olympia, London,
England ; 1924, Copenhagen Denmark;
1929, Birkenhead, England; 1933,
Godolo, Hungary ; 1937, Vogelenzang,
Holland and 1947, Moisson, Paris,
France.

There have been three World Rover
Moots — 1931, Kandersteg, Switzer-
land; 1935, Ingaros, Sweden; 1939,
Monzie, Scotland.

Now the Scouts of the world are
looking forward to the Seventh World
Jamboree which is to be held in England.
Scouting in War time

The outbreak of the second world
war in 1939 found the Boy Scouts
prepared. Just as was the case in the
earlier war of 1914-1918. Scouts took
on jobs as messengers, orderlies, first
alders, stretcher bearers,
mates signaliers — in fact the list of
different tasks undertaken is in excess
of 200. Many of the boys were expo-
sed to the greatest risks in carrying
out their duties during air raids. Many
members of the Movement were deco-
rated by the various Authorities for
gallantry and some received awards
from the Association,

wardens’

It is difficult to say how many Scouts,
Rover Scouts and Scouters have joined
the forces but this must be considerably
great in number. The number of ex-
Scouts in the Services would, I am sure,
reach astronmical figures.

A British Scouter ever told me that
service men who had the adventage
of Scout training were quickly able to
adapt themselves to services life and
to use a phrase often quoted by them —~
.They were a jump ahead of the fellow
who had not been a Scout”. Their tra-
ining in observation, stalking, tracking,
camping, hiking, woodcraft and pionee-
ring equipped them for the demands
of the service.

The members of the Movement in
the services have done everything poss-
ible to keep up their Scouting interests
They formed Rover Crews in their
units — the formation of suchcrew was
approved by the British Admiralty,
the War-Office and the Air Ministry
— and met whenever possible for dis-
cussions and Scouting exercises. They
assisted in the running of Scout Troops
and Wolf Cub Packs in places near,
their stations, both at home and abroad
and many were instrumental in starting
new Groups. i

The Scout Movement hadbeen ban-
ned in Fascist countries, but after the
liberation of Italy, numbers of Italians
who had been Scouts in the pre-Mus-
solini days came forward to resuscitate
the Movement. They found among
the Allied Service men many Rover
Scouts and Scouters who were ready
to help. Training Courses were held,
the Servicemen sacrificing their leave
to conduct them, and in that way the
Movement in Italy is now rapidly deve-
Jopington on a sound foundation. Al-
ready there has been a great rally of
Scouts in Rome, and they sent their
contingents to the Jamboree in France.
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Scouting ,,Underground”

The Germans banned scouting in
the countries they occupied. In many
instances the boys were forced to give
up their uniforms, their equipment was

fi d and their h were
taken over. But stories had been told
to me when I was in Europe that in
spite of all this and dire threats and

penalties, if the Nazi edict was ignored,
the movement in every one of the
occupied countries was being carried
on underground. The full story is not
yet complete, but the facts in our pos-
session show that the Scouts of the
occupied countries remaned loyal to
the ideals set them by the Founder
and that they worked unceasingly, often
forfeiting their lives, to help those who
laboured underground to speed the day
of liberation and freedom.

The Rover Scouts of France formed
the spearhead of the Marquis. The
Scouts of Holland and Poland distri-
buted _the underground newspapers and
carried the secret messages ; they assis-
ted in sabotage, etc. . . . and here it
is not without pride that I record also
that two scouts of Batavia 25, Kwong
Dijin Troop. Soeto-Pa Sen, and Soeto-
Mei Sen who had done their very best

in assisting the Fu Hsing Sheh, and in
bl

spent their time.

in concentration camp for months.
When the liberating armies arrived,

there were the Boyscouts ready to help.

They acted as guides to the Troops,

traffic controllers, messengers, inter-
preters and in a score of ways winning
high praise from the responsible officers.

During the years of occupation in
Europe as well as in the Far East the
youth of all couatries suffered, not
from lack ot parental influence, but
from the examp.e of parents practising
deceit, forgery, thett, from the highest
motive of embarrassing the enemy’s
administration. The result was disas-
trous when no sure foundation of
moral standards existed. Ferhaps the
greatest achievement of Scouting has
been to preserve and foster, even under
these conditions, the sense of right and
wrong which is essential for the sta-
bility and reconstruction of National
life. We are sure that the resulc of
Scout training will be increasingly
apparent as years pass, and we in
Scouting look to the tuture with con-
hdence tor that reason.

A prominent leader said during the
war ,that great as is the history ot
Scouting, the greatest chapier is yet
to be written".

‘The signs are that the Chapter has
begun. ‘I'he Movement in all over the
world has emerged from the war stron-
ger in numbers and stronger in faith
and spint. At the World Jamboree
which was held in France last Year,
the Scout of all the nations of goodwill
came together to re-affirm their faith
in their belief that ,men can live as
brothers™,

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Something about my Opinion
Yeh Fah Shyang

It was really a pleasure to see the
reorganization of the Chinese schools
soon after the Liberation During the
Japanese occupation, all the Junior and
Sevior middle schools were forbidden
to open with the primary schools under
strict control. It is evident that in
those dark days the Chinese schools
must have suffered a great deal both
intellectually and materia'ly, and my
study had been obliged to suspend for
a period of three long years. But,
thanks to the efforts of our community,
L. again, had the chance to enter the
school to resume my study.

Time flows by, thouah the memory
of the first day when I reentered the
school is still fresh, three solid years
have elapsed. And the commencement
day s aoproaching. Havina gone
throuah a three-year Senior Course in
a Chinese school, I am bound to say
something as I feel it. There is, in my
opinion, an urgent problem facing us
concerning the learning of foreign lan-
auages.

In fact, it is no more a new problem
It has already been the object of dis-
cussion in educational circle among the
oversea Chinese No matter what they
said my experience would tell me that
the present standard in . Enalish in
most Chinese schools is far too low.
It may be the result of the three years
of Japanese occupation, but, anyhow,

this problem should be solved. Langua-
ge. as we know, helps us to understand
one another, aholishing misunderstan-
dings, cultivating good will, enlarging
the scope of our view point and know-
ledge. What's more important is the
local condition. We are abroad, we
have to understand what our foreign
friends say, write and think. Our cir-
cumstance is different from that in our

hence our ed 1 sys-
tem should not be the same as thatin
Chira. The va'ue of education is whet-
her it can adapt iteelf to meet the needs
of the community. of which ft is a part.

For these reasons, I suggest that the
students in Chinese schools must receive
a Fetter training in foreign languages
including Enalish, Dutch and Indo-
nes‘an. Indonesian, as it is the most
common spoken lanquage  here, shou'd
be taught in the primary schools, while
English and Dutch should beafn in
Junior and continue in Senior classes.

In the conference, sponsered by the
Committe of Fducation, Chung Hua
Tsung Hui, held in March this year,
this question had drawn much attention
in the meeting and, according to news,
the issue was left- undecided after a
debate of one and a half hours. Ithink
it is high time for us to alter the school
curriculum, and, if the opinions of stu-
dents' have been taken into conside-
ration, it wouldn't be so hard to decide.
