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OFFICE OF THE GOVERNOR GENERAL 

Letters Patent constituting the Office of Governor General of Canada effective October 1, 1947: 

I. We do hereby constitute, order, and declare that there shall be a Governor General and 

Commander-in-Chiet in and over Canada, and appointments to the Office of Governor General and 

Commander-in-Chief in and over Canada shall be made by Commission under Our Great Seal of 
Canada. 

II And We do hereby authorize and empower our Governor General, with the advice of Our Privy 

Council for Canada or of any members thereof or individually, as the case requires, to exercise all 

powers and authorities lawfuly belonging to Us in respect of Canada, and for greater certainty but not 
so as to restrict the generality of the foregoing to do and execute, in the manner aforesaid, all things that 

may belong to his office and to the trust We have reposed in him according to the several powers and 

authorities granted or appointed him by virtue of The British North America Act, 1867 to 1946 and the 

powers and authorities hereinafter conferred in these Letters Patent and in such Commission as may be 

issued to him under Our Great Seal of Canada and under such laws as are or may be hereinafter be in 
force in Canada. 

III. And We do hereby authorize and empower Our Governor General to keep and use Our Great 

Seal of Canada for sealing all things whatsoever that may be passed under Our Great Seal of Canada. 

IV. And We do further authorize and empower Our Governor General to constitute and appoint, in 
Our name and on Our behalf, all such Judges, Commissioners, Justices of the Peace, and other 

necessary Officers (including diplomatic and consular officers) and Ministers of Canada, as may be 
lawfully constituted or appointed by Us. 

V. And We do further authorize and empower Our Governor General, so far as We lawfully may, 

upon sufficient cause to him appearing to remove from his office, or to suspend from the exercise of the 

same, any person exercising any office within Canada, under or by virtue of any Commission or 
Warrant granted, or which may be granted, by Us in Our name or under Our authority. 

VI. And We do further authorize and empower Our Governor General to exercise all powers 

lawfully belonging to Us in respect of summoning, proroguing or dissolving the Parliament of Canada. 

VII. And whereas by The British North America Acts, 1867 to 1946, it is amongst other things 

enacted that it shall be lawful for Us, if We think fit, to authorize Our Governor General to appoint any 

person or persons, jointly or severally, to be his Deputy or Deputies within any part or parts of Canada, 

and in that capacity to exercise, during the pleasure of Our Governor General, such of the powers, 

authorities, and functions of Our Governor General as he may deem it necessary or expedient to assign 

to such Deputy or Deputies, subject to any limitations or directions from time to time expressed or 

given by Us: Now We do hereby authorize and empower Our Governor General, subject to such 

limitations and directions, to appoint any person or persons, jointly or severally, to be his Deputy or 

Deputies within any part or parts of Canada, and in that capacity to exercise, during his pleasure, such 

of his powers, functions, and authorities as he may deem it necessary or expedient to assign to him or 

them: Provided always, that the appointment of such a Deputy or Deputies shall not affect the exercise 

of any such power, authority or function by Our Governor General in person. 

VIII. And We do hereby declare Our pleasure to be that, in the event of the death, incapacity, 

removal or absence of Our Governor General out of Canada, all and every, the powers and authorities 

herein granted to him shall until Our further pleasure is signified therein, be vested in Our Chief Justice 

for the time being of Canada, (hereinafter called Our Chief Justice) or, in the case of the death, 
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incapacity, removal or absence out of Canada of Our Chief Justice, then in the Senior Judge for the time 
being of the Supreme Court of Canada, then residing in Canada and not being under incapacity; such 

Chief Justice or Senior Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada, while the said powers and authorities 

are vested in him. to be known as Our Administrator. 

Provided always, that the said Senior Judge shall act in the administration of the Government only 

if and when Our Chief Justice shall not be present within Canada and capable of administering the 

Government.

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CANADA 

Canada occupies the northern half of the North American Continent with the exception of Alaska 

and Greenland, extending in longitude from Cape Spear, Newfoundland, at 52° 37' W, to Mount St. 

Elias, Yukon Territory, at 141° W. a distance of 88° 23' or 5,157km. In latitude it stretches from Middle 

Island in Lake Erie, at 41° 41' N, to the North Pole. 
In size Canada is the largest country in the Western Hemisphere and the second lrgest country in 

the world. Its area of 3,851,809 sq. miles (9,976,185sq. km) may be compared with that of the Union of 

Soviet Socialist Republics, 8,649,512 sq. miles. It is more than forty times the size of Britain and 

eighteen times that of France. 
As originally constituted, the Dominion of Canada was composed of the provinces of Ontario, 

Quebec, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick. They were united under the provisions of an Act of the 

Imperial Parliament (30 Victoria. Chapter III) passed in 1867, and formerly cited as "The British North 
America Act, 1867,” although its full official designation originally was: — “An Act for the Union of 

Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and the government thereof, and for the purposes connected 

therewith.” In April, 1982. the title was changed to "The Constitution Act, 1867.” This Act received 

the Royal assent March 29th, 1867, and came into effect by virtue of Royal Proclamation, July 1st, 

1867. This Act expressly provides that the Constitution of the Dominion shall be "similar in principle 

to that of the United Kingdom” (1st clause), so that the executive authority shall be vested in the 

Sovereign of Great Britain and Ireland, and carried on in her name by a Governor-General and Council 

"to aid and advise in the government of Canada, to be styled the Queen’s Privy Council for Canada. ” 

(Clauses 9, 10 and 11). Provision was made in the Act for the Admission of British Columbia, Prince 

Edward Island, The North-West Territories, and Newfoundland into the Dominion (Clause 146). 
Newfoundland entered Confederation, March 31. 1949. In 1869 the extreme region known under the 

various designations of "Rupert’s Land,” "the Hudson Bay Territory,” and “the North-West Ter¬ 
ritory,” was added to the Dominion by purchase from the Hudson Bay Company. The Province of 

Manitoba was set apart out of a portion of its (32-33 Victoria, Chap. 3), and admitted into the 
Confederation, July 15, 1870. 

July 20, 1871, the Province of British Columbia, and July 1, 1873, the Province of Prince Edward 

Island, respectively entered the confederation. 

June 25. 1886, the Royal Assent was given to "An Act respecting the representation in the 
Parliament of Canada of Territories which for the time being form part of the Dominion of Canada, but 

are not included in any Province,” commonly cited as "The British North America Act, 1886,” (49-50 
Victoria, Chapter XXXV). 

This Act provides that the Parliament of Canada may, from time to time, make provisions for the 

representation in the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, or in either of them, of the Territories 

which, for the time being, form part of the Dominion of Canada but are not included in any Province 

thereof. 

The Provinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan were formed from the provisional districts of Alberta, 

Athabaska, Assiniboia and Saskatchewan (4-5 Edward VII, Chap. 3 and 42), and were admitted to the 
Union as Provinces on September 1st, 1905. 

During the first session of the 12th Parliament a bill was passed extending the areas of Manitoba, 

Ontario, and Quebec northward by adding to those provinces portions of North-West Territory. 

As originally constituted, the Dominion of Canada was composed of the provinces of Ontario,

11 lombe chaque annee 8,000,000,000,000 de tonnes d’eau sur 

le Canada sous forme de pluie ou de neige. On estime que 48% des precipitations s'ecoulent par les 

cours d’eau vers la mer. Du reste, la caracteristique du paysage canadien est la presence de I'eau 

partout: 7,6% de la superficie du Canada, soit 754 877 km2 est couverte d’eau douce. 
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Le Canada est un Etat federatif crei en 1867 par une loi du Parlement britannique, l'Acte de 

I’Amerique du Nord britannique qui, avec les amendements apportes par la suite, lui sert de 

Constitution formelle. Celle-ci est completee par des conventions constitutionnelles, des interpreta¬ 

tions judiciaires et des lois ordinaires dont iensemble forme la Constitution au sens large du mot. 
L'usage a consacre le mot «Confederation» pour designer la structure politique du Canada, mais en 

realite, il sagitplutot d’une federation a linterieur de laquelle dix entiles, qu'on appelle provinces, 

possedent une certaine souverainete. Deux territoires, celui du Yukon et les Territoires du Nord- 

Ouest, tout en jouissant d'une structure politique locale, relevent du gouvernement d'Ottawa. Le 

Canada a conquis au XXe siecle sa souverainete internationale complete, mais il est encore une 

monarchic dont le souverain est le meme que celui de la Grande-Bretagne. On insiste toutefois sur le 

fait que, par suite de la divisibility de la Couronne, Elisabeth II est designee comme reine du Canada. 

Six articles de l'Acte de I'Amerique du Nord britannique distribuent les competences entre le 
pouvoir federal et les pouvoirs provinciaux. Deux surtout, les articles 91 et 92, sont importants, le 

premier enumerant les competences federates et le second les provinciates. Parmi les premieres, il y a 

la Defense nationale, les Affaires exterieures, les douanes, lespostes, la monnaie, la naturalisation, 

le commerce international et interprovincial, les recensements, les poids et mesures, les Indiens. 

Les provinces ont le droit de modifier leurs Constitutions, sauf en ce qui concerne la fonction du 

chef theorique de leur Etat, le lieutenant-gouverneur. Elies administrent et concedent les terres 

publiques et ont par consequent le controle des richesses naturelles que constituent les forets, les 
mines, lepetrole et les ressources hydrauliques. C'est d’elles que relevent les institutions municipales, 

les hopitaux et surtout Veducation. Les deux pouvoirs se partagent certaines competences. Ils 

perqoivent I'un et l'autre des impots, le pouvoir federal etant libre de choisir le mode de taxation et les 

provinces n'ay ant droit qu'aux «impots directs dans la province en vue de prelever des revenus pour 

des fins provinciates». 

