#e alm at the establishment of such normal economic and
social life as will develop the talent of each individual freely
and equally, and properly reward his or her capacity and diligence,
This is the very foundation of democracy and the condition by
which demoralization now sweeping the country is rectified. By
this alone the efficiency of industry and public administration
is recovered, a speedy rehabilitation of the Japanese economy can
be expected, and the elevation of the nationa!l life and constant
expansion of productive power can be made possible through con-
stant increase of productive power. There can be no increase of
distribution without increase of production. We equally respect

the position of labor and management.. The construction of such a

society must depend upon creative thought, standing upon human
nature and realistic policy.

We hope that the Japanese will become an intermational people
in the proper sense of the term. The militaristic self-sufficient
economy in the past must promptly be reorganized to be suitable to
peaceful commercial economy. In an attempt to join the inter-
national community economically and politically, Japan must en-

force scientific and cultural activities, with full respect for
positive intelligence,

Needless to say, we realize that Japan is surrounded by in-
surmountable difficulties, We, however, cannot stay indifferent
to see poor and ambiguous politics doubling these difficulties
and leading the people to difficult situations,

Today, there are two currents in our politics., Uemocracy
that respects the freedom and personality of an individual, and
socialism shackled by ideology. The former is what the mass of
people ardently desire, And yet political power which should have
been crystallized has not been materialized. This is the greatest
reason for a confusion of the political situation which was hin-
drance to the execution of effective and pertinent policy, despite
destitution of the national life,

Ne have long been advocating political unity by means of a
ereat unity of those having the same purpose in view, The oppor-
tunity has now ripened, and the time has arrived for the establish-
ment of a new political party.

The new party we are proposing aims at a popular and progres-
sive character based upon national sentiment and responding to the
international situation,

de reject needless class struggle, strive to bring about in-
dustrial rehabilitation and stability of national life, Wwe execute
the principle of production first at home, and expedite a speedy
and over-all opening of international trade, thereby recovering
the national fate which is now in a sad plight, and speeding to
the construction of a country with high cultural flavor,

The situation at home and abroad no longer permits hesita-
tion. In an effort to establish a responsible political structure

by casting aside all partisan sentiment and relations in the past,
and in full conformity with the core of the new Constitution, we
are now organizing a fresh, powerful and truly national party.

It is hoped that the people having the same purpose and ideals
will support and join this new party.
