The Autumn Sowing of Sweet Peas Outdoors

After careful and extensive trials by noted Sweet Pea Specialists, it has been
proved and is now an acknowledged fact that Sweet Peas when sown at the
proper time and under proper conditions in the autumn, produce in the spring
healthier and more vigorous vines; but most important of all, they bloom
earlier and give larger flowers and longer stems than spring grown seed.

Having
germinated before frost, they lie dormant in the ground over winter and are
then in a position to benefit by the first warmth of spring, starting to grow
about the time that spring sowing would commence. It will thus be seen that
fully three weeks or a month are gained, and on account of slower overhead
growth, a much stronger root growth is produced, which will carry the plants
safely through a long drouth, and secures an extended flowering season.
