The Governor ascended the dais by the steps on the west an
took his seat, and the Speaker occupied the seat to the right of th
Governor. Members resumed their seats. The Nationai Anthem wa
then played when all present rose in their seats and resumed seat
after the Anthem was over.

The Governor addressed the West Bengal Legislative Assembly a:
follows :

MR. GOVERNOR (SHRI K.V. RAGHUNATHAN RFDDY) :
Hon’ble Speaker and distinguished Members of this August House,

It gives me great pleasure to welcome you all to the first sessior
of the Assembly during the current year. This is also the first sessior
of the House since my assumption of office and 1 convey my greeting
and heartiest felicitations to you and wish you and the people of Wes
Bengal a happy and prosperous new year.

2. At the outset 1 wish to mention with deep sorrow the passing
away of Prof. Satyid Nurul Hasan, the former Governor of Wes
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Bengal— a grievous loss suffered by West Bengal. We mourn the
deaths of Shnn Nani Bhattacharyya, Member of Parliament and former
Minister of West Bengal, and Sarbashri Dhiren Mandal, Arun Goswami
and Mahadev Mukherjee who werg sitting members of this House. We
also recall with deep sorrow the passing away of Shri Kanai Lal Sarkar,
Shri Bhupen Bijali, Shri Kalipada Bhowmick, Shri Sidheswar Mandal.
Shri Ananda Gopal Ray, Shri Raj Krishna Mondal, Shri Indrajit Roy,
who were former members of this august Assembly, and of Shri
Dwigendra Lal Sengupta, Shri Rezaul Karim and Shri Gopal Haldar, all
former members of the erstwhile West Bengal Legislative Council. We
also mourn the sad demise of Shri Utpal Dutt, a renowned stage and

film personality.

3. The State remained generally peaceful during the year 1993,
The communal situation was also generally stable and normal largely
due to the matunty and pragmatism of our people and an alert admin-
istration. Elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions, municipalities and
the Howrah Municipal Corporation were also held during the year. Bye-
elections to three Assembly Constituencies of Darjeeling, Kurseong and
Chowringhee were held in September, 1993. Effective steps were taken
by the Government to ensure peaceful poll on all these occasions.

4. The situation in Darjeeling improved considerably during the year.
Shri Subash Ghisingh visited Calcutta and the State Government held
detailed discussions with him regarding the functioning of the Council.
After several rounds of discussions with the authorities of the Council
and after consultations with the political parties represented in this House.
an ordinance was promulgated on 27.11.93 introducing amendments to
certain sections of the Darjeeling Gorkha Hill Council Act, 1988. With
the completion of the five-year term of the first Council, General Elec-
tions were held on 31.12.93 and the new Council has since been con-
stituted. Shri Subash Ghisingh was administered the oath of office by
me on Jenuary 11, 1994. It is my Government’s expectation that the
Council will function effectively for the betterment and welfare of the
people of the hill areas of Darjeeling. Elections to the Panchayats and

Municipalities of Darjeeling are proposed to be held during the year
1994, '

5. The Hon’ble Members are aware that the State Government
had pressed for the early implementation of the 1974 Indo-Bangladesh
Boundary Agreement simultaneously with the implementation of the Tin
Bigha Accord. The State Government is pursuing the matter with the
Government of India for very early implementation of the 1974 agree-
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ment to ensure the exchange of enclaves. At the instance of the Ministry
of Home Affairs, a programme of construction of border roads by the
Central Public Works Department has been taken up on priority basis.
Work on border fencing has also been taken in hand.

6. My Government continued to lay emphasis on land reforms,
distribution of vested land to the landless poor, improvement in revenue
collection and computerisation of the land records. Out of 12.7 lakh
acre of vested agricultural lands, 9.5 lakh acre has so far been distrib-
uted among 21 lakh landless cultivators. As a new feature, land is now
being assigned to husband and wife jointly. The work relating to the
recording of homestead rights of landless people and the bargadars is
continuing and so far 2.63 lakh persons have been given homestead
rights and interests of 14.43 lakh share-croppers have been recorded.

7. Despite unfavourable distribution and intensity of monsoon and
floods in different parts of the State, the target of production of 119.44
lakh tons for the year is expected to be exceeded. The main thrust of
my Government’s efforts is to help the small and marginal farmers
through supply of various agricultural inputs at reasonable rates and
encouraging them to adopt better management practices. The National
Watershed Development Project in the rainfed areas has been intro-
duced in the State with a view to converting the rainfed single-crop
areas to multi-crop areas. Besides, my Government is also introducing
new crop-varieties tolerant to the uncertainties of weather. Through the
development of the marketing system and improvement of the infra-
structure facilities, the interests of the farmers are sought to be protect-
ed against exploitation by the middlemen.

8. In the field of irrigation, a potential of 12.65 lakh hectare has
been created by the end of 1992-93 through the Teesta Barrage,
Kangsabati, Mayurakshi, Damodar Valley Irrigation Projects, the Midnapore
Canals and a number of medium irrigation schemes in the drought-prone
areas of Purulia, Midnapore and Bankura. Additional irrigation potential
of 28,000 hectare involving an outlay of Rs.82 crore is scheduled for
completion during the year 1993-94. The Subarnarekha Barrage Project
with an estimated cost of Rs.227 crore designed to create an irrigation
potential of1.30 lakh hectare in the district of Midnapore has been
.mcluded in the Eighth Five-Year Plan. The Teesta Barrage Project with
an estimated outlay of Rs.695 crore is of vital importance to our State
and the Planning Commission has agreed to provige assistance for this
SC_heme to the extent of Rs.150 crore during the Eighth Plan Period. A
High-Power Steering Committee has been constituted under the Chair-
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manship of the Chief Minister to monitor the progress of the project.
West Bengal has an estimated flood-prone area of 37,660 sq.km. Out
of this, up to the end of 1992-93, 20,770 sq.km. could be provided with
reasonable protection against flood. During 1993-94, an additional area
of 600 sq.km. involving an outlay of Rs.28 crore is expected to be
covered. The erosion of Ganga-Padma river system is a matter of great
concern. My Government have proposed to the Government of India for
assistance to undertake immediately a number of anti-erosion measures.
An All-party delegation of this House had also visited Delhi and had
met the authorities there to impress upon them the urgency of the
project.

9. The irrigation potential created under the minor irrigation
programme up to 1992-93 was 27 lakh hectare and the target for the
current year 1s one lakh hectare. The IDA assisted West Bengal Minor
Irrigation Project is likely to be completed by March 1995. The unique
feature of this project, which has been acknowledged by the Govern-
ment of India and the IDA, is the involvement of the Panchayat func-
tionaries in the selection of sites, construction of open dugwells and
operation, maintenance and management of low density light duty tube-
well and shallow tube-well clusters. Encouraged by the results of this
experiment my Government has decided to transfer some higher capac-
ity dugwells to the Panchayat Samities for operation and maintenance.

10. Through concerted efforts it has been possible to increase the
forest cover in the State from 13.38% to 14.9%. Another 5% of veg-
etation cover in the form of greenery including village orchards has also
been achieved. Forest Protection Committees have been constituted
covering about three lakh hectare of degraded forest land and involving
among others about 2.30 lakh Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
population. T am glad to say that this model has been adopted by the
Government of India as part of National Policy. In recognition of the
Services in the field of wild life and habitat conservation, the Forest
Protection Committees of West Bengal have won the prestigious J. Paul
Getty Wild Life Conservation Prize for 1992. As regards wild life about
31% of the forest area is covered either by wild life sanctuaries or the
Tiger Reserves. |

11. Arnising out of a public interest litigation, the Hon’ble Supreme
Court has, over the last year, issued several orders whereby a large
number of industries had to be closed down for not having provided for
effluent treatment facilities. However, 151 industrial units which had
come under the purview of the closure order of the Hon’ble Supreme
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Court have now been allowed to operate since effective steps for effluent
control have been taken satisfying the prescribed standards of discharge.
Nevertheless, 22 industrial units still remain under the purview of the
closure order and 65 other units have been given time varying between
2 to 3 months for taking necessary actions for compliance with pollution
control standards. Some municipalities, in the State have also been is-
sued similar directions to undertake environment protection measures.

My Government has also taken steps to strengthen the West Bengal
Pollution Control Board to enable necessary supervision and assistance
and to ensure the enforcement of the standards of pollution control.

