2. The Central Intelligence Agency advises that very little material
has been received in recent months from the Far East Command by the Foreign
Documents Branch, Central Intelligence Agency. The last shipment arrived
about four (4) months ago. Of the material received prior to that time,
about 96 pmmt did not warrant further intelligence exploitation because:

a, it was information on Japan herself which was superceded by
ehnngu during and after the war and by post war studies produaod in Japan,

be it was not material of primary intelligence 1ntornt.

¢. it was outdated information on countries outs;ldo of Japan
and had been obtained from other sources previously.

3. Specifically, the following categories contained little or no
intelligence;

a, General 'ooonomio and soclological works and material on areas
for which the Japanese had no special facilities for research,

b. Documents pertaining to Communist political and economic
theories, |
