T Reccived lately a Letter. from Myn Heer Leibnitz
of March joth. 1699. wherein are fome Pafliges
relating to Mathematicks; of which I fhall not at pre-
fent trouble you with a particular Account.

After which follows a Paffage fomewhat relating to
the Royal Society, in thefe words : Nefcio guomodo re-
miffius nunc traltantur ffudia altiora, cum tawen nunquam,
poft tot aditis apertos, facilius potuerint tratari. Sed
puto infelicia tempora interceffiffe, dum bella curas bomi-
num alid vertére, Ita pauci admodum juvenes in priftine
glorie fpem fuccrefcant. Etiam Natara gquam paucos
nunc Obfervatores diligentes habet. TUtinam, ut Gallica
Scientiarum Academia muper & Rege fuo reflituta est,
etiam Vefire Regiw Societati novus calor infunderetur,
To which what [ have thought fit to return ia Anfwer,
you will {ee afterwards. _

He then fends me the Copy of a large French Letter,
of 1 Abbé de la Charmaye to I’ Abbé Nicaife, giving him
a Particular Account of the Contents of a Treaufe in-
tended to be fhortly publithed, concerning the Origs-
nal of Nations; wherein, out of Ancient Myihology,
he endeavours to difcover an Hiftorical Account of the
Original of divers Nations. Which Copy Myn Heer
Leibuitz defires me to commuricate to the Right Reve.
rend the Bithop of Lichfield and Coventry (now Bithop
of Worcefler] (who doth ﬁs)rrzf:times make ufe of fuch
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Methods where Hiftories are filent) and to fuch others ag
to whom I may think it grateful, which makes me to
fendit to you, to communicate as you fhall fee caufe.

To which Myn Heer Leibuitz fubjoins {ome Thoughts
of his own to that purpofe, He thinks this French
Author ray be perhaps inclinable to be fomewhat par-
tial in favour of his Gauls or Celta, but however that
{ome good Difcoveries may be hence made. He tells
us, as his own fenle, That Celt@ olins Germanos & Gal.
los comt. debantur. Qudd Wallica fen Cambrica noftra
Lingua, et Semi-germanica, wveteri Gallice proxima,
Putatque, faltem fufpicatur, Cawros vel Cambros noffros,
pro parte, ex. ipforum Cimbrie antiguis babitatoribus
veniffe, ut poftea Angli ex pofterioribus funt egrefi. T
tanum cum Diis bello,veteres intellexiffe putat, Scytharum
vel Celtarum antiguas in Afiam & Graciam irruptiones ;
tunc cum ibi reguabant qui poftea Dii funt habiti. Et
Promethei (Titanss) alligationem ad Caucafum, forte non
alind defignare, quam, coercitos copiis ad Cafpias portas
locatis Scythas. Sed nibil (inguit) eS% in kis altra con-
jecturas.
