Allied Supreme Council Decides Upon Thorough In­

vestigation, With Particular Reference to Austria; 
Attempt to Foist Question on League Defeated.

Paris, Jan. 25.—After rejecting to-day a proposal to turn the 
Austrian financial problem over to the League of Nations, the 
Allied Suprêmes Council decided to appoint a Commission to make 
a thorough inquiry Into the economic situation in Europe, with 
particular reference to Austria.

The Council took this action in view of the opinion of the con­
ferees that the Austrian situation involved the entire European 
economic situation.

The Commission, it was decided, will consist of Sir Robert 
Horne, President of the British Board of Trade; Louis Louchar, 
France; Signor Giannini, the Italian economic expert, and prob­
ably the Minister of Commerce of other Allied countries. It was 
expected to meet to-day and expedite its work in order that definite 
decisions might be taken before the close of the conference.

COMPLETE SURRENDER 
TO SOVIET SENTIENT

Says London Times of Russo- 
British Agreement

London, Jan. 25.—The proposed 
Russo-British trade agreement is 
declared by The London Times to be 
‘a complete surrender "to Soviet 

"sentiment. ’
The Times says the document 

differs in letter but not in spirit from 
the earlier draft, and adds:

"Jit will in no wise made the busi­
ness community less hostile than it 
has persistently shown itself to any 
treaty with the Soviet authorities." 
The phraseology with reference to 
recognition of the Russian State 
debts and other obligations. The 
Times declares, is "so vague that it 
affords no ground for any sort of 
satisfaction. Debts are not recog­
nized as such, but simply as insti­
tuting claims to compensation.

The Labor orgjui, The Dally Herald, 
exults that "the British Government 
is recognizing the Soviet Government 
in everything but words,” but fears 
that the agreement will break down 
on the insertion Of the terms having 
to do with Asia Minor, Persia, Af­
ghanistan and India, on the ground 
that the Soviet Government will not 
recognize these countries as spheres 
of British influence.

The Daily News thinks the docu­
ment is framed in a fair and equit­
able spirit and that there is nothing 
in it to which serious objections can 
be taken either here or in Russia.

“It," says the News, "Russia pro­
tests that it (the agreement) does 
not explicitly recognize the sove­
reignty of her Government, our reply 
must be that it does in fact unmis­
takably give that recognition."

VIENNA IN DRIP OF 
INDUSTRIAL STRIFE

927 Strikes in Austrian Capi­
tal Last Year

Vienna, Jan. 25.—Vienna set what 
is probably a new record for strikes 
last year. There were 92 of them in 
this city, partial or complete, wild or 
organized.

The most recent of the strikes in­
cluded employees of Government 
printing plant#, workers at the mine, 
actors and orchestras of the national 

- theatres, railway emplbyees, women's 
' tailors, dentists' assistants, city em­

ployees and the gold and silversmiths.
Of all the strikes which Vienna has 

experienced not one loosed the flood­
gates of indignation in the street and 
newspapers as did the closing of the 
coffeet houses for five days, as the 
result of a demand for increased pay 
on the part of the employees. The 
Vienna coffee house means vastly 
more to the resident of Vienna than 
the club means to the average Ameri 
can or Englishman.

• There are thousand» of Viennese who 
transact most of their business in^ the 
coffee houses, though they have offices 
and staffs of clerks. Germans say 
that the Austrian's passion for sitting 
in the coffee houses all day accounts 
for the fact that he had before the 
war but a small share of the world's 
foreign trade.

There are several reasons for this 
coffee house habit. One is that the 
Viennesse goes there to rest, and 
most of them appear to have been 
born tired. He also grudges himself 
the price of a newspaper, but In the 
coffee house he obtains free the priv 
liege of reading nearly every Austrian 
newspaper and many from foreign 
countries, besides the illustrated 
weeklies and monthlies. In the course 
of time he acquires the privilege of 
occupying a table before one of the 
spacious windows for which the Vi­
enna coffee houses are renowned and 
whence he may watch the procession 
of women massing.

They gave 
hearing to the Allied financial 
peris who had atttended the Brussels 
Financial Conferences, but no Aus­
trian experts were called In.

When it came to a discussion of the 
question it was fovfldh fhe opinions‘Of 
the various delegations In the Con­
ference were so divergent that a pro­
posal was made to place the matter 
in the hands of the League of Na­
tions. This, however, was rejected.

It was understood this morning 
that the French and British military 
experts had reached a complet * 
agreement on the report to be made 
by them on the disarmament of Ger­
many. They were asked to prepare 
rvch a report after yesterday's dM- 
cvssitn in which wide differences of 
cp;nion developed among the dele­
gates.

UNIQUE IN HISTORY 
OF ANY LEGISLATURE

Ottawa, Jan. 26.—(Canadian Press)—Canada's trade for the 
twelve months ended December totalled $2,639,726,135, of which 
$1,336,921,021 were imports and $1,302,805,144 were exports. The 
figures show an increase of nearly $400,000,000 in imports over 
1919, and an increase of about $8,000,000 in exports over the cor­
responding period of last year. Customs duties show an increase 
of about $34,000,000 over 1919.

Imports.
The greater amount of imports came from the United Kingdom 

and the United States. From the United Kingdom there was im­
ported $231,479,294 and from the United States $921,625,826. In 
1919 only $87,669,198 worth of goods were brought in from the 
British Isles. Export trade with the United Kingdom shows a re- 
duction from $628,036,604 to $341,168,451.

Australia correspondent 
sends.his paper a criticism published 
in the Sydney Daily Telegraph re­
garding what has created some in­
terest here, that of Hon. Winston 
Churchill’s appointment to the Colon­
ial Office. The Sydney paper re­
marks that tact is certainly not Mr. 
Churchill’s strong point 'and a 
Colonial Minister without tact Is 
dangerous.

TERMS SUBMITTED 
FOR AN AGREEMENT

Preliminary Trade Pact Is 
Forwarded to Moscow

London, Jan. 16.—Terms . qt the 
Brltish-Russtan preliminary agree 
ment which Leonid Krassln, the 
Soviet representative, has taken to 
Moscow for consideration, officially 
have been made public. They are:

Each party agrees to refrain from 
hostile action or progaganda outside 
Its borders against the other’s in­
stitutions.

The British subjects in Russia and 
Russians in Great Britain will be 
permitted to return to their homes If 
they so desire. Each agrees not to 
impose any form of blockade against 
the other or any discriminations 
against trade not imposed on other 
foreign countries. Ships in - the 
other's harbors shall receive -the 
treatment usually accorded foreign 
merchant ships by commercial na­
tions.

The agreement provides for the 
clearance of mines from the Baltic 
Sea and the approaches to Russia, 
and for the admission to both Coun­
tries of persons appointed to carry 
out the agreement. A renewal of 
telegraphic and postal facilities, in­
cluding parcel post, will be arranged.

Great Britain agrees to refrain 
from attaching any gold securities or 
commodities, not t identifiable , as 
British Government property, which 
may be exported from Russia as 
payment for imports or securities for 
payment, and to refrain, as well, from 
legislation against the imports lion of 
specie or bullion from Russia and 
from requisitioning such.

The agreement shall continue In 
force until a formal general treaty Is 
arranged, except that either may, 
after a year, give six months’ notice 
of its termination. Infringement by 
either government frees the other 
from its. obligations.

The Soviet government recognises 
in principle that it Js liable to pay 
compensation to private persons who 
have supplied goods or services to 
Russia. All claims of either govern­
ment or its nationals against the 
.other in respect of obligations incur 
red by existing or former govern 
ments shall be equitably dealt with 
by the treaty.

WORKERS SHARE IN 
FACTORY OPERATION

Bill to Come Before Italian 
Parliament •

Rome, Jan. 26.—A bill soon to be 
,j ^resented to parliament by Premier 

Giolitti, under which workers would 
■be given a share in the management 
of industrial plants, provides that 
the employees In each Industry 
shall elect a national council com­
mittee composed of nine members. 
Each political or syndicalist organ­
isation of workmen would be repre­
sented In the national council by 
one or more members la proportion 
to the membership of the organisa 
tion. The Tempo says.

Under the bill each national coun­
cil would appoint two representa­
tives' for participation In the man­
agement of each factory, their 
power to extend to technical, finan- 

- ctal and dlèclpllnary arrangements, 
instituting the Axing of prices and 
the purchase of raw material. Spe­
cial commissions would be appointed 
to provide employment for those out 
of work according to the precedence 
on the lists of unemployed.

The employers, in declaring their 
opposition to the bill, assert that it

would deprive them of technical In­
dependence, which they say is inr 
dispensable to successful preparation 
of plans. They maintain they must 
be free to dismiss and engage work­
men if discipline is to be guaran­
teed. T he employers also strongly 
oppose interference by the work­
ers In the financial departments of 
the industries, especially in the buy­
ing of raw materials, which they 
point to as one of the most deli­
cate details of each biisliiess. con­
cerning not the workers but the 
business rivals of the various plants.

Signer Terraclnl opposes both the 
Government and the employers, as­
serting any participation by the men 
in the management of industries 
must be destructive; that participa­
tion by the men would not assist 
but hinder development of the life 
of the factories.

Council the reservation for soldier 
settlement of all Dominion lands In 
the Western Province within a radius 
of 16 miles of a railway will be ter­
minated on May 1 next, except in 
so far as this reservation applies to 
lands withdrawn In the Porcupine 
forest reserve, the Riding Mountain 
reserve, Hudson’s Bay reserve, Douk- 
hobor reserve, or any individual 
parcels reserved for the purpose of 
dealing with causes of soldiers still 
pending, or reserved for other special 
reasons.

Power also is reserved for the 
minister, at his discretion, to with­
draw for soldier settlement any other 
areas, if deemed desirable.

This means that after May 1 next, 
civilians may acquire Dominion lands 
within the 16-mlle radius, except in 
the areas mentioned. In the case, of 
newly-opened areas, however, soldier 
settlers will be given one day’s 
priority.

At this point it occurred to some 

of the Congressional leaders to 
certain how the executive branch of 
the government regarded the matter, 
for it was clear that nothing could 
be accomplished in the way of 
positive action before the change in 
administration, unless President Wll 
son was agreeable.

The immediate result of the in 
qulrles was to develop a most in­
teresting situation and to transfer 
the subject of disarmament from the 
field of International statesmanship 
to that of local politics. It is true 
that a number of Democrats were 
willing to support the project 
one means of relief from the financial 
distress of the Treasury. But the 
majority seemed disposed to stand 
behind President Wilson, who in this 
case saw only a purpose to discredit 
and kill the League of Nations by 
resorting to direct negotiations to 
settle questions that properly should 
be left to the League.

