city, is entitled to take books out of the library by signing the proper app!-
cation and agreement, and on the pavment of 5 ven a year. Application-
must be renewed every one year,

Minors under 20 years of age and those baving no qualification of t
former clause, will be required to furnish the guarantee of some other pers
over 20 *years of age and having land or house in the city. «

Each person entitled to draw books from the Library will be suppl
with a card which must be presented whenever a book is taken out, return
or renewed. |

On applying for a book, the horrower may obtain it by the same proce

as the reader receives his book in the Reading Room.
