Most of our deciduous trees

are graded by caliper measured 6 in. above ground, which is incomparably the best standard

for the purchaser. A tree 12 to 15 feet in height may not caliper as much as one 10 to 12 or

even less and if it is thus unproportioned it is an inferior tree. We have bought some of

these offerings at what seemed an astonishingly low price but always to our sorrow.
