From the 1st of

December until the 1st of March following, the Roses can be sent from open ground,

and from the 1st of March until the next Fall, they can be had grown in pots, as I

always plant a large collection, and strong plants, in pots, to enable parties to j^et

good Eoses during the Summer months, from my nursery, and transplant them t<>

their own grounds without injury to the plants.

Also, Camellias, Azaleas, Ehododendrons, Fuchsias, Palms, and a large variety of

plants in general, are grown in i>ots and boxes, so that they may be sent out with KUt-

isfaction at any time during the Summer, when it would not be advisable to dig them

from open ground.

All trees, shrubs and plants described in this catalogue are of hoailthy growth, and

principally will measure from one to four feet in height, and even higher, as th»'

nature of some of the varieties of the plants may be (small carpet-lx-dding and bnlbdus

rooted plants excepted.) I do not send out any small plants, as practiced by some

Nurserymen.

My Eoses offered are from two to four feet in height. Camellias from one to three

feet. Azaleas from one to two feet high, with large, vri*ll-shaiH-d, bushy heads, which

are from one to two feet across.

Having specimens of every variety plante<l out,
parties are enabled to form an idea of the habit of the plants, thus greatly aiding in
the selection of suitable species. I pay special attention to the cultivation of Ever-
greens. My collection embraces only perfectly hardy varieties, and it is one of the
largest and most complete in the State.
