Tﬂe Library Bulletin is to be published once in three months, the purpose
of which is to present to the Public, lists of the books newly added to the
Imperial Library. The classification follows a very simple method, inde-
pendent of the dictic;nnry system of cataloguing adopted in the Reading

Room. The present number contains titles from January (German from

December, 1914) to March, 1915.

HOW TO USE THE LIBRARY.

Any person over 15 years of age, deserving to enjoy the benefit of the
libfary, may obtain a ticket at the entrance.

Every reader on delivering his ticket must receive the form of application
to be had of the attendant. First learn the call number of the book which
he wants, by consulting the catalogue and then write it upon the form,
following such other directions as are plainly given thereon. This form is to
be presented at the desk in the Reading Room, where the applicant should

wait until his name is called.

TO DRAW OUT BOOKS.

Any resident of Tokyo over 15 years of age, having land or house in the
city, is entitled to take books out of the library by signing the proper appli-

cation and agreement, and on the payment of 5 yen a year. Applications

L

must be renewed every one year.

Minors under 20 years of age and those having no qualification of the
former clause, will be required to furnish the guarantee of some other persor
over 20 years of age and having land or house in the city.

Each person entitled to draw books from the Library will be supplied
with a card which must be presented whenever a book is taken out, returned
or renewed. | f

On applying for a book, the borrower may obtain it by the same process
as the reader receives his book in the Readiﬂ'g‘- Room,
