T at laft prevailed with the Grand Signor to permit
a Printing-Prefs to be fet up ac Conflantinople. It was
obtained upon a Memorial prefented to him by the
Grand Vizicer, with the Confent of the Mufti.

The Privilege is granted to Zezd the Son of Mebe=
met Effendi, latc Ambaflador in France, and Ibrahim
Mutatarrica, the Author of a fmall Tra& in this
3ook. The Licence extends to the printing all Sorts
of Books written in the Oriental Languages, except
fuch as treat of the Mahometan Religion.

The Book before me feems to be one of the firft
that ever was printed there. For though Giaubaur:’s
Arabic Di&tionary, tranflated into Turk/fh, was what
the Turks defigned, for particular Reafons, to begin
withal 5 yet the Manufcript, from which they printed
off the firft Sheets, was found to be {o incorre&, that
the Grand Signor ordered the printing of it to be
ftopp’d, ’till a more correét Copy could be procured.
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
