A Furiber Relation of the Whale-fithing about the
Bermudas., and on the Coaft of New-England and
New-Netherland,

The fame Perfon, that communicated the particulars a-
bout the hew Whale-fithing near the Bersudas, mentioned
in'the firft of thefe Traéfs , gives this further Information ;
That there have been fince taken by order of the Bermudae
Company , fixteen of thofe Whales, the Oyle whereof, to
the quantity of 50 or 60 Tunsarrived in Irelund at Limrick
fome few months agoe.

Headds, that about two years fince, there ftranded upony
the Coalt of New-England a dead Whale, of that fort, which
they call Trumpo , haviog Teeth refembling thofe of 2 Mili,
and its mouth at a good diftance from, and under the Nofe
or Trunk , and {everal boxes or partitionsin the Nofe, like
thofe of the Tailes in Lobfterss and that that being open’d
there run out of it a thin oily fubftance, wbich would candy
in time 5 after which, the remainder , being a thick fatty
fubftance , was taken out of the fame part,, with a fcoope.
And this fubftance he affirmed to be the Sperm2 Ceti 5 ad-
ding further, that the Blubber, asthey callie, it felf, ofthe
fame fort of Whales, when ftewed, yields on the top a crea~
my fubftance, which taken off, and thrown upon white

Wline, lets fall a dirty heterogentous fediment, but what
remains aloft, affords a Sperma- Ceti= like matter. o
