At the first Meeting of the year which
took place yesterday evening, Raja Ka-
lee Krishna Bahadoor was elected Pre-
sident.

The Secretary referred to the last
proceedings, and several matters were
disposed of according to the Rules of

the Subha.

Baboo Ramkomul Sein laid before
the Meeting an extract of a letter from
Professor H, H. Wilson to his address,
in which the importance was urged of

encouraging the Agriculture of India as
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being the surest source of prosperity to
its inhabitants,

The Baboo again moved, that the
Proceedings entirely connected with our
religion or caste should not hencefor-
ward be published in the Chundrika,
which instead of seeking to effect good
to the people, only creates party feel-
ings amongst us, that in the end will
very likely break up the Society—and
proposed, that as unanimity would be
impossible were every class of people
that have access here, to discuss politi-
cal subjects, a branch Society should be
immediately formed, where matters af-
fecting the public welfare, such as Zu-
meendaree and Agricultural disquisi-
tions, should be treated of, instead of
those limited, dull questions which now
occupy the Society’s attention.

The President approved of the pro-
position, and suggested that there
should be a separate place for the Meet-
ings of the branch Society, and some
appropriate denomination be given to
it, and further that invitations from a
select Committee be sent to the Zumeen-
dars, Talookdars, and Puttanee Holders,
residing in Calcutta, and its vicinity.
This proposition was well received, but
alas! the Banerjee Secretary raised sun-
dry objections to such an association,
founded on apprehensions that a mix-
ture of different classes in it would be
productive of evil—which however, not
being supported, it was agreed that a
special Meeting should be held to con-
sider the expediency ofestablishing a
branch Society for the purpose suggest-
ed.

The Meeting dispersed at half-past
seven.—Cour.

Gooroo Worship at Bombay at the ex-
pense of Government.

The following letter has appeared in
the Bombay Durpun. It shews in the
first place that the Government are now
paying 300 Rs. annually for the wor-
ship of Gooroos ; and in the next place
that this application of public funds is
uot so gratifying to the Natives as Eu-
ropeans generally suppose.

POONA COLLEGE,
To the Editor of the Bombay Durpun,
That philanthropic and merciful Go-
vernor Mr. Elphinstone, established the
Poona Hindoo College in the Vishram-
baug Palace, with a view to prevent
the decline of the Hindoo literature, and
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promote its cultivation in the same de.
gree as in the time of the Peshwas, Suit-
able allowances were made to the tu-
tors and pupils, the monthly expenditure
being nearly 1475 Rs, besides which
upwards of 300 Rupees are annually
allowed for * Gooroo Puja” or the wor-
ship of Tutors, the holiday of Gunesh
Chuttoorthee and Dewallee, This indi-
cates mercy and love of learning among
which distinguishes our Government,
Many have gone through the College e-
ducation up to this time, and have receiv-
ed suitable rewards according to their
merit. A short time ago, however, some
pupils who left the College did not re-
ceive any renumeration as usual, which
was a cause of great disappointment to
students, There can be no other reason
for this than economy, but the expense in
question could be no more to the British
Government than a wicker basket to.a
laden cart, Let this be; yet the expense
annually incurred for “ Tutor worship,”
and the Holidays of Gunesh Chuttoor-
thee and Dewallee, is encugh for grant-
ing rewards, to the successful students
as usual. Tle expense now incarred for
Holidays had better be appropriated in
this way. We trust the Government
will carry this suggestion into effect,

A Lover of Learning,

Inerease in the exportation of Opium.
The increase in the exportation of
opium from India to China and the
countries to the East, during the last
eight years is beyond all example. In
the year 1827.1828, the quantity ex-
ported was about nine thousand five
hundred chests’; in the year 1834-35 it
had increased to the amazing quantity
of twenty thousand chests. But, the
price has fallen so much within these
eight years; that while the nine thou-
sand chests sold for about two crores
and ten lakhs of Rupees, the twenty
thousand chests sold for no more than

two crores and thirty-eight lakhs of |

Rupees,

The exportation this year is likely to
exceed that of any former year, We
think it will not fall far short of twenty-
five thousand chests. Prices will of
course again fall,

Disturbances in Arracan.

