This number is used
instead of a page number.

The number at the end of a title at the left and immediately above the copyright
notice is the Library of Congress order number for the printed card for tbis title.

Thus at the end of the title "Arnold, Sarah Louise, 1859," is the number 6-45339,

indicating that printed cards will be supplied by the Library of Congress, and
that in ordering such cards this number may be used.

CLASS A, BOOKS

Includes books, pamphlets, leaflets, etc., and periodical contributions, in two groups,
arranged alphabetically by author or title. The first group contains the titles of

books for which printed catalogue cards are issued by the Library of Congress, and
other similar works. The second group includes the titles of pamphlets, leaflets,

and contributions to periodicals, and all other productions registered under the
legal designation "book." The titles included in the second group will be printed
in the last number of the Catalogue of each month.

The number in heavy-faced type at the end of a title at the right is a citation number
by means of which reference is made in the index to this title. Thus in the index
under the heading "Aegidius Assiensis" will be found the number 2198. A search
for this number in the catalogue locates the title. This number is used instead
of a page number.

The number at the end of a title at the left and immediately above the copyright
notice is the Library of Congress order number for the printed card for this title.

Thus at the end of the title "'Aegidius Assiensis, The golden sayings, etc," is the
number 6-46746, indicating that printed cards will be supplied by the Library of

Congress, and that inordering such cards this number may be used.
