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GRASSES FOR THE LAWN

HOW TO MAKE A LAWN
The ground should be spaded deeply and

thoroughly, and a good compost of decom-
posed and finely pulverized manure or rich

loam spread over the ground. It would be
well also to give a sprinkling of bone dust.

Then use a slanted tooth harrow and a light

or medium roller until the soil is smooth,
even and firm. Then sow the seed and har-

row again and smooth off with a common gar-

den rake. When the grass has grown 2 or

3 ins. in height, use the lawn mower, gauged
to cut full 1 inch above the ground, repeat

the same as often as it grows to that height.

The weeds and foul grass can be kept down
and destroyed by repeated mowing.
As a guide for the proper quantity to order,

we may state that 1 pound of Emerald Mixed
Lawn Grass Seed is sufficient to thoroughly
sow an area of 15 by 15 feet—225 square feet.

It should be borne in mind that in order to

produce the best results, grass seeds for

lawns should be sown about thrice as thick

as if sown for hay.

Frost-Proof Cabbage Plants
There are a number of islands along the Coast of Louis-

iana, where the soil and climatic conditions are just suited

for growing tough, hardy cabbage plants during the Winter
and early Spring. The plants make a slow but steady growth,
until at eight to ten weeks of age they are very tough and
hardy, the buds are purple and the outer leaves a reddish
brown.

assimilates the fertilizer in the soil and the plants grow very fast,
maturing headed cabbage two to three weeks sooner than you can
mature them from hot bed and cold frame plants.

To get the advantage of these frostproof cabbage plants they must
be planted a month or six weeks earlier than you would plant home-
grown plants.

RAISING FLOWERS FROM SEEDS
Success in the cultivation of flowers from seeds depends to a great extent

on the earlier operations. Much of the disappointment and failure that at-

tend this pursuit may be avoided by carefully noting the class to which
each belongs and then following the appropriate culture. Generally speak-
ing, brief culture directions are printed on every packet of seed sold, and
in some instances they prove sufficient, but we here offer a few suggestions
which may be helpful to beginners.
The first and most essential requisite is Reliable Seeds. Next a suitable

soil. That best suited for flower culture is a rich loam containing enough
sand to make it porous. A large portion of the summer flowers are Annuals.
As they do not take kindly to transplanting, it is best to sow seed where
the plants are to bloom. Sow from March until June in dry soil previously
fertilized by bone meal, sheep manure, or similar stimulants. Make a
broad but shallow depression in which to sow the seeds as thinly and
evenly as possible and cover in proportion to the size of the seed. Very
small seeds should not be covered. Press them into the soil with a flat

board. The seedlings should be thinned out during moist or dull weather.
Half Hardy Annuals—Towards the end of March seeds of this class may

be sown in the place where they are to bloom. It is advisable, however, to
sow the seeds in February and March indoors, either in pans, shallow boxes
or pots. When the little plants have made three or four leaves, reset them
into another box so they may be strong and sturdy to set in the garden at
planting time. Occasional watering with weak liquid sheep manure is

CULTURAL DIRECTIONS.—Sow in the spring as soon as the ground can be prepared in a deep, rich soil, and for suc-

cession until the middle of April. Open a drill 4 to 5 inches deep and cover the seed from 2 to 3 inches. As the vines grow
up, draw the soil up against them for support. A row of brush or wire netting should be placed between them for the
vines to trail on.

Sheep manure and Nitrate of Soda are the best fertilizers for Sweet Peas; apply lightly alongside of plant not too
close. Bone meal is also fine, and should be used if your soil is poor.
