ONIONS are one of the most extensively used

Remove the bag
when sprouts appear and keep thoroughly moist.
Dust with sulphur to prevent "damping off." When
planting out double or ruffled varieties it is ad-
visable to use the smaller plants in preference to
strong" ones.
