Mattison B. Jones, Speaking
At Meeting, Says War
God Rules France

The spirit of militarism is grad-
ually being overcome by the de-
sire for peace in France, Mattison
B. Jones told members oOf the Ex-
change club today In _an address
delivered at the meeting held at
the Masonic temple. The God of
War is the god of all France, he
said, but the country’s statesmen
are constantly striving to foster a
spirit of peace throughout the
nation. He described his visit
to the Gallery of Battles and the
tomb of Napoleon, and told of the
former war lord of France.

One thing that impressed him
in the eight countries he visited,
Mr. Jones said, was the total ab-
sence of billboards. In all France,
England, Italy, Switzerland, Bel-
gium, Holland, Scotland and Wales
he saw. only one billboard, a small
affair of less than twelve square
feet, located on the shore of the
English channel, he said.

Hundreds of lives are saved
yearly through the elimination of
all grade crossings in the coun-
tries visited, Mr. Jones said. He
told of the architectural and land-
scape beauty of the various na-
tions, and the plan of intense cul-
tivation of every available foot of
ground. There are fewer men
and wounded veterans of the
world war begging on the streets
in the British Isles than there is
in Los Angeles, he said.

Executive Believes He Has
Met Every Issue Brought
Up In Campaign

WASHINGTON, Oct. 28-

President Coolidge predicted
his own election today.

The campaign drawing to a
close and the decision at the
polls but a week away, Mr.

Coolidge dropped some of the
usual reserve that has charac-
terized his utterances anent
the presidential race and told
callers at the White House
that he fully expected to be
there four more years.

Always before, the president
has characterized the reports of
the Republican manager», as “en-
couraging.” He has seldom talked
about his own election publicly or
to newspaper correspondent«, but,
in the usual press conference to-
day, it was evident that he con-
sidered the race already over. He
smilingly assured questioners that
all his personal plans are bding
laid on the basis of his succeed-
ing himself March 4 next.

Mr. Coolidge further considers,
he told inquirers, that he has stat-
ed his position adequately on
every outstanding mquestion at
issue in this campaign. He has
made upward of four dozen
speeches and has written innu-
merable letters and statements
since the campaign got under way
and these, he thinks, fully cover
his attitude on public questions.

Ignores Allegations

In any event, inquirers of the
presidential attitude on specific
matters were referred today to
these speeches and papers.

He made no direct references
to the various “charges” of eva-
sion brought against him by his
opponents, John W. Davis, and
Senator Robert M. La Follette—
but he conveyed the impression
these will be allowed to go un-
answered so far as he personally
is concerned.

So many of these "charges” are
flying about in the closing days
of the campaign, he told inquirers,
that it would not be feasible or
possible to answer specifically.

2—DISOBEDIENCE OF CHILDREN BEGINNING OF
CRIME

By CARLOS S. HARDY

Judge of the Superior Court, Los Angeles County
The disobedience of children is frequently the beginning of
crime, and when disobedience is followed, as it often is, by the
companionship of wayward boys and girls, the foundations are
being laid for a criminal career.

Back in one of the eastern
states were two boys who were
the concern of their respective
families. They were not bad boys
in any way, except that they were
continually disobeying their par-
ents. After they were ten years
old, they never obeyed anythin
said to them, unless it happene
to meet with their own ' fancy.
They ran the streets at night,
and loitered upon the street cor-
ners in the day time. They were
always members of the neighbor-
hood mischief making gangs.

Beg Auto Rides

Finall¥, when they were 17
years of age, they’ started for
California. They had no money
to pay fare, but by begging rides
of autoists, they managed to
reach Los Angeles early last
winter. They had never worked
except at odd jobs for a few
days at a time, and instead of
seeking honest work upon their

arrival in California, they spent
their time loafing in the pool
halls.

