GOOD SINGLE and JAPANESE PEONIES 
Few people realize the true value and beauty of these two types of the peony. Single peonies consist of either one or 

two rows of guard petals surrounding a great ball of yellow stamens in the center. Good single varieties are very at¬ 
tractive and resemble somewhat, gorgeous Oriental Poppies except that their colors are much more refined. The singles also 
come just ahead of the doubles, thus lengthening the season by from 3 to 5 days. Poor singles are no good at all and 
we do not carry such in stock. 

Japanese Peonies consist of one or two rows of guard petals surrounding a great ball of stamens which have taken on 
the appearance of very narrow petals bearing on their edges abortive remnants of anthers. This central portion of the 
Japanese peony is often in bold contrast with the color of the guard petals and as a rule gorgeous in that contrast.

We have over 160 kinds of the best lilacs. When¬ 

ever we hear of a new one, we buy it and try it out. 

We bloom all of these in our trial gardens. In 

this way we can choose from the entire range of 

varieties, compare one with the other, and eventu¬ 

ally retain the best. 

We find some of the older sorts as good as the 

best of the new ones. These we retain. We find 

many superb things among the newer sorts. These 

we add definitely to our list. But we also find many 

of both old and new that we can do without. These 

we drop. It is our constant aim to keep an offer- 

The common lilac is one of the hardiest and longest lived 
of all the flowering shrubs. Old lilac bushes may be seen all 
about the city of Faribault, planted by the first white set¬ 
tlers when they came here nearly 90 years ago. These old 
bushes are large and thrifty; there is no apjiarent reason why 
they should not live still another ninety years to beautify 
the yards which they adorn. These are the old fashioned 
lilacs. 

For many years hybridists have been at work improving 
the lilac. The most of this work has been done in France, 
and from there the great bulk of our improved lilacs have 
come. For this reason, these new lilacs are called Improved 
French Lilacs. 

There new lilacs usually come to us propagated either on 
the root of the common lilac or on a root of one of the many 
varieties of privet. Neither of these understocks has proven 
satisfactory. The common lilac is a rapid grower and throws 
up many suckers from its roots. As a rule, these suckers 
grow more rapidly than the graft of the Improved Lilac and 
the result is that the choice lilac top is overgrown and choked 
out. Again, where the privet is used as an understock—if 
the lilac is not planted deep enough so that the union of lilac 
and privet is at least a foot under ground—the privet root 
will kill out in the winter, or, if it lives, it sends up privet 
suckers about the lilac top which prove a great nuisance. 

Finding several years ago that good lilacs, propagated in 
either of these ways, were very disappointing in our cold 
climate, we set about to bring out the improved lilac on its 
own root. We find that we can work some varieties onto 
their own roots very readily, while it is very difficult to grow 
others in this way. Some of these stubborn sorts seem to 

unite readily with the root of Villosa, a hardy lilac that sel¬ 
dom sends up any sprouts, and we are using this Villosa 
root where we are compelled to do so but not otherwise. 

Advantage of the Own-Root Lilac. The lilac you buy from 
us is on its own root. If this lilac sends up a sucker, the 
sucker is the same as the bush from which it springs. It 
grows at the same rate as does the mother bush and when 
it blooms, the bloom is identical with that of the original 
plant of which it is a part. 

We have never had any success with these new lilacs where 
they were on common lilac root and. not more than 50% 
success where they were grafted on privet root, yet we have 
always had perfect success with Own-Root Lilacs, so we be¬ 
lieve the Own-Root Lilac is the only lilac to plant and to 
offer our customers; and we believe an improved lilac on its 
own root is just as long lived as the common lilac. 

Growing an Improved Lilac on its own root is a slow pro¬ 
cess. It actually takes us two years longer to produce a 
lilac of a given grade on its own root than it would take to 
produce the same grade on privet. Yet we insist on sending 
out only those lilacs that will prove satisfactory, so our cus¬ 
tomers can depend upon receiving only genuine own-root 
plants. 

We have a wonderful deep rich alluvial soil; the soil in 
which the lilac revels. This contributes to strong thrifty tops 
with a large, well-balanced root system. This spring our 
stock will be unusually fine. 

How to Plant. Lilacs can be planted either in spring or 
fall. In the spring, it should be done very early before the 

the buds start. To allow the French Lilac its na¬ 
tural spread, the plants should be set out not 
less than eight feet apart. Dig a hole as large 
as a bushel basket. Fill back with rich top soil 
and tramp down firmly until you can place the 
plant on this soil so that when roots are spread 
out naturally the crown will be an inch or two 
lower than it was in the nursery. Work the soil in 
carefully among the roots until the hole is half full; 
then tramp this down unusually hard. Then pour 
in a full pail of water. After this has settled away 
fill the hole with loose mellow soil until it is round¬ 
ing full; then tramp lightly. Keep plants well hoed. 

