|-x (ipMiration Beginning’ away back in the ages of the old Cradle 
,aT and Rake when everything on the farm was done 
by hand and back work, Dad started farming with Mr. Greenlee, a 
pioneer farmer of old reliable Scotch parents. 

In those days land of course was cheap, but money was scarcer than 
hens’ teeth and crops very poor on account of inferior seed and lack of 
proper cultivation; therefore you may know it was mighty hard sledding 
for a good many years; still, I guess it was a good thing, for during 
those lean seasons, when it was hard to produce enough to pay the in¬ 
terest on the mortgage set Dad to thinking and figuring how to make 
both ends meet, and he concluded the best way out was to use extra care 
in selecting his seed, breeding it up to the highest standard possible and 
to spare no labor in preparing and cultivating the seed beds after plant¬ 
ing.
