the princely hridegroom report speaks highly.
—The propriety of his conduct and the good-
ness of his character have wen him ¢ golden
opinions from all sorts of mcn.” May be live
long to merit and to possess them, and find &
still sweeter enjoyment in the affections of an
amiable and virtaous consort! Henceforwird
we must look upon prince Leopold as an En-
glishman, and it is a circumstance of no mean
importance that he is of an ancient protestant

ouse. The illustrions young pair will soon be
fixed in a suitable establishment; and we are
glad to find that they resolve Lo set out on the
principle of confining their expences strictly
within their income They doubtless, possess
sense enough to know that this will be the
Burest wuy to maintain true dignity, and their
feelings will tell them, that ut the present
erisis, economy ranks high in the class of public
Virtues.

Boyer was sentenced to be shot, and Linois has
been acquitted!—The latter made out some-
thing like a case of compalsion : as hisinstinet,
Jike that of Falstaff, always led him to ayoid
the presence of an antagonist in battle, so on
the occasion of his treachery at Guadaloupe,
he pteads compulsion in the self sume strain of
Shakespeare’s Merry knight. General Boyer,
it seems, and the suflians under him in the garb
of soldiers, were in reality the masters of poor
Linois, who betrayed, as usual, a most woeful
lack of undersiunding and courage.

We cannpot, however, dismiss the case of this
hero without expressly contradicting an esser-
tion of his adyocate, which was a stretch even
beyond the heence of poetry. In plesding for
his ciient he thus most falsely describes the
naval action in the Eact Indies, which a few
years since reflected so much glory en the
homewaid-bound East-India fleet, communded
by Sir Nathaniel Dance, and which was niag-
nified into a reguiar fleet of men of war by
Monsieur Linois, in his dispatches to his co-
wardly master Bonaparte,

M. Gairal, his advocate, keeps up a similar
delusion alluding to the above disgraceful busi-
ness, he observes, * When commanding five
ships of the line and a frigute, he wus attscked
by six ships of the lLine, three frigates and a
biig. He succeeded in separating the fleet,
forced two vessels to strike their colours, und
took the admirsi’s ship.” If M. Linois in-
structed his counsel to repeuat this ubominable
falsehoud, he must be regarded as one of those
persons ot habitral bad faith, who ure sad to
tell a lie so frequently, that they ut last bejieve
it themselves

With respect to Boyer, his fate is sealed, and
he has probably ere this been shot. KFew eri-

. minals ever deserved un ignominious death

more richly: in Egypt he supecintended and
directed the indiscriminate massucre of Lthe de-
fenceless ihhabitunis, men, women, and chil-
dren of Alexandria! We refer our resders for
evidence of this fact, to a letter from himself
to a brother cut throat at Paris, dated Cairo,

July 28th, 1789, but which was intercepted by’

our cruizers, and printed in this country, with
many other similur documents.—Afterwards
Boyer was sent to 5t. Domingo with general
Leclerc, where both acted with such horrible
barbarity, that their names have been held in
execration ever since, Boyer, in particular,
ordered a female sluve tu be devoured by
bloodhounnds, in his own presence, fur a petty
theft ! On his return from this theatre of his
tragical exploits, he was captured by a British
cruizer, and conducted himseif with such in-
solence on his passage to Kogland, as to be
more strictly secured than other prisoners of
his rank.

His Britannic majesty’s packet Francis Free-
ling, cept Cunningham, arrived here on T'ues-
day, 43 days from l'almouth, having sailed frem
thence on the 9th of April. The isondon jour-
nals received by this conveyance are to the 6th
ultimo, but their contents, almost from begin-
ning to end, are nothing else than a continued
mass of Partiumentsry debates, and consequent-
ly of little interest to the public uf this com-
munity.

We glean nothing impoitant from these pa-
pers regarding the posture of aflairsin Frauve.
The trinl of Sir Robert Wilson #nd his two
friends was totake place, as we formerly stated,
early in the month of April, Some delibera-
tion had taken place in the Chamber of Accu-
sation on the affair of these gentlemen, The
deb:tes were yehement, and the judges came
to no decision. From the manner in which
the.e prisoners have all along been treuted,
whi-h wouid appest to have heen extremely
harsh and severe, the duke of Wellington bas
determined to remain in Paris until the trial is
over.

