A succession of blossoms may be had
from this variety during the entire summer if proper care
is exercised in trimming after the first bloom, and, unlike
many other varieties of hardy Eoses, which flower but
once' during a season, the Frau Karl Druschki will con-
tinue to throw up pyramids of snow-white blossoms if,

after the first f^owering period, the shoots from which the
bloom came are cut back close, leaving perhaps three or
four eyes of the new growth. It wiU thrive in almost any
soil and is as hardy as an oak.

Be careful and
write your full name and post office address and town,
county and State very plain, both on orders and letters,

OUR TERMS are strictly cash with order ; we do not
send goods C. 0. D. Money may be sent by post office

money order, express order, or bank draft in a regular
letter, or stamps or cash in a registered letter.

We deliver free in the United States all seeds quoted in
this Catalogue, by the packet, ounce, ^ pound or pound,
except where noted ; also Peas, Beans and Corn, where
quoted by mail. Farm seeds, fertilizers and seeds ordered
by the peck or bushel, and Peas, Beans and Corn, where
quoted by express or freight, are delivered free to the
express or freight offices in Bridgeport, purchaser to pay
all other transportation charges.

When seeds quoted by mail are ordered to be sent with
other goods by express, 8c. per lb. must be deducted from
the list price.

How to Make a Lawn.

—

The preparation of the soil is very important in making a good lawn. As early as possible
in the spring it should be thoroughly dug or ploughed to the depth of 10 or 12 inches and properly graded to the desired
level. Remove all stones, sticks, sods, etc., harrow or rake it fine and roll it firm. It is impossible to get the soil too fine

to receive the seed. After rolling the soil will be ready for the seed. If the soil is poor, wood ashes, bone meal or pulvei*-

ized sheep manure should be added after digging it up. Well-rotted stable manure is also good, but it often contains weed
seeds. Sow the hest seed obtainable ; it is always cheapest in the end ; use quantity as indicated by table on this page. It is

best to sow seed liberally, not only so as to produce a lawn quickly, but because the best lawn seed produces fine-leaved
grasses Avhich should take entire possession of the ground at once, thus choking out and preventing the development of
any weed seeds which are apt to be in all soils. Sow seed by hand, distributing it evenly, going both ways across the plot.

After sowing, cover the seed by raking lightly, then roll. When the grass has become Avell rooted, use lawn mower. Keep
the mower sharp, as if dull, it will pull and injure the grass, besides causing the lawn to have an uneven appearance.
Never allow the grass to become so high that the mower will take off the first joint, as this is an injury. Mow as often as
necessary ; in growing weather at least once a week. Let the short clippings remain on the lawn, as they wither and dry
and form a protection to the roots. When the clippings are long, they should be raked off ; for besides being unsightly
they are also injurious. When dry and hot avoid cutting too close. In the early spring every lawn should be carefully
rolled, to smooth and firm the soil and take out any unevenness caused during the winter by the heaving of the frost.

During dry spells the lawn should be thoroughly soaked once a week in the evening or after the sun is off the lawn.
Old lawns can be renovated by using half quantity of seed necessary to make a new lawn. Eake in the seed with a
