Planting Dates for Vegetables
See Planting Calendar for Flowers, page 104

The wide-awake gardener begins sowing early in the spring, and sows succession crops throughout
the summer, until late in the fall. Succession crops are most important, since they provide fresh
vegetables for fall and winter use, and a cellar full of stored vegetables is a good investment.

The dates apply to the vicinity of Philadelphia and localities with similar weather conditions,
where the first light fall frosts occur about the middle of October and severe frosts around the first

of November. The outdoor sowing season begins late in March or early in April, depending on the
condition of the ground. In cooler sections sow correspondingly later in the spring and make the
midsummer and fall sowings correspondingly earlier.

Greens and Salads are rightly called “Nature’s Tonics.’’
The American people are too much inclined to eat pas-
tries and highly seasoned and concentrated meat-foods,which
are rich in proteins and fats, but are almost entirely lack-
ing in mineral salts. The importance of these mineral salts

in the diet, although it has been only recently recognized,
cannot be overestimated. The natural source of these
essential salts is the Greens and Salads. They should

constitute a considerable portion of our food. The major-
ity of the salad plants are easily grown. They are free from
insect pests and are adapted to a wide range of soil and
climate. They should be grown extensively in every garden.
Most varieties can be sown as succession crops, and there
is no month during the entire garden season that will not
produce one or the other of these useful Greens and Salads.

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FLOWERS FOR THE HOUSE
Most of us, no matter where we live, city or country, suburb
or apartment house, have the opportunity to grow and
enjoy flowers right in our home. With the proper selection
of the varieties to be grown and the right methods of culture
we can have a fine display during the whole year.

To grow flowers in the house during summer in porch or
window boxes and during winter in the window of the living
room is neither difficult nor expensive. However, there are
certain conditions which must be fulfilled for the plants to
grow, such as the proper amount of sunlight, good healthy
fresh air, and sufficient warmth.

In addition to the varieties on the following pages, many
annuals make satisfactory pot-plants for the house. The
most popular ones for summer and winter blooming are
Ageratum, Alyssum, Calendula, Canary-Bird Vine, Candy-
tuft, Celosia, Annual Chrysanthemum, Cockscomb, Golden
African Daisy (Dimorphotheca) , Gypsophila, Kenilworth
Ivy, Lace Flower, Larkspur, Lobelia, Lupinus, Marigold,

Maurandya, Mignonette, Moonflower, Oxalis, Petunias,
Schizanthus, Stevia, Thunbergia, Verbena, and Woolflower.
