If you do not send postage we will
take it for granted you want the goods forwarded by ex-
press or freight.
Remember that we pay the postage on garden seeds or-

dered by the packet, ounce, quarter pound or pound, no
matter what the cost, but on larger quantities postage must
be added if we are to send them by mail.

A FIELD OF SUDAN GRASS

HOW TO GROW A CROP OF SUDAN GRASS FOR HAY

Sudan Grass belongs to the same family as the sorghums,
and the Kaffir corn, and like plants, but does not grow so
coarse, while producing fully as much leaf growth in pro-
portion to the crop. It grows to a height of seven or eight
feet, and the stalks vary in size from that of a lead pencil
to a half inch in diameter. It is not difficult to-cure, and it

is claimed by those who have fed it to live stock to contain
a great amount of food value.
Owing to the great similarity of Sudan Grass and John-

son Grass, care has to be taken in the selection of the seed.
Johnson Grass is a perennial—that is to say, when once es-
tablished it is hard to get rid of, as the winters do not de-
stroy it. We have not offered Johnson Grass for a number
of years because of this fact, and because it was unpopular
with our farmers. The Sudan Grass, however, being annual
In its nature, does not survive the winter and is not obnox-
ious nor difficult to get rid of.
Sudan Grass may be planted in cultivated rows, in close

drills, or broadcast. If in cultivated rows, we recommend
they be made 36 inches apart, using about 3 lbs. of seed
per acre. It stools wonderfully if given room; this planting
will produce a tremendous crop. Sometimes as much as
fifteen or twenty tons per acre is produced. In the dry
regions this is the best planting process. Usually the crop
can be cut twice during the summer, making a second
growth from the roots when the first cutting is removed.
Where there is plenty of rainfall, it may be sown in

drills 18 inches apart, using 6 lbs. per acre, or it may be
sown broadcast, using 15 to 20 lbs, per acre. Either method
makes a solid mass of hay, but in our judgment the broad-

cast method produces finer quality hay, although not so
much tonnage.
By the broadcast method recommended we mean either

seeding and harrowing, or using the grain drill as in sow-
ing rye or other small grained cereals.

In the field tests at the Agronomy farm of the Iowa State
College inspection showed heaviest yield by stopping every
other tube in the grain drill, but where all the tubes were
used the hay was of finer growth and we believe this the
better plan.

As with millet and cane and other plants of similar na-
ture7 we believe in heavy seeding for Sudan Grass, because
what is lacking in quantity is more than made up in qual-
ity, and if sown thickly as suggested in the last paragraph,
live stock can consume the entire crop.

Because It belongs to the millet and sorghum family, it is

not to be planted until the ground is thoroughly warm.
Our recommendation is early June. In some seasons it

might be started at corn planting time in May, but we be-
lieve as good results can be obtained by sowing after the
corn has been planted, and is out of the way.

HOW TO GROW AND USE CANE FOR HAY AND FORAGE
There is no fodder plant in existence that is so generally

popular or that is grown over such a wide scope of terri-
tory. It is profitably grown anywhere from Manitoba to
Mexico, on any good corn ground, and does not appear to
be affected by drouth. It is easy to raise, the only real
labor in its management coming at the harvest. It is
valuable as pasture, green forage, as hay or fodder, and
as silage, so that a live stock feeder can, from one field
of cane, produce feed for several months as needed. It is
wonderfully productive, the Ames Agricultural college har-
vesting twenty-nine tons of fodder per acre on August
27th from a plot seeded on May ^l«t. It is claimed that
forty tons of green or ten tons of dry forage have been
produced on an acre. It makes good feed, readily eaten
in any form by all kinds of live stock, it is specially
valuable as a feed for dairy cows, as the cows will give
more and richer milk with Cane as a part of the ration.
Prepare the ground as for corn. Plow early in spring

as you can, and if possible harrow twice before planting
so as to destroy weed growth. Sow any time from May
10th to July 15th, broadcast or in drills, using about 100
pounds of seed per acre broadcast, or 75 pounds in drills.
The grain drill is probably the better method, and if the
ground is extra strong and rich, it is profitable to use
15 or 20 pounds more seed per acre. Cross seeding is
recommended by Ames, using fifty pounds per acre at each
operation. The object of the heavy seeding is to prevent
the stalks growing too coarse and woody, especially if it
is to be used as hay or dry fodder.

