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MAKES LARGE MAP OF MOGCN

Only One of its Kind in the World Is
;-Prawn by English Business
~ *Man—S8ix Feet Across.

Londod.—An’ extrordinary map—the
only one of its kind in the world—bhas
been drawn by W. Goodacre. F. R.
A 8., of Finchley, who spent seven
yeara in the work. It is a map of the
moon on the large scale of 30 miles
to an inch. Whey spread out it cov-

_ered a grand piano, seversl chairs and

finished nup on a table at ‘the eother
side of the room. .

Many attempts have been made be-
fore to produce such a map, but Mr.
Goodacre claims that no one has suc-

. ceeded In depicting the moon in such
detall- and accuracy-

In general ap-
pearance the result of his work resem-
‘bles. & picfure of a greatly magnifled
drop of ter, showing bacilll in
countless thousands. '

Mr. Goodacre 18 a bdusiness man
who has devoted his leisure for thirty
years to a study of the moon. He
-gazes at it through a reflecting tele-
scope with 12-inch aperture, such as
any observatory might be proud of,
His map is based on detalled draw-
ings and on excelleit photographs,
amplified by telescopic observations.

“The teleacope,” he explained,
“shows much fingr detail that a photo
graph, owing to its engrmous magnity-
ing power. You can see clearly in
this way small crater pits whlch
would be practlcully lnv‘bk in s
photograph.”

When Mr. Goodacre began his task
he took & great sheet of paper, placed
a compass point in the middle and

-drew a cirgle 77 inches in diameter.

All the space outside this he black-
ened over with India ink. The next

“thing was to rule within the circle

about 44000 tiny squarea, and to
make notes of 1,433 measured points.
All thia waa done to insure correct-
ness. of position for the mountains,
craters and seas which were to be
drawn in during the next seven years.

“l have not had time to count up
yet,” said Mr. Godacre, “but I ghould
estimate that there are probably 30,-
000 craters shown In detail. Some
of those clefts in the moon's surface,
‘shown by short lines, are 100 miles
long and a mile or so.wide. I pro-
pose to reproduce the map in 25 sec-
tions, provided a sufficient unmber of

There has been invented and lntro
duced in Chicago a bed bath in which
one may enjoy a plunge in six or eight
inches of water while in bed. The tud
is made entirely of soft rubber; it Is
six teet long and large enough propor-
tionately to admit of its use by adulits.
It is inflatable and collapsible and the
administration of a bath to Mr. Lazy
.Man or to an invalid requires no more
time than for an ordinary bath.

Deflated, the tub is flat and may be
slipped under a perscen lying on a bed
by a s8ingle attendant. Infiated, the tub,
-which is oval, 1s a sheet of flat.rub-
ber the bottom bollow walis of rub-
ber, ®n inches high, which do not
‘Dbulge from the pressure of the water,
qven if the tudb u filled to its ca-
pacity.

The tub is igfilated by means ot s
pump and & ber tube connected
.with the walls, in the same manper in
which one would ‘pump up a defiated
“picyele tire. © The operation of infiat-

ing the tud requires about one minute.

‘the water 183 poured Into or conveyed
to the tub by means of s hose and the
bather {8 in the senjoyment of his ab-
lutions without having left his bed.
He I8 not disturbed eéven when the
bath is terminated. The loosening
and lowering of a rubber sleeve, un-
til now attached to the top of the tub,
allows the water to empty into a ves-
sel or vessels, care being observed al-
ways to have the tub at one side of the
bed. Two cocks at the top of the
wall of the tub are unscrewed, the air
which has been supporting the walls
of the tub rushes out and the tub de-
flates. This done the bather is dried,
