A New Type of Hollyhocks. 

The flowers of this new variety are so different 
from the old conventional ones that but for the 

similar habit oi the plant it would not be taken for 

a Hollyhock. They are from four to six inches in 

diameter, running from semi double to double, 

and so finely fringed and curled that, compared 

with the old ones, they have the look of a flower 

from Fairyland. The colors are shell pink, rose 

and ruby red, a shade or two deeper at the center, 

and exquisitely tinted toward the edge. The 

flowers do not, as on the other double Hollyhocks, 

rot on the stems, but drop as soon as they fade. 

Every bud to the top of the plant is developed 

into flowers, making the flowering season consid¬ 

erably longer.

Firm ihc soil around 
the bottom of the bulb with 
your hand, and have the top 
ol'the bulbjust covered with 
dirt. When the flowers be¬ 
gin to open, if you take the 
plant up and put it in a pot 
or box and place it on the 
piazza or out of the sun and 
storms, all the flowers will 
open very white and full.