Le 17 avril 1982 sa Majeste la Reine proclama a Ottawa «La Loi constitutionnelle de 1982 » qui 
mit fin a la jurisdiction legislative britannique en ce qui concerne «La Constitution du Canada et mit 

en force La Charte des Droits et Libertes canadiennes».

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PARLIAMENT OF CANADA 

The Constitution Act, 1867, provides: 

“There shall be one Parliament for Canada, consisting of the Queen, an Upper House styled the 

Senate, and the House of Commons.” (Clause 17.) 

“There shall be a Session of the Parliament of Canada once at least in every year, so that twelve 

months shall not intervene between the last Sitting of the Parliament in one Session and its first Sitting 

in the next Session.” (Section 20.) 

“Every House of Commons shall continue for five years from the Day of the Return of the Writs 

for choosing the House (subject to be sooner dissolved by the Governor General), and no longer.” 

(Section 50.) 

“The Governor-General shall, from time to lime, in the Queen’s name, by instrument under the 

Great Seal of Canada, summon and call together the House of Commons.” (Section 38.) 

Either the English or the French language may be used by any person in the Debates of the House 

of the Parliament of Canada and of the House of the Legislation of Quebec, and both these languages 

arc used in the respective records and Journals of those Houses; and either of those languages may be 

used by any person or in any Pleading or Process or in issuing from any Court of Canada established 

under the Constitution Act and in or from all or any of the Courts of Quebec. 

As Canada possesses a system of federal government, the legislative powers of Parliament are 

limited to certain subjects set forth in the Constitution Act of 1867, including sections 91,92 (10), 93 

(4), 94, 94 (A), 95 and 101. 

“91. It shall be lawful for the Queen, by and with the Advice and Consent of the Senate and House 

of Commons, to make laws for the Peace, Order and Good Government of Canada, in relation to all 

matters not coming within the Classes of Subjects by this Act assigned exclusively to the Legislatures 

of the Provinces, and for greater certainty but not as to restrict the Generality of the foregoing Terms of 

the Section, it is hereby declared that (notwithstanding anything in this Act) the exclusive Legislative 

Authority of the Parliament of Canada extends to all matters coming within the Classes of Subjects 

next hereinafter enumerated, that is to say; — 

1. The Public Debt and Property. 

2. The Regulation of Trade and Commerce. 

3. The Raising of Money by any Mode or System of Taxation. 

4. The Borrowing of Money on the Public Credit. 

5. Postal Service. 

6. The Census and Statistics. 

7. Militia, Military and Naval Service and Defence. 

8. The lixing of and providing for the Salaries and Allowances of Civil and other Ofticers of the 

Government of Canada. 

9. Beacons, Buoys, Lighthouses and Sable Island. 
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10. Navigating and Shipping. 

11. Quarantine and the Establishment and Maintenance of Marine Hospitals. 

12. Sea Coast and Inland Fisheries. 

13. Ferries between a Province and any British or Foreign Countries, or between two Provinces. 

14. Currency and Coinage. 

15. Banking, Incorporation of Banks and the Issue of Paper Money. 

16. Savings Banks. 

17. Weights and Measures. 

18. Bills of Exchange and Promisory Notes. 

19. Interest. 

20. Legal Tender. 

21. Bankruptcy and Insolvency. 

22. Patents of Inventions and Discovery. 

23. Copyrights. 

24. Indians and Land reserved for the Indians. 

25. Naturalization and Aliens. 

26. Marriage and Divorce. 

27. The Criminal Law, except the Constitution of the Courts of Criminal Jurisdiction, but 

including the Procedure in Criminal Matters. 

28. The Establishment, Maintenance and Management of Penitentiaries.

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THE SENATE 

The Senate of Canada was created by the Constitution Act, 1867, section 
17 of which provides that “There shall be One Parliament for Canada, 
consisting of the Queen, an Upper House styled the Senate and the House of 

Commons”. 

The 104 seats in the Senate are apportioned on a regional basis: 24 from the 
Maritime provinces (Nova Scotia, 10; New Brunswick, 10; Prince Edward 
Island, 4); 24 from Quebec; 24 from Ontario; 24 from the Western provinces 
(Manitoba, 6; Saskatchewan, 6; Alberta, 6; British Columbia, 6). In addition 
Newfoundland has 6 seats and each of the Northwest Territories and the 
Yukon has one seat. 

To be appointed a senator, a person must be a subject of Her Majesty, thirty 
years of age, resident in the province for which he or she is appointed, 
possessed of land in that province having an unencumbered value of $4,000 
and have a net estate of $4000. A Senator for Quebec must either be resident 
or have his real property qualification in the senatorial division for which he 
is appointed. A Senator is appointed by the Governor General who, by 
constitutional convention, acts on the advice of the Prime Minister. Until 
1965, senators were appointed for life; the retirement age for senators 
appointed since that year is 75. A senator may resign his seat or become 
disqualified to sit for a variety of reasons including non-attendance or 
commission of a serious crime. 