12. My Government has all along been committed to the principle
of democratic decentralisation to usher in a new social order by way
of socio-economic upliftment of the rural areas through the 3-tier
Panchayat system. The first general elections to Panchayats were held
in 1978 and subsequent general elections have been held regularly. Thus
with the experience of over 15 years the Panchayats of the State have
made noteworthy contributions in the areas of rural development and
land reforms. The West Bengal Panchayat Act 1973 was amended
extensively in 1992-93 laying emphasis on the representation of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and women in the Panchayat
bodies. The Fourth Panchayat General Elections to the 3-tier Panchayati
Raj bodies in the State, except in Darjeeling, were held on 30.5.93. It
1s expected that the elections to the Panchayat Samities and Gram

Panchayats in Darjeeling would be held as soon as possible during
1994.

Under the Jawahar Rozgar Yojna a sum of Rs.98.31 crore was
spent up to November, 1993 creating 211.96 lakh mandays. One of the
important components of the Jawahar Rozgar Yojna is the Million Well
Scheme under which irrigation facilities are extended to the small and
marginal farmers. This scheme, which was earlier restricted to the SC
and ST farmers, has been extended to the other small and marginal
farmers during this year. The Indira Awaas Yojna has also been ex-
lended to the farmers of the non-reserved categories and the allocation
under this has been increased from 6% to 10 % of the total allocation
under the Jawahar Rozgar Yojna. The Employment Assurance Scheme
has also been extended 1o al! the blocks of the State which are cov-
tred under the revamped public distribution system. A sum of Rs.8
‘rore has been released so far under this programme. Apart from the
IRDP programme, schemes for development of waste lands in non-
forest areas have also been taken up for implementation.
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13. One of my Government’s principal concerns has been the all-
round development of the people belonging to the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. In respect of the assignees of vested land about 58%
of the beneficiaries belong to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
'which is almost double their percentage representation in the total pop-
ulation. Various schemes of assistance for education, hostels, etc. have
also been under implementation. So far 49 central hostels for boys and
girls have been taken up for execution. In the lght of the directions of
the Supreme Court of India, the West Bengal Commission for Back-
ward Classes was set up during the year with the objective of iden-

tifying ‘‘other backward classes’’ in the State.

14. My Government’s efforts for developing the rural economy
through the cooperative system continues. At least one Women’s Coop-
erative Society in each district has been targetted to be established
during the current financial year and so far 13 such societies have been
set up. The Consumer Cooperatives are expected to distribute consumer
goods valued at Rs.305 crore in the urban areas and Rs.73 crore in the

rural areas during the current financial year.

15. In the animal resource dew@lopment sector, the programme o
cross-breeding of non-descript cattle through artificial insemination by
frozen semen technology gained momentum with the commissioning of &
liquid nitrogen plant at the Belgachia Veterinary Campus. Our State has
enjoyed a zero-Rinderpest position since 1988. Considering this status,
the Government of India has permitted export of buffaloes from Wesl
Bengal to Bangladesh. Perennial types of grasses and herbaceous le-
gume fodder seeds and fodder cuttings are being produced under the
West Bengal Forest Development Project with the assistance of Inter-

national Development Agency.

16. The State Government continued to make concerted efforts to
make available safe drinking water to the rural and urban population. It
has been possible to cover about 63.8% of the rural population with
potable water supply till March 1993. An additional 12 lakh rural pop-
ulation is expected to be covered by March 1994 by providing at leas!
one source of potable water for every 250 persons. Under Dr. B.R
Ambedkar Centenary programme 1417 drinking water sources have been
constructed in the habitations of SC and ST population. The Raniganj
Coal Field Area Water Supply Scheme Part II has been partially com-
missioned during the year.

The HUDCO has agreed to finance the water supply schemes of
Siliguri, Kharagpur, Durgapur and Darjeeling. While the Kharagpur projec!
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has already been taken up, the other schemes will be taken up for
implementation shortly. A phase of the Neorakhola water supply scheme
was commissioned during the year.

17. Our State enjoys a broadbased network of public distribution
system. The scheme of distribution of subsidised rice to the families of
landless agricultural labourers during the lean season continued for four
weeks from September to October 1993 benefitting 1.45 lakh adult units.
Under the revamped public distribution system over 68 lakh persons of
the most distressed areas, living in 162 blocks of ITDP areas, drought-
prone areas and designated hill areas have access to essential commod-
ities at subsidised prices. In order to provide the mechanism for redressal
of grievances of the consumers there is a Consumer Redressal Forum
in each district with a Commission at the State level.

18. West Bengal has won the best productivity award conferred by
the National Productivity Council in fish production for the seventh
consecutive year. The Fish Farmers Development Agencies operated
schemes in about 89,490 hectare of water area providing imporved
methods of pisciculture. A Fish and Shrimp culture project has been
launched with an outlay of over Rs.100 crore with the assistance of the
World Bank.

19. The Health and Family Welfare Department has continued its
efforts towards fulfilling the objective of health for all by the turn of
the century. The focus of attention has been on promoting medical
education under the different disciplines like Allopathy, Homoeopathy,
Ayurvedic and Unani and also training of nurses. Under the India
Population Project IV, a massive programme of training nurses and
health supervisors has been implemented during the year. My Govern-
ment has generally accepted the recommendation of the Assembly Subject
Committee that the objective should be one of consolidation and reha-
bilitation of the already existing elaborate infrasiructure rather than its
proliferation. In order to meet the acute shortage of medical officers in
the rural areas, a programme of large scale recruitment has been taken
up and 650 doctors were recruited in December, 1993. A programme
of selected vaccination of children against Japanese Encephalitis in the
endemic blocks in Burdwan, Bankura and Midnapore will be completed
during the current financial year. Apart from the various public health
Programmes the Government is implementing the National Aids Control
Programme. My Government also attaches utmost importance to the
tamily welfare, maternity and child welfae programmes. The mass
education programme is being utilised for implementation of the family
Planning, maternity and child health programmes. The growth rate in the
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State has declined from 42.9 in 1951-61 to 24.6 in 1992 while the all-
India rate was 29 in 1992 and the infant mortality rate was 64 in 1992

in West Bengal against the all-India figure of 79.

The Social Safety Network Scheme has been introduced in five
primary health centres each of Malda and Murshidabad districts provid-
ing augmentation of maternity and child care facilities. Two blocks each
from Birbhum, Murshidabad and Malda have been identified for the
Birth Based Project which will provide for a new follow-up approach
for every pregnant mother and the new-born baby towards better family
welfare and mother and child health coverage. A special family welfare
and mother and child health project for Malda and Murshidabad districts

has also been designed.

20. My Government continued its efforts to meet the needs of the
indigent and weaker sections of the society with special focus on chil-
dren, women, old and infirm, vagrants, disabled and drug addicts. Out
of the 200 ICDS (Integrated Child Development Scheme) projects sanc-
tioned 178 are fully operational. Utilising the ICDS infrastructure, the
adolescent girl child scheme has been introduced in the districts of
Jalpaiguri, Malda, Murshidabad and Purulia. The West Bengal Commis-
sion for Women was constituted in early 1993. Employment and income
generation programmes for women were undertaken through Norwegian
Assistance for Development and Support to Employment programmes.
Composite programmes are also being taken up for street children and
children of other categories of unfortunate women who are most vul-

nerable.

21. In April 1993 a severe tormado struck the district of Murshidabad
causing damage to life and property. Again in July 1993 the districts of
Jalpaiguri and Cooch Behar were affected by devastating floods. The
total loss of human lives was 149 in Jalpaiguri and 97 in Cooch Behar.
Landslides took place in Darjeeling where 18 persons lost their lives.
Again in August-September the districts of Midnapore, Hooghly, Bankura,
Birbhum, Nadia, Murshidabad and Howrah were affected by floods.
Variqus relief and restoration measures were organised in all the affect-
ed areas. A sum of Rs.34 crore was spent for relief and restoration

work during the year.

22. As part of the programmes-of human resource development
the Department of Sports and Youth Services of my Government has
introduced sports project development area scheme at Burdwan covering
over 60 blocks in the adjoining districts. Another such project has been
set up at Lebong in Darjeeling to cover the North Bengal districts.
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23. My Government continued its concerted efforts towards total
literacy and universalisation of elementary education through the opera-
tion of literacy programme in different districts and augmenting the number
of primary schools. A massive Teachers’ Orientation Programme for all
primary school teachers was launched during the current financial year
with the assistance of UNICEF. Greater emphasis is now being given
to the inspection and supervision of primary schools. Involvment of
Panchayats and establishment of Village Education Committees are under
contemplation. The report of the Education Commission has since been
examined and decisions thereon are expected to be taken soon.