This position of the administration 
soon became evident when Secretary 
Baker was challenged to tell Con­
gress why he had exceeded the limits 
that body thought it had placed upon 
the numerical strength of the United

_____ States army. The War Secretary
Suppe I endeavored to show that he had only 

1 exercised discretionary powers re­
posed In him, but he left It to be im­
plied that the administration did not 
intend to be left open to the charge 
that it had neglected to keep the 
country in a state of preparedness, 
such as had been made in the early 
days of the war by the Republican 
opponents of the administration. If 
there was tO.be trouble and even war 
in the near future as the result of 
the failure of the United States to 
go into the Lttgue of Nations then 
the army and *vy should be kept In 
first class condition. If the Republi 
can Congress refused to make such 
provision, then the responsibility 
would be fairly upon it; certainlyethe 
Democrats would hot help them to 
evade that duty.

Secretary Daniels.
Next came Secretary Daniels, who 

in his hearings on the Naval Ap 
propriation Bill before the Naval 
Committee of thé House refused to 
countenance any reduction lir the 
naval building programme unless the 
United States became a party to the 
Covenant. He said, “I profoundly 
believe that the United States can­

not afford to take a five year ‘naval 
holiday* as It has been rumored Great 
Britain and Japan will suggest to 
this country." So he not only de­
manded the allotment of funds for 
the execution of the great building 
programme of 1»16 but added esti­
mates for another three-year naval 
building programme totalling 88

That is where the matter now 
stands. The Congressional commit­
tees are considering and making ready 
to report upon the various resolu­
tions touching the subject of disarm 
ament and reduction of naval building 
programmes and dimunition of the 
enlisted force of the army, but with 
little expectation that anything can 
be done under the present administra­
tion towards securing an International 
agreement, and dreading to take the 
risk of Single-Handed action in sweep­
ing reductions of naval and military 
strength in the face of the Democratic 
purpose of holding them responsible 
for the future.

These committees have a mass or 
material before them upon which to 
base action so far as the army and 
navy are concerned at least. The 
Army General Staff has submitted 
figures of its needs that are stagger­
ing to the economists of Congress, 
while the chiefs of the great naval 
bureau have been busy trying to show 
that Great Britain really has more 
than double the naval ships possessed 
by the United States at present, and 
will have a greatly superior force in 
quality if not in number even after 
the completion of the present building 
programme of the United States, un­
less this is supplemented by the es­
timates now submitted by Naval Sec­
retary Daniels.

Significant Sign.
One significant sign of the ideas of 

the incoming administration cames 
from Marlon, Ohio, where President 
elect Harding has conferred with the 
heads of the Congressional army and 
naval committees with the purpose of 
inducing them to get the present Con­
gress to make great reductions in the 
two services in the interest of the 
taxpayers. At the same time he is 
said to have declared that these re­
ductions should be made “without 
Impairing the efficiency of the first 
line of defence” and with the mainten­
ance of a navy strong enough to en­
sure the safety of United States 
shores and commerce."

Nothing has yet come of the Idea

advanced by Senator Lodge, the Re­
publican leader, of bringing about co­
operation between the United State! 
and the British Dominions in the 
Pacific to secure peace in that quartet 
of the world. It is learned that no 
negotiations to that end have been 
started, although the British Ambas­
sador in Washington has been close­
ly watching for developments in thaJ 
direction and sounding such public 
men as be has met in his social inter­
course. It has been suggested that 
the subject may be expected to crop 
up during the progress of the Im­
perial conference of Dominion and 
Colonial officials in London next Sum­
mer, when British sentiment may de-

OTTAWA IS WATCHING 
ENTRY OF ORIENTALS

Vancouver, B. C., Jan. 25.—Parti­
cular attention is being paid by the 
Department at Ottawa to the ques­
tion of Oriental immigration through 
the port of Vancouver. While no 
official investigation is under way, it 
is known that records from the Van­
couver office have been carefully 
scrutinized during the past few 
weeks, and some changes in the reg- , 
ulations may be expected.

The usual attention being paid to 
the Vancouver office follows repre­
sentations to Ottawa by H. H. Stev­
ens. M. P.. in which discrepancies 
were pointed out in The regulations 
under which it might be possible for 
officials, while still living within the 
law, to interpret it in a manner con- * 
trary to the Intent of the department.

Whether this has been done, and if 
so, to what extent, is now receiving 
the attention of Ottawa. There has 
been considerable correspondence, it 
is understood, between the depart­
ment and the Vancouver office over 
the matter, and on Sunday night Mr. 
Stevens left for Ottawa, it is said, 
with further information bearing OB 
the questlop. ,

Whether the interest now being 
takên In the Vancouver office by 
Ottawa means discharge for any 
Vancouver official la not known, but 
It is certain that any loopholes in the 
regulations such as mentioned will be 
removed.

ASK INVESTIGATION 
OF COAL PRICES

Vancouver Delegation Waits 
. on Premier Oliver

Vancouver, .B.C., Jan. 25.—Donald 
Downle, F. W. Welsh, Jas. Conley and 
S. C. Kemp, as a committee repre­
sentative of Vancouver citizens, 
waited on Premier Oliver yesterday, 
In the Court House, and submitted 
to him a resolution asking that i 
Commission be appointed by the Pro 
vincial Government to inquire into 
the present price of coal, which they 
alleged was exorbitant.

“We are placing this demand of 
the citizens of Vancouver before you, 
and hope it will reçoive your most 
earnest consideration,'* says the re­
solution.

\ Hon. John Oliver admitted that this 
was not the first time that the sub­
ject had engrossed his attention. The 
price of coal certainly was too high, 
but it-was a question as to ■ what 
jurisdiction the Provincial Govern­
ment had in regulating the trade.

“What would you suggest as 
remedy?” asked the Premier.

“That the Government should ap­
propriate about $2,000,000 and go into 
the coal business themselves,” was 
the ready response.

To the Premier this proposal was
_ amusing. He laughed heartily, and

warned them that it would probably

be found, under Government owner 
ship, that coal would cost them just 
as much, if not more.

A special sitting of the Board of 
Railway Commissioners may be held 
in this city with a view to investi­
gate the price of coal.. The Board 
purposes holding a regular sitting 
here in April, but if “parties interest­
ed” wish a special sitting, the same 
can be arranged for by communica­
tion with Ottawa.

This is the gist of a communica­
tion receivëd by H. H. Stevens from 
F. C. T. O’Hara, Deputy Minister of 
the Department of Trades and Com­
merce, who was in receipt of a com­
munication from Mr. Stevens and 
who speaks for the Commission. .

HIGH SCHOOL
PLAN IS AGAIN 

MOOTED IN SAANICH
When considering preliminary esti 

mates last night, Chairman Holloway, 
of the Saanich School Board, sug­
gested the possibility of operating a 
first-year High School in Saanich, 
possibly at the North Dairy School, 
where two spare rooms are available.

Estimates of $9.000 for the year’s 
fees were considered too low in view 
of the growing school population, and 
Chairman Holloway maintained that 
possibly $2,000 would be sgved by 
opening such first-year classes. Trus­
tee Mrs. Humphries said that looking 
a few yehrs hence, it will prove to 
have been good business to establish 
a High School in Saanich as a 
nucleus of the larger institution need­
ed wheii the city building i* filled with 
city pupils. The Board was informed 
that no saving would be possible, al­
though efficiency might be promoted.

GIVES PROBLEM

Saanich School Board Dis­

cusses Questions of 
Buildings

The need of an inspector for the 
Saanich schools and the urgency of 
more school accommodation were 
both subjects of debate by the new 
Saanich School Board at its first ses 
sion, held last night at Royal Oak.

Although the two phases of school 
needs were the first and last sub­
jects of debate, they were closely 
allied by reason of dependence on 
the school attendance, which was 
stated as 1,706 at the close of last 
year, an increase of over two hun­
dred pupils in the course of the 
twelve months, and it was antici­
pated that there would be a Similar 
increase in the demands upon the 
Board during the coming year.

The need of an official to give his 
time to supervision of the schools 
and aiding and supporting the teach­
ing staff came up. when the question 
of appointing a secretary was con­
sidered.

Secretary • Superintendent Mooted.
It was suggested by Trustee 

Thorne that an official combining the 
offices of secretary and inspector 
would be a good way to obtain 
greater efficiency.

Chairman Holloway demurred, 
claiming the inspection of the schools 
was a question for the attention of 
the Provincial Department of Edu­
cation, and it was pointed out that, 
while the Board could appoint a 
schools inspector, they would after­
wards be unable to discharge him 
should the Board so desire.

Want 'Mora Inspections.
As a substitute for the employment 

of a municipal inspector, the Board 
decided to ask the Department of 
Education to have more frequent in­
spections made of the Saanich 
schools, and to ask that Inspector 
W. H. M. May meet the Board as 
often as he finds practicable, prefer­
ably monthly, in place of the present 
half-yearly reports on the schools’ 
efficiency.

The Board then unanimously re-
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appointed Secretary Cowper for the 
present year, after Chairman Hollo* 
way had spoken in high terms of his 
ability and attention to the Interests 
of the schools of Saanich.

Accommodation Crisis.
Th* question of what should be 

done to keep Up with the growing 
school population in the way of build­
ings was given considerable atten­
tion for long after midnight, as one 
of the most important items to be 
discussed when the estimates are be 
lng prepared next week.

The Board discovered that at 
Cloverdale one class is being held in 
a basement; at Tilllcum a class is 
studying in a hallway, condemned by 
the health officer on lighting 
grounds even before converted; at 
Tolmle two classes are being i^ld in 
a building condemned more than nine 
years ago; Royal Oak and Straw­
berry Vale are both overcrowded far 
beyond any contempalted capacity, 
and indications are that the recently 
enlarged McKenzie Avenue School 
will be overflowing before many 
months have gassed.

Parkdale Plan.
It was suggested that the construc­

tion of an eight-roomed two story, 
tile school at Parkdale at a cost or 
about $40,000 would be the only so­
lution of the problem, as it would be 
filled almost at once by dnuging two 
rooms from Tilllcum, two rooms from 
Tolmle, which would relieve Clover- 
dale automatically, would defer trou­
ble from McKenzie Avenue for con­
siderable time, and would provide a 
solution for a district problem al­
ready Impending.

Trustee Mrs. Humphries pointed 
out that such 9. school would not 
obviate the need of sooner*or later 
converting Tilllcum Into an eight- 
room school, and the idea was re­
ceived as one worth careful study, 
the site proposed being almost 
strategic in the manner in which 1$ 
would relieve a wide circle oi other 
schools.

A Quid Pro Quo.
Trustee Thome remarked : “If the 

Inside wards get that, I would like to 
see the outside wards get a consoli­
dated ten-roomed school at the north 
end of Elk Lake. It would be full in 
two years.” Chairman Holloway re­
marked: "These schemes would cost 
$100,000, and that would mean a by­
law," and stated that he believed 
that, in three years, there will be no 
school in Saanich less than three 
rooms. t

Balks at Transportation.
Trustee. Thorne maintained IV was 

better to build big schools now than 
this everlasting patching and add­

ing,” whereupon Chairman Holloway 
said the transportation charges in­
volved in 'consolidated schools were 
prohibitive.

Trustee Thorne retorted : “They 
can do it in Manitoba, and we can do 
it here," and was warmly supported 
by Mrs. Humphries, who pointed out 
that climate and road conditions in 
Saanich far surpass any prairie dis­
tricts.