We stated Jast week that at the pre-
sent moment there existed disturbances
in three different parts of the empire,
In Arracan, we now learn, that the re-
bellion is nearly subdued.  There are
still straggling parties of the insurgents,
moving about and plundering the de-
fenceless; but they can make no head
against the British troops, and it is ex-
pected that the country will be speedily
settled, A tribe of hardy mountaineers,

whose numbers exceed that of all the |

rest of Arracan, have made a treaty with
the British Government, and sent their
troops with the British officers to quell
the insurgent Arracanese.

From the Jheend territory no farther
information has been received 3 except

that the other protected Sheik states
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have taken offence at the occupation of
this country .by the English ;'and that
Runjeet Sing who claims some affinity
with the Jheend family has determined
to remonstrate with the English on the
subject.

The accounts from Goomsur continue
to be gloomy. The 10th Regiment is
completely kors de combat, and has oc-
cupied the ‘posts in the rear, to enable
the men and officers to recrnit.  Two
deaths are mentioned as having occurred
among the European officers ; and the
force has upwards of 1000 sick, Should
the service not be brought to a speedy
termination, more troops will be ab-

Cashmere.

An aecount of a visit to the valley of
Cashmere during the present year by
the Baron Hugel has been published in
the Journals of the Asiatic Society, from
which we extract the following interest-
ing particulars. ~ Four years ago the
population of the valley of Cashmere
was 8,00,000, it does not now exceed
2,00,000. The town of Cashmere still
contains 40,000 inhabitants. It was not
the bad administration of the Sheikhs,
but a famine brought on by frost at the
time the rice was in flower, and the Cho-
lera which succeeded it, that reduced the
population one-fourth by death and ewi-
gration. The revenue last year was little
or nothing. Runjeet Sing wishing that
the country should recover, this year
asks, twenty-three lakhs from the Go-
vernor Moban Sing which the country
cannot pay. The emigration has brought
to Hindoosthan many shawl manufac-
turers, and Cashmere will probably ne-
ver yield what it did before. Nurpur,
Loodiana, and other places can now
mauufacture shawls cheaper than Cash-
mere, owing to the cheapness of food.—
Bramhuns are the only Hindoos in the
valley, and their numberis about 23,000.
They are Vishnuvees and Shivus, divid-
ed into three classes, who all intermarry.
—Many Boudhist temples are still to be
seen, and many coins have been dug up
belonging to the Boudhist Kings of
Cashmere,

The George Swinton, river steamer
has been obliged to put back for want
of sufficient water in the Matabhanga;

¢ On the night of the 16th instant, the
house of one Gorachund Day, a mer-
chant in the village called Airachee,
(within two miles of Hurrinabhee) was
entered by a gang of dacoits, who not on-
ly carried off the property of the individual
consisting of cash, jewels, &c. to a large
amount, but killed one of his domestics
whilst attempting to defend his master’s
property, and severely wounded several
inmates of the house in the most barbar-
ous manner. Two persons of the village,
(we understand one of them to be the

chowkeedar) were, in their endeavours to

1esist the flight of the banditti, run through
| the body by spears or some such imple-
ments, and their lives are despaired of.
Unfortunutely the same Daroga, who con-
ducted the investigation of the Hurrina-
bhee case, repaired to the spot, the follow-
ing day,and has not as yet been successful
in apprehiending the criminals.”— Gyan.