After a few days their finances
were nearly exhausted, and they
were beginning to go upon re-
duced rations. Then they made
the acquaintance of one of the
many species of crooks that make
pool hails their clubs. This man
was of mature years, and having
never done honest work in his
whole life, except while in state’s
prison, he was free with advice to
our two young friends, telling
them that the young man who
goes hungry or works, is a fool.
He recounted to them how he had
lived well and had never worked,
but he did not mention the fact
that he had spent fifteen of his
forty years of life inside prison
walls. .

Enter Upon Crime

It did not take long to con-
vince the two boys that they had
made a fine friend in their older
companion. He purchased several
meals for them and loaned them
three or four dollars for spend-
ing money, and having thus
proved his friendship and gained
their confidence, he proposed tha
the boys join him on an automo-
bile ride one night about ten
days after they met him. After
driving around the city for a few
hours, he finally stopped before
a palatial residence and alighted,
asking one of the boys to remain
in the automobile, while the other
accompanied him to the house.
He then proceeded to open the
rear door with a key which he
carried, and entered the build-
ing, leaving his youthful com-
panion at the door, and instructed
him to be on guard and call out
if anyone approached.

Thé older man went inside the
house, and soon a scream on the
second floor was heard, and sud-
denly and quickly a shot rang
out in the same quarter. The com-
panion of the boys opened an up-
stairs window leading to a porch,
and started down a pillar when
several policemen who had heard
the shot ran into the yard. One
officer immediately took posses-
sion of the youth in the automo-
bile, and another officer caught
the boy waiting at the back door,
while other officers engaged in a
duel with the escaping man, who
was seriously wounded, as was
also a policeman.

Shot and Killed

After the fracas was all over,
it was found that one of the oc-
cupants of the house had been
shot and killed by the man friend
of the boys, who was in the act
of Dburglarizing the residence.
Later, it was discovered that he
was an old time burglar, and had
served two long terms in prison
for burglary. To the boys this
old burglar certainly was an evil
companion, and had the?/ only re-
membered to “shun evil compan-
ions,” as they had been told at
Sunday school, it would have been
much better for them. This evil
and false friend was given a life
term for his crimes of burglary
and murder, escaping hanging by
a narrow margin, while the boys
were arested and sent to a prison
school for juvenile criminals.

The case of these two boys is
being constantly repeated by
youths who imagine that they
know more than their parents,
and disobey them. It is always
the disobedient boy or girl who
gets into bad company, and who
finally ends in trouble.

To refuse obedience to par-
ents is to plant that, which if un-
checked, will produce a crime
harvest. To consort with evil
companions is to sow seed that
produces the bitter fruit called
crime.

“We have been on several trips
into country places, where we
have had to stay in Japanese ho-
tels and live as they do. It seems
like play to eat at their dainty
little tables, sitting on the floor,
and to sleep in their funny beds,

and all the pillows are awfully
hard. They usually furnish you
with kimonos to wear and slip-
pers, too, as one can’t wear
shoes inside their hotels and
houses.

SIMPLIFYING GOVERNMENT

It may be contended that Daniel Webster, great statesman
though he was, could know nothing about the problems and
the needs of government in 1924, and yet what he said about
simplifying our government is rather pertinent today.

“Every free government is necessarily complicated,” he said,
“because all such governments establish restraints, as well on
the power of government itself as on that of individuals. If
we will abolish the distinction of branches, and have but one
branch; if we will abolish jury trials, and leave all to the
judge; and if we place the executive power in the same hands,
we may readily simplify government. We may easily bring
it to the simplest of all possible forms—a pure despotism. But,
a separation of departments, so far as practicable, and the
preservation of clear lines of division among them, is the funda-
mental idea in the creation of all our constitutions; and doubt-
less, the continuance of regulated liberty depends on maintain-
ing these boundaries.”

The founders of our republic gave the protection of our civil
rights into the keeping of the judicial branch of our govern-
ment. The purpose of those who framed our constitution was
to protect the individual in his rights against any agency of
?overnment whether executive or legislative, for they knew

rom experience that a parliament or legislative body could
and would oppress as well as a monarch or other executive.