Fertilizers. A lilac likes a sweet soil and re¬ 
sponds wonderfully to applications of lime. Use 
four quarts of lime to a large bush each year. Any 
good well-balanced fertilizer can be used with good 
results. 

Pests. Oystershell scale and the lilac borer are 
about the only enemies of the lilac. For oystershell 
scale, if affected, use a Miscible Mineral Oil Spray 
as a dormant spray just before the buds open in 
the spring. This must be done thoroughly while 
the scale is at its tenderest stage. Spray early in 
the day so the bushes will be dry by night. The 
lilac borer is best handled by prevention. If 
bushes are kept well cultivated and growing, there 
is but little borer trouble. Where the borer is at 
work, he may be taken and killed by running a 
small wire into the hole and twisting it around 
to accomplish this. One can also shoot carbon 
bisulphide into the burrow of the borer with a 
medicine or fountain pen dropper; then plug up 
the entrance with putty.

The cherries grow in 
clusters of two all along the stems 
and they cover the branches so 
densely as to make the entire tree 
look black. Especially if allowed 
to grow in bush form, which is 
their natural growth, the trees will 
bear heavily all along the limbs 
from the ground up.

W. H. Alder¬ 
man, horticulturist of the Minne¬ 
sota Experiment Station, announced 
that a new hybrid plum, No. 194, 
and a new currant, No. 24, will be 
named and introduced by the Min¬ 
nesota State Fruit Breeding Farm 
this year.

This is a natural dwarf apple tree. Most of the Dwarf 
Apples offered in commerce are produced by grafting or bud¬ 
ding the standard apple of the variety desired onto certain 
kinds of roots that act as a check on the growth of the top 
to dwarf it. This is not desirable. With the Anoka, this is 
different. It is a dwarf in itself and produces a dwarf top 
when propagated on the regular root used in producing the 
standard apple tree. 

Anoka is a new apple produced by that great plant wizard 
of South Dakota, Professor Niels Hansen. The tree starts 
to bear very young, often producing apples on two-year-old 
trees in the nursery row and is a heavy annual bearer. The 
fruit has much the appearance of Duchess of Oldenberg but 
is larger and a little more oblong, and does not show quite 
so much color. Ripens very early, beginning around August 
15th. The flavor is mild and very fine. We like it much 
better than Yellow Transparent. 

Four of these trees were sent to the Fargo, North Dakota, 
Experimental Station in the spring of 19 20 (1-year trees). 
In the fall of 1922 that Station made the following report: 
“This spring two of the four trees blossomed; one produced 
23 apples, the other 26.” 

Six years ago we purchased two trees from Professor 
Hansen. The second year after planting, one of the little 
trees—then only a three-year-old—produced 14 large apples: 
the other tree 12. Neither of the trees are over seven fet 
tall and both have borne large crops every year since. 

This is just the apple for people getting along in years to 
plant, as they will bear in two years. They are also just the 
apple to plant in the back yard of in any little nook or 
corner where room is scarce. 

One customer reports: “The Anoka I received from you 
last year bore six fine apples the same summer.” From an¬ 
other customer, a fruit grower in South Dakota: “Over one 
bushel of apples from one small tree, about seven feet high, 
in one year.”

Pomeological Society in 1927. This medal is considered 
the highest award of American Horticulture. Latham is 
the only Raspberry that ever received it. 

Chief Raspberries 

The CHIEF 
The Chief is a new raspberry recently sent out by the 

Minnesota Station. Chief is claimed by the authorities to 
bear even heavier than Latham by at least 15%. 

Chief is an early berry 10 days earlier than Latham. 
It has ripened, been picked, and is gone before Latham 
picking starts. This is very important as it allows a 
grower to harvest his crop of Chief early and dispose of 
it before he has to pick his Latham. 

RASPBERRIES FOR THE BACK YARD 

Every family having as much as a single city lot should 
plant red raspberries. There is no other fruit that will 
give as great returns. Even so few as a dozen plants, well 
cared for, will provide a small family with several pints 
of luscious raspberries every day during the fruiting sea¬ 
son: 25 plants will supply a large family; while 100 plants 
will not only give a family all they want for immediate 
use but also lots of fruit to put up for the winter. 

GRADES AND PRICES 

We have sorted our raspberry plants into three different 
grades, according to the size of the plants. All plants are 
No. 1 in their grade; all have good tops and good roots. 
Special care is taken to see that every plant sent out has 
a good strong root, which is the main essential.