shot, the rebel slaves having cuonfined them-
selves chiefly to laying waste the fields and
firing and destroying the houses on the estates.
His ezcellency Sir J. Leith, on the first notice
of the insurrection, proceeded from Guadaloupe
to Barbados, and arrived about a week after
the commotion broke out, by whose presence
and salutary admonitions, the deluded slaves
were in & great measure brought back to & pro-
per sense of obedience. His ezceliency also ad-
dressed a proclamation to the staye populaticn
of B_ub.tdos. for the purpose of destroying their
foolish pretentions to emancipation, judiciovsly
pointshg ont the enormity of their crime, and
erposing the faullacions ideas of transatlantic
philanthropists, which unhappily haye been im-
bibed mto.the minds of the negro race in the
West Im_iles. This document is too lengthy
for insertion in this number, bat we shall en
deavour to give it in our nert with more par-
ticulars of this wicked rebellion, which has no
doubt been the work of some designing men,
for sinister purposes,

A contagious disease, bearing the character
of the plague, has broken out in the district of
Bari, in the kingdom of Naples, and in conse-
quence all vessels coming to Gibraltar from any
port in the Mediterranean, are placed under
quarantine laws.

His majesty the king of the Netherlands bas
most properly insisted that all the French re-

*¢ The generuls of New Granada Cabal and
Servies were at the province of Antioquia with
30CO men, whivh together with its undaunted
garrison renders that country impenetrable, so
much so that they in vain every day provoke
the Royalists to & combat. At another place
the latter had been defeated by two battalions
under the Venezuelinn Linares. They further
say that the regiment of Leon in garrison at
Carthagena had revolted in consequence of not
having received the arrears of their pay for the
last foor years—but that with the execution of
three officers and a number of privates it bad
been quenched.”

confirmed by his official dispatches from Bar.
bados and St. Vincent. It is further ascer-
tained, by private information, that upwards of
two thoussnd of the uafortunate and misguided
slaves. concerned in the rebellion, had been
killed by the king’s troops ;— that by the latest
accounts received, the island was in a perfect
state of tranquility, and that no murder or
assussination of the inhabitants had. taken
place.

And it is also with the greatest satisfaction
the president is enabled to add, that the con-
duct of the free-coloured inhabitants of the
colony has, in every respect, been highly ex-
emplary—not a single perison of that cluss hav-
ing joined the insurgents.

** The schooner Pegasus, which was ais-
patched to Barbados on Friday, for the purpose
of obtaining nformation regarding the repor-
ted disturbances in that island, returned from
thence at two vw’clock this afternoon, with the
pleasing information, that the confederacy
among the slave population of that colony was
completely broken, and the insurgents in a
great measure subdued at the departure of the
Pegasns from thence which was last evening.
We are ourselves not so fortanate as to hava
reccived any information from Barbados by
this vessel ; but the public mey rely on the au-
thenticity of the annexed particuiars, pert of
which were most politely furnished os from
heud quarters, and the remainder we have col-
lected from the verbel information of persons
who eame down from Barbados in the Pegasus.

n congratulating the community on the au-
spicious prospect of an immediate termination
of this most unfortunate disturbance, nnd coma
Mmunicating these hasty particulars to the public
in this summary manner, we cannot fail, at
the same time, to congratulate them on the
very loyal, peaceable, #nd correct conduct
evinced by all classes of this community, dur-
ing the awful period of anxiety and suspense
in which we remained until the present mo-
ment with regard to this unhappy event.

From the particulars furnished us, it uppears
that the insurrection first broke out on Easter
Sunday, the 14th instant, in the neighbour-
hood of Bridgetown, where the slaves assem-
bled and commenced the destraction of every
species of property, in which they were so to-
tally active. that, we are sorry to say, from 70
to 80 preperties are soppored to hsve been
ruined, before the white and free caloured
people couwld assemble a suflicient force to
check the further progress of their diabolical
career., 'This however, we are confidently as-
sured has bren happily effected, with the lo-s
of very few lives on the part of Lhe free popn-
lation, and with this further gratifying assur-
ance—that the free people of colour invariably
distinguished themselves by the most active
and praise-worthy exertions in the suppression
of this revolt, The number of slaves concer-
ned in this insarrection we have not been able
to collect, and therefore will not hazard 2 con-

jecture on the subject ;—but we understand

the number of the unfortunate beings wha had
suffered death, in consequence of their rash
and mischievous attempt, alrcady exceeded
300, independent of those who had previcusly
fallen in the field, which is perhaps ubout the
sane number,