If cane is to be pastured it must be watched carefully,
as sometimes too much Is eaten by the stock and Injury
results. The best way to feed it is to cut it with the
mower and allow it to wilt twenty-four hours before

giving it to the animals. By this method more labor is
required, but the waste caused by tramping of stock and
danger of bloat or poison is lessened. You can begin to
pasture or feed sorghum when eight to ten inches high,
and if grrazed or cut at this period it will make a second
growth for winter fodder or silage.. By this means the
greatest amount of feed is procured, and the feeding sea-
son lengthened. If this method is to be followed, early
seeding is recommended.
Plant with grain drill when corn planting is over, using

75 povxnds per acre. Do not harrow the ground until the
cane is five or six inches high, as it is so tender and
brittle when first up that harrowing does more harm than
good unless the cane is large enough to survive the rough
usage. It is usually cut in September, but the best plan
is to let it stand until the seed has begun to form and
before the seed has fully matured. The stalk is then
filled with sweep sap. If allowed to stand in the field

until the stalks become dry, the sweetness returns to the
root and much of the nutriment is lost and the stalks
become hard and woody. Cut with binder and put up in

shocks the second day after cutting. Or it may be cut
with a mower and raked into windrows and put into large
ricks of 600 to 700 pounds. It will cure in this way very
nicely and can then be stacked for feeding through the
winter. It does not keep well in very large stacks, how-
ever, and most farmers prefer to feed direct from shocks.
At the Iowa Agricultural college they use one field for hog
pasture with good results. They say also that both the
hay and green fodder were greatly relished by all kinds
of stock, and the work horses especially thrived well on
it and preferred it to any other kind of hay See red Ink
price list for current values.

PLANT WITH THE CORN SOJA OR SOY BEANS sow FOR HAY CROP
The most valuable method of using- the Soy Beans in the

Corn Belt is to plant them in the corn at the time of
planting, placing two or three beans in each hill of corn.
Most planters now have either a Soy Bean attachment or
one which can be adjusted to the dropping of the beans
in the manner suggested. The crop is “hogged down” in
October and produces pork at very low cost. If rape is
sowed in corn and beans at last cultivation, added value
is given to the pasturage.
To get the best use of soy beans for fertilizing remove

the small grain as soon as ripe, and sow the beans on the
field. Some farmers may believe this to be very laborious,
but when you realize that they are worth more than barn-
yard manure, you will see that they really provide a very
cheajp fertilizer easily applied. For fertilizer purposes,
use three to four pecks per acre, turn the stubble three
inches deep, and plant with a grain drill, using every other
tube, and harrow in thoroughly. Usually the rank growth
of the beans will keep down all weeds, but on weedy land
it may be well to run a weeding harrow over the beans
after start. They grow very rapidly during the hot
weather of July and August, so that at time of frost they
may have grown so la^ge as to be difficult to turn under
with the plow. If this happens, torn the pigs and cattle

on them, but use the mower if the field is not so you can
loose the stock, and haul a part of the forage off the field

to the feeding pens before plowing. If you are to get best
results, the land should be plowed and beans turned under
the latter part of September or first of October.

If the Soy Beans are to be grown for a hay crop or for
silage, they should be planted and cultivated and if large
area is used we recommend that the rows be planted thirty
inches apart for horse cultivation. By this method about
one^alf bushel of seed per acre is required.
The Ames College made quite extensive tests this sum-

mer on Soy Beans of different varieties in order to deter-
mine which of the different kinds were best suited to Iowa
conditions and they are recommending the Black Eyebrow,
the Medium Yellow, the Itosan and the Early Brown as the
best of the different types.
The principal value of the Soy Bean is the oil content.