The legislative powers of the Senate are equal to those of the House of 
Commons subject to two exceptions. The first exception is that the Senate has 
only a suspensive veto over certain amendments to the Constitution that 
require provincial consent. The second exception is that money bills must 
originate in the House of Commons. The enactment of all laws by Royal 
Assent takes place in the Senate Chamber, and it is in that Chamber that all 
sessions of Parliament are opened and closed. 

In contrasting the participation of each House in the legislative process, it 
is appropriate to note that, whereas the political principle of a bill is the main 
concern of the House of Commons, in the Senate it is the technical review of 
the bill in committee that is emphasized. It is this contribution that gives rise 
to the high esteem reserved for the work of Senate committees.

Les 104 sieges du Senat sont repartis par region: 24 aux provinces

Edouard, 4); 24 au Quebec; 24 en Ontario: 24 aux provinces de I’Ouest 
(Manitoba, 6; Saskatchewan, 6; Alberta, 6; Colombie-Britannique, 6). En 
outre, la Terre-Neuve a 6 sieges et les Territoires du Nord-Ouest et le Yukon 
en ont 1 chacun. 

Pour etre senateur, ilfaut etre sujet de Sa Majeste, avoir au moins 30 ans, 
resider dans la province que l’ont doit representer et y posseder une pro¬ 
priety fonciere ayant une valeur non grevee de 4 000$ et avoir a son actif une 
somme nette de 4 000$. Au Quebec, les senateurs doivent soit resider dans le 
district senatorial qu’ils sont appelis a representer, soit y posseder une 
propriete fonciere. Les senateurs sont nommes par le gouverneur general 
qui, selon la norme constitutionnelle, agit sur la recommandation du pre¬ 
mier ministre. Jusqu'en 1965, les senateurs etaient nommes a vie; depuis 
cette date, Page de la retraite a ete fixe a 75 ans. Un senateur peut 
demissionner ou devenir inapte a sieger pour diverses raisons, y compris les 
absences repetes ou le fait de s'etre rendu coupable d’un crime grave. 

Le Senat a les memes pouvoirs legislatifs que la Chambre des communes, 
a deux exceptions pres. Premierement, le Senat n’a qu’un veto suspensif sur 
certaines modifications a la Constitution qui exigent le consentement des 
provinces. Deuxiemement, les mesures financiers doivent emaner de la 
Chambre des communes. La promulgation de toutes les lois par le biais de la 
sanction royale a lieu au Senat. C’est egalement a la Chambre haute que se 
deroulent les ceremonies d’ouverture et de cloture des sessions du Parle¬ 

ment. 

Pour distinguer la participation de chacune des chambres au processus 
legislatifi signalons que si la Chambre des communes s’ interesse surtout au 
principe politique sous-jacent d’un projet de loi, le Senat, pour sa part, 
s’attache davantage a son examen technique en comite. C’est cette contribu¬ 
tion qui explique la haute estime vouee aux travaux des comites senatoriaux.

Every application to Parliament for a private bill must be advertised in the 
Canada Gazette by a notice stating clearly and distinctly the nature and objects of 
the application. 

Where the application is for an Act to incorporate a company, to amend a 
company’s Act of incorporation or to obtain an exclusive right or privilege, the 
notice must also be published in a leading newspaper in the area and in the official 
gazette of the province concerned. 

The notice must be published at least once a week for a period of four weeks in 
the English and French languages when reasonably required in accordance with the 
population composition of the area or province concerned. 

The fee for the introduction of a private bill in the Senate is $200. In addition to 

this fee there are printing costs.

The Constitution Act, of 1867 federally united three separate colonies “to form one Dominion 

under the name of Canada”. Canada was divided into four provinces: the pre-Confederation Province 
of Canada became the provinces of Ontario and Quebec, while Nova Scotia and New Brunswick 
retained their former names and geographical limits. 

The Constitution Act also provided for an elected House of Commons consisting of 181 
Members, of whom 82 would be elected for Ontario, 65 for Quebec, 19 for Nova Scotia, and 15 for New 
Brunswick. A general census was to be taken in 1871 and every tenth year therafter to re-adjust the 
representation in the House of Commons without disturbing the proportionate representation of the 
provinces as prescribed by the Act. As new provinces entered Confederation, they were granted 
representation in the House of Commons. Section 51 provides the rules whereby the number of 
members to be elected per province is calculated. 

During the 1963 and the 1964-65 sessions, the Representation Commissioner Act and the 

Electoral Boundaries Readjustment Act were passed to facilitate the re-adjustment of representation 

in the House of Commons by province and also to provide for the redistribution of the population 

within a province to different constituencies. At present there are 282 single-member constituencies. 

Representation by province is: Alberta 21, British Columbia 28, Manitoba 14, New Brunswick 10, 

Newfoundland seven, Northwest Territories two, Nova Scotia 11, Ontario 95, Prince Edward Island 

four, Quebec 75, Saskatchewan 14, and the Yukon one. 