As a result of the total literacy campaign in eight districts of West
Bengal, there has been an estimated increase in the percentage of
literacy from 57.72% in 1991 to 66.38% in 1992-93. Besides these cight
districts, total literacy campaign is in operation in Murshidabad, Nadia
and Howrah districts. Total literacy campaign has been started in the
districts of Malda, Purulia and Jalpaiguri and the remaining three dis-
tricts are proposed to be covered by 1994-95. Hon’ble Members may
recall that due to the efforts of my Government full literacy has been
achieved in Burdwan district for which it was given the U.N. award
for 1991. My Government hopes to achieve similar results in respect of
the other districts as well. My Government has also devised a post-
literacy strategy for the neo-literates.

Two World Bank programmes for technical education and develop-
ment of training facilities at Industrial Training Institutes are under
implementation. My Government is fully conscious of the need to pro-
vide technical education to the youth so that they can be gainfully
cmployed in industry and through self-employment schemes.

24. My Government attaches great importance to quick and easy
dispensation of justice to the common people. Keeping this in view,
various measures have been introduced to strengthen the judicial system
in the State through provision of necessary infrastructure, establishment
of Lok Adalats, etc. My Government has taken steps for setting up of

*Family Courts, the first of which is shortly being inaugurated for Calcutta
district.

25. The Information and Cultural Affairs Department of my Gov-
Thment brought out two important books, one on the Quit India Move-
'ent and another on the Life and Works of Dr. B. R. Ambedkar.
-Omprehensive publicity campaigns were organised to highlight the need
0 maintain communal harmony and strengthen national integration. It is
TOposed to establish a State level Lok Sanskriti Kendra. The new

building of the Bangla Academy was inaugurated recently. An English-
Bengali dictionary for administrative purposes has been published by the
Bangla Academy. Concerted efforts are being made for increasing the
use of Bengali in the State administration. The 25th International Film
Festival of India was inaugurated in Calcutta on 10th January, 1994
My Government is also providing necessary support to the Bengal
Chamber of Commerce and Industry for setting up a Crafts Village in
Calcutta with assistance from the Government of India and International

Funding Agencies.

26. During the year, the Remote Sensing Cell of the Department
of Science and Technology and NES became fully operational. The
West Bengal Renewable Energy Development Agency started function-
ing during the year as an autonomous body and its notable achievement
has been the installation of the biggest bio-gas plant in eastern India at
the Haringhata Farm. The Indian Council of Science Muscums has
been allocated a plot of land near the Eastern Metropolitan Bye-pass
for establishment of a Science City at a cost of about Rs.70 crore an( |
preliminary work on the project has already been taken in hand.

27. West Bengal has a strong and responsible trade union move
ment and it is responsive to the need of promotion of industries in the
State. My Government continued its efforts to resolve industrial disputes
through bipartite and tripartite discussions. An important tripartite settle-
ment during the year related to the plantation workers. Problems con-
tinued in a number of units of jute industry owing to unfair practices
on the part of some unscrupulous employers and non-availability of funds
from the Public Financial Institutions in respect of revival packages in
some cases. The modernisation programmec for the jute and textile -
dustry would require special and urgent support from Government of

India.

28. Urban development is an important thrust area both in terms
of provision of amenities to the urban people and to enthuse potentil
investors. The Calcutta Metropolitan Development Authority, the devel-
opment authorities in different parts of the State and the municipalities
have introduced comprehensive schemes including extension of surface
water supply, improvement and extension of sewerage and drainage
system, solid waste management, urban health programme as also de-
velopment of infrastructure in traffic and transportation sectors. Tht
Calcutta Mega-City Project for the Calcutta Metropolitan Area estimat
ed at Rs.1,600 crore with participation of the State Government I
terms of budgetary resources and its loan to the tune of 75% of tht
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cost and 25% from the Centre as grant has since been approved. The
Ganga Action Plan, Phase II is also proposed to be taken up in the
coming financial year.

29. Maintenance and development of roads is an important
infrastructural requirement for development. During 1993-94 the prolonged
monsoon and large scale floods caused wide-spread damage to the
road-network in the State. Special efforts have been taken in hand to
repair and improve the State and National Highways. In line with my
Government’s policy of associating the Panchayats in various depart-
mental programmes, an experiment has been started to associate the
Zilla Parishads with the Public Works Department in the Programmes
of construction and maintenance of roads.

30. Road transport operations were maintained through the CSTC,
SBSTC, NBSTC and CTC. The WBSTC provides alternative mode of
transport and even with only 12 vessels, its services have become very
popular. The Corporations, apart from taking steps for operational effi-
ciency, have taken measures to reduce air and noise pollution. A
programme of computerisation has been initiated for providing better and
quick services. My Government has a programme to set up transport
and transit depots in the districts with necessary passengers facilities.
There have been some slippages in the work of Metro Rail for various
reasons including inadequacy of funds. As against the requirement of
Rs.200 crore in 1993-94, the Metro Rail authorities have been provided
.only Rs.125 crore. My Government has taken up the matter with the
Government of India.

31. The trend of improved performance in the field of power
generation continued during the year 1993-94 leading to stability in power
supply. All high tension industrial units declared as ‘continuous process’
industries have been permitted to draw 100% of their off-take during
the evening restricted hours. With the commissioning of the last unit of
Kolaghat on 29th December, 1993, all the six units of the Kolaghat
Thermal Power Station are now available for operation. The State Elec-
tricity Board has undertaken several schemes for extension of its trans-
mission and distribution system and augmentation and strengthening of
the existing system. Due attention has been given to the conservation
of energy as well as enmergy audit. The first unit of the Rammam
Hydro-electric Project Stage-II is programmed to be commissioned in
December, 1994. The first unit of the first power station under the

Teesta Canal Falls Hydro-electric Project is proposed to be commis-
Sioned in April, 1995. Assistance from the OECF (Overseas“Economic

Co-operation Fund) will be available for the two units of the Bakreswar
Thermal Power Project. The proposed new schemes include the Purulia
Pump Storage Scheme, Sagardighi Thermal Power Station, Balagarh
Thermal Power Station, Gourepur Thermal Power Station and Rammam

Hydro-electric Project, Stage-I.

32. To meet the increasing demand for housing in the urban and
rural areas, my Government has taken up housing development schemes
through the Housing Board, the Calcutta Metropolitan Development
Authority and through joint sector companies formed by the Housing

Board with entrepreneurs.

33. Hon’ble Members are aware that with the continued efforts of
my Government over the years in the field of land reforms and rural
development there has been substantial progress in the rural areas lead-
ing to increased purchasing power of the rural people. This, in my
Government’s view is of vital importance for the growth and sustenance
of production in the industrial sector. My Government has accordingly
proposed to provide a new thrust to the growth of industries in the
State. A multi-pronged approach has been adopted for rehabilitating sick
units, supporting establishment of new industrial units and providing the
necessary infrastructure and support for the same.

34. My Government has recently constituted a high-powered com-
mittee on infrastructural development in the State. Various suggestions
for improvement of infrastructural facilities like roads, transport, traffic.
power, etc. have been obtaincd and these are under examination. A
new incentive scheme for medium and large-scale industries to encour-
age growth of industrial activities in the State has been introduced with
effect from 1st April, 1993. A High Powered Committce of officials
has been set up to oversee the implementation of the Scheme. My
Government would like closer involvement of the Zilla Parishads and the
district authorities in providing co-ordinated assistance and support to the
new industrial ventures in different parts of the State. During the cal-
endar year 1993, till November, 122 industrial entrepreneurs memoran-
dum were filed for location of industrial projects in West Bengal. These
projects envisage an investment of Rs.568 crore and an employment
potential for about 28,000 persons. For the Falta Export Processing
Zone, 16 approvals were received envisaging an investment of Rs.5)
crore. The Acrylic Fibre Project was commissioned in Haldia during
1993. AT the Falta Growth Centre, M/s. David Brown Greaves Ltd.
has implemented a Rs.l11-crore Marine and Industrial Gear Box Man-
ufacturing Unit and M/s. Bala Techno-Synthetics Ltd. has commenced
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commercial production of narrow-woven textile elastic tape. M/s. Tata
Metaliks Ltd., with the assistance of WBIDC, is implementing a Rs.52-
crore Pig Iron Project at Kharagpur. 14 NRI investment proposals
envisaging investment of Rs.156 crore were received during 1993.

A supplementary memorandum of understanding has been signed
between the State Government, the DPL and Birla Technical Services
for establishment of a Blast Furnace Complex at Durgapur. The Asso-
ciated Cement Corporation of India’s project at Falta Growth Centre is
nearing completion. The ACC has also signed a memorandum of under-
standing with ALCOA of USA to set up a project to manufacture
aluminium sheets at the same place. ACC has also taken over the
WEBEL Ceramics Unit at Kalyani and has implemented rehabilitation
and modernisation package of around Rs.23 crore.