The discussion closed until next 
week, when Chairman Holloway re- 
rh&rked: "Well. Mr. Thome, you 11 
have to persuade the taxpayers to 
put up thP money, and I think you 
will have a pretty hard time.”

Salary Discussion by School 
Board Provides Opportunity 

For Sally by Opponents
Chairman Halloway brought befbre 

the Saanich School Board last night a 
number of cases where the schedule 
of salaries prepared by the Teachers' 
Federation was working a hardship.

He pointed ou^ that previous Boards 
had accepted the schedule submitted 
by the teachers,' an<L cited caies 
where, by its operation, principals in 
charge of schools were being paid 
less than subordinate teachers in the 
same schools. “This Is a matter we 
must rectify," he said, and coupled 
with hieàcitatlons the fact that the 
manual training instructor, with a 
far higher salary, had only required 
a one-year course to qualify, while 
male teachers put in many years of 
study before appointment.

Manual Training Valu*.
Chairman Holloway maintained 

that, as no replies had been received 
to the invitation the Board recently 
lssded to Çaanich parents to submit 
examples of home-made work, it was 
reasonable to suppose there was none 
existing, hence the courses in man­
ual training were useless.

Trustee Mrs. Humphries disageed, 
arguing the main results from man­
ual training courses were not attained 
in the woodwork produced by pupils, 
but rather in the stimulation given 
other studies.

Trustee Thorne considered the 
question of manual training one for 
submission to the voters, and followed 
this by inquiring, “Are we dealing 
with salaries or manual training?” 
and the discussion lapsed, after it had 
been remarked that Inspector May 
had declared that manual training, 
as ta ugh Vat present, by half-day bi­
weekly lessons, was quite useless and 
of no instructional value.

Incomparable Danseuse and 
Gifted Company in Brilliant 

Programme Last Night
The secret of perennial youth 

seems to have been discovered by 
Anna Pavlowa, for .last night she 
danced her way into the hearts of a 
big audience at the Royal Victoria 
Theatre with all the inimitable 
charm and grace with which she took 
the Old World by storm a decade 
ago. The passing years have served 
but to mellow her art and she still 
remains Anna the Incomparable.

Exquisite beyond description, her 
dancing is the quintessence of art— 
the living expression of the poetry of 
motion. Light as thistle-down on her 
toes, with the perfect poise of the 
butterfly, she dances with sublime 
grace and effortless ease. The, ab­
sence of any coarsening in physical 
development confirms the impression 
that she is spirituelle. Nor is she 
merely a dancer. To the role of bal­
lerina she adds that of a finished 
actress, living every role with her 
mind as well as with her toes, and 
her miming is" one of her greatest 
charms.

With such a programme as was 
presented last evening it is difficult 
to choose this or that as being the 
best. Pavlowa as the leading sprite 
in the Snowflake ballet was perfec- 
tIon-*-imtll superseded by the. Pav­
lowa of the Gavotte—an exquisite 
cameo of the Incroyable period, co- 
quettishly demure and intriguing, the 
impression only to be effaced again 
by Pavlowa, the Russian, in which 
she was the personification of the 
Russian art of dancing, expressing in 
her lithe movements the tempera­
mental fire of the Slavic races.

Supporting her in the Ballet Russe 
last night was a company whose art 
was of a standard worthy of the 
stellar artist. Faultless execution 
and dainty grace marked each num­
ber, both in the ballets and in the 
divertissements.

He was elected in 1911 as a* fol­
lower of Sir Robert Borden and 
again in 1917 as a supporter of 
the Union Government. After 
the war ended, however, lie be­
came an independent in the 
House, contending that he had 
been returned by West Peter­
boro to support the Union Gov­
ernment merely for the period of 
the war and that, as a matter of 
fact, the Government party 
should have dissolved into its 
original fragments. The situ­
ation is baffling to the election 
prophets on account of the num­
ber of candidates and the variety 
of the issues involved. Burnham, 
and Denne, the Government 
candidate, undoubtedly will split 
what was once the Conservative 
vote of the district, and this 
would have insured the return of 
Gordon, the Liberal candidate, 
were it not for the candidature 
of representatives of the United 
Farmer and Labor parties.

men and welfare workers have de­
clared war against the encroach­
ments of My Lady Nicotine. Public 
opinion Is being aroused against the 
prevalence of the habit which is 
widely believed to be Injurious to 
the health of women, an implication 
of a looser moral fibre, and a bad 
example to the young to whom the 
disastrous effects of tobacco are 
universally known.

The pros and cons are being ani­
matedly discussed over the tea cups, 
behind the ribbon counters in de­
partment stores and in the rest­
rooms of the larger office buildings, 
where rumor states that a certain 
fragrant odor has occasionally been 
known to emanate.

• Is there any harm In it, or is there 
any good In It, or is It merely an af­
fectation ♦ather than any real mea­
sure of enjoyment? ask those in­
terested in the question.

Something like a sensation has 
been caused by the fact that British 
Columbia cities have been singled 
out for the amount of smoking going 
on by women. Mrs. Stean, a prom­
inent Y.W.C.A. worker of Seattle is 
quoted as having said that “smoking 
among women in Seattle Is not as 
bad as In the Canadian cities of Van­
couver and Victoria where cigarette 
smoking women are the rule, rather 
than the exception.”

The general secretary of the Van­
couver! Y.W.C.A., Dr. Jean Carson, 
stated that smoking was seldom 
even suspected In the association, 
while she thought that Mrs. Slean’s 
statement was altogether too sweep­
ing, she was obliged to admit that 
In certain circles the habit was 
noticeable.

The blame for the cigarette craze 
is laid against the example of 
Shaughneesy Heights and the West 
End by more than one of the city’s 
clergy, including Dr. J. 8. Henderson 
of St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church. 
The minister states that In his ex­
perience women in the homes of the 
beat parts of the city are becoming 
addicted to the evil.

The observations of welfare work­
ers point to th* weakening of morals 
where the use of tobacco has been 
practised. Judge M&cGill of the 
Juvenile Court would like to see self 
denial among the women In sheltered 
homes for the sake of others. Mrs. 
MacGill finds that there is usually 
the implication In the public mind 
that smoking is associated with other 
undesirable traits.

Miss M. Bayne, superintendent of 
the Provincial Industrial School, said 
that it was impossible to tell her 
girls that smoking was wrong when 
the pace was being set in accepted 
social circles. She could only tell 
them that they could not do it while* 
under her charge.

The injurious effect of tobacco on 
the highly strung, nervous system of 
women Is pointed out by the medical 
profession. Dr. Mary Campbell cited 
cases in her professional experience 
where women were positively unable 
to control their craving. Many people 
think that for reasons Of health alone 
the narcotic should be tabooed.

In the W.C.T.U. which has always 
had a department for combatting the 
tobacco evil, valuable educational 
work is being done. Mrs. J. A. Gil­
lespie, precident of the district 
branch, believes that quiet educa­
tional work will have more effect 
than an aggressive campaign which 
often arouses prejudice. A consider­
able amount of literature is dis­
tributed by the anti-narootics com­
mittee of the Provincial branch by 
Mrs. Irvine of Nanaimo.

Mrs. J. K. Macken, a veteran 
W.C.T.U. worker of this city, believes 
that the light of publicity will do 
good In discouraging smoking. Re­
cently back from the United King­
dom. Mrs. Macken gives a graphic 
account of the* prevalence of smoking 
among women in public places. Tak­
ing a broad-minded view, Mrs. Mac­
ken said that after.seeing the battle­
fields of Europe she had nothing to 
say against the cigarettes for soldiers 
In wartime, but when It came to Can­
adian mothers and wives allowing 
themselves to become slaves to nar­
cotics, she was ready to tifke a stand 
against such a national meimca to 
health and morals.

Mrs. J. Holt Murleon, vice-presi­
dent of the Vancouver Women’s 
Press Club believes that women 
smoke more for the novelty of tbe 
thing, or to attract attention by way 
ota pose.

"Personally I think it Is a very 
mistaken pose,” said Mrs. Murlson 
when asked for an opinion. "I never 
could see that a cigarette between 
feminine lips added either to the 
charm or dignity of the lady. But It 
seems to have become a Custom, 
and custom is an Insidious thing. 
Any habit which creates a craving 
for drugs or narcotics should be given 
a serious query."

While she had not personally oome 
into contact with women smokers, 
Mrs. De Render, wife of the Bishop 
of Westminster, stated that she had 
a geat aversion to the habit. She 
had never seen a woman smoke in 
her house, and she hoped she never 
would, she said.

Meanwhile in certain circles the 
blue smoke curls gracefully upward 
to the decorated ceilings In beautiful 
drawing-rooms where the elite gather 
for tea and gossip, all unheedful 
thatxfiiblic opinion is steadily grow­
ing unfavorable to the custom.

The entries on the 
Inter-urban cars will not need to be 
changed, hut the vertlbules of all 
city cars will have to be switched to 
the opposite side of the <?ars. Though 
this may seem a small matter to the 
uninitiated, it Is pointed out that a 
great deal of work, time and expense 
is involved, and the change-over in 
the ctmipany’s systems in the pro­
vince will take about a year to con­
summate.

of the world, that they will redeem 
the statement of General Townshend 
when he said. ‘We do not come as 
conquerors but as liberators to bring 
you back the heritage of your fore­
fathers.’

Sorrows of Armenia.
"What is the matter with Ar­

menia? Its sorrows and troubles are 
traceable to three main causes and 
these are racial, geographical and 
religious. As to race—we, like you, 
are part of the great Aryan family 
and the only thing that separatee us 
is the fact that our ancestors 
separated In their travels westward. 
The relationship we bear each other 
is well tllusrated by the similarity 
between the original Scottish or 
Gaelic and the Armenian languages 
and by the thrift and Industry which 
characterizes both races. The semi- 
Mongolian people who later swarmed 
over the West and caused the down­
fall of Indo-European civilization, 
however, were cursed with laziness— 
they cannot work and they cannot 
produce. As a result, before the war 
the Armenian people controlled ninety 
per cent, of the agriculture and eighty 
per cent, of the commerce of the 
Turkish Empire. In Constantinople 
of all the great buildings not one was 
built by Mohammedan hands—Ar­
menians built them. These facts 
form the fundamental reason for Ar 
menia’s sorrows, for the Mohamme­
dan race, realizing the industry and 
thrift of the Armenians determined 
to assimlliate them. The only nation 
that stood and would not be as 
stmllated was great little Armenia, 
hence the constant strife and her 
constant anguish.

Geographical Position.
“The second cause of her trou­

bles is geographical. She has been 
the connecting link between the 
continents and moreover, througn 
her heart has lain the route which 
the great world conquerors have 
taken. Xerxes, of Persia, and Alex­
ander the Great both demanded per­
mission to go through our country 
and both were refused, though Ar­
menia knew that to refuse meant 
desolation. Armenia Is charged with

being a commercial nation, and yet 
she refused always to allow conquer­
ing armies to go through her coun­
try even when those armies would 
pay her richly for supplies. She pre­
ferred to withstand the wrath of 
mighty conquerors to allowing 
armies, bent on conquest, to cross 
her territory.