Baboo Ashootose Deb and Buboo Pro-

' mothonath Deb purchased a talook and
'a garden from Baboo Hurrolal Tagore
upon a deposit of two lakhs of Rupees.
‘ All the papers conuected with this transac-
| tion were drawn out according to usage
| and were both witnessed by an Attorney
and registered. Thesetwo lakhs of Rupees
1\ were required to be paid in gold-mohurs,
“in consequence of which 11,347 old gold-
| mohurs at the rate of 17 rs. 10 as. a mo=
| hur were paid amouating to 199,990 rs. 14
i as. and 9 rs. 2 as. were paid in Sicca Ru-
| pees.  All this money was left in deposit
( with the Deb Baboo, with the exception
; of 85 mohurs and 9 rs. 2 as. The reason of
| this, as we heard, was that he intended to
receive the money when he had settled with

| his father’s creditors. To ascertain whether
he had actually sold it, Baboo Bustom
Dass Mullick, his father’s creditor, and
others, filed a bill against Ashootose Deb.
To which the Deb Baboo replied, that he

purchase in the Court ; upon this Hurolal
went in great distress to Ashootose Deb
and said, “Unless you resell me the talook
I shall be entirely ruined. Y ou have pur-
chased both the talook and the garden for
two lakhs of Rupees. Sell me the talook
alone for that sum and I shall be satisfied.”
The Deb Baboos are very merciful and
in the compassion of their hearts sold the
talook to Hurolal for two lakhs of Rupees.
Hurolal having got possession of the papers
clapped his hands and filed a bill in equity
in the Supreme Court in order to get pos-
session of the garden, in which bill he as-
serted thathesold the talook and the garden
to him under a fictitious name. They have
returned me the talook and not the garden.
To this the Deb Baboos replied, that they
had bought the property. Hurolal imme-
diately brought two bills before the Grand
Jury against the two Baboos charging
them with havinggiven in a false reply. The
Grand Jury heard only the plaintiff’s evi-
denceand found a true bill. The Deb Baboos
were therefore indicted at the last Sessions..
At that time Ashootose Deb was very busy

Si1r,—If you will kindly correct these
few lines, and publish them in a corner of
your Durpun, you will certainly oblige
me. In Arachee, one of the districts in
Mangoorah Purgunnah, there vesides a
Forestaller, named Gorachund Talee, who
has by business acquired some wealth.—
On Saturday last, about I1 o’clock at
night, a gang of robbers entered his house
and earried off his whole effects leaving
two of his servants killed, and one wound-
ed, which has made the inhabitants of the
neighbouring villages Rajpore, Horee-
laohee, Gojeepore, &c. much terrified. As
the pillage and ravages of thieves and
murderers, from which the lives and pro-
perty of the inhabitants were formerly de-
fended, do now, as I think, proceed from
the low people’s having been thrown out
of their employment, by the abolition of
the Transit Duties, which were the source
of their maintenance, and through the in-
attention of Mofussil Thannadars and
Chowkeedars, I therefore pray the Ho-
nourable the Governor General toadmonish

the Magistrate of the 24-Pergunnahs that
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the inliabitants may be kept from present
ruin, and live in security.

1o the Editor of the Durpun.

Sir,—If you will publish the few re-
marks that follow in your impartial Dur-
pun, and say a few words on the subject
in reply, you would coufer a lasting fa-

vour.