Liberty says, “The American system of liberty is founded on
the principle that there are certain rights of the individual of
which he may not be deprived, even by the will of the majority.
That principle is the most precious of our possessions as a free
people, and the proposal to deprive the supreme court of its
power to defend it is a proposal to destroy it.”

COMPLIMENTS BOOSTING SPIRIT

The boosting propensities of the people of Southern Cali-
fornia furnish the material for a good many humorists and
jokesters throughout the country, not excepting those in the
northern section of our own state. But, now comes a real
compliment from north of the Tehachepi. A writer for the
Fresno Bee (C. K.) attended the Potato day celebration in
Stockton, and complimented the city upon the showing made,
but he was much annoyed by a Stockton barber who was sar-
castic and even profane in his derision of the celebration. C. K.
says he has a supreme contempt for any man residing in any
community, and making his livelihood there, who has nothing
but sneers for the locality in which he earns his living.

“You can travel Los Angeles county from end to end,” he
says, “and you will not find one single man, woman or child
utter one disparaging or slighting word concerning anything
in any way related to the scenery, the climate, the business, the
activities of that section. But, up here the lips that sneer and
the tongues that deprecate represent a not inconsiderable pro-
portion of the population.

“One reason for the advancement of the Southland is the
unswerving loyalty of her population to her interests and to
her good name at all times and under all conditions—a loyalty
that hesitates not to snap its fingers at the Eternal’s command-
ment against lying, if a falsehood will advantage that section.”

POLITICAL BUNCOMBE

One of the encouraging signs of the times is that the old-
fashioned type of political speech has about run its course and
played out in this country. The American people like hokum
but they prefer it in the movies rather than in politics. The
candidate who slaps the voter on the back, calls him by his
first name and asks after the wife and the baby, and who pays
his audience extravagant and ridiculous compliments, a la
Andy Gump, doesnt get by with it these days. The campaign
orator who is fulsome in his praise of his candidate and his
party and over-zealous in his denunciation of the other candi-
dates and parties, to the neglect of the discussion of the real
vital issues at stake and the tremendous national and world
problems to be solved might as well save his time and his wind.
The people today want to hear real facts and listen to intelli-
gentbdiscussion rather than flowery oratory and political bun-
combe.

An exchange designates a speech of this kind by a United
States Senator as “Apple sauce.” This paper says it is sup-
porting this man’s candidate and his party not because of him
and his tactics but in spite 'of him. But it registers a revolt
against this kind of a campaign speech.

It is a sign that people are becoming more intelligent when
they demand that real issues be discussed and political bun-
combe be dispensed with.

REGULATING THE PEDESTRIAN

In the accidents caused by motor vehicles, which are grow-
ing in numbers with alarming rapidity, the driver is most often
to blame, but the pedestrian is not entirely without fault. On
the congested city street corner, where an officer or a signal
of some kind controls the traffic, why should not the pedestrian
as well as the automobile and the street car obey the signal?
The motorist waits when the signal says stop, but the jay-
walker, traveling in the same direction, goes right on, wind-
ing his way in and out of the traffic, endangering his own life
and confusing drivers of cars, when, by waiting less than a
minute, he could have crossed with the traffic without danger.

In New York city, traffic officials are determined to save
the jaywalker in spite of himself. The sidewalk crowds on the
congested streets will move according to police signals, with
the street cars and motor vehicles or they will be subject to
arrest for breaking the traffic rules.

IN 1904

McKinley, six months, almost
to a day, from his second inaug-
uration, was shot by an anarchist
while attending the Pan-American
exposition at Buffalo, New York,
and did not long survive his
wound. He was the fifth president
to die in office and the third to
fall by the hand of an assassin.
Roosevelt, of course, acceded to
the presidency. Of the four vice
presidents who had, before Roose-
velt, come into the presidential
office through the death of the

incumbent—John Tyler, Millard
Fillmore, Andrew Johnson and
Chester A. Arthur—no one of

them had, after finishing out the
unexpired term of his predecessor,
become the nominee of his party
to succeed himself. Yet when the
Republican convention met in Chi-
cago in June of 1904, it was a
foregone con'lusion that Roose-
velt would be its nominee. He was
nominated by acclamation and
Senator Charles W. Fairbanks of