There is no food item produced, not even excepting Flax
which contains any higher percentage of oil than Soy
beans. The hay is equal in quality to Red Clover and
altogether it is a valuable plant and one coming into
general use throughout the middle west.
As a crop to improve the soil it is fully equal to clover.

The roots of the plant gather nitrogen in the same manner
as the clover and builds up the land in the same way.

WHITE CANADA FIELD PEAS

This is without question one of the most popular and
profitable of all annual forage plants, and everywhere it
is giving the best of satisfaction. It is easily grown any-
where and stands unsurpassed as a pasture plant for hogs,
cattle or sheep. They eat it greedily and seem to prefer it

to any other pasture during the summer till late in the
fall or early winter. It can be sown early in the season
to provide for early pasture for sheep and swine or sow
in small grain a few weeks after sowing the grain to pro-
vide pasture after harvest. This is very popular method,
but it is generally, the practice to sow the rape at same
time the grain is seeded. We do not recommend sowing
so early as it has a tendency to force the plant to seed
In midsummer. We would prefer to wait until April 1.5 to
May 1 if sowing in growing oats.

At the Iowa Experiment Station, 60 bushels of oats and
18 tons of rape were grown on an acre, the oats and rape
being sown together early in the spring. The rape inter-
fered but slightly with harvesting the oats and afterwards
produced a heavy growth which amounted to 18 tons when
cut in October.
Rape is also sown in corn at last cultivation. This is a

very profitable method where the crop is to be “hogged
down” in October. Rape belongs to the cabbage family
and will generally withstand the light frosts of September
or early October, and adds greatly to the
value of the forage crop with the corn where
stock are turned in to consume it.

In the East it is usually sown in drills, two
or three pounds per acre, and cultivated, but
in western states it is almost invariably
sown broadcast, four or five pounds per acre,
and grows so rapidly that weeds are quickly
smothered. Where sown on stubble to supply
fall pasture it is well to thoroughly disc
the ground just as soon as the grain can be
removed. It ought to be in the ground by
August 1st. Sown in this way it generally
takes six weeks from sowing before it is

ready for use. ,

If you want to give rape a piece of ground
for itself we recommend that you plow the
land in April, let the weed growth start; then
disc thoroughly to kill the weeds, and sow
the rape in June. By this method you get
the greatest returns from the crop, and it is

a wonderfully profitable one if produced in
this manner.
A Nebraska farmer says that he sowed only

three pounds per acre on a four and one-half
acre field, and five weeks after sowing he
turned eighty head of hogs and forty pigs
into the field and pastured them constantly
until October. The plants grew so rapidly
that at no time could he tell where the hogs
had been twenty feet away from the gate.
Leo Wolf, of Leando, Iowa, tells of the ex-

perience of himself and neighbors with a
purchase of rape seed from us. “The lot of
Dwarf Essex Rape purchased from you was
divided between three neighbors and my- SAND VETCH

self. All of us succeeded well with the crop. That which
I sowed did extra well. I pastured 20 head of hogs on
half an acre for two and one-half months. I also turned
in 10 or 12 head of cattle on rape and they were very
fond of it. My hogs had no corn or other food except
about three acres of grass. They did very well, but I
think it would have been better to have given them some
corn also.” A bulletin on rape by the Ames College says:
“An acre of rape recently pastured with young growing

pigs by the Animal Husbandry Section of the Iowa Agri-
cultural Experiment Station, saved 366 pounds of corn and
close to half a ton of meat meal tankage, actually 881
pounds. Valuing the corn at $1.50 a bushel and the meat
meal tankage at $100 a ton, this rape acre replaced $53.86
worth of these high priced feeds.
Rape is an exceptional forage crop for Iowa conditions.