The present federal franchise laws are contained in the Canada Elections Act (RSC 1970 c. 14 

[1st Supp] as amended). The franchise is conferred upon all Canadian citizens who are 18 years old or 

will reach that age on or before polling day. However, certain persons are denied the right to vote (e.g. 

officials holding certain positions — Representation Commissioner, Chief Electoral Officer, Assistant 

Chief Electoral Officer, returning officers during their term of office, judges appointed by the Governor 

in Council, inmates of penal and certain other institutions, and other persons disqualified by law). 

With certain specified exceptions any elector qualified under the Canada Elections Act may be a 

candidate at an election. Among the specified exceptions are government contractors, members of the 

legislature of any province, certain public officers, and persons found guilty of corrupt or illegal 

election practices during designated periods following a conviction. To be nominated, a candidate 

must have the signature of 25 qualified electors on his nomination papers and must deposit the sum of 

$200. 

The duration of a House of Commons is five years following each general election, but it is 

subject to earlier dissolution by the Governor General. In the event of a vacancy occurring by reason of 

death or resignation of a member during the life of a Parliament, a writ for the holding of a by-election 

must be issued within six months of the receipt by the Chief Electoral Officer of a warrant for the 
issuance of such a writ. 

Section 5 of the Constitution Act, 1982 provides for a sitting of Parliament at least once every 
twelve months. 
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LA CHAMBRE DES COMMUNES 

La Loi constitutionnelle de 1867 a uni, en une confederation, ce qui constituait alors trois 
colonies distinctes: la province du Canada (Haut-Canada et Bas-Canada), la province de la 

Nouvelle-Ecosse et la province du Nouveau-Brunswick. On creait ainsi un Dominion divise lui-meme 

en quatre provinces: Ontario, Quebec, Nouvelle-Ecosse et Nouveau-B runs wick. 

La Loi constitutionnelle de 1867 prevoyait aussi I’etablissement d'une Chambre des communes 

composee de 181 deputes, dont 82 seraient ilus en Ontario, 65 au Quebec, 19 en Nouvelle-Ecosse et 15 
au Nouveau-Brunswick. Elle prevoyait laccroissement graduel du nombre de deputes en fonction de 

laccroissement de la population canadienne. (A cette fin, on devait proceder a un recensement 

gtniral tous les dix ans, a partir de 1871). Les provinces qui entrerent par la suite dans la 

Confederation furent admises a sefaire representer a la Chambre des communes. L’article51 de la Loi 

enonce les regies qui determinent le nombre de deputes devant representer chacune des provinces. 

Au cours des sessions de 1963 et 1964-1965, le Parlement a adopte la Loi sur le commissaire d la 
representation et la Loi sur la revision des limites des circonscriptions electorates en vue de la 

revision de la representation des provinces a la Chambre des communes et de la repartition de la 
population d’une province par circonscription electoral. La Chambre des communes compte actuelle- 

ment 282 deputes. La deputation est repartie comme suit: 21 deputes pour iAlberta, 28 pour la 

Colombie-Britannique, 4 pour lIle-du-Prince-Edouard, 14 pour le Manitoba, 10 pour le Nouveau- 

Brunswick, 11 pour la Nouvelle-Ecosse, 95 pour /’Ontario, 75 pour le Quebec, 14 pour la Saskatche¬ 

wan, 7 pour Terre-Neuve, 2 pour les Territoires du Nord-Ouest et 1 pour le Yukon. 

La Loi electorate du Canada (S.R.C., 1970, chap. 14, ler supplement, tel que modifie) regit 
actuellement le droit de vote en matiere d’elections federates. Ont droit de vote tous les citoyens 

canadiens ages de 18 ans ou plus le jour du scrutin. Toutefois, n’ont pas droit de vote: certains 
fonctionnaires comme le commissaire a la representation, le directeur general des elections, l'adjoint 

au directeur general des elections, les presidents dlelection au cours de leur mandat, les juges 

nommes par le gouverneur en conseil, les detenus des penitenciers et de certains autres etablisse- 

ments ainsi que toute personne exclue par la loi. 

Sous reserve de certaines exceptions precises, tout citoyen apte a voter en vertu de la Loi 

electorate du Canada peut se porter candidat a une election. Au nombre des cas d’exception precises 

se trouvent les entrepreneurs de I'Etat, les membres des Legislatures provinciates, certains fonction¬ 

naires et les personnes reconnues coupables de corruption eiectorale ou de pratiques electorates 

illicites, durant desperiodes determines consecutives a leur condamnation. Tout candidat eventuel 

doit faire signer son bulletin de presentation par 25 eiecteurs et deposer la somme de $200. 

La Chambre des communes est eiue, a chacune des elections generates, pour une periode 

maximale de cinq ans mais est susceptible d'etre dissoute par le gouverneur general avant iexpiration 

de cette periode. Lorsquun siege devient vacant, par suite de la mort ou de la demission d'un depute 

durant un Parlement, un bref ordonnant la tenue d'une election partielle doit etre emis dans les six 

mois suivant la reception, par le directeur general des elections, d'un mandat Vautorisant a emettre 

un tel bref. 