A Software Technology Park has been established at Salt Lake
Electronics Complex. M/s. WEBEL Telmatik Ltd. has started a major
“project to manufacture digital public switching equipment. An exclusively
export oriented unit to manufacture Solur Photovoltaic Cells, oriented in
the joint sector, 18 expected to start production by the end of 1994.
Work relating to development of Growth Centres at Kalyani Phase 1.
Bishnupur, Malda and Cooch Behar are in progress and Kalyani Phase
il 1s nearing completion. Project reports for setting up of Mega Growth
Centres in Malda Jalpaiguri districts have been sent to the Government
of India.

35. As many as 144 private sector sick industrial units and 16
Central Public Sector units were reported to the BIFR till December,
1993. Out of these, 28 units received rehabilitation packages sanctioned
by BIFR. It is 2 matter of serious concern that in most of these cases,
the revival packages have not been implemented for reasons like non-
availability of funds from Banks and Public Financial Institutions and
ulso for lack of promoters’ contribution in respect of Central Public
Sector units (o be made available by the Government of India. My
Government has taken up the question of quick revivai of these units
ind it 15 hoped that the Government of India and the Public Financial
lnstilulions will take posilive measures to ensure necessary rehabilitation.

Even here, it is necessary that Banks
‘"q Public Financial Institutions provide the required funds as per the
Fvival packages. Again, the paper industry has made certain represen-

tations in regard to the excise duty structure which comes in the way
of rehabilitation and growth of the industry. This requires consideration
by the Government of India.

Another unfortunate trend is that important Central Public Sector
Units like MAMC, Jessop, Braithwaite and Fertiliser Units are getting
sick for want of adequate orders ffom the core sector and also for
non-availability of even the minimum required funds from the Govern-
ment of India. An integrated approach for optimal utilisation of installed
capacity with necessary financial support and demand management is

absolutely necessary.

306. My Government attaches great importance to the promotion of
tourism industry in the State. In this sector emphasis has been laid on
strengthening and improvement of the existing facilities, expansion of
facilities and development of new tourist centres.

The package cruise to the Sunderbans has proved quite popular.
The Tea and Tourism Festival was organised in Darjeeling in October,
1993. A Master Plan for tourism defelopment has been drawn up by
my Government and it is proposed to include the tourist sites in this
programme appropriately. This involves proposals for development of
Sunderbans, Shankarpur near Digha as an ideal beach resort, creation
of wayside facilities on the National Highway 34, cruise on the river
Hooghly, development of heritage tourism in Hazarduari, Murshidabad.
development of tourism around Teesta Barrage Project, promotion of

adventure tourism, etc.

Mr. Speaker : Hon’ble Members, I rise to perform a melancholy
duty to refer to the sad demise of a Member and some ex-Members
of this Legislature and other personalities renowned in their spheres
who passed away after the last session of the Assembly.

Shri Arun Goswami, a sitting member of the West Bengal Leg-
islative Assembly and Congress leader passed away on the 12th Octo-
ber, 1993 at S.S.K.M. Hospital in Calcutta, following a massive heart
attack. He was 03.

Shri Goswami had direct association with the Indian National Con-
- gress since the year 1942. He was elected the Commissioner of the
Srirampur Municipality mn 1959. He was also elected the Commissioner
of that Municipality in 1974 and 1978. In the year 1982, he was elect-
ed, for the first time, to the West Bengal Legislative Assembly from
the Srirampur Assembly Constituency as a candidate of the Indian Na-
tional Congress. He was re-elected to the West Bengal Legislative
Assembly from the same constituency in the year 1987 and 1991. He
was the President of the Hooghly District Congress. Shri Goswami was
associated with many clubs and social organisations in his locality. He
was very fond of sports and devoted himself towards development of
sports among the young people of his locality. He was also actively
involved in the Trade Union movements.

At his death the State has lost a dynamic political and social
worker.

Shri Nani Bhattacharya, Member of Parliament and former Min-

ister of the Government of West Bengal passed away on the l1lth

October, 1993 at the All India Institute of Medical Sciences, New Delhi
‘ollowing protracted illness. He was 76. |

Born at Berhampur in the district of Murshidabad in 1917, Shri
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Bhattacharya had his education from Berhampore Annakali Tole
Harmasra H.E. School, Kharga L.M.S. School, Khalra M.E. School
Bankura Zilla School, Jiagan; F.E. Institution and Berhampore Krishnanatl

College.

Shri Bhattacharya, while a student, got associated with the
‘““Anushilan Samity’’ in 1930 and took active part in the freedon
movement of the country. He suffered imprisonment for his participatior
in such movements. He was one of the founder members of the
Revolutionary Socialist Party and his association with the Party contin-
ued till his death. He held many responsible positions in the Trade
Union and Peasant Fronts of the Party and also in the Party itself
During his long political life he organised Tea Garden Workers’ Move-
ment, Rail Workers’ movement and other trade union movement.

Shri Bhattacharya was the former editor of ‘Chasi Majur’ and was
also in the editorial board of his party’s daily ‘‘Dainik Ganabarta’’. he
wrote a number of books and also contributed articles to different

political journals.

Apart from political activities, he was also associated with various
social, cultural, educational and sports organisations.

Shnri Bhattacharya was first elected a member of the West Bengal
Leigslative Assembly in 1962 from the Aliporeduar Constituency and
was re-elected 1in 1967, 1969, 1977 and 1982. He was the Minister-in-
charge of the Health and Family Welfare Department, Government of
West Bengal in 1967, 1969 and from 1977 to 1982 and was Minister-
in-charge of Irrigation and Waterways Department of the State Govern-
ment from 1982 to 1987. He was elected a member of Parliament in
1989 from the Berhampore Parliamentary Constituency and in 1991 he
was re-elected to the Parliament from the same constituency.

He travelled to a number of countries which include UK., US.A,,
USSR, F.R.G. Italy, Thailand etc.

Shri Bhattacharya was a bachelor. His death is a great loss spe-
cially to the political sphere of the State and the country.

Shri Rezaul Karim, Renowned freedom fighter, educationist and
writer breathed his last on the 5th November, 1993 at his residence at
Baharampur, following prolonged illness. He was 91.

He was born at shashpur in Birbhum district in 1902. He received
his primary education in Margram Pathsala of Birbhum and in Calcutta
Madrasah. Later he was admitted to Taltala High School and thereafter
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to the St. Xaviers College. He however, gave up his studies and joined
thes non-cooperation movement launched against the foreign rulers. He
passed the B.A. Examination with Honours in English in 1930. He
obtained his M.A. degree in 1934 and that of Law in 1936 from the
Calcutta University. He had chequered struggling life and had to do odd
sorts of job for bare subsistence. He published a Patrika called
‘SAURAV’ when he was a college student and went on contributing
diverse literary articles to. different periodicals. He was a teacher in a
Corporation School at Kidderpore for some time. He was appointed
editor of the ‘Durbin’ and ‘Nabayug’ Patrika. He also practised as a
lawyer at banksal and Alipore Court. In 1946 he returned to Baharampur
and in 1948 he took the assignment of Lecturership in Berhampore
Girls’ College and later he became the Principal of that College. He
also became the editor of the Periodicals- ‘Ganaraj’ and Murshidabad
Patrika’. He was a member of the Murshidabad District Minority Board,
Murshidabad District Congress Committee and for sometime he was the
President of West Bengal Pradesh Congress Committee. He was elect-
ed a member of the West Bengal Legislative Council in 1960 and
continued as such till its abolition in 1969. He was the author of many
books in Bengali and English namely ‘Farashi Biplab’ Spain Bijay, ‘‘Naya
Bharater Bhitti’® ‘Jatiyater Pathe’ *‘Turki Bir Kamal Pasa’, ‘Pakistaner
Bichar’, ‘Sadhak Dara Siko’, ‘Manishi Maulana Abul Kalam Azad’,
‘Jagriti’, ‘Kabya Malancha’, ‘Amra Jaha Biswas Kari’, ‘Sampradaikata’
‘Sanskriti Samannay’, ‘Kichu Bhabdna’, ‘For India and Islam’ ‘The Book
of the Hour’ ‘Muslim and the Congress’ etc. He was conferred the
Honourary D. Lit by the Calcutta University.

At his death the Country has lost a patriotic politician, a dedicated
educationist and an erudite author.

Shri Gopal Haldar, a renowned litterateur and linguist and a

reverred politician breathed his last on the 3rd October, 1993 at S.S.K.M.
Hospital in Calcutta. He was 91.