"The same thing happened again 
in 1914. No honest man could have 
blamed Armenia if, when she was 
facing such insuperable odds she had 
said to the Central nations of Eu­
rope. *1 cannot stand in your path. 
But Armenia refused to sell out to 
Germany, and after the war General 
Ludendorff admitted that the prin­
cipal cause which had produced the 
break down of the German armies 
on the Western front had been the 
lack of oil supplies—for Turkey 
could not get through Armenia to 
those supplies!

Knew Her Fete.
"Armenia was told plainly in ad 

vance what she could expect," Mrs. 
Lamson proceeded. "And we know 
now that the devilish plans which 
were perpetrated upon her were 
hatched by Christian peoples .the 
allies of the Turks. When a great 
conference was held to find out 
what Armenia would do, and when 
she steadfastly refused to yield to 
the Turk she was told of the tor­
tures which awaited her. Those 
plans were carried ont—40,000 Ar­
menians were crucified in One week— 
30,000 Armenian boy» died In one 
morning.

Her Women A» Slaves.
"Armenia was told by the Turk 

that her women and girls would be 
j driven into such servitude that she 
I would beg that they might be killed 
' rather than undergo that shame.
! There are still to-day over 1.000 Ar­
menian girls waiting to be delivered. 
Perhaps 100,000 and surely 60,000 
there are who would not sell their 
souls, and they have been tatooed, 
marked for life!

“ 'We will drive your people into 
the snow of the hills to die,’ the Turk 
told us. To-day 110,000 little Ar­
menian children have to be fed, who 
are still wandering about the country 
crying for bread.

'Armenia knew well what fate 
sited her and yet she gave to the 

Turk the same answer she gave to 
Xerxes and to Alexander.

Like Peninsular War. 
Armenia fought on. I asked a re 

turning soldier who had served in 
Armenia where that little country 
had found soldiers to continue the 
fight. He replied that it was not 
question of men.

MEMBER-ELECT ON 
HUMAN EFFICIENCY

J, B. Clearihue Gives Interest­
ing Address at Burnside 

School
"Human Efficiency" was the sub­

ject of an address given by J. B. 
Clearihue, M. P. P.-elect, at last 
night’s meeting of the Burnside 
Parent-Teachers' Association.

Mr. Clearihue pointed out that to­
day the world was passing through 
an intense industrial struggle. There 
was severe competition with‘outside 
countries which forced the adoption 
of the latest methods of production, 
he argued.

The development of British Colum­
bia depended on the capturing of for­
eign trade, and to do this necessi­
tated putting prices at least on a 
level with foreign goods. This call­
ed for greater efficiency in produc­
tion, either in methods of production 
or in the human machine. In this re­
spect there was room for a readjust­
ment of the mental outlook. To 
eliminate a study of the mind in the 
development of a nation would ba 
like building a bridge without a key 
stone, he declared.

Seventy-five per cent, of the peo­
ple never think of planning their 
Ives, and they mark time and wonder 

why others pass them by, he said 
Analyse yourself. Make a note of 

what you have done, and what you 
intend to do. Time spent in good 
reading and useful pastimes and 
vocations help to make up human 
efficiency," said the speaker.

Mr. Clearihue dealt with the prob­
lems affecting training, descipllne, 
recreation and practice of self-con­
trol. The intensive training of the 
mind and senses must be accom­
panied by Intensive training of the 
body, he said.

CHEQUE PASSER 
TO SERVE YEAR

Edward Jewers Sentenced to 
Twelve Months' Imprison­

ment For Fraud
In the city police court this morn­

ing Magistrate Jay sentenced Ed­
ward Jewers to serve six months in 
Jail for passing a fraudulent cheque 
upon Gordons’, Limited, six months 
for a similar fraud upon" O’Connells, 
Ltd., to run consecutively to the first 
sentence, and six months for forgery 
In signing one of the cheques.

The last sentence will run concur­
rently with the first two, Magistrate 
Jay making this provision on the 
grounds that the offence was in fact 
part and parcel of the act of fraud. 
"While serious, this offence really 
arises out of the same transaction," 
he said in making the concession.

If legislation embodied in the city’s 
Private Bill is passed by the Provin­
cial Legislature at its forthcoming ses­
sion, the five aldermen who headed 
the polls in Victoria’s recent civic 
election will hold office until the end 
of 1922.

In asking the Legislature to bring 
into force here a two-year term for 
aldermen, the Private Bill provides 
that "the five aldermen who were first 
declared elected by the Returning Of­
ficer.” at the 1921 election shall hold 
office "until the annual municipal 
election for aldermen In the second 
year thereafter, and the remaining 
five aldermen declared by the Return­
ing Officer to be elected shall hold of­
fice until the annual municipal elec­
tion for aldermen in the first year 
there after."

This wording of the clause came as 
a surprise to some aldermen, whoj 
thought that the city would request 
that the two-year-term.system come 
Into effect at the beginning of next 
year. Some of the aldermen con­
ferred on the matter this morning 
with City Solicitor H. S. Pringle and 
wanted to know whether the Leglsla 
ture had power to grant the city’s re 
quest. They felt that the Legislature 

i would hardly wish to lengthen the 
term of five aldermen already elected 
by the voters for a one-year term 
Mr. Pringle replied that the Legisla­
ture had the necessary power to do so 
and could, if it wished, decide to post­
pone the inauguration of the awo- 
year term until the beginning of 1922.

The five aldermen who will hold of­
fice for two years If the city’s Private 
Bill is passed as it stands are: A. E. 
Todd, George Sangster, Roberh Dewar, 
A. M. Aitken and W. J. Sargent. It 
is claimed that the matter is of little 
Interest to them, as they would have 
no difficulty in being elected again 
next year if they so desired.

The Bill provides, in addition, that 
the first meeting of the City Council 
in future shall be called yvhen the 
Mayor sees fit.

It is provided also that candidates 
for the Police Commission shall have 
the same qualifications as aldermanic 
candidates.

Under the Private Bill nominations 
for Mayor and aldermen would be held 
during the last week of December in 
each year and polling would take place 
in the first week in January, but not 
later than four days after the date of 
nomination.

Vancouver, Jan. 25.-—Vancouver pnckchasera are again show­
ing the way in the Pacific Coast hockey race, climbing up a notch 
last night when they defeated Victoria 5-2 in an uphill battle. 
Fred “Smoky” Harris, the distinguished left-winger, is again the 
top scorer in the league, while old “Cyc” Taylor has demonstrated 
to the folks that while he may be growing old he still possesses 
young ideas.

Over '8,600 enthusiastic fans glimpsed last night’s proceedings 
and cheered themselves hoarse when the veteran cut loose with 
one of his famous rushes in the first period, dodged a couple of 
Victoria men and planted the disc
in the net for the cleanest goal of the 
night—the marker which put Van­
couver one up on the Aristocrats and 
paved the way for a Millionaires’ 
victory. From then on the league 
leaders were never headed. They 
picked off three more goals before 
the final whistle sounded, although 
It must be said that the Capitals gave 
them a real battle all the way.

Very Close Checking.
Last night's match was productive 

of some thrills, an occasional bril­
liant piece of work and goal keep­
ing par excellence but on the whole 
it fell below standard which may be 
accounted for by the close checking 
by both squads. Times without 
number the teams got away only to 
be checked up before they could 
make any headway. The back-check­
ing was undoubtedly the best seen in 
any game this season, and while the 
pace was fast, play was ragged in a 
good many spots.

wrestling title here last night by 
throwing Earl Caddock, former 
champion, in one hour and 34 minutes.

Caddock appeared to be 
the winner to within one minute of 
the finish. After an hour and a half 
of wrestling, Caddock gained a terri­
ble punishing toehold and for one 
minute and ten seconds he struggled 
to force Lewis’ shoulders to the mat. 
The champion, in his agony, beat the 
floor with his fists and cried out 
aloud, but his voice was drowned In 
the terrific uproar for Caddock. The 
former soldier was a tremendous 
favorite with the 10,000 spectators 
who saw the contest.

Refused to Quit.
Twice referee George Botsner 

asked Lewis if he would quit, but 
twice he refused, although his face 
was distorted entirely out of human 
resemblance and streams of perspira­
tion were pouring from his face 
With a last desperate effort he kicked 
himself free and staggered to his feet, 
leaped upon Caddock and clamped 
his famous deadly headlock around 
the Iowan’s face. Three times Cad­
dock broke the punishing hold, and 
staggered to bis feet, only to have 
Lewis regain the grip.

On the second and third lock Lewis 
picked up Caddock bodily and threw 
him to the floor, plunging his weight 
on top of the fast-weakening chal­
lenger. The second crash, combined 
with the gruelling punishment which 
Caddock had received, left him help­
less, and he collapsed on his book as 
the referee declared Lewis the win­
ner.

Caddoek In Bed Shape.
When Lewis rolled off Caddock, 

the latter lay like a dead man on the 
floor, and when his manager and 
others scrambled through the ropes 
to his assistance. It was all they 
could do to lift him to his feet. A 
chair was placed beneath him in the 
centre of the ring, but he rolled to 
the floor again, and a call was made 
for a doctor.

This drove the crowd to a frenzy, 
for Caddock had been cheered lustily 
throughout the evening, while' Lewis 
was steadily booed and derided.

Cries of “Kill the murderer!” went 
up, and there was a concerted *ush 
for the ring. Caddock's manager 
waved the excited fans back, and. 
when Caddock was seen to walk to 
his corner, danger of & riot quickly 
passed.

The weights were announced as 
Lewis 228 pounds, and Caddock, 188.

SEEK TO ACQUIRE 
TWO STEAMERS

A, Melville Dollar Now in Eng 
land Looking Over Field

Vancouver, Jan. 25.—Two more 
steamers are to be added to the fleet 
of the Canadian Robert Dollar 
Steamship Company; and it is for 
the purpose of securing this addl 
tional tonnage that A. Melville Dol 
lar, president of the big shipping 
concern, is now on his way to Eng­
land. This information was secured 
by The World this morning from 
reliable source, with the additional 
suggestion that it is quite probable 
that the company will extend Its ser 
vice between the Far East and New 
York via this port, to the United 
Kingdom. If this latter scheme Is 
carried out It is probable that the 
additional link in the service would 
be maintained by two of the freight 
era, with an increase in trans-At 
lantlc service as the trade is de 
veloped.

Within the past year or two Capt. 
Robert Dollar has purchased three 
fine freighters, the Esther Dollar, 
the M. 8. Dollar and the Grace Dollar. 
These vessels total 52,000 tons dis 
placement and are now on the regu 
lar run between the Orient and New 
York, via Vancouver and the Panama 
Canal. The other vessels of the deep 
sea fleet are the Harold Dollar, Mel 
ville Dollar and the Bessie Dollar. 