We perceive that the -benefits derived
by the people of this country from their
present Rulers are beginning to diminish.
But the Editors of the foreign newspa-
pers dilate on the advantages which will
accrue to this country from the abolition
of the Honourable Company’s trade in
silk, sugar, eloth, and saltpetre, which
they have for so long a time carried on :—
this we cannot at all understand. We ap-
prehend that this will entail great distress
on the people, and lessen much the pro-
ductiveness of the country. Although the
fertility of land must particularly depend
on the labour of the husbandman, yet
without capital this labour cannot be ap-
pliecd—labour and money are both indis-
pensable. When the Factories of the
East India Company were in operation,
the industrious employed their mental and
physical powers to greatadvantage. They
were then anxious to extend and improve
the cultivation of the land. But now that
the old houses are gone, and the Com-
pany’s trade abolished, the people being
scarcely able tu get the means of subsis-
tence, are in great distress, and many Zu-
meendars are obliged to sell their estates.
By examining the Collector’s records, and
the reports of the exports and imports of
the country, it will be seen, that estates
are going from hand to hand, and that the
exports from the country, are such as were
never before known. Besides, the Transit
duties established by the 9th Reg. of 1810,
have now by our authorities been abolish-
ed; and all are praising the author of this
measure supposing it to be for the welfare
of the country. But we take a different
view of the subject; because by the re-
moval of these duties the revenue isreduc-
ed three lakhs of Rupees, and 2700 na-
tives of the country are thrown out of em-
ploy. We understand that the Chamber
of Commerce have had the matter referred
to them, and that.an increased duty is to
be levied on the exports and imports of the
country, that this deficiency inthe revenue
may be by this means made up. Mr, Edi-
tor, you are well aware that the revenue
cannot be diminished; ‘but that all the
people who had employment from the
above duties, should be consigned to want
and woe, we should think contributes very
little to the benefit of the country.  Be-
sides what is to be collected by this new
means will never be realized ; it is only
an excellent plan for encouraging persons
to defraud the Government, In two or
three months this will be evident; why
then should I write more ? Still our poor
chicken-hearted people must submit to
theregulations of a Chamber of Commerce,
the members of which are foreigners! Be
that as it may. If you would kindly say
a few words on this subject, we should be
greatly obliged.

Certain Ryots of Bengal,

To the Editor of the Durpun,
SIR,—Many seem anxious for the ex-
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Court to the suburbs of their ¢ity. A con-
siderable time ago this matter was in con-
templation ; but the Government heariug
that many of the respectable inhabitants
were averse to it, it was not carried, If
this is forgotten, the publication of this
letter by you, Mr. Editor, may be of some
advantage and will greatly oblige me. The

decisions of the Supreme Court are excel-

lent, it is true ; but the fault that I have to

find with it I will make known. My first
remark is this: If the jurisdiction of this
Court is extended, taxes will be increased ;
and the present state of the people issuch
that if they have to pay more taxes they
will only be increasingly distressed.

Secondly: The forms and regulations of
the Supreme Court are so intricate and
concealed, that up to this time scarcely
any of the inhabitants of Calcutta can un-
derstand them.

Thirdly : There is no end to the de-
mands of the Attorneys and Barristers by
which the honour, wealih, and religion,
both of the plaintiff and defendent, are in -
Jjured. To this day nothing is done in that
Court except on oath, and by written de-
positions, When a person loses his cause
through perjury, from the establishment of
the Court up to the present time, no pun-
ishment has been awarded to the individual
who swore falsely. This appears wonderful:
hence if any person goes to that Court,
does he not suffer both in his honour, and
in his wealth ? How it affects his religion,
there is no intelligent person who cannot
easily understand. The charges in the De-
wanunee Adawlut are much less than in
this Court,  First ; the Supreme Court is
at a great distance. Dacca, Patna and all
other parts of Bengal, were formerly un-
der this Court.  Afterwards the Governor
in Council proposed to the authorities in
England that the jurisdiction of the Court
should be curtailed, and by their permis-
sion its bounderies were abridged. All the
particulars will be found in the book call-
ed the Appendix; I recollect not the Eug-
lish year, but it was published in all the
Books from the Bengalee year1183 to
1186. These works are well known ; why
should I say more? If after they have
considered all that I have said concern-
ing the happiness and misery of the people,
the authorities adopt that which shall be
best, well. One thing I fear, lestin what
I have written, I have said any thing dis-
pleasing to the Civil, Military, and Com-
mercial inhabitants of India ; all these are
subject to this Court; and to say any
thing that might injure them cannot be ac-
ceptable. I know you Mr. Editor, to be
impartial, and therefore apply to you ; if
this is published in your Durpun, I shall
send you more particulars afterwards,