Indiana was nominated for vice
president.
The Democratic convention,

meeting in St. Louis in July, nom-
inated Alton B. Parker, an emi-
nent jurist, then chief justice of
the New York court of appeals,
for president. Henry G. Davis of
West Virginia, former United
States senator and a man of large
business interests who had risen
by force of sheer ability and hard
work, was nominated for vice
president. The Democratic plat-
form being silent on the money
question, Judge Parker sent a
telegram for the information of
the delegates, saying that he con-
sidered the gold standard as “ir-
revocably fixed”” and wished no
one to vote *or him under a mis-
apprehension as to how he stood
on that question. Eugene V. Debs,
the nominee of the social Demo-
crats in the previous campaign,
was nominated by the socialists
for president with Benjamin Han-
ford of New York as his running
mate.

The prohibitionists nominated
Silas C. Swallow of Pennsylvania
and George W. Carroll of Texas;
while the people’s party put up
Thomas E. Watson of Georgia and
Thomas H. Tibbies of Nebraska
for first and second places. Wat-
son had, been the populist candi-
date for vice president in 1896
when the people’s party endorsed
Bryan but refused to endorse
Sewall. The socialist-labor party
nominated Charles H. Corrigan of
New York and William W. Cox of
Illinois. The election resulted as
follows: Popular vote, Roosevelt
7,623,908, Parker 5,077,911, Debs
402,283, Swallow 253,840, Wat-
son 117,183, Corrigan 31,249. Of
the electoral vote Roosevelt had

336 and Parker 140.

Richard i. McCarty Answers
Those Who Defend Policy
Of Independents

Editor The Evening News:—
The supporters of the doctrines

announced in the La Follette
platform are having a difficult
time in attempting to reconcile
his peculiar wisdom in govern-
ment reform, and his conduct and
attitude in the United States sen-
ate and as evidenced in his St
Paul address during the late war,
with the just- appreciation an
American citizen should have for
his government, and the duty and
loyalty he owes his country in
times of stress such as came upon
us in 1917.

Since the writer’s article ap-
peared in The Evening News some
days ago he has been the recipient
of information which does not
agree with his views at all. It
was quite to be expected that
there would be attempts on the
part of those who blindly follow
the Wisconsin senator’s radical
teachings, to justify his reaction-
ary desire t" subordinate the Su-
preme Court of the United States
to the will of Congress, and to
justify his disloyalty to the na-
tion during the trying period of
the war.

One Statement

One of these La Follette ad-
herents makes, what in effect is
a general but totally unsupported
statement, that the Constitution
and the Federal Courts have be-
come a refuge for public graft-
ers and those seeking special
privileges at the hands of the
government. Using the common
La Follette logic, he blames the
Republican party or the admin-
istration for the sins of the oc-
easional individual who might
find his way to high office and
fail in the honest discharge of
his duty ij a public servant.

General Dawes Quoted

In his acceptance speech at
Evanston, 111, General Dawes
named radicalism as the one great
issue in the present campaign. In
his address at Baltimore on a
more recent date, President Cool-
idge dissected the very heart of
this great radical danger to the
welfare of our nation. He re-
ferred to it as a long-threatened
blow at our courts, a deliberate
and determined effort to break
down the guarantees of our fun-
damental laws by limiting the
jurisdiction of the courts. It
has for its purpose the confisca-
tion of property and the ultimate
destruction of liberty. At the
present time the chief obstacle,
besides the people, to this effort
is the Supreme Court of the
United States. This desire to
change the fundamental law of
our land has been gathering force

for some years under the in-
creasing trend of socialism and
radicalism in all its forms.

Spasm of Amending

During, the last decade we have
witnessed a period of constitution-
tinkering and a spasm of amend-
ing. The amendment fever has
been aggravated by the growth of
selfish minorities, blocs, groups,
etc. The guarantees and safe-

guards of the Constitution havei

been found to stand in the way
and they have decided to undo,
if given a chance,
checks and balances created by
the Constitution in the interest
oflthe minority and the individ-
ual.