This is all the more appreciated when we emphasize that in
good rape years, pigs pastured on this forage require less
grain feed for 100 pounds of gain than when grazed on
alfalfa. This is an ‘efticiency’ commentary on the rape,
because alfalfa is the greatest American pasture and forage
crop.”

SAND OR WINTER VETCH
The Sand Vetch is primarily a plant - for

late fall, winter and spring pasturage, or if
sown with rye, may be cut for a hay crop in
the same manner, and under similar condi-
tions as field peas. The plant is a low run-
ning vine, often growing to the enormous
length of twenty-five feet, and if sown alone
never gets very tall and can only be pastured
if sown in this way, since it is difficult
to harvest it with ordinary haying tools.
Sown with rye a crop of hay can be cut, and
sheep or hogs turned in on the stubble im-
mediately and the stock will not want for
pasturage until the Vetch is entirely con-
sumed. By sowing Vetch and rye in Septem-
ber the pasturage season for hogs and sheep
can be prolonged a month after freezing
weather begins, and generally some feed can
be found in the field nearly all winter.
The Vetch is a legume and like the clovers

builds up the fertility of the soil by storing
nitrogen through its roots. It is difficult to
plow under if allowed to grow to any size,
since the vines intertwine and entangle in a
mass difficult to work, but if pastured closely
it may be easily turned under and with much
benefit to the soil. Seeds are round, about
the size of large shot, and will plant readily
in an ordinary grain drill either alone or
mixed with rye. If sown alone use one
bushel Sand Vetch per acre, or use one-half
bushel of Vetch and one bushel of rye per
acre and prepare the soil as you would for
crop of winter wheat.

There is only a fair crop of Alfalfa seed this year.
While some of the other varieties of Clover are greatly
reduced in price compared with former seasons, Alfalfa
remains nearer its real value and does not share with
the extreme low prices of other kinds.

Some farmers seed it with small grain
for nurse crop, while others are sowing it alone iji early
spring and securing both pasturage and hay the first year.

SCARIFYING THE SEED.—One great difficulty with sweet

clover in the past was slow germination. In the natural con-
dition the seed has a very hard hull and the germ does not
start quickly. Sometimes spring sown seed would not sprout
until fall, and at best only about 70 per cent germination
might be expected. Prof. H. D. Hughes, of the Iowa Agricul-
tural College, at Ames, Iowa, has perfected a machine to
scarify the seed, and kindly permitted us to install one in our
warehouse so that we can now supply our customers with
seed that will show a high percentage of germination. A
bushel of scarified seed will give you 25 per cent greater
germination than untreated seed, and is really worth that
much more to the planter. Use 12 to 15 lbs. of scarified seed
per acre. This gives a heavy stand resulting in hay of fine
texture and quality.
Sweet Clover belongs to the family of leguminous plants,

and adds greatly to the fertility of the soil on which it has
been grown. The same bacteria which live on its roots thrive
on the roots of alfalfa and therefore it is claimed that alfalfa
will do much better on land where Sweet Clover has pre-
viously been grown. It roots very deeply, therefore opens up
the soil so as to adapt it for all other kinds of crops, making
it not only more rich in nitrogen, but allowing the roots of
other plants to penetrate more deeply.

It thrives
on land where there is no plant food apparently. It will be
round growing wild in railroad cuts, about the mouths of

Many times a farmer wants to start a field of sweet

clover in the fall. This is readily done, and by this method
you get it out of the way of spring work. Sow in late
October on thoroughly prepared ground. The seed will lay
in the ground all winter and sprout in early spring. We
believe you get quicker growth and larger crops with fall
sown seed, although since the' scarifying process has been
perfected quicker growth is secured with spring sown seed.

If you sow scarified seed with small grain in early spring
you can reasonably expect to cut a crop of hay in October.
If preferred the crop can be turned under in fall plowing
and by this method you can build up the soil without using
the clover rotation if you so desire. Sweet clover can be
sown among the corn at last cultivation and turned under
the following spring, or it may be used for pasturage or
hay during the summer.