L'article 5 de la Loi constitutionnelle de 1982 prevoit que le Parlement tiendra une seance au 

moins une fois tous les douze mois.

(1) —The first elections in Marquette after the admission of Manitoba into Confederation was 
held March 2, 1871. The return of the returning officer showed that each of the two condidates had 
received the same number of votes. The return officer had not, as now, the right to give his casting 
vote. In due course the matter came before the H. of C. and was referred to the Commission of 
Privileges and Electors, who reported that the return officer should (under the old system of double 
returns) have declared both candidates elected. Under an order of the House (April 25), the Clerk of 
the Crown in Chancery attended and on motion of the Hon. Mr. Cameron, of Peel, a resolution was 
passed, instructing the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery to amend the return so as to declare both 
candidates elected. This was done, and Dr. Lynch, who was present in Ottawa, forthwith subscribed 
to the oath and took his seat. Then Hon. Mr. Cameron drew attention to the rule which provised that a 
member must withdraw while the matter of his election was before the House, whereupon Dr. Lynch 
withdrew. May 13, McKay, having arrived in Ottawa, presented himself and took the oath and his 
seat. Under similar conditions as Dr. Lynch he withdrew. A delay of six weeks was allowed the Elec. 
Comm, to enquire into the matter. Befofe the House finally disposed of the matter Parliament was 
dissolved (See Journals of the House.)

With the Province of Saskatchewan, formed from part of the Northwest Territories by Act of 

Dominion Parliament, 1905, (first session, 10th Parliament), they lie between British Columbia on the 

west, and Manitoba and the Northwest Territories on the east, and between the International boundary 

at the 49th parallel on the south, and the 60th parallel on the north.

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PROVINCE OF BRITISH COLUMBIA 
PROVINCE DE LA COLOMBIE-BRITANNIQUE 

(Revised January, 1987 — Revise janvier 1987) 

Juan de Fuca, a Greek mariner, in the employ of the Spanish Government, cruised as far north as 

the Straits named after him and entered the Straits of Georgia. 

Spaniards passed along present Pacific coast of Canada in 1774. Captain Cook R.N., landed in 

Nootka, 1778, British opening fur trade as a result. Captain Meares, R.N. established first settlement 

in present province at Nootka, 1788. Official expedition and survey by Captain George Vancouver, 
R.N., 1792-95. The Nootka Conventions determining the rights of British to establish settlement in 

present Province of British Columbia, 1790-1794. Nootka abandoned 1795. Alex. Mackenzie reached 

Pacific coast via overland route from Montreal, June 22, 1793. 

Parliamentary Government in British Columbia dates from the inauguration Aug. 12, 1856 of the 

first Legislative Assembly of the Colony of Vancouver Island. November 17, 1866, Royal Proclama¬ 

tion announcing the union of the former colonies of Vancouver Island and British Columbia (formerly 

New Caledonia), to be known as British Columbia. Entered Confederation July 20, 1871.

At, and for many years after Confederation, New Brunswick had a Legis¬ 
lative Council as well as a Legislative Assembly. April 16, 1891, an Act (54

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THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY 

The Legislature at present consists of 125 Members elected by popular 
vote. After some fluctuation prior to 1933 the membership was reduced to 90 
by the Representation Act of 1933. A new Representation Act in 1954 
increased the membership to 98 and an amendment thereto in 1963 again 
increased the membership to 108. In 1966 a new Representation Act in¬ 
creased the membership to 117, and the new Representation Act in 1975 
increased the membership to the present 125. 

Salaries: Sessional Indemnity $36,166, and expense allowance $12,142 for 
Members. In addition to his indemnity and allowance as a Member of the 
Legislative Assembly, the Premier receives a salary of $37,759 per annum; a 
Minister with Portfolio $26,499; Ministers without Portfolio $13,306 Parlia¬ 
mentary Assistant $8,187. The Speaker received an additional indemnity of 
$19,560; the Deputy Speaker $8,187; the Leader of the Opposition $26,499; 
the Leader of a Party with recognized membership of 12 or more in the 
Assembly $13,305.

With the Province of Alberta, formed from part of the Northwest Territo¬ 
ries by Act of Dominion Parliament, 1905, (first session, 10th Parliament), 
they lie between British Columbia on the west, and Manitoba and the 
Northwest Territories on the east, and between the International boundary at 
the 49th parallel on the south, and the 60th parallel on the north. From north 
to south each province extends 1216 km. The area of the two provinces is 
806,704 sq. km., which is as large as the united areas of Great Britain, 
France and Germany. The provisions of the B.N.A. Act 1867, with its several 
amendments, apply to the new provinces.

SEAT OF GOVERNMENT — YELLOWKNIFE 

The Northwest Territories comprises all that part of Canada north of the 
Sixtieth Parallel of North Latitude, except the portions thereof within the 
Yukon Territory and the Provinces of Quebec and Newfoundland. 