He was born at Vikrampur of Dacca District in undivided Bengal
on the 1lth February, 1902. He had his school-education at R. K.
lubilee School, Noakhali and then came to Calcutta for higher studies.
He got himself admitted into the Scottish Church College. He passed B.
A. examination with first class Honours in English. He also obtained
M.A. and B.L. degrees from the Calcutta University in 1924. He start-
¢d his research in Linguistics under the guidance of Dr. Sunity Kumar
Chattopadhyay. During 1925-26 he took to legal profession and started
Praclising as an advocate at Nowakhali. In 1926, he joined the English
daily ‘Welfare’ as its Sub-Editor. He worked as a Lecturer in Fenny
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College from 1929 to 1930. He was a Research Assistant in the fac-
ulty of linguistics in Calcutta University from 1930 to 1932. He was
also associated with the ‘Prabashi’ and the ‘Modern Review’, tow dis-
tinguished periodicals of the time as a journalist during 1940-42. He also
worked as the Sub-Editor of the Hindusthan Standard, an English daily.
Shni Haldar took active part in the freedom struggle since his boyhood
and joined the revolutionary group known as ‘Jugantar Party’. Later he
joined the Indian National Congress in 1921 and remained its member
till 1940. Finally he joined the Communist Party of India in 1940 and
his association with the party continued till his death. He was also a
member of the Kisan Sabha. He was under detention from 1931 to 37

and again in 1948, 1949 and 1969.

He was the member of numerous organisations such as the Asiatic
Society, Bangiya Sahitya Parishad, Sahitya Akademi, Progressive Writers
Association and Afro-Asian Writers’ Conference. He had also been the
General Secretary of the Indo-Soviet Cultural Society. He was elected
to the West Bengal Legislative Council in 1958 and continued to be its
Member ull its abolition in 1969. He attended innumerable literary and

cultural conferences in India and abroad.

He authored about fifty books of diverse literary forms including
essays, stories and novels. He was a regular contributor to numerous
literary and cultural magazines, published in English and Bengal. Notable
amongst them are ‘Sanskritir Rupantar’, ‘Ekada’, ‘Anydin’, ‘Panchaser
Path’, ‘Terasha Panchas’, ‘Bangali Sanskritir Rup’, ‘Bangali Sanskriti
Prasanga’, ‘Bangla Sahitya-o-Manab-Sikriti’, ‘Bharater Bhasa’, ‘Bangla
Sahityer Ruprekha’, ‘Engraji Sahityer Ruprekha’, ‘Russ Sahityer Ruprekha
and ‘Rupanarayaner Kule’.

He was rhe recipient of many awards and decorations like -
Sovietland Nehru Award, ‘Sarojini Smrity Gold Medal’ for the best
research scholar, ‘Sarat Smrity Puraskar’ and Rabindra Puraskar’. He
was conferred Honourary Doctorate by the Rabindra Bharati University
in 1985 for his life-long contribution for the enrichment of Bengali Lit-
erature.

At his death the country has lost a veteran politician, dedicated
educationist, eminent literateur and a pleasant but firm personality.

Dr. Indrajit Roy, an ex-member of the West Bengal Legislative
Assembly breathed his last on the 24th August, 1993, at Anandalok
Charitable Hospital, Salt Lake, Calcutta. He was 74.
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He was born at Khiraty of Midnapore on the 15th June, 1922. He
passed the M.B. examination from the R.G. Kar Medical College,
Calcutta and established himself as an eminent physician. Besides being
a medical practitioner, he was also associated with a number of edu-
cational Institutions and social organisations. He was a member of the
Indian Medical Association.

In political sphere, he was the president of Lahirgonj Mondal
Congress Committee, Secretary of Chandrakona Thana Sanjojak Con-
gress Committee and Member of Midnapore District Congress Commit-

(ec.

He was elected to the West Bengal Legislative Assembly from the
Chandrakona Assembly Constituency of Midnapore District in 1962 as a
candidate of Indian National Congress.

At his death the State has lost a veteran politician and social
worker.

Shri Mahadeb Mukherjee, Ex-Member of the West Bengal
Lagislative Assembly passed away on the 15th November, 1993 at his
residence at Pursura, Hooghly, He was 74.

Shri Mukherjee devoted himself to various social works when he
was in his teens. He took active part in the freedom movements of
Indian in response to the call of the Indian National Congress. He was
elected a member of the West Bengal Legislative Assembly from the
Pursura Assembly Constituency of Hooghly district in the mid term polls
held in 1971 and 1972.

At his death, the State has lost a veteran politician and an ardent
freedom fighter.

Shri Purnendu Sekhar Naskar, former Minister of the Union
Government passcd away at his residence on the 24th August, 1993 at
the age of 72.

Born at Calcutta in March, 1921 Shri Naskar had his education at
the Bangabasi College, Scottish Church College and Calcutta University.

He was first elected a Member of the Lok Sabha in 1952 from
the Mathurapur (Reserved) Parliamentary Constituency as a Congress
Candidate. He was reelected to the Parliament in 1957 from the same
Constituency. As a member of the Indian delegations, Shri Naskar at-
tended the 9th and 10th Session of the United Nations General Assem-
bly in 1954 and 1955 respectively. He was appointed the Parliamentary
Secretary to the Minister of Works, Housing and Supply in 1956 and
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in 1957 to the Minister for Rehabilitation and Minority Affairs. From
1958 to 1962 he was the Deputy Minister for Rehabilitation in the-then
Prime Minister, Shri Jawaharlal Nehru’s Cabinet. Subsequently, he had
been the Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Works, Housing & Supply
and also in the Ministry of Rehabilitation, Works, Health and Home
during the period from 1962 to 1967 in Pandit Nehru, Lal Bahadur
Sastri and Smt. Indira Gandhi’s Cabinet.

Shri Naskar travelled widely in Europe and North America.
His death is a loss to the political world of the nation.

Shri Debabrata Mukherjee, former judge of the Calcutta High
Court and Ex-Member of the Rajya Sabha, passed away on the Ist
November, 1993 following a massive heart attack. He was 90.

He was a student of the Presidency College, Calcutta with a
brilliant academic career. He was a college teacher for some time. He
took to legal profession and joined the Calcutta High Court in 1927. He
was appointed a Judge of the Calcutta High Court in 1952 and adorned
the Bench till 1963. In 1965, he was elected a Member of the Rajya
Sabha from West Bengal as a candidate of the Indian National Con-
gress. He was a member of the Senate of the Calcutta University. He
was closely associated with many educational and cultural institutions.
He acted as an Administrative Advisor to many Government Organisations
as well.

At his death the State. has lost a renowned personality in the
sphere of law administration and politics.

Shri Frank Anthony, an eminent educationist and the foremost
leader of the Anglo-Indian Comnyunity passed away on the 2nd Decem-
ber 1993 after a cardiac arrest. He was 86. At the time of his demise,
he had been a sitting Member of the Parliament.

Shri Anthony was born at Jubbulpore on the 25th September 1908,
and had his basic education there. He completed his higher studies at
Nagpur University and then proceeded to England to study law at the
Inner Temple. He was a member of the Central Legislative Assembly
from 1942 on wards and also of the constituent Assembly, the provi-
sional Parliament and was thereafter nominated to the Lok Sabha as 2
representative of the Anglo-Indian Community. He was the President of
the Anglo-Indian Assaociation since 1942. He was a member of the
Viceroy’s National Defence Council, Sapru Conciliation Committee and
had also been a member of the National Integration Council and the
Executive Committee of the Jawaharlal Nehru Memorial Fund. He was

associated with the Council for the Indian School Certificate Examina-
tion. He was one of the Members of the Indian delegation to the U.N.
General Assembly in 1946 and of the Commonwealth Parliamentary
Conferences in 1948 and 1957. He was instrumental to the setting up
of a good member of schools in the country.

He was an advocate by profession. As an Advocate of the Su-
preme Court he had earned an enviable reputation. He was associated
with many social and philanthropic organisations.

At his death the country has lost a dedicated educationist, an
eminent jurist and a veteran parliamentarian.

Shri Utpal Dutta, a versatile actor and playwright, breathed his
last on 19th August, 1993 at his South Calcutta residence following a
massive heart-attack. He was 64.

Shri Dutta was born at Shillong on March 29, 1929, He had his
early education there mn St. Edmunds’ School. Later he came to Calcutta
and got himself admitted in St. Lawrence School. He felt attracted to
the dramatics when he was a student of St. Xaviers’ School. It was
here that he organised his first theatrical troupe, ‘the Shakespearens’
with his fellow-students, their first production being Richard IIl. Even
before that he had acted in Geoffrey Kendalls Production ‘Hamlet’ at
St. Xaviers’ College in 1942. At the very maiden appearances, he
displayed his acting potential in no uncertain terms. Mr. Kendall later
invited him to join his troupe ‘Shakespearean International Theatre.
Company’. As a member of this troupe, he professionally acted in
various roles while on tour in different parts of India and Pakistan in

the years 1947, 1948, 1953 and 1954.