Building Up Big Trade.
It is stated that since the Dollar 

concern has entered the trade to the 
Atlantic that the scheme has proved 
such a great success and that such 
a trade has been developed that more 
tonnage is required. The firm has 
been able to persuade shippers that 
the straight haul from New York 
to the Orient by water is more econ 
omical than the transcontinental 
route in that rates are cheaper and 
that there is a considerable saving 
in handling charges.

Evidence that the vessels now op 
erating on the present schedule are 
scarcely able to take care of the 
freight that is offering is found 
the fact that only last week the 
company brought the freighter Stan 
ley Dollar to this port from San 
Francisco to take on a cargo for New 
York. That the company is making 
a strenuous effort to build up this 
trade is shown by the fact that 
boat which could have secured 
full cargo at San Francisco w 
diverted to this port to accommodate 
British Columbia shippers.

Advantage of Water Route. 
Whether or not the service will 

extended to the United Kingdom is 
matter which the heads of the firm 
are considering. On one or two oc 
casions vessels of the Dollar Com 
pany have been sent across the At 
lantic. Last year the freighter Bessie 
Dollar made one trip to the United 
Kingdom and Amsterdam. It 
known that for some time Capt. Dol 
lar has had his eye on the develop 
ment of a trade between the United 
Kingdom and the Far East, realizing 
that by an all-water route the ship­
per will be given the great advantage 
of one handling.

MERCHANT MARINE
Officers Posted and Trans­

ferred on Latest Craft 
Afloat

S. “Albania" is 
the first of post war fleet of thirteen 
new steamers launched at Greenock 
April 17, 1920, which started on her 
maiden trip from Liverpool 8 p. m.

There is cabin accom 
modatlon for 480—most cabins are 
fitted with two or four berths, others 
are arranged for the inclusion of 
children so that an entire family may 
occupy one large stateroom.

The S. S. "Albania” is a vessel of 
12,000 tons, length 540 feet, breadth 
64 feet, depth 46 ft 9 in. She is of 
shelter deck type, having forecastle 
boat decks, two complete ’tween 
decks and Orlop ’tween deck. Being 
a one class ship all passengers may 
enjoy best accommodation steamer 
has to offer.

U. S. INCREASES 
MERCHANT VESSELS

Let’s Pack Up and Go to

Lloyd's Reports on Construe 
tion During 1920

New York, Jan. 25.—The United 
States led the world in the total of 
gross tons of merchant vessels 
launched In 1920, according to figures 
made public by Lloyds Register of 
Shipping. •

The total launchings in the ship­
yards of the world in 1920, were 
6,861,000 gross tons, a decrease of 
almost 1,300,000 from the 1919 figures, 
but an increase of more than 400,000 
over 1918. The total for the United 
States was 2,476,000 tons, while Great 
Britain was second with 2,056,000 
tons. Japan launched 456,000 tons 
last year, a decrease from 611,000 tons 
In 1919.

Lloyds points out that at the be­
ginning of 1920 the United States and 
Great Britain had on hand practically 
the same amount of construction to 
be completed, and credit American 
yards with greater speed than those 
in Great Britain, in that this coun­
try exceeded England’s total by 20 
per cent.

The decline in the total world ton­
nage launched was attributed to the 
decline In the American shipbuilding 
programme, American launching be­
ing 1,600,000 tons less than in the pre­
vious year. British production show­
ed a gain of more than 400,000 tons. 
Other countries launched a total of 
about 1,330,000 tons during 1920, or 
about 20,000 tons less than in 1919.

New House Flag
The original house flag designed

In the upper right hand corner 
of the flag was a representation of 
a beaver.

INCREASES FREIGHT RATES
Hamilton, Bermuda, Jan. 25.—(By 

Canadian Press)—The Royal Mall 
Steam Packet Company, operating 
four ships from Halifax, N.S., to 
Bermuda and the West Indies, has 
advanced its freight rates by 25 per 
cent, both outward and homeward. 
Prior to the outbreak of the war the 
rates from Canada to Bermuda were 
on the basis of $0.60 per dry barrel 
and $0.12 per cubic foot measure­
ment, plus 6 per cent primage.

One insures hie house and fur­
niture against fire, his motor against 
theft or liability, himself against Re­
sident or sickness, not because he 
cannot bear such loss personally 
should it. occur, but because he real­
izes there is no necessity of hi^ do­
ing so and he is at last beginning 
to see that the same reason exists 
but in stronger measure why his es­
tate or family should not bear alope 
a loss occasioned by his death.

This more intelligent appreciation 
of the uses of life assurance will 
have a salutary influence in prevent­
ing the lapse and surrender of poli­
cies at the first approach of a money 
scarcity such as is now widely felt.

Every possible facillty wae
In the past there has been a too afford^ them.and ^ minute mspec-
prevalent tendency when in temper 
ary financial need to cancel life as­
surance as more or less of a luxury 
which can be dispensed with, or to 
borrow upon it to tide over some 
unimportant difficulty. At the risk 
of being thought as harping upon 
an abused and threadbare subject 
often considered by the assured to be 
his personal concern only, one must 
here repeat the warning so frequent­
ly given against à too ready and 
thoughtless disturbance of a protec­
tion valuable alike to those of .or­
dinary or extraordinary means. The 
first step toward the ultimate can­
cellation of a policy is the borrow­
ing upon its security, because the 
repayment of such borrowing is un­
fortunately the exception rather than 
the rule, and in time the assured 
wearies of paying premium plus Inter­
est upon a decreased assurance. 
Many companies carry on continuous 
propaganda aimed at the policy loan, 
its prevention or repayment as a part 
of their conservative effort, but there 
is room for vastly greater activity 
in this direction.

0 Business in Great Britain 
* The general improvement in our 
branch organizations continues and 
each has had Its fell share in the 
expansion of the year. Opportunity 
was taken to visit with the General 
Superintendent many of our offices 
and a most encouraging optimism 
and activity was fouffd to exist every­
where. I spent some months in Great 
Britain, accompanied by the Treas­
urer, and made an exhaustive study 
of the conditions affecting our busi­
ness on that side of the Atlantic. As 
some of you know, we have a very 
attractive and convenient building 
of our own. all of which we occupy, 
in London, with offices in England 
and Wales, Scotland and Ireland, 
which have this year paid for $8,- 
500,000, or over twice as much as 
in 1919. Various forces have con­
tributed to this phenomenal success, 
the most outstanding being an effec­
tive agency plant and the great ap­
peal this company is »t»le td make 
to the British public through its lib­
eral policy contract and its bonuses 
to the Msured. Ours is one of the 
very feir life corporations that have 
been able to carry on during the war 
period and after without reducing or 
passing altogether the usual bonuses 
to their members. This Is a great 
source of strength to us, and as our 
advantage is likely to continue 
through a high earning capacity sied 
a low death loss we anticipate with 
much confidence a very large. ac­
cession of new business in Great 
Britain. We shall look to that coun­
try, next to Canada, for an important 

X share of our total expansion and will 
gradually and advisedly enlarge our 
facilities to that end. Advantage was 
taken of a favorable opportunity to 
enter Hawaii under most promising 
conditions, and we have received 
from that agency since September 
first over $750,000.

In the early part of the year gen­
eral business conditions continued 
much as they had been in the pre­
vious twelve months. Bank deposits 
were growing: commercial credits 
were increasing, although under 
keen scrutiny; manufacturers were 
placing enlarged orders for raw 
materials; wholesalers and retailers 
were straining to implement their 
stocks; labor, through the strike or 
less forcible means, was demanding 
and receiving higher wages; the 
cost of all commodities—necessities 
as well as luxuries—was Still hold­
ing at high level. In short. Govern­
ments and the ptftlior were still 
greatly spending while aM the time 
protesting against the prices they 
were called upon to pay. In the 
early Summer the realization seemed 
suddenly to come that the way to 
secure reduced prices was to cease 
buying. The thought quickly crys- 
talized into action, and one com­
modity after another has felt the 
full force of public disapproval. As 
a result we were immediately plung­
ed into that readjustment which we 
had contemplated but had looked 
for somewhat later. The reaction 
was felt first perhaps"!n the motor 
trade, followed by leathers and tex­
tiles, and later others. As public 
buying ceased, cancellations—against 
which there appears to be no ade­
quate protection—poured In upon 
the manufacturer, who, in turn, 
where possible, passed them on to 
the producer of raw materials or 
Ingredients. The stock markets, al­
ready affected, reflected the aggra­
vated conditions, and the course of 
securities in general was markedly 
downward. The usual preparation 
for the moving of Immense grain 
crops entails & reduction in ordinary 
credits, but in the early fall other 
factors entered into the situation, 
bringing a more severe curtailment

Surplus Esrning»
As the last of our war claims was 

provided far in the previous year, 
and as we have in the past twelve 
months been from from epidemic, 
there has been no unusual factor af­
fecting the death ratio adversely, so 
that we have returned to a normal, 
or more properly a subnormal, loss, 
as the actual deaths have been only 
55 per cent, of those expected. The 
saving from this source again «nows 
a very material increase and has an 
importent part in the creation of net 
surplus earnings of $2.163,000 for the 
year. This sum again constitutes 
the largest earning in the history of 
the institution, and enables us to 
continue without hesitation the pre­
sent -rate of distribution to our 
policyholders, and to pursue the ac­
tive programme which is cringing us 
such a gratifying Influx of new mem­
bers. This inherent strength, the 
result of successive executives fol­
lowing a clearly defined course for 
nearly three-quarters of a century, 
adds unique stability to our policy 
contracts, at the same time giving 
more than usual courage to those 
who sell them, and much confidence 
to those who buy.

The Interest Rate
. One of the chief contributors to 
surplus is, of course, the interest in­
come, and you will be gratified to 
learn that we have again been able 
to increase the average rate upon 
your Investments to 6.10 per cent.
Throughout the year it has been pos­
sible to acquire securities of un­
doubted value at prices to yield un­
commonly high rates. We availed 
ourselves of the opportunity to buy 
$2,000,000 of very excellent mort­
gages on a basis to yield approx­
imately 8 per cent net. The security 
was all thoroughly inspected by 
our own officers and found to be 
ample and, attractive. There has 
been a rspewed demand for mort­
gage loans, a very considerable num­
ber of which are required to cover 
accumulated borrowings from bank­
ers. To the extent that this is the 
ease, those lending upon mortgage 
are relieving the demand upon our 
banks. Interest payments reflect 
some extent another crop failure 
certain sections which have suffered 
similarly before, and the actual 
price of wheat, which is so much be­
low that anticipate*. Our borrow­
ers, however, have on th«< whole 
met their obligations as promptly as 
could be fairly expected of them, 
and, as usual, we have nbt Ihcluded 
in the asset described as “interest 
outstanding” any sums in arrear 
which appear doubtful 'of collection.