They wish to destroy what has
existed for 135 years and has
been upheld for generations by a
long line of Supreme Court de-
cisions that interpret the Consti-
tution in the terms of national
life and interest. It may be, many
of the present followers of La
Follette have lost sight of his de-

“The time to stop those who

In yesterday’s paper on nose-

bleed 1 told you that there were
two general causes: the local, such
as falls, blows, pickings, etc.; and
the constitutional causes, such as
acute or chronic infections and
some blood diseases. | told you
that the bleeding usually ceases
spontaneously, whether anything
is done for it or not, through the
natural clotting of the blood. |
warned you that where there is a
persistent, bloody frothy nasal
discharge in children causing sore-
ness of the upper lip, nasal diph-
theria or some foreign body in the
nose should be thought of.

The blood usually comes from
the septum (the partition between
the two nostrils) because the
blood vessels are very rich and
thin walled there and they are
tightly stretched over the carti-
lage of the septum without much
under padding tissue.

HOME TREATMENTS
Position:  Sit upright. Don’t
lie down or bend your head over
a basin. Then try some of these:
1. Press firmly with the hand
on the bleeding side of the nose
and over the face side of the nose.
2. If pressing does not stop the
flow, insert a piece of guaze dipped
in an antiseptic ointment, such as
boracic acid ointment. Leave an
end so that you can pull it out.
(If you should happen to have

some adrenlin one-to-one-thou-
sand solution, wet the gauze in
this. It contracts the blood

vessels quickly.)

Better than gauze alone is gauze
with the combination of a rubber
finger cot. Dip the finger cot in
an ointment (oil or cold cream
will do if you haven’t any anti-
septic). Put it in the nose with
pincers and then stuff it with
cotton. (Leave the end of the cot
out, of course). This forms an
elastic pressure which can easily
be removed.

3. Hold the hands in ice
water, or hold a good sized piece
of ice.

If nosebleed occurs very fre-
quently, there should be an ex-
amination to see that there s
no ulceration or constitutional
trouble, for when they are fre-
quent they may be the cause of
a considerable degree of second-
ary anemia. Some lubrication
should be put in the nose after
the nosebleed so that the little
ulceration will heal without form-
ing a hard scab, because this is
apt to be blown or picked off,
and another hemorrhage may
start. It is a good plan for
everyone to thoroughly clean the
nose before retiring and insert
some cold cream, or mildly anti-
septic ointment.

ON CIVIC CENTER

Glendale Attorney Tells Why
Bonded Indebtedness Is
To Be Considered

Editor the Evening News:—
Knowing that you have in the
past always displayed a spirit of
fair-mindedness in matters of a
civic nature, those matters that
affect the people /of Glendale as
a whole, | take the liberty of
writing you concerning a matter
in which it seems to me all of
the people of Glendale are inter-
ested, namely, the question of in-
creased bonded indebtedness.

I believe that all thoughtful
business men and women of
Glendale are agreed that one of
the causes of the phenomenal
growth of Glendale has been the
willingness of its residents to
lend the credit of the city and
also their own credit to forward-
ing the various public needs of
the city; this has been mapy times
manifested in voting bonds for
schools, lighting plants, water
works, police and fire protection,
and sewers. It is further shown
by the property owner in assum-
ing and carrying heavy indebed-
ness for payment of street im-
provements. These things have
doubtless all been necessary and
are resulting in, or are likely to
result in actual increased valua-
tion of property. These im-
provements tend to make our city
attractive to investors and home
seekers, as they furnish the dwell
ers in our city with the comforts
conveniences and luxuries of life
and to that extent are to be de
sired, provided always, however
that we can afford them, and the
repayment of their cost does not
become a burden to us.