WHITE BIENNIAL..— (Melilotus Alba, or Bokhara.)—The

white-flowered variety frequently seen growing wild along
the roadsides. In growing it for hay, it is cut when about
18 inches to 2 feet high and before it begins to branch heav-
ily. If the mower bar is set about 6 inches above the
ground it will cut above the first branches and the clover
produces a second crop. If cut too close to the ground the
plants are not likely to survive the first cutting. Sow very
early in spring or fall, and without a nurse crop.

KINDS OF BACTERIA
There are many kinds of legume bacteria, differing from

each other in shape, size and general characteristics. There
is a separate bacteria for each of the legumes. Alfalfa
has its owm bacteria. There is a separate and distinct germ
for the different kinds of beans and peas, as well as a
separate germ for each of the clovers, red clover, alsike
clover, crimson clover, etc., each having- its own germ.
Sweet clover, however, has practically the same germ as
alfalfa. Mammoth clover being only a development of red
clover, has the same germ as the red. With these excep-
tions each legume has a different germ. Each legume,
therefore, must have its own kind of bacteria and without
nodules the plant can take no nitrogen from the air.

HOW TO INOCULATE THE SEED
Each bottle of bacteria, as it reaches the customer, is

only partially filled with bacteria. When ready to inocu-
late the seed, remove the rubber cork, fill the bottle about
two-thirds full of water and stir and shake thoroughly.
Spread the seed on a clean floor. Pour the diluted bacteria
out of the bottle into a pan, adding enough more water to
nicely moisten all the seed. This will require at least a
pint for each bushel of seed. Sprinkle the seed either by
hand or with a sprinkling can, stirring the seed well with
the hands so that each seed is moistened. Dry in a cool,
airy place, but keep them out of the sunshine while drying.

SOWING THE TREATED SEED
Inoculated seed should be sown soon after they are

sufficiently dry to handle. If slightly moist all the better.
It is a good plan to treat the seed in the evening and sow
early the next morning. If placed in a dark place, how-
ever, they can be kept for many days, but they should be
slightly moistened again, with water, just before sowing.

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STRICTLY RECLEANED ALSIKE CLOVER SEED
Alsike clover is a perennial variety and because it does

not die out after seeding as does the common red variety,
it is preferred for permanent pastures and meadows. It
is hardier than common clover and will winter over the
severest seasons. It thrives on wet, heavy soils and in
mucky ground better than any other clover. It grows
somewhat smaller than ordinary clover and many farmers
prefer it for hay on that account. It grows 18 to 24 inches
high and has round pink or flesh colored blossoms. The
seed is small like timothy seed and 7 lbs. alone or 3 lbs.

with timothy, are sufficient for an acre. Tou can seed with
Alsike at a lower cost per acre than any other clover.

Alsike clover seed is nearly always produced in mixed
meadows. For this reason there is no other clover
seed which varies so greatly in quality and price. Don’t
buy cheap Alsike and don’t buy any that has not been
thoroughly cleaned. Seed as usually threshed will contain
sorrel, dock, timothy, white clover, dirt and trash and it

requires expert service to get it really clean enough to use
with safety. Well matured clean Alsike seed is blue-green
in color, without yellow, and if samples show red they
contain immature seed which is of doubtful vitality. It

may be taken for guidance that the bluer and brighter the
seed the better. Because of its distinctive size and color
you can easily determine for yourself the quality. Cleaned
seed costs more than if the impurities are not taken out,
but you cannot afford to sow seed on a price basis alone.

We do not consider Alsike equal to either the Sweet
clover or red clover for building up soil. It does not
afford the quantity of nitrogen which the larger kinds carry
to the soil. It has however great value as a soil builder,

and when the permanent pasture or meadow is plowed
after a number of years standing, the land will be much
stronger if a good proportion of Alsike has been included.