The Northwest Territories Act. Chapter 331. R.S.C., as amended to 1979, 
provides for the Government of the Northwest Territories by a Commissioner 
under instructions given from time to time by the Governor in Council or the 
Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development. 

The Act also provides for a Legislative Assembly consisting of not less 
than fifteen members nor more than twenty-five. The exact number of 
members and electoral district boundaries are determined by the Council. 
Every Legislative Assembly serves for a term of up to four years unless 
earlier dissolved. Legislative powers are exercised by the Commissioner in 
Council on such matters as direct taxation within the Territories, mainte¬ 
nance of municipal institutions, licences, solemnization of marriages, prop¬ 
erty and civil rights, administration of justice, education, public health and 
generally all matters of a local nature. The administration of the Territories 
under the Northwest Territories Act and the Acts passed by the Commis¬ 
sioner in Council is carried on by the Commissioner and the Public Service 
of the Northwest Territories.

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SUPREME COURT OF CANADA 

(Revised January 1987—Revise janvier 1987) 

The Supreme Court of Canada was constituted in 1875 and is now gov¬ 
erned by the Supreme Court Act R.S.C. 1970, chapter S-19, as amended. 

The Supreme Court of Canada is the highest court of the land. It is a 
general court of appeal for both criminal and civil cases. Its jurisdiction 
embraces the civil law of the province of Quebec as well as the common law 
of the other nine common law provinces and the territories. The Court 
reviews cases from the 10 provincial Courts of Appeal and from the Appeal 
Division of the Federal Court of Canada. In most cases it will hear appeals 
only if leave to appeal is first granted. The Court can also hear cases referred 
by the Governor in Council on constitutional questions. The Supreme Court 
may also examine and report upon any bill or matter before the Senate or 
House of Commons, pursuant to the rules in that regard of the Senate or 
House of Commons. 

The Supreme Court sits in Ottawa, and the judges must reside in the 
National Capital Region or within 40 km thereof. Three sessions are held in 
each year, beginning on the fourth Tuesday in January, the fourth Tuesday in 
April and the first Tuesday in October. 

The Supreme Court as originally constituted on 8th April 1875 consisted 
of a Chief Justice (whose title is Chief Justice of Canada) and five puisne 
Judges. The number of puisne judges was increased in 1927 to six and in 1949 
to eight, so that the Court now consists of the Chief Justice and eight puisne 
judges. The judges are appointed by the Govemor-in-Council by letters 
patent under the Great Seal of Canada and they automatically cease to hold 
office on attaining the age of seventy-five years. 

By Royal Letters Patent dated September 8th, 1947, and effective October 
1st, 1947, the office of Governor General and Commander-in-Chief in and 
over Canada was constituted. By paragraph vii of the Letters Patent, autho¬ 
rized by the Constitution Act, 1867, the Governor General may appoint a 
Deputy. During the absence of the Governor General from Ottawa but within 
Canada the Chief Justice is usually appointed Deputy Governor General. By 
paragraph viii thereof, in the event of the death, incapacity, removal or 
absence of the Governor General out of Canada, all his powers and authori¬ 
ties are vested in the Chief Justice of Canada, to be known as Administrator 

of the Government.

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FEDERAL COURT OF CANADA 

(Revised January, 1987—Revise janvier 1987) 

The Federal Court of Canada is a court of law, equity and admiralty and it is 
a superior court of record having civil and criminal jurisdiction (section 3 of 
the Act). 

The Court is divided into two divisions called the Federal Court — Appeal 
Division, and the Federal Court — Trial Division. The Appeal Division may 
be called the Court of Appeal or the Federal Court of Appeal (section 4 of the 
Act). 

The Court of appeal consists of the Chief Justice of the Federal Court of 
Canada and ten other judges. The Trial Division consists of the Associate 
Chief Justice of the Federal Court of Canada and fourteen other judges. Every 
judge is an ex officio member of the Division of which he is not a regular 
member (section 5 of the Act). 

While all the full-time judges must reside in or near the National Capital 
Region (section 7), each Division of the Court can sit any place in Canada 
and the place and time of the sittings must be arranged to suit the con¬ 
venience of the litigants. 

The Federal Court of Appeal has juridiction on appeals from the Trial 
Division, appeals from Federal Tribunals, review of decisions of Federal 
Boards and Commissions, appeals from Tribunals and Reviews under Sec¬ 
tion 28 of the Federal Court Act, and references by Federal Boards and 

Commissions. 

The Trial Division of the Federal Court of Canada has jurisdiction in 
claims against the Crown, claims by the Crown, miscellaneous cases involv¬ 
ing the Crown, claims against or concerning Crown Officers and Servants, 
relief against Federal Boards, Commissions, and other Tribunals. Inter- 
Provincial and Federal-Provincial Disputes. Industrial Property Matters, 
Admiralty, Income Tax and Estate Tax Appeals, Citizenship Appeals, Aero¬ 
nautics — Interprovincial Works and Undertakings, residuary jurisdiction 
for relief if there is no other Canadian Court that has such jurisdiction, 
jurisdiction in specific matters conferred by Federal Statutes. 