In 1949 his own troupe was rename as ‘Little Theatre Group’. At
the initial stage, Little Theatre Group was interested in English dramas
only. Meanwhile in 1951 he received an invitation to join the IPTA
through Salil Chowdhury and Niranjan Sen. During his short stint there,
he wrote and staged a Bengali version of Shakespeare’s ‘Macbeth’.
His association with IPTA inspired him to turn to Bengali drama as the
media to come closer to the people. Since 1954 Shri Dutta started
Staging Bengali plays either written by himself or adopted from the
Popular plays of Yester-years. A Marxist intellectual, Shri Dutta was
rue to his commitment throughout his life and this succinctly found
cXpression in all plays he produced or acted in under his own banner.
In no time he distinguished himself as the exponent of a distinct the-
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atrical culture. He preferred pronounced acting to dirve home the
message he sought to convey without compromising the finesse and
sensitivity of this art-form. He dedicated himself to the stage with
missionery zeal and no threat or intimidation could ever deter him from
his pursuit. Most notable among the plays he produced or performed in
are ‘Bisarjan’, ‘Ma’ adopted from Gorkey’s ‘Mother’, Buro Saliker Ghare
Ro’, ‘Nildarpan’, ‘Sahaber Ekadashi’, ‘Nicher Mahal’, ‘Chhayanat’,
‘Angar’, ‘Ferari Fouz’, ‘Titas Ekti Nadir Nam’, ‘Kallol’, ‘Duswapner
Nagani’, ‘Barricade’ ‘Tiner Taloar’, ‘Manuser Adhikare’, ‘Ajker Sajahan’,
‘Darao Pathikbar’, and ‘Ajeya Vietnam’, his last production being ‘Ekla
Chalore’ in which he appeared for last time as an actor in Rabindra
Sadan a few days before his death.

His was perhaps the only Group Theatre which could dare to hire
a professional stage like Minerva and went on staging dramas regularly
one after another spanning over several years. However, in 1969 he
parted company with his erstwhile Comrades and launched a new the-
atrical Group styled ‘Peoples Little Theatre’.

He made his debut as a Cine actor in the little role or the Bengali
film ‘Michael Madhusudan’ directed by the veteran director, Madhu
Bose. Subsequently he took to film acting as his profession and acted
in a half of films with equal ease and brillance both in Bengali and
Hindi. He also acted in a prominent role in Merchant Ivory’s English
production, ‘the Guru’ in 1965. His outstanding performance in contrast-
ing roles with precise perfection earned him the celebrity of a versatile
actor. He was awarded ‘Bharat Puraskar’ for his superb performance
in Mrinal Sen’s ‘Bhuban Som’. He won Filmfare awards twice for his
performance in ‘Naram Garam’ and 'Golmal’. Satyajit Ray, the most
reverend film-maker, was one of h# ardent admirers. Shri Ray included
him in the caste of a member of his films such as ‘Jay Baba Felunath’,
‘Jana Aranya’, ‘Hirak Rajar Deshe’ and ‘Agantuk’. Shri Dutta himself
directed a few films including ‘Jhar’, a biographi Sketch of Henry
Derezeo, the forgotten hero of the nineteenth century renaissance of
Bengal. He was offered the national distinction ‘Padmabhusan’ but he

declined to accept it. He had been the Chairman of the Nandan Com-
plex.

Shri Dutta was a very powerful debator and made a mark in this
sphere. He was a voracious reader and authored many scholarly arti-
cles on diverse topics. He wrote plays not only for the stage but also
for the popular folk-form ‘Yatra’. On invitation from the Calcutta
University he delivered a lecture on Girish Chandra Ghosh’s contribution
to the Bengali theatre. Some of his dramas have been translated into
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oreign languages.

His death is an irreparable loss to the cultural world of the nation
nd, in particular, to the progressive theatrical movement of the country.

Shri J.R.D. Tata, the legendary figure of the Indian industry and
he doyen of Indian aviation, breathed his last on the 29th November
993 in Geneva. He was 89.

He was born in Paris in 1904 to a Parsee father and a French
nother. He was mostly educated there. He was also sent to a school
n Japan for a while. In 1922, he came to India to join Tata Sons, the

arent Tata Organisation, as an assistant. Four years later, he became
. Director and in 1938, its Chairman.

He was the first man in India to hold a private pilot’s license. By
ar his greatest contributions to India’s progress were his pioneering
fforts in the field of civil aviation. In 1932, he introduced the Karachi-
Jombay air mail service. In that year, he founded the aviation depart-
nent of Tata Sons, which later ran the Tata Airlines, the country’s first
assenger air service. In 1946, when Air India was incorporated to take
wver the airlines, he became its Chairman and Managing Director. Two
iears later, Air India International was formed and he became its
“hairman and Managing Director as well. In 1953, when the country’s
ur transport was nationalised, he became Chairman of the Air India
nternational Corporation (later renamed Air India), and a Director of
he Indian Airlines Corporation. He was also a Director of Hindusthan
Aircrafts. He was a member of the International Air Transport Asso-
;ation’s Executive body, he was its President in 1958-59. He was an
honorary Group Captain of the Indian Air Force.

He was either Chairman or Director of all the Tata and associ-
ated companies and a Director of the Reserve Bank of India, National

Industrial Development Corporation and several other organizations. He

was a trustee of the Gandhi Smarak Nidhi and the Kasturba Gandhi
national Memorial Trust.

On the 15th October, 1982. he re-enacted his Karachi-Ahmedabad-
Bombay flight of fifty years ago. As a progressive employer, he laid
tmphasis on involving workers gradually in the policy making process at
he diamond jubilee celebration of the Tata Workers’ Union. He was
onferred the highest civilian award ‘Bharat Ratna’ in the year 1992.
N the same year he also received the U.N. Population Award. He
tas fhe President of the Indian Institute of Science in Bangalore. He

% 1n the Governing bodies of the Tata Institute of Social Sciences
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and the Council of Scientific and Industrial Research. He was also on
the National Council of Applied and Economic Research and the Cen-
tral Advisory Council of Industries. In 1948, he was a member of the
Indian delegation to the third U.N. General Assembly Session in Paris.

He was a good sportsman, besides being an ardent lover of poetry,
both in French and in English.

At his death the country has lost a dynamic enterpreneur with
progressive attitude and diverse interests.

Shri H.M. Patel, Former Union Finance and Home Minister,
breathed his last on the 30th November, 1993 following prolonged ill-

ness. He was 90.

- He was born at Bombay on 27th August, 1904 and he had his
education in St. Xavier's High School, Bombay and St. Catherine of
Oxford. He hold many high offices belonging to the cadre of Indian
Civil Servants. Once he was associated with Swantantra Party and was
a member of the Gujarat State Legislative Assembly from 1967 to
1971. He was elected a member of the Fifth Lok Sabha in 1971 and
subsequently he became a leader of the Janata Front in Parliament. Ir
1977, when the Janata Front Government assumed office, he was giver
the portfolio of Finance, Revenue and Banking. Later he became th
Union Minister-in-charge of the Home Department.

He hold many prestigious offices like-Deputy Secretary of Finance
Department, Government of Bombay in 1936-37, Secretary, Stock Ex-
change Committee; Trade Commissioner for India in Northern Europe
Hamburg from 1937 to 1939; Deputy Trade Commissioner and Trade
Commissioner, London in 1937-1940; Secretary, Eastern Group Supply
Council in 1941-1942; Deputy Director General, Supply Department in
1942-43; Secretary, Industries and Civil Supplies Department from 1943
to 1946; Cabinet Secretary, Marde in 1947, Member, Steering Group of
the Partition Council in 1947; Secretary, Defence Ministry from 1947 to
1953; Secretary, Food and Agriculture in 1953-1954; Secretary of Min-
istry of Finance, Department of Economic Affairs and Principal Finance
Secretary in 1955 to 1958; Honorary Chairman, Gujarat State Electricity

Board.

At his death the country has lost an able administrator and ar
ardent political leader.