Business n Recovering
fromThis process of recovery 

what was an artificial set of condi­
tions induced' by the extraordinary 
circumstances attending the war 
though distasteful, is necessary if we 
are to return to a sound and sane 
basis of commerce and finance. It 
is unavoidable that In the operation 
there will be hurt alike those who 
have benefited and those to whom 
only disadvantage has come through 
the disappearing conditions, but the 
silver lining of the cloud must at 
last become apparent, and good will 
accrue through the resumption of a 
normal viewpoint and a normal 
standard of living and working. 
Already there is evident a greater 
appreciation of values and a greater 
inclination to give and to demand a 
fair exchange, whether of corn mod it y 
or labor. The view is gaining that 
the man in the shop is entitled to a 
reasonable share of the profit which 
he assists in producing it he is giv­
ing that assistance to the full extent 
of his knowledge and efficiency, and 
while it would seem that, in sym­
pathy with a general decline in pub­
lic purchasing power and in profit 
to his employer, either his wages 
.must also decrease or his output in­
crease. it is altogether probable 
that the many profit-sharing plans 
which have been evolved for his 
advantage • will continue.

The Exchange Rate
The exchange situation and the 

causes leading up to it are so famil­
iar to all that lengthy comment is 
undesirable, but it may be said in 
passing that the obvious remedy for 
Canada lies ln the decrease of our 
purchases and the increase of our 
shipments abroad. It is unfortun­
ate that the capacity of Great Brit­
ain has recently not been tech as to 
enable her to take her rightful 
share of the business offering from 
this country, as both would have

benefited had it been possible for 
her to do so.

Effect Upon Loan Business 
One effect of the adverse exchange 

and the high interest rates prevail­
ing in Great Britain which will be 
increasingly felt in Canada is the dif­
ficulty, amounting almost to impossi­
bility, of retaining British monies 
borrowed by our loan companies up­
on their debentures for investment 
in mortgage loans in this country. 
The margin between the rates de­
manded in England and those ob­
tainable on proper security here is 
so narrow as to render the profit on 
such transactions extremely small 
and unattractive. As a consequence 
the loan and other companies de­
pending upon borrowed funds for 
their investment resources must 
look in much greater measure to 
the increâsing of their deposits and 
to the sale of their debentures at 
home, but in the latter direction 
they will still be seriously handi­
capped for some years by the com­
petition of long term government 
and municipal securities, which can 
now be obtained at unusually high 
yield rates. Without disparagement 
of these institutions, which are 
bearisg the burden of a condition for 
which they are in no way responsible, 
it is fair to assume that they will not 
be able to keep up as they have done 
with the demands of & .rapidly ex­
panding country for mortgage loans 
for farm development. The other 
great source of supply for this pur­
pose—the life assurance companies 
—will therefore have to be prepared 
to undertake a larger share of this 
mortgage investment which is so es­
sential to our national growth. It is 
perhaps not realized that these 
companies have already loaned most 
impprtantly in this way, but their 
steady influx of funds requiring safe 
and remunerative Investment will 
enable them to prceed more active­
ly with profit to the country and to 
themselves. Some of them already 
have ample organisations and facili­
ties established for the prosecution 
of such business.

Health Conservation 
There have been held in Canada 

during the past year many import­
ant conventions ansi conferences, 
some of them looking to a greater 
development of trade within the 
Empire and kindred subjects, while 
others have had as their objective 
the betterment of the public health. 
The latter Is of moment to the life 
assurance companies, as anything 
which tends to raise the standard of 
health and morals bears directly up­
on their success. The companies 
themselves exert an influence for 
good upon the national health 
through their medical examinations, 
which embrace a growing percent­
age of the population each year, and 
include in several Instances free re­
examination annually upon Intima­
tion of the assured's desire. Many 
impairments, greater or lesser, dis 
closed by these examinations are 
brought under proper medical care 
and removed. Several companies now 
maintain their own qualified nurses 
and place their services at the dis­
posal of their members without 
charge. All efforts bearing upon im­
proved health, whether made by p*h- 
manent health officials or other 
agencies, are followed with keen in­
terest by insurance executives. Fresh 
air, properly directed exercise, and 
mental recreation are excellent aids 
In this direction which have been 
made available to greater numbers 
through the medium of our military 
regiments and their prototypes in 
other countries. It is very desirable 
apart altogether from the ' military 
viewpoint of preparedness, that every 
possible encouragement and support 
should be given by our Government 
to these regiments, even though such 
support may and does entail C con­
siderable charge upon the country. 
Sums wisely spent upon national 
health are well spent.

favorable physique and morals, or, 
better still, to sift them out before 
they leave their country of origin, 
than to nurse them here and per­
haps allow them to inoculate an en­
tire district with some objectionable 
infection. Granted that the urgent 
need of young countries such as ours 
Is population In larger volume and 
more quickly than natural Increase 
can provide, and it is gratifying that 
the past twelve months has shown 
an important accretion in this di­
rection, but care must be had, Just 
as In a business undertaking, not to 
sacrifice quality to quantity or 
soundness to size.

The visits of the representatives 
of the British Press Association and 
the British Chamber of Commerce 

history-making events in rela­
tion to our future. Both bodies 
made extended tours from coast to 
coast and every facility was placed 
at their disposals to enable them to 
learn at flrgt hand not only of our 
natural resources and potential 
wealth, but of our manufacturing 
successes, of our banking and finan­
cial system, of our social and educa­
tional Institutions, of our home life 
and our recreations. In fact they 
returned to Great Britain with an 
intimate knowledge of Canada and 
her people, of her aims and possibili­
ties which, as it is disseminated there 
by such keen and thoughtful observ­
ers. cannot fall to broaden the sym­
pathy between the countries and 
result in a wider Interchange of op­
inions and commodities to the great 
advantage of both.

OF INTEREST TO
POLICYHOLDERS

Soldiers’ Insurance
The resettlement of soldier citi­

zens is generally progressing, and in 
Canada the headway made appears 
to be satisfactory. Many have re­
sumed their former affiliations or 
occupations, while many others, ap­
proximating 20,000, have taken up 
farming without aid, through the 
means afforded by the Government 
or with the assistance of their 
friends. To provide life iftimrance 
for them at a minimum cost, and 
more particularly for those with im­
pairments which make them inelig­
ible for coverage by the companies 
under standard policies, a scheme 
has been evolved under which the 
Government insures without medical 
examination those applying to it. 
As the Government assumes all ady 
ministration expense, and as the 
element of profit is eliminated, these 
policies are procurable at a rate 
somewhat less than required by the 
companies. Policies so issued be 
corns co-related to the soldier's pen­
sion. since at his death the amount 
of the insurance Is to be reduced 
by the commuted value of the pen 
sion noqpnally payable to his de­
pendents. It is conceivable that in 
many instances this commuted value 
will exceed the Insurance, and to 
meet this contingency provision is 
made for the return of all or a por­
tion of the premium paid. The 
scheme became operative September 
i last, and 1.015 policies for $3,282,000 
have been issued.

Housing Problems
Intimately associated with this 

question are the problems of proper 
housing facilities in town and coun­
try for ever-increasing populations. 
Their solution is being sought by 
Legislatures, City Councils and Hous­
ing Commissions. In the meantime, 
the life assurance companies are 
rendering actual assistance in num­
erous individual cases by loans 
which enable the building of the

Immigration Policy 
Proper scrutiny and* careful selec­

tion In the admission -of immlgiKnts 
are safeguards which are too often 
overlooked in the desire for in 
creased population. It is better pol- 
cy and cheaper to turn away -from 

the boeder would-be citizens of un-

Tho Western Crops
Weather conditions as they effect 

ed crops were generally favorable in 
Manitoba, although the area under 
cultivation was somewhat smaller 
than in 1919. Fall rains assured 
ample pasturage and stocks went 
into Winter quarters in excellent 
Shape.

A very late Spring delayed seed 
lng in Saskatchewan until April, 
and while soil conditions were fav 
orably influenced by the moisture of 
the previous Autumn, high winds in 
May caused considerable drifting 
and damage on light land. The 
rainfall was very unevenly distribut­
ed and the Intense heat of thg Sum­
mer, while overcoming the disad­
vantage of late seeding, also, unfor­
tunately, tended to prevent grain 
from filling, which not only de­
creased the yield, but in many dis­
tricts resulted in an Inferior sample. 
On the other hand, while the Winter 
of 1919-20 was extremely severe on 
stock, the reports this year lndlcaâe 
unlimited pasturage and hay, and 
while there Is a reduction in the 
number of hogs, there is an ap­
preciable increase in shefp.

Although seeding was late ln Al­
berta the results have been on the 
whole agreeable. In the northern 
districts a better than average crop 
was harvested. The Province had 
under cultivation approximately 11,- 
000,000 acres, and ideal harvest con­
ditions prevailed. Hall losses were 
extremely small, but ln the south 
some 40,000 acres suffered through 
high winds. Last Winter much stock 
was lost through the severity of the 
weather and lack of feed, and there

is now in the Province a less num­
ber than a year ago, but It Is hoped 
that this condition will soon right it­
self. The dairy products of Alberta, 
for which she has become noted, will 
reach a value of -$35,000,000 for the 
year. ^

Municipal Finances.
Last year reference was made to 

the financial difficulties of some of 
the Western municipalities. It is 
pleasing to note that the Provincial 
authorities of Alberta havej, through- 
their Municipal Finances Commis­
sion, a non-political body, come to 
the aid of several of their struggling 
municipalities, and It would appear 
that they are rendering valuable as­
sistance to them lq the adjustment 
of their affairs. It is hoped that 
Saskatchewan will soon follow this 
example, as some of the smaller 
municipalities *in that Province are 
much In need of relief.

There are comparatively few 
Western municipalities in the aggre­
gate which have been unable to meet 
their debenture payments promptly, 

Abut it is most desfcahle that their 
•affairs should be quickly put ln 
shape, otherwise their dellimma will 
reflect injuriously upon the credit 
not only of their neighbor munici­
palities, but upon that of the Pro 
vlno^k as a whole.

Insurance Act
It is understood to be the in ten 

tion of the Government to introduce 
at the approaching session of Parlia­
ment a number of amendments to 
the Insurance Act which will make 
that already excellent instrument 
still more comprehensive. It has 
been suggested that one of the chief 
additions to its provisions should be 
the granting of power to the com­
panies to transact more than one 
class of insurance so that each of 
them under certain conditions will be 
able to imdertake the various 
branches of life, fire, accident, 
health* etc. This conmbination ir 
quite common and successful in 
Great Britain and might eventually 
make for economy in the conduct 
of the business through concentra 
tioh of management, supervision and 
other Items.

Taxation of Premiums 
While referring to legislation I 

venture to return to a suggestion 
many times repeated in the past, that 
some portion of the individual in­
come should be free from tax If de­
voted to the purchase of . life in­
surance. In Great Britain this con­
sideration takes the form of an 
abatement from the income tax of 
15 per cent, of all premiums not 
exceeding one-sixth of the income. 
Such exemption is legitimate and 
logical and tends encourage saving 
and provision for the future, which 
must necessarily be of benefit to the 
State. At this time when the Can­
adian people are laboring as cheer­
fully as may be under heavy taxa­
tion in various forms in the. know­
ledge that they are helping, to bear 
the burden thrust upon ont country 
by war, a measure of relief of this 
nature would be most gratifying and 
a great stimulus ln the direction of 
national thrift.