Bond Proposition

Let us therefore assume that
the bonds that the people have
heretofore voted are and have
been necessary; that the proceeds
have been wisely expended, or
will be so expended; that the re-
sults obtained are well worth the
additional burden that must be
borne by the taxpayer. Having
assumed all this, does it nut oc
cur to the thoughtful man or
woman, that a time should ar
rive when the indebtedness should
increased? That
the taxpayer might cherish the
hope of the lightening of the
burden of taxation instead of an
ever-increasing one? Surely the
time should arrive when we can
cease increasing the mortgage on

not be further

our homes and business by the
creation of additional bond is
sues.

Let us analyze for a moment
the character of our outstanding
obligations as represented by our
bond issues with a view to de
termining when we can expect
relief from them:

The only bonds that we can
hope to pay other* than by di
rect taxation, are those which w<
have already voted for municipal
ly owned public utilities, that is
electric light and power bonds
and bonds of the municipal water
Blant. All other must be paid
y taxation.

Light and Water

With reference to the former,
that is, light and water bonds
we will assume that the earnings
of these utilities will retire these
bonds within the time fixed in
the ordinance, without taxation
Of course it may become neces
sary in order to do this, to raise
rates for light and water and to
make a service and meter charge
This the City Council has the
power and authority to do. Those
of you who have been residents
of the City of Glendale for the
past ten years can hark back and
refresh your memories to deter
mine for yourselves whether this
has been done.

Bonds for schools, sewers
parks, police protection, fire pro-
tection and library must be made
by direct levy on the taxpayer’s
property. The only way the bur-
den can be lightened is by in-
creased property values in the city
as a whole, as the city increases
in size and population, so that
is one hope the taxpayer has, and
so far as one can determine, it
is the only one. Now that one
hope is likely to be dispelled by
voting j.dditional bonds, and it
is to that contingency that | de-
sire to call your attention.

Bonding Capacity

Bonding capacity as we all
know is determined by assessed
values. With low values bond-
ing capacity remains low and of
course increases as valuations rise,
but taxes are not determined upon
assessed valuation alone; they de-
pend upon another element add-
ed to assessed valuation, and that
is the element of rate and as
rates have been fixed in our stat-
utes and charters that cannot be
exceeded, of course the rate must
be within that limit. A low val-
uation with a high rate may pro-
duce less tax money than a high
assessed valuation and a low rate,
and as the valuation of property
is practically unlimited except by
the assessing power, we find that
we can be assessed too high and
not have a high rate. By assess-
ing high we also have greater
bonding capacity. Has this been
done in Glendale? Examine your
tax bills for 1924 and 1925 as
compared with previous years and
determine the question for your-
self.

Voters of Glendale will be called
upon the 4th day of November to
determ’ne whether or not our
bonded indebtedness shall be
again increased by over a half
million dollars to be used in the
purchase of a Civic Center site.
| presume that what is meant by
a Civic Center site would be a
location for such buildings as are
used for municipal purposes, such
as for instance, a City Hall and
City Library and perhaps other

buildings that might later be

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erected for municipal purposes.
Public Library

We now have a City Hall and
a free public library. This i
brary has Mr. Carnegie’s name on
it 1 think. However, it is main
tained by the city, and if my mem
ory serves me correctly the city
is obliged to maintain it at a
certain cost in order to comply
with the terms of the gift,

believe the library is well man
aged and much good is the re-
sult of its maintenance. It may

not be large enough for all fu-
ture needs, but there is | think
sufficient ground space around it
to furnish room for additions to
it. If I am correct in this, then,
it is not likely that we need any
land for a library on the site
selected or to be selected for a
Civic Center should the bond is-
sue carry.

Our City Hall site was selected
by the voters of the City of Glen-
dale by what was termed a “straw
vote” which was conducted at the
same time the City Hall bonds
were voted, and the present City
Hall was erected on the site so
chosen at that time. It (the City
Hall) was enlarged later and no
doubt it is not now commodious
enough to accommodate all of the
city’s business, but it occurs to
me that there is sufficient room
on the site to further enlarge it
so as to amply accommodate all
our city’s business without the
purchase of additional land and
with the expenditure of a rela-
tively small sum of money. | feel
sure that our Glendale architects
can furnish plans and specifica-
tions for an addition to it that
will'Combine both an artistic and
roomy structure upon the space
surrounding our present City
Hall.