WHITE DUTCH CLOVER
The low growing, creeping, hardy white

flowered sort so common throughout the
country. It spreads rapidly as it is almost
certain to reseed itself each year. Its prin-
cipal use is in permanent pastures but large
quantities of seed are used each year in
seeding lawns and it is a favorite grass for
this purpose. It is strong and tenacious and
will hold better on hillsides and terraces
than most grasses. The seed is very small,
bright yellow in color, and 5 lbs. will sow
an acre. Owing to its creeping habit it is

difficult to make a seed crop from white
clover and price is generally higher per
pound than other clovers. We buy the
best seed we can And. The common im-
purities are cress, dock and sorrel and as
they resemble white clover seed in color
close scrutiny is necessary. Don’t buy
cheap white clover seed.

DIRECTIONS FOR SOWING, ETa—The conditions and
requirements of the several species as to soil, moisture,
heat, etc., should be studied and observed in culture. We
give a few general instructions though more complete di-
rections are printed on seed packets. The soil best adapted
to most flowers is light, rich loam, containing enough sand
to make it porous. If there is some clay with it the colors
will be brighter. Make surface smooth and fine as pos-
sible; sow seeds in rows, covering each- sort of seed in
proportion to its size and you should press the soil down
firmly over the seeds. Do not plant any seeds when the
ground is wet. Many varieties, such as pansy, verbena,
daisy, hollyhock and the fine greenhouse plant seeds,
should be sown early in shallow boxes in the house, in
soii consisting of equal parts of fine sand and rich, mellow
loam well mixed together and sifted to remove all gravel
and lumps. Sow as before directed. Covering the box
with glass helps to retain the moisture and keeps the
temperature even.

OUR MARKET LETTER
Prices on seeds, in common with all other merchandise, is very much lower

than last year. The particular example being the Clovers which are now sell-
ing at one-half or less than last year’s value. Because of conditions, we believe
the farmers generally can afford to use grass seeds freely during the coming
season, with better prospect for profit than for a number of years.

TIMOTHY is now being sold in many
places at below the actual cost of pfo-

crop in general is not
quality being badly

hulled by threshing. The vitality and
purity of the seed has not been in-
jured, but only the appearance; and
while It IS really difficult to make high
grade seed of this, like our Iowa Shield
Brand, yet in nearly all results the
cheaper grades can be used to advan-

it is only in appearance
that they are deficient. We shall beglad to submit samples of our different
lots for inspection and if you are going
to use Timothy at all you will find it
a very cheap item' to sow per acre.

TIMOTHY AND AL.SIKE MIXTURE.—As in former years, we are offering
this product as prepared in our own
warehouse, to be assured of the proper
proportions and the quality of the seed
used. It is a very easy method to buy
a cheap grade of this mixture as itcomes from the fields, and large quan-
tities are frequently offered us in this
manner. However, we will and have
been only sending out such as we have
handled ourselves, and are satisfied
will prove as recommended by us up-
on examination. It offers low cost for
seed and a specially good crop while
at the same time it increases rather
than robs the soil of fertility.

BLiUe grass is not cheap and will
not be cheap, because the crop is not
heavy this season, and the price is
only fairly profitable to the grower
and the dealers who have to take the
rough hay and separate it from the
ripe seeds suitable for planting pur-
poses. The harvesting of Blue Grass
IS a hard process, so that we never
expect to see cheap Blue Grass again,
unless the cost of labor involved can
be greatly decreased. It is not so
much the cost of producing the crop
on the land, but rather the cost of
labor required to bring it up to the
high standard now required by best
seed houses.

RED AND IHAMMOTH CUOYER
These two items have suffered greater
decline in comparison with the values
of a year ago than almost anything
else on the farm excepting only Corn
and Oats. At present values they are
really cheap because it requires only
two dollars to seed an acre of land.
There is no question but the planting
of Clover in our section has been neg-
lected the past few years because of
high prices of seeds. Now however,
the situation is completely changed.

ALSIKE CLOVER.—Last year this