The Court has one Registry for all of Canada. That Registry consists of a 
principal office in Ottawa and other offices in the different parts of the 
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country where the convenience of litigants makes it expedient that there be 

such offices (section 14 of the Act.). 

The Court has a Senior Prothonotary and an Associate Senior Prothono- 
tary (section 12 of the Act). Prothonotaries sittings are held in open Court to 
hear motions at the direction of the Associate Chief Justice (Federal Court 
Rule 318). A prothonotary has the power to dispose of any interlocutory 
application, or any action not exceeding a $5,000. claim, assigned to him by 
direction of the Chief Justice or the Associate Chief Justice (Federal Court 

Rule 336). 

The officer of the Court who has overall responsibility for the operation of 
the Registry is known as the Administrator of the Court (Rule 200).

Lorsqu’onpeutfaire une demande d’annulation d’une decision d'un office, 
d’une commission ou d’un autre tribunal, le tribunal peut, a tout stade des 
procedures, renvoyer devant la Cour d’appel pour instruction et jugement, 
toute question de droit, de competence ou de pratique et procedure (article 
28 de la Loi). 
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La Division de premiere instance a competence en premiere instance dans 
tons les cas oil l’on demande un redressement contre le gouvernement du 
Canada. L’expression competence en premiere instance s’entend, evidem- 
ment, du pouvoir de connaitre de demandes qui sontfaites pour la premiere 
fois devant un tribunal par opposition a la competence pour connaitre 
d’appels de decisions de quelque autre tribunal. Les cas de litige entre 
provinces ou entre le Canada et une province, les proprietes industrielles, 
I’amiraute, la Loi de /’ impot sur le revenu et de la Loi de l’ impot sur les biens 
transmis par dices, la citoyennete canadienne, I'aeronautique — tous les 
cas ou une demande de redressement estfaite en vertu des lois du Canada si 
aucun autre tribunal canadien n’est competent en I’espece. Dans ce con- 
textes, 1'expression "lois du Canada” ne designe pas uniquement les lois 
adoptees par le Parlement du Canada. 

La Cour n’a qu’un greffe pour Vensemble du Canada. Ce greffe comprend 
un bureau principal a Ottawa et d'autres bureaux dans les autres villes du 
pays ou il est opportun d’avoir de tels bureaux pour la commodite des 
plaideurs (article 14 de la Loi). 

La Cour se compose egalement de deux protonotaires: le protonotaire- 
chefet le protonotaire-chef adjoint nommes suivant l’article 12 de la Loi. Les 
protonotaires siegent en seance publique pour entendre les requites qui leur 
sont confiees par le juge en chef adjoint et ce, conformement a la Regie 318.

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TAX COURT OF CANADA 

(Revised January, 1987—Revise janvier 1987) 

The Tax Court of Canada, was established by the the Tax Court of Canada 
Act, S.C. 1980-81-82-83, c. 158, which was proclaimed in force July 18, 
1983, except for Part IV of the Act, which came into force on September 30, 
1983. It replaced the Tax Rivew Board, whose members became Judges. 
While it has the status of a court of record, completely independent of the 
government, it does not require any special form of pleadings and is not 
bound by any legal or technical rules of evidence. All appeals are dealth with 
by the Court as informally and expeditiously as the circumstances and 
considerations of fairness permit. 

The Court has original jurisdiction to hear and determine appeals on 
matters arising under the Income Tax Act, the Canada Pension Plan, the 
Petroleum and Gas Revenue Tax Act and Part IV of the Unemployment 
Insurance Act, 1971. It also has jurisdiction to determine questions relating to 
a source or sources of income under the Old Age Security Act and under the 
War Veterans Allowance Act. Hearings are held in major centres throughout 
the country, with respect to income tax appeals, but unemployment insurance 
appeals are heard in smaller communities as well. All parties to an appeal 
may appear in person or may be represented by counsel or an agent. The 
decisions of the Tax Court of Canada may be appealed to the Federal Court of 

Canada. 

Legislation provides that the Tax Court of Canada shall consist of a Chief 
Judge, an Associate Chief Judge and not more than ten other Judges. 
However, in order to cope with the purely judicial workload, there is provi¬ 
sion in the Act for the Chief Judge to recommend for appointment retired 
federally and/or provincially appointed Judges to act as Deputy Judges of the 

Court.

Elle a egalement competence pour 
decider des questions portant sur une ou plusieurs sources de revenu en 
vertu de la Loi sur la securite de la vieillesse et de la Loi sur les allocations 
aux anciens combattants. Les audiences relatives aux appels decoulant de 
V impot sur le revenu sont tenues dans les plus grandes villes partout au 
Canada. Pour ce qui est des audiences relatives aux appels decoulant de 
I'assurance-chomage, elles sont egalement tenues dans des villes moins 
populeuses.