Shri R.Gu_ndu Rao, former Chief Minister of Karnataka and Ex
M.P. breathed his last in a London Hospital on the 21st August, 199
after prolonged illness. He was 56.
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Shri Rao was born at Kushalnagar in the district of Kodagu of
Karnataka on April 8, 1937 and had his education in Government Co-
operative Training Institute, Madikeri. He started his career as a social
worker and later joined the politics. He adorned the offices of the
Karnataka Youth Congress (I) President and Congress Working Com-
mitte¢e Member and had also been a member of the Congress Central
Parliamentary Party.

Shri Rao was a member of the Karnataka Legislative Assembly
from 1972 to 1983. During this period at different stages he had been
the Leader of the Opposition, a Minister of the State Cabinet and
ultimately the Chief Minister of the State. He was also the President
of the Town Municipal Council of Kushalnagar. He was elected as a
member of the Ninth Lok Sabha in 1989 from Bangalore (South) Par-
hamentary Constituency.

Shri Rao attended the World Youth Festival at Barlin in 1973 as
1 Youth Congress (I) delegate and also visited Teheran in 1974 to
itend  the Wrestling meet there. Shri Rao was also an enthusiastic

over of Sports and had been associated with the Karnataka Cricket
Association.

His death has caused a void in the sphere of Sports, Politics and

Ty popular. He published a collection of translated version of foreign

Shri Hirendra Kumar Gangopadhyay popularly known as Hiry
Ganguly, a legendary tabla artist, breathed his last on the 11th August
1993 at the Gujarati Relief Society Hospital in Calcutta. He was 82.

He was born in 1911. He had his early lessons in Tabla from his
father Acharya Manmatha Nath Gangopadhyay, a renowned tabla player
of the tme. Later, he was trained up by the famous tabla artist Abed
Hossain Khan. Shri Gangopadhyay contributed immensely to the
popularisation of tabla-playing as a independent musical form. His en-
chanting tabla ‘lahara’ enthralled the audience in many a musical con-
ference throughout the country. After a long recess, the octogenanian
artiste made his final appearance before the music-lovers of the city on
28th March last year in a ‘Yugal-bandhi’ or instrumental duet with the
violin maestro, Pandit V.G. Jog at Rabindrasadan and created a mem-

orable impact on the audience..

He was awarded many prizes and decorations, such as, Dr. Ramy
Chowdhury Smrity Prize, Alauddin Khan prize of West Bengal Govem-
ment, Rajya Sangeet Academy Prize, Sangeet Research Academy Award
etc. He was conferred honorary D.Lit. by the University of Burdwan
as well as Rabindra Bharati University. He was the foremost person-
ality of the All India Charukala Mandir and played a prominent role as
the Dean of its musical faculty. He has left countless disciples in India
and abroad. Academically also, he was a good student. A graduate
with Philosophy, Shri Gangopadhyay, obtained a degree in Law as well.
He held many high offices of the Law Department. He loved music
and dedicated his whole life to it but never made it a profession to live

on.

At his death the country has lost one of her best tabla players
with versatile musical talent.

Shri Abhi Bhattacharya, a noted actor of Bengali and Hindi films
breathed his last on 11th September, 1993 following a heart attack. He

was 72.

He was born at Pabna district of the undivided Bengal. He started
his film career in Calcutta but subsequently he went to Bombay ©
settle there. He acted in more than a hundred films. He made hs
debut as a film-actor in the role of Shree Krishna, when he was onl
twelve. But the film which made him famous was the Bengali film‘
produced by Bombay Talkies on Rabindranaths ‘Naukadubi’. His perfr
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mance in the Hindi film, ‘Baiju Bawra’ established him as a popular
actor in the Hindi film world. Among the films featuring him
‘Subarnarekha’ directed by Shri Rittick Ghatak, ‘Mahaprasthaner Pathe’,
‘Bhor Hoye Elo’, ‘Paribartan’, ‘Ratnadeep’, ‘Anurag’, ‘Amanush’, ‘Amar
Prem’, ‘Dharti Kahe Pukarke’ and ‘Sarafat’ earned wide acclaim. He
also appeared in many tele-serials. He won the Filmfare Award twice
as the best supporting Actor of the respective year.

At his death the Indian cinema has lost a powerful actor.

Vetern Bengali actor, Shri Kamal Mitra died on the 2nd August,
1993 at his residence in Calcutta following a heart attack. He was 81.

Shri Mitra was born on the 9th December, 1912 in the well-known
Mitra family of Bardhaman town. He started his acting career as a
stage artist. His masterly performance in the role of ‘Shivaji’ in ‘Gairik
Pataka’ a drama by Sachin Sen Gupta brought him into the limelight
overnight.

A character actor of repute, Shri Mitra starred in more than 300
(three hundred) films like ‘Sat Number Ban’, ‘Pather Dabi’, Harmonium’,
‘Sabar Upare’, ‘Kangsa’, ‘Badhu’, ‘Mayamriga’, ‘Anupama’ etc. His
first film was ‘Nilangurio’, made in 1943, his last one being ‘Khelar
Putul’, made in 1983. During the last phase of his life, he also played
a few roles in different Yatra Palas.

At his death the Bengali film and Stage has lost a gifted actor.

Shri Satya Chowdhury, a famous singer of forties passed away
on the 5th December, 1993. He was 76.

He was born in Calcutta in 1918. He received his musical training
from Shri Krishna Chandra Dey, Dabir Khan, Raichand Boral and
Sachindev Barman. From the very beginning of his musical career he
used to inspire the country-men through his enchanting voice towards
the freedom movement. His songs like - ‘Prithibi Amare Chay’,
Durgamagiri Kantar Maru’ ‘Sangha Sarana Tirthajatra Pathe’ etc. won
im wide fame and popularity. He composed music for many of the
yrics of the revolutionary poet Kazi Nazrul. He sang many songs of
\azi Nazrul and these were widely acclaimed. He made his debut as
| play-back singer in the film ‘Jaydev’ in the year 1941. He acted as
lay-back singer in about a hundred films. He also acted in the main
Ole of a Bengali film ‘Rangamati’. He joined the All India Radio in
937. He served as an accouncer there till 1976.

His death has caused a void in the Bengali music world.
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Shri Barin Saha, a famous film director passed away on the 27th
November, 1993.

‘Tero Nadir Pare’ directed by him was the first Indian film to be
shot entirely in outdoor locations. This film was made in 1959. He went
to France in 1952 to have institutional training on film direction. He
made a documentary film on the low-land fishing named ‘Bhasa’ spon-
sored by the West Bengal Government. His documentary ‘Chenchu’

was widely acclaimed. ‘

At his death, the Bengali film world has lost a progressive film
director.

Popular music director Shri R.D. Burman died in his sleep at 3.30
a.m. following a heart attack on the 4th January, 1994 at his residence

in Bombay. He was 355.

Son of the music wizard, late S.D. Burman, ‘R.D.’, as he was
popularly known in the film industry, was bom in Calcutta on the 27th
June, 1939. Shri Brajen Biswas, Ustad Ali Akbar Khan and father S.D.
Burman were his teachers in different streams of music. He also learn

to play Tabla and Sarode.

‘R.D.’, made his debut as a music composer in Mehmoods ‘Bhoot
Bangla’. Among the notable films he composed music for were “Teesn
Manzil’, ‘Sholay’, ‘Shann,” ‘Amar Prem, ‘Kati Patang,” ‘Jawani Diwani, .
‘Mehbooba,” ‘Kashme Wade’ etc. He blended the Indian classical musi
with Western style. He worked as a music composer in about 40
films.

Mr. Burman teamed up with Kishore Kumar and Asha Bhosle «
provide enchanting melodies, which became a rage among cinegoers.

He had to cut down his assignments after his ailment.

He bagged two Filmfare awards as the best music director n
‘Sanam Teri Kasam’ and ‘Massom’. He was also the recipient of the
prestigious ‘Lata Mangeshkwar Award’, instituted by the Madhya Pradest
Government.

At his demise the country has lost an outstanding music compose!.

Shri Sukumar Sengupta, a freedom fighter and veteran politician@
passed away on the 16th September, 1993, following a heart attack. Ht
was 80.