Some years ago attention

Notwithstanding payment* to 
policyholders during the year 
amounting to $8,254463, the 
assets were increased by $6,- 
756,668.

The assets of your Company 
are in the very beet olaee of in­
vestments. For instanos, bonds 
of the Dominion and Provincial 
Governments now represent 22 
per cent, of the total assets, hav­
ing been increased by three mil­
lion dollars during 1920.

Mortgage loans, another very 
high class of investments, were 
also increased by three million 
dollars, and represent 33 per 
cent of the assets.

A particularly good feature 
of the year was a decrease in 
the pereentage of loans on poli­
cies /rom 14.02 to 13.60 of the 
assets. While, of course, this 
is a perfectly good security, It is 
a satisfaction to note that 
policyholders appreciate the ad­
visability of paying off their 
loans, i

Frequently a policyholder will 
pay off a little at a time, thus 
gradually reducing the indebted­
ness, and the Company is al­
ways ready to assist by accept­
ing these small payments when­
ever convenient. In the mean­
time, while the loan exists, there 
is an easy and convenient way, 
6pen to most policyholders in
flood health, to ‘‘insure’* the 
oan, so that it will not be de­

ducted from the face of the 
policy, if death occurs within a 
certain time, and while the loan 
is being paid off. A letter to the 
Home Office at Toronto will 
bring particulars aa to this.

Employees of Many Firms' 
Now Insured in the 

Canada Life

directed to the taxes Imposed by the 
various Provinces upon premium 
incomes of the life insurance com­
panies within the respective Pro­
vinces. Continuous effort has been 
made looking to the elimination or 
reduction of these charges on the 
ground that they are being levied 
upon the savings of the Individual 
holders of policies In the companies 
and Ontario ; has been the first, as 
usual, to taxe action in the matter. 
Somewhat over a year ago the then 

'Government lent sympathetic con­
sideration to our representations, 
pointing to early relief, and, happily, 
their successors, the present Govern­
ment, have taken the same broad­
minded view of the situation and 
have reduced the tax by %% to 
\Wc. This is now the lowest rate 
demanded by any of "the Provinces 
and it is felt that this action will be of 
material assistance in securing simi­
lar consideration from the other 
Legislatures. This reduction Is 
much appreciated by -wbom It
affects, 4but it is hoped that all the 
Provinces will yet go much, farther 
in the direction of relief.

The Association of Provincial In­
surance Superintendents held its 
third annual conference In Winnipeg 
in October last, and invited the 
companies to join in their dl8C“8- 
sions. There is evident amongst the 
Superintendents a desire to be fully 
seized of all facts and suggestions 
bearing upon the business coming 
within their Jurisdiction, and also a 
with for uniform insurance legisla­
tion in all the Provinces so far as 
that may be feasible. The Indica­

tions are most encouraging, and it is 
felt that much *good may and will 
accrue to both the Provinces and 
the companies from such reasoned 
and combined action.

Institutional Advertising.
For* more than ten years unceae 

lng attempts have been carried 
by a few whose belief in Institution 
al Advertising gave them the cour 
age to persist to persuade all the life 
companies active in Canada to share 
in a combined campaign of publicity 
through the medium of the daily 
Press, having as its purpose the bet 
ter informing of the public mind as 
to the principles and practise of life 
insurance, the place it occupies in 
our national economy and its rela­
tion to the individual and the home. 
Happily, agreement has at last been 
reached between the British and 
Canadian companies and one United 
States company, a feaslble_ channel 
for conducting thé experiment has 
been arranged and it will be im­
mediately inaugurated in full con­
fidence that the people of Canda 
will appreciate the desire to have 
them become wholly conversant 
with an undertaking which is of 
such urgent value and importance to

This is another link in the grow 
ing chain of co-operation between 
the companies comprising already 
associations of Presidents, of Manag­
ers, of Actuaries, of Medical Dlrec 
tors, to which has recently been 
added that of agency officials, which 
has in four years come to include 
over one hundred companies in Can­
ada and the United States. This 
last-named organization has already 
been most useful in bringing the 
agency departments of the member 
companies together on a friendly 
and constructive basis.

An event of importance was the 
withdrawal a few months ago of the 
Equitable Life Assurance Society of 
New York from business in Canada. 
The Society has been for many years 
an active and honorable competitor 
and always a ready participant in 
any progressive movement It is 
understood that its retirement from 
Canada, which is to be regretted, is 
made not through any disappoint­
ment arising from its experience 
here, but in pursuance of a well- 
defined policy of restricting its 
operations to the United States.

During the past year a large num­
ber of Companies have secured 
Group Insurance protection for their 
employees. Toward- the end of 1926 
the application» for Group Insur­
ance were coming in at an increas­
ing rate which'bide fair for a stead­
ily-increasing volume for 1331.

The Group Policyholders of the 
Canada Life now include many var­
ied branches of trade and Industry, 
such as—Printing Plants, Litho­
graphing, Leather Making, Furni­
ture Manufacturing, .Iron and Steel 
Foundries. Machinery, Jewellery, 
Rubber, Oils, Dry Goods, Boots and 
Shoes, and other lines of business;

The business of providing Group 
Insurance for employees is likely to 
continue until all industries of a*VX 
account are covered. It 1» being 
rapidly extended to Include Govern­
ment and civic employees in various 
parts of the country. Notwithstand­
ing the present period of readjust» 
ment in values and the temporary 
depression in some lines of trade, it 
is constantly Increasing In voIu*J 
and amount. The new spirit of re­
sponsibility in industry to some extent 
accounts for this.

B.C. FARMERS MAY 
GET PERSIAN LAMBS

Pelts For $1,000 Fur Coats 
For Women Likely to Be 

Produced Here
British Columbia may soon become 

the centre of the Persian Lamb in­
dustry, according to Dr. Lewis 
Saunders of Calgary who arrived at 
the Parliament Buildings to-day to 
confer with Ministers and Govern- 
ent officials.

Dr. Saunders has on his ranch 
twelve miles out of Calgary the only 
Karakul sheep in Canada. These are 
the sheep that produce fur which Is 
used in making costly Persian rugs. 
Pelts taken from lambs a day old 
have black curly fur bring $30 to $36 
etch and are made up into $1,000 
Persian lamb coats for women.

The Karakul sheep come from 
Turkestan. Their exportation is 
prohibited, but Dr. Saunders got half 
a dozen animals that were smuggled 
out of the country. The animal», are 
heavy meat producers. The flavor 
of their meat is more like that of 
fur-producing animals than mutton. 
Plans are now being made to have 
the Government place these animals 
on experimental farms and through 
them distribute the breed to British 
Columbia farmers.

PILESFBR BRIDGE 
DELIVERED HERE

City Wants Three Shifts on 
Government Blasting Work
Piles needed In the Installation of 

the piers of the new Johnson Street 
bridge were delivered in the city last 
flight, after considerable delay. The

PREDICT I
Commodity Prices Have Been 

Falling Since May
There has been, li^ the last few 

months, much drastic liquidation in 
commodities. To-day’s values of 
oominodlttes In the Canadian whole­
sale markets are very much lower 
than them prevailing some monthe 
ago. Using the year Ilia as a base 
of 100. wholesale prices rose steadily 
until for January 1920 the level of 
values of 248 was reached. During 
this year, the upward movement was 
maintained, and In May the high 
price level of 263 was reached. Since 
May, prices have gradually declined 
to 214 in October. Government re­
turns for subsequent monthe have 
not yet been published, but they will 
undoubtedly show a continuation of 
this downward movement.

It is our belief that commodity 
prices for the most part are at or 
near bottom, eaye the Royal Securi­
ties Corporation. A small further 
feline may take place in the very 
near future due to yearend slacken­
ing of business; but our Impression 
$e that after the turn of the gear 
demand and consequent prices will 
firm up, culminating In higher prices 
and decidedly more active and sound 
business conditions by the Spring.

There Is yet to come, however, 
liquidation of labor and the further 
liquidation of etock» on hand by »ome 
wholesalers and many "retailer» 
throughout the country. The en­
couraging feature of these situations 
Is the active retail business usually 
associated with the Christmas season, 
ahd the fact that Canadian labor la 
showing a decided disposition to co­
operate in the work of reducing costs 
so that current selling prices may be 
profitable to worker, producer and 
distributor alike. A further favor­
able factor Is the removal by the Gov­
ernment of the Luxury Tax.

As for labor. Individual units of the 
Canadian labor world are showing 
much more disposition to meet the 
situation than are the political, lead­
ers of labor In Canada, who for many 
months hate Wsen Instating that 
wages should suffer no proportionate

decline with commodity values, and 
that no attempt to bring about 
liquidation of the labor market would 
be tolerated. It would be well that 
they give heed to the unmistakable 
signs of Jpwer wages, and even of 
unemployment, which are so plain in 
every country in the world to-day.

Canadian business will be resumed 
in all Its old-time activity when busl 
ness men and consumers alike are of 
the opinion that present liquidation, 
labor Included, has run its course and 
that a price level has been reached 
allowing the consumer to receive 
fair value for the money he spends 
end the producer to reoslvs fair profit 
for the article or commodity he pro­
duces.

Temporarily disconcerting as they 
are, periods of liquidation like the 
one through which we are now 
passing are most necessary for the 
sound economic progress and gihwth 
of a young and virile nation.

MUCH DISPLAY AT
PARLIAMENT OPENING

Ottawa, Jan. 25.—(Canadian Press) 
—The opening of Parliament on Fab 
ruary 14 will be marked by all the 
old time display. The ceremony will 
be full dress, and will be held In the 
new Chamber of the Senate, and for 
the first time since the outbreak of 
the war, Their Excellencies the Gov 
emor-General And the Duchess of 
Devonshire will subsequently hold 
drawing room reception. This will be 
held In the Senate Chamber, on the 
Saturday following the opening of 
Parliament. The drawing room will 
be on the same Unes as drawing 
rooms held previously to the war In 
the old Parliament Buildings. There 
will be but one change. Following the 
example set in drawing rooms at 
Buckingham Palace, feathers and 
veils will not be worn.

Quitting Finance Committee, 
Former Chairman Arraigns 

Mayor
Resigning from the Finance Com­

mittee, of which he wad chairman 
last year, Alderman W. J. Sargent 
last night told the City Council that 
his demotion and the appointment of 
Alderman Andros as chairman was 
“an aftermath of the recent civic 
election," that, by making this ap­
pointment, Mayor Porter had openly 
confessed his real attitude; that 
while the Mayor might have fancied 
that his attitude had not been under­
stood, His Worship s hand had really 
been seen from the beginning; that 
the Mayor had appointed to the head 
of the city's most important commit­
tee an alderman whom he had said 
only a short time ago, “could not be 
depended upon for anything,” and 
that In resigning, he was endeavor­
ing to prevent the lack of harmony 
which had prevailed in the past as a 
result of Alderman Andros, "expres­
sions of hate."