Contemplated Site

I understand that the site to be
selected for a Civic Center if the
proposed bond issue is voted, is

the property upon which is now
situated our old Union High
school; that is the property ex-

tending from Harvard boulevard
to Colorado boulevard and bound-
ed on the east by Louise street. |
am further informed that the
bonds or the money to be re-
ceived from them, should they be
voted, will go into the High
School fund and that such fund
so replenished will be used to
acquire other property for addi-
tional High School grounds. This
plan has something to recommend
it if it be carried out, and were
it not that we have to vote ad-
ditional bonds to secure the prop-
erty, it would, in my opinion, be a
good plan, that is, if the High
School district would sell this
property now proposed to be pur-
chased by the bond issue, to pri-
vate parties, and use the funds
received from such sale to secure
another and more suitable site for
High School purposes, and erect
buildings thereon, without the
voting of additional bonds. The
trouble with the plan is that we
have to vote the bonds to buy the
High School site; it matters lit-
tle whether we vote bonds for
schools or for a Civic Center site,
they become a lien on our prop-
erty and increase our burden of
indebtedness just the same.

In passing | may say that |
believe that the bonds voted to
purchase the old Union High
school site and the erection of the
buildings have not as yet been
fully paid.

Suitability Discussed

The buildings on the land pro-
posed to be purchased are not
suitable for a City Hall or Civic
Center purposes. Of course they
might be used for those purposes
for awhile and could be remodeled
or made over to serve the city’s
purpose, but it i. conceivable that
it will not be long before the peo-
ple of Glendale will ,be called upon
to again vote bonds for a new
City Hall and perhaps for other
structures on the Civic Center and
the old buildings will be torn
down and disposed of at prices
that will net the city but a small
amount as compared with their
cost.

Organized society finds it nec
essary to pass laws under which
to live and municipalities are
formed for the purpose of getting
the benefits of organized effort
To do this it has become neces-
sary to tax those receiving the
benefits. Now let us consider
what benefits we get in cities for
this tax.

We pay for our light, heat and
water; we pay for our streets,
telephone service, and extension
of water mains. All these we pay
for in addition to our taxes. So
we receive from our tax money
the following results: retirement
of our bond issues, police and fire
protection, free public library,
free parks, free garbage collection,
street cleaning and minor street
improvements. If there be any-
thing in addition to this | do not
t this time recall it. All of the
rest of the tax money is expend-
ed in the payment of expenses to
officials and employees of the
city other than police and fire-
men. The assessment and col-
lection of our taxes is now done
by the County of Los Angeles at

small expense. So, reduced to
its last analysis, our city govern-
ment should be quite simple and
Inexpensive.

Therefore arises the question:
Do we need to expend so large

sum for a site to house our
municipal business?

Point of View

There are many people who be-
lieve that the least governed peo-
ple are the best governed people;
that low taxes and efficient serv-
ice of the public utilities of light,
heat and water, at low rates and
efficient police and fire protection,
make up the necessary elements
for the growth of a city, and in-
duce the homeseeker to single
out such cities as the one of their

choice. They believe it is not
necessary in order to increase
property values, that large and

expensive municipal buildings be
erected by a city, but rather they
believe that the streets of a city
be devoted to business and homes,
and that evidences of municipal
expenditures for unnecessary

EAGLE ROCK, Oct. 28.—Col-
lege View avenue is to be opened
from Colorado boulevard south to
Langdale avenue, a plan for this
improvement having been ap-
proved by the L - Angeles City
Council. The street, which will
be thirty feet wide, is to be en-
hanced by a twenty-five-foot
parkway, which, when planted in
shrubs and flowers, will present
one of the most attractive street
plans yet to be introduced here,
it is held. On the west side of
College View avenue, owing to
the grade, an unusual plan will be
followed—that of placing the side-
walk next to the curb, and having
the parking on the west side of
the sidewalk.