Shri Sengupta was born at Kashi of Uttar Pradesh on the ol
November, 1913. He passed the Matriculation Examination frof
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Samastipur of Bihar. Then he got himself admitted in the Midnapore
College for studying 1.Sc. Examination. He came in touch with the
freedom movement when he was only twenty and was arrested for the
murder of the then District Magistrate of Midnapore. He was associ-
ated with the rebel group of Bengal Voluntiers. He was sentenced to
life-term imprisonment on the charge of killing the District Magistrate of
Midnapore and detained at first at Dacca Central Jail and thereafter at
Alipore Central Jail and at last he was sent to Cellular Jail at Andaman.
At that time, at the Cellular Jail he came in contact with Shri Ganesh
Ghosh and Shri Ananta Singha, who were imprisoned there on the
charge of the Chattogram Armoury raid. In the year 1937, he along
with other prisoners in the Cellular Jail started indefinite fast for press-
ing their demands for the release of all the political leaders and their
repatriation to the main land. At last in 1938 on the 18th January, Shri
Sengupta along with Shri Ganesh Ghosh and others was brought back
to the main land and detained at the Alipore Central Jail. He was also
given the status of political prisoner. He got the membership of the
undividled Communist Party in 1938 when he was still in the Cellular
Jail, though the party stood banned at that time. In 1939, Shri Sengupta
alongwith others again started fast for release of the political prisoners.
He was thereupon sent to Dacca Central Jaill. He was released on 31st
August, 1946 amidst the country-wide agitation for freedom. He started
his work for the Party in Midnapore in 1946. Shri Sengupta was im-
prisoned from 1948 to 1951, while he was the District Secretary of the
Party at Midnapore. He was again detained in prison without trial from
1961 to 1967. Althrough his life, he was an ardent organiser of the
toiling people. He joined the C.P.I. (M) in 1964, after the parent party
was split. He was the President of the District Unit of the C.I.T.U.
and also a member of the working Committee of the C.ILT.U.

Shri Sengupta used to contribute articles to the Party’s news organ
‘Ganasaktj’.

At his death the country has lost a devoted freedom fighter, ardent
‘ocial leader and veteran politician.

Shri Prasanta Sarkar, renowned Journalist and Editor of Dainik
Jasumati breathed his last on the 17th December, 1993 at his residence
t Palasi in Hooghly district. He was 70.

Born on August 27, 1924 Shri Sarkar obtained his B.Sc. and L.L.B.
i?gfee from the Calcutta University. He was attracted to politics during
IS student life. In 1950, he took initiative to unite the left parties to
om a Front in the Howrah Municipal election.
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In 1951, when the Calcutta University introduced the course of
Journalism, Shri Sarkar was one of the first batch of the students of
that Faculty. Later he joined the Statesman as a Reporter. In 1978 he
joined the Dainik Basumati as its Editor and held that position till 1983
He later joined the Amritabazar Patrika. In 1992, Shri Sarkar came
back to the Dainik Basumati as its Editor and continued as such till hig
death. He had been the Calcutta correspondent of Blitz, published from
Bombay for a long time. He also contributed articles to many foreign

journals and periodicals.

He was elected the Secretary of the Indian Journalist Association
on a number of occassions and became the Secretary and the President
of the Calcutta Press Club.

Shri Sarkar was associated with many social, educational and cul-
tural organmisations in his locality. He travelled Russia and many other

countries as a journalist.
At his death, the state has lost a veteran journalist.

Professor Purnendu Kumar Bose, former Pro-Vice Chancellor
of Calcutta University died on the 10th November, 1993 following
heart attack at his residence in Narendrapur of South 24-Parganas. He

was 77.

An eminent scholar, Shri Bose was the Vice President of the
Asiatic Society. He was also one of the founders of the Indian Statis
tical Institute. He was associated with many other leading Institutions of
Educational and Scientific Research.

Shri Bose was awarded the ‘Ashutosh Medal’ by Indian Scienc
Congress on the occasion of its Platinium Jubilee Celebration.

At his death the country has lost a distinguished academician.
scientist and statistician.

Shri Sushil Chandra Palit, a celibate veteran Gandhian freedom
fighter, passed away on the 23rd August 1993 at the age of 94 at hi
home town, Bankura.

Shri Palit was born on the 16th January 1899 at Patna. He studi
at Mitra Institution, Repon College and Schotish Church College, Calcutt

In 1921 when he was a student of M.A. class he left his studie!
and joined the Non-Cooperation Movement at the call of Mahatmi
Gandhi. He was one of the founders of the Abhoy Ashram at Coomill
He alongwith his widowed mother and minor brothers and sisters jOiﬂ@d"
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the freedom movements. In 1930 British Government forfeited his res-
idential property at village Betur in the district of Bankura. He was

imprisoned for eight years for taking part in the freedom movement
against the ‘British Raj’.

He started his political activities at Bankura in 1925. He organised
the people of remote villages of Pastrasayer, Indas and Kotulpur of
Bankura district against the ‘British Rule’ and stirred them with patriotic
feelings to take active part in the Non-Cooperation Movement, Salt
Movement, March to Contai and also in the Quit India Movement.

He had been the Chairman of the Zilla Board, Bankura from 1947
to 1957 and prior to that he held the office of the Chairman of

Vishnupur Local Board in 1946. He had been a member of the AICC
from 1941 to 1951.

Shri Palit was awarded the ‘Tamrapatra’ in 1972 for his contribu-
tions towards the freedom movements in India.

At his death, the country has lost a veteran freedom fighter with
Gandhian spirit and a mass leader of the olden days.

Now, I would request the Hon'ble Members to rise in their seats
for two minutes as a mark of respect to the deceaseds.

(b) Number of times, it has increased fuel Surcharge or other
charges in last 3 years; and

(c) the State Government's reaction to the recent increase?

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Mr. Speaker : Mr. Saugata Roy, You are abslutely right. The
convention has been that where questions are put in one language then
reply 1s expected in that language. But a problem did arise once when
a question was put in the House in English and the Minister did not
know English. The question is, if one does not know English whether
he is entitled to answer in Bengali or not? A question had arisen at
that time. We had not taken any decision then. But if anybody chooses
to answer in Bengali that being the mother tongue of the State we
would accept it. But we have not taken any decision on that. I would
request the Minister to answer in the language the question to facilitate

supplementaries.

Sir, as you know that this recent increase in the fuel surcharge on
electricity has given rise to tremendous resentment amongst the consum-
ers. There have been demonstrations galore before the CESC office
and 1ts various branch offices all around Calcutta. And this is—as the
Minister has correctly pointed out that in the last three years, the
CESC has increased its total ratg five times to twice the ordinary rates
and three times the fuel surcharge and it seems that the state Govern-
ment 1s quite silent about it.

There has been increase of fuel surcharge just within few months
by a private monopoly House. I would like to know from the Hon"ble
Minister whether this is incumbent upon the CESC to take permission
of the State Government before increasing either rates or fuel sur-
charge? Whether in this Present case the CESC has taken permission
from- State Government before increasing fuel surcharge?

Dr. Shankar Kumar Sen : Sir, as per Indian Electricity Act the
licencee has not always have to take State Government's permission but
in the case of basic energy charge the general practice is that the
State Government looks into the demand of increase of energy charges
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and then gives advice. The point is that as per the Indian Electricity
Act a licencee must be allowed the clear profit equal to the reasonable
return. Now, so far as the fuel surcharge is concerned ethically CESC
should have taken permission but in this case they have not done so.
That is why the State Government has set-up a committee which has
given its recommendation. As I have mentioned we are looking into that
and I think that the State Government's stand would be declared soon.

Shri Saugata Roy : Sir, the CESC has increased its rate almost
19 times in the recent years also it has introduced 14 slabs for domes-
tic consumers and the domestic consumers have great complaints about
meter reading and other problems and we see that CESC after being
taken over by the present management is investing funds elsewhere in
Noada, Bhubaneswar. They have set up a new project in Chandil. All
these investments have been made from the CESC's own fund. May 1
ask the Hon'ble power Minister whether the fuel surcharge of the
CESC is comparable with that of the WBSEB which is directly under
him and if so, whether the Minister has any power, whether he will at
all try to bring down the fuel surcharge imposed by the CESC? This
is a clear case of a monopoly House going for profit so that they can
divert their fund elsewhere. Is the State Government totally powerless
or will 1t remain just a silent spectator by appointing a committee and
looking for that Committee's recommendation? I would like to ask the
minister to come out with categorical answer whether he supports this
recent increase in the CESC's fuel surcharge and if he does not then
what steps he is going to take?

Dr. Shankar Kumar Sen : The Hon'ble Member has raised two
questions one is that CESC is investing funds elswhere—whether the
State Government has any information about that. So far I understand
from the newspaper though I don't know whether I can mention here
that RPG group is going for acquisition of some assets elsewhere in the
iState. But it is not reflected in the last accounts submitted by CESC
n the AGM held in September, 1993. So far as the State Government
IS concerned it relies on the audited accounts which is placed before
e AGM. Secondly the Hon'ble Member has raised questions regarding
crease of fuel surcharge by the CESC. The matter is sub-judice. So,
blease aliow me to restrict myself. 1 have already said that the State

“Overmment is looking into the affair. Please rely on us. It is not
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correct that the State Government has given CESC full authority to do
anything.