Offers Assignation.
"This document which I hold in my 

hand is addressed to yourself, Mix 
Mayor, and is signed by me," began 
the alderman. "It is my resignation 
from the Finance Committee. Since 
the meeting ,on Thursday evening, 
when you named the committees, I 
have given the subject of my position 
on the Finance Committee serious 
consideration, and have concluded 
there is no other course which I can 
follow as a self-respecting man but 
to hand in my resignation.

“During the two years Alderman 
Todd was Mayor I occupied a posi­
tion on the Finance Committee, and 
in 1919 and 1920, when you, sir, were 
Mayor, I was the. Chairman of the 
Committee. The work I did on the 
Finance Committee, generally speak­
ing, was a very considerable pleasure 
to mfe, and I know that I have the ap­
proval of the business men for my 
work, to say nothing of the ratepay­
ers generally. It was to me an op­
portunity to serve the ratepayers and 
get some results, and if I was able to 
do anything it was a great pleasure. 
The opportunity to work hard and do 
something is always a pleasure to me 
and, generally speaking, the whole 
four years during which I served on 
the Finance Committee were intense­
ly interesting and satisfying to me. 
The work, however, was not allowed 
to go on without Its alloy during the 
last two years. In fact, the pleasure 
1 had was very much broken in upon 
T>y the expressions of hate that were 
directed toward myself by the alder-

"Repeated Attacks."
“To all the old members of the 

Council it is not necessary for me to 
ferer to that matter. They know all 
of them, very well Indeed, Of the re­
peated attacks upon myself by Al­
derman Andros and the vigorous way 
he directed his attacks toward myself. 
These attacks, I think,' were without 
exception, wholly without foundation. 
As the Council must have seen and 
the alderman must have seen, the at­
tacks were seriously embarrassing to 
a man in my position.

Recalls Andres Bond Charges.
‘On one occasion about a year ago 

the attack was so serious and so 
groundless that other members of the 
Council protested and said they would 
not serve longer on the Finance 
Committee unless the charge was 
withdrawn. The apology was made 
and you, sir, administered a repri­
mand.

“There was a semblance of de­
cency after that for a while, but the 
old spirit broke out from time to 
time. I have taken this action be­
cause the work I want to do in this 
Council I want to do In peace and 
harmony and the experience I have 
had in the past prompts me to take 
no chance for the future. Briefly, 
this is my position in the matter.

Mayor Has No Faith in Andros.
“If my Judgment should be ques­

tioned I would use your own ex­
pression, Mr. Mayor, as to the sum 
of the characteristics of the new 
Finance Chairman. On one occasion, 
I think the last occasion when the 
matter was mentioned, you said that 
Alderman Andros was a person who 
could not be depended upon for any­
thing! I submit that that Is not a 
very reassuring qualification for the 
chairman of a committee which will 
manage the city's finance»! ^

"This is simply an aftermath of 
the recent civic election and further, 
Mr. Mayor, really an open confession 
of the attitude you have held toward 
me ever since you became Mayor 
You have perhaps thought that I 
didn't understand you; but take it 
from me, Mr Mayor, I have seen your 
hand from the very beginning! My 
action in resigning from the commit­
tee is perfectly definite, and I make 
it with all sincerity."

Mayor Porter made no comment on 
the Alderman's charges and merely 
stated that he would appoint a nev*. 
member to succeed Mr. Sargent- on 
the Finance Committee.

Alderman Andros heard Alderman 
Sargent's remarks without making 
any reply.

City Asks Premier to Redeem 

His- Promise
Anxious to know exactly what 

financial assistance it can expect 
from the Provincial Government, the 
City Council last fight decided to 
ask Premier Oliver to set a date for 
the promised conference on munici­
pal finance prior to the opening of 
the Legislature. i

This request was set forth in the 
following resolution, proposed by Al­
derman W. J. Sargent, seconded by 
Alderman A. E. Todd and adopted 
unanimously:

“Whereas, on the 10th of Novem­
ber last, representatives of this city 
and other municipalities of Vancou­
ver Island and the Mainland as far 
east as the city of Nelson, waited 
upon the Hon. Mr. Oliver, Premier, 
with a view to securing improved 
financial conditions for the munici­
palities of the Province.

"And whereas the Hon. the Premier, 
replying to the delegation, stated 
that when the then impending elec­
tions were over the Government 
would be willing to hold h. conference 
with the municipalities covering, if 
necessary, one, two or three days, in 
order to arrive at a satisfactory solu­
tion of the difficulties the munici­
palities complain of,

“And whereas it Is most important 
so far as the city of Victoria is con­
cerned, and doubtless many other 
municipalities that information should 
be had with as little delay as pos­
sible concerning the sources of rev­
enue to be available for the year.

“Therefore, be it resolved, that the 
attention of the Hon. the Premier be 
drawn to the foregoing and he be re­
quested to take the municipalities 
into conference with himself and the 
other members of his Government 
for the purposes outlined, such con­
ference to be held previous to the 
session of the Legislature while there 
is time for the careful deliberation 
the importance of the subject de­
mands.” «

Fear Higher Rate.
Alderman Woodward, while agree­

ing with the motion, feared that the 
Government would recall that the 
City Council last, year, while de­
manding more revenue, had been able 
to reduce its tax rate.

"Yes, but last year we found $100,- 
000-extra which we were able to use 
to help out," replied Alderman Todd. 
“This year, in addition, we face extra 
expenditures of some $100,000. In­
deed. I have no hesitation In saying 
that we shall have to increase our ex­
penditure by some $250,000. There Is 
no chance of the tax rate being any­
thing like last year unless relief is 
secured."

CIViG GOVERNMENT

To Look Into Commission 
and Boafd of Control

At the suggestion of Mayor Porter, 
the City Council last night decided to 
investigate the advisability of chang­
ing Victoria's present system of civic' 
administration, and of establishing 
here either a Board of Control or a 
Commission Government. The civic 
Legislative Committee, headed by 
Alderman Todd and Including Aider- 
men Sargent, Dewar and Fullerton, 
will enquire into the matter, and 
consult with Interested public bodies 
on the subject.

The Mayor wrote the following 
letter to the Council:

“From Interviews I have had with 
many prominent parties, I am con­
vinced many of our citizen^ think 
that it Is desirable that some change 
In our present form of civic admin­
istration should take place, that 
either a Board of Control or a Board 
of Commissioners would be prefer­
able to the present system.

"My object in writing to the Coun­
cil on this subject ls‘ to obtain the 
opinion of this body as to what they 
think of the proposal and If, In its 
opinion, a change Is desirable.

"I would recommend that a com­
mittee be appointed to consider this 
matter and to report back to the 
Council."

Alderman Todd suggested that the 
civic authorities might well take the 
matter up with various public bodies. 
The Council endorsed this Idea, and 
It will be carried out

!E WORK TO

Unless Further Delay in De­
livery of Materials Occurs

Active work on the new Johnson 
Street bridge site will commence this 
week, City Engineer F. M. Preston 
announced Monday. While preliminary 
work already has been done it has 
been impossible to make much head­
way on account of the delay in the 
delivery of materials. It is expected 
now, however, that lumber and plies, 
needed in the construction of the 
new viaduct, will be delivered here 
to-morrow and that by the end of 
tfie week Installation of the bridge 
piers will have commenced. ,

Monday Mr. Preston sent a diver 
down into the waters of tho har­
bor at the bridge sight to examine 
the piers which support the present 
railway bridge. This was necessary 
because in the building of the new 
bridge work will take place near the 
present bridge piers and Mr. Preston 
wishes to know exactly what con­
dition they are in. The city may 
insure the present bridge .being re­
sponsible for it.

Mr. Preston has succeeded in as­
sembling practically all equipment 
neededXlo carry through his con­
tract—thV Installation of the bridge 
sub-structure. By judicious buying 
he has been able to save about 
$4,000 for the city. On the site of 
the new bridge a pile driver, two 
derricks, a cement mixer, an “orange 
peel" shovel and a large pump will 
be the principal items of equipment. 
The cement mixer which Mr. Preston 
has purchased for the purpose will 
be mounted on a scow which the 
city is renting. It is capable of 
mixing*from 200 to 300 cubic yards 
of cement a day. It will be equipped 
with buckets which are being manu­
factured at the city yards and each 
of which will carry a cubic yard. 
The scow on which the mixer is 
being mounted • is so large that on 
it will be stored a big supply of 
cement.

The smaller of the two derricks 
to \be used on the bridge site also 
will be mounted on a scow. This 
derrick has a boom sixty-eight feet 
in length. The other derrick, which 
has a boom 113 feet long, will be 
mounted on piles.

Building Caissons
Construction of the two big cais­

sons, which will be sunk on the 
bridge site to make possible the in­
stallation of piers, is proceeding apace 
in the former Point Ellice Shipyard. 
The first of the two caissons should 
be launched about two weeks from 
now. The caissons will be towed 
from Point Ellice to the bridge site 
and then stood on end, being sunk 
into the mud on the harbor bottom. 
After they have been pumped out 
by the big steam pump, which Mr. 
Preston has purchased, workmen will 
be able to descend tn them and drive 
piles through the mud to bed rock. 
On these piles the bridge piers will 
be built.

Making Pontoons
Mr. Preston Is supervising the 

manufacture of pontoons which will 
be used to make the caissons float 
in proper position. The pontoons are 
being built at the city yards out of 
three-foot steel pipe which the city 
had on hand. Three pontoons will 
be lashed to each caisson when It 
takes the water. By pumping air 
or water Into the pontoons It will 
be possible to control the caissons.

Already some work has been done 
on the bridge site. A portion of the 
old wharf which stands South of 
the railway bridge on the site of the 
new viaduct has been partially de­
molished to permit the installation 
of equipment. When delivery of plies 
commences, probably to-morror, it 
will be possible to install the equip­
ment

Mr. Prestqn has been infermed that 
the Fereral Government is prepared 
to start blasting near the bridge site 
almost immediately. As it would be 
Impossible for the city to commence 
Installing the cement piers while 
blasting was proceeding, for fear that 
the shock of the blasts would shake 
the concrete, the Government is being 
urged to do the work Immediately. 
If delay occurred, it might be neces­
sary to postpone, for a time, the 
concrete work on the bridge itself.

INCREASE IN 1921

Building - Inspector Thinks 
Price Reduction Will Boost 

Activities
“The year 1921 opens with a general 

reduction in cost of materials, which, 
It is confidently expected, will give 
rise to greater building activity," 
Building Inspector James Barf told 
the City Council last night in his an­
nual report. "The year 1920," he ex­
plained, “has been one of exception­
ally high and uncertain prices."

According to Mr. Barf, permits for 
the construction of seventy-two brick 
buildings valued at $816,695, and 234 
frame buildings, valued at $328,877, 
were issued in Victoria last year.

Permits were taken out for four­
teen store and office buildings, valued 
at $396,450. Twelve new public gar­
ages were erected, and 109 private 
garages. Fifty-seven one-story dwel­
lings were built for 1149,609; six ope 
and a half story dwellings, two two- 
story buildings and one two and a 
half story dwelling. Forty-nine ad­
ditions were made to dwellings, cost­
ing $44,200. Ten factories and work­
shops were built for $49,625.
